'country smoothly rolling and grass 
covered, the road from the railroad 
being nearly level along the back 
bone o f the divide.

“The marble deposit was purchas­
ed in 1906 by John Young and asso­
ciates o f Alpine, Texas, who formed 
a close corporation known as the 
Jordan Marble Quarry Co., and com­
menced to develop the properly. 
Hoads were built Machinery in­
stalled, wells driHed and a carkoaa 
o f marble cut when internal dissen­
sion caused the work to be stopped.

“The marble deposit lies in the 
form of a plunging anticline, the 
axis pointing in a general east ana 
west direction and the limbs dip­
ping 15 degrees to the north and 
south. The surrounding rocks are 
schists and gneisses o f uncertain age. 
The nearet structure that has been 
identified is Commanchesn Creta- 
rious.

“The ntarble formation is subject 
to close inspection as to quality and 
thickness at only points. These are 
In the quarry face on the south side 
o f the anticline, and in the canyon 
on the north slope o f the ridge, 
where a block has been removed.

“In the quarry face, four colors 
of mai'bic are expo.sed to a total 
fliickness of 67 feet. They are as 
follows from I he top down:

t The iiiqier member is a solid 
white bed i»f a thickness o f 21 feet. 
It is a mas.sive fnnnalion and takes 
a fair polisli a.s is .show’ii by a block 
about three feel thick which was 
cut from the surface and is lyinj; 
III the yard hut it has not the liard- 
iies.s and strength of the other beds. 
'I his condition is |ii-ohahly due to 
.'Urface decniupo.-ilioii, and is aiiL to 
imiirove witli depMi. 

j 2—The “ .Ylpine Biue ’ is a forma- 
jlion 10 feet thick of line grained 
liaril solid stone, blue-gray in the 
lo i jul i  which poli.slies to a very 
dark blue oj* hlue-black. Several 
blocks o f this are in the yard cut 
rca<ly for .shipment. The laiye-st 
hlttck measures 6'.\8* 6'xl7’.

.3—The ‘ tliiqiolina*’ is a two fooil 
stratum of black marble containing 
fossil shells, which show as white 
ciu'ved lines against the black of 
I lie polished surface.

4—The “Back Shell" is four feet 
thick and similar to the Gippolina 
except that j( contains more shells. 

I These polish to a jet black.
I On the north sco{>e of the hill a 
! »lab has be«̂ n removed from a b«*o 
sixteen feet in thickness which does 
not resemble any of the varieties 
so far described. It is a dark ground 
with i*atlier large splotches o f wliito. 
I have seen no (Milished sample of 
this except that the block took a 
fair iMjilish on iMung .-quareii up for 
.shipment. In my opinion (his is 
your best marble in appearance and 
the equal of any in quality. It has 
l•̂ •en named (he “Rattlesnake.” which 
name, while expre.ssive. is not at 
all descriptive.

“ No attempt is made in thjs report 
to flescribe the marbles as to qual­
ity. The poilished samples in yoiit 
ofllce as well as the samples in the 
rough are representative o f the beds 
as a wholu. These samples were 
taken from widely scattered spots 
on the property and show a wide 
range of colors. Udli solid and inar- 
IiUhI. iiieiiiding .solid gray, solid 
green, various combinations of likht 

land dark mottled effects and most 
staking o f all. a combination of 
white and afiple green. I recommend 
that considerable exploratory work 
he done to ascertain the extent and 
thickness o f these beds.

“There is no iioinl on the prop­
erty where an accurate measure ot 
the total thickness o f the marble 
van be obtained. Al the east end ot 
the deposit on the crest of the anti­
cline a saddle in the mountain ex- 
[Hised approximat.oly 80 feet o f mar­
ble. This exposure is covered with 
brush and grass ad cannot be exam­
ined closely. But the top appears 
to correlate with the Alpine Blue 
in the quarry, one quarter mile to 
the w*est. This indicates the possi­
bility o f 70 feet additional thickness 
below your quarry surface. There is 
a diamond drill hole about 1500 feet 
down the north slope from the quar­
ry, which John Young, the former 
operator, states is 96 feet vertically 
hut does not reach the lower limit 
of the marble. This hole wras drilled 
in 1909 and unfortunately the log 
and mo.sf o f the core have been lost.

“No attempt is made to estimate 
(lift cubic contents o f your deposit, 
as (he figures would be meaningless. 
The oulenip is somewhat over a 
mile long hy about one-fourth of a 
mile wide on the average.
