Washington.—King George III, the
royal bogey man of early American
history, may not have “known his
oats” in the matter of colonial polis
tics, but he was no fool when it came
to knowing other plants and securing
the best scientific and economic re-
sults from them, according to the tes.
timony of Dr. A, W. Hill, director of
the Royal Botanical gardens at Kew,
ingland, who 1s touring the United
| States on a series of visits to Amer-
ican botanical laboratories and gar-
| dens.

The Kew establishment, now the
| largest botanical gardens in the world,
| was Initiated by the mother of George

III, who set aside two adjoining pal-
| ace gardens for this purpose; but It
was George himself who, through his
' friendship for the early English bot-
anist, Sir Josiah Banks, really gave
shape and purpose to the donation and
| started the Iminensely profitable prac-
| tice of making Kew the headquarters
| for the transplantation of new and
' valuable tropical specles from one
| British colony to another.

Since that day, Doctor Hill states,
| practically every important transplan-
| tation of plant industry in the British
| empire has passed through Kew.

'ment of the Yara rubber Industry in
| Malaya, the transfer of the cinchona
| quinine tree from South America to
India and the Easty Indies, and the

COVERED SPACE
J FOR DAIRY HERD

(Prepared by the United States Department
of Agriculture.)

The open shed or covered barnyard

“1s a practical method of housing dairy

cows. It provides the best-known
method of saving and preserving all
the fertilizing constituents of the ma-
nure; it permits the feeding under
shelter of roughage and makes pos-
sible its utilization for bedding: when
there is plenty of bedding, cows so
housed keep cleaner than those con-
fined In stanchions. These are the
principal points in favor of the open-
shed system, says the United States
Department of Agriculture.

In an experiment at the Beltsville
station it was found that the cows in
the open shed produced a little more
milk, but at a greater cost for feed,
than the cows In the closed barn. The
more timid cows were fought away
from the feed racks in the shed, which
resulted in a much lower production
from such cows. Probably it would
be a matter of economy to confine the

cows at feeding time. Cows so housed |

should be dehorned.

The labor required under the two
systems was slightly greater with the
open shed. Had the cows been milked
in the open shed this would not have
been the case, but since this practice
is not recommended in the production
of market milk, the cows in this ex-
periment were taken to a separate
stable for milking. Sixty-eight per
cent more bedding was used in the
open shed.

Helpful Plan Outlined
- to Dehorn Young Calves

During each year there are many
questions about killing the horns on
little calves. Thus we print the fol-
lowing from a bulletin from the Ohio
experiment station:

When the calf is four to seven days
old the hair over and around the
knobs that later produce horns 1is
clipped close. The moistened end of
a stick of caustic potash {is then
rubbed over the horn until a spot
about the size of a dime becomes raw.

Grease may be applied to the outer |

edge of the spot to prevent spread of
the caustic and making the sore larger
than necessary.

The calf should be kept in the dry
for a few hours after the treatment.
Following the successful application

of the caustic a scab will form over

the knob and drop off in a few days.
Stick caustic potash can be pro-
cured at a drug

store for a few |

cents, and may be kept for some *ime |

in a tightly stoppered bottle. While
handling the caust it .should be
wrapped in paper to pr{vent injury to
the hands.

Lactic Acid Bacteria in
Milk Causes It to Sour

Milk sours because of the affection
for it of tiny germs, called lactic acid
bacteria.

Lactose, which is milk sugar, Is
converted by these bacteria into lactic
acid. When development of this acid
has gone far enough, the milk sours.

|

Lactic acid bacteria are everywhere |

and their numbers multiply fast in
ordinary market milk if the milk be
warm, while at a cooler temperature
their multiplication 1s slower. In

evaporated milk, which is simply pure |

cow’'s milk sterilized in cans and with
60 per cent of the water removed, lac-
tic acid germs have no opportunity
to get to the milk, which explains

the reason why the evaporated prod- |

uet in hermetically sealed cans will
kéep indefinitely on the pantry shelf.
Lactic acid forms on the milk pro-
teins, causing them to precipitate In
the form of a curd. When small quan-
tities of acid are present, the precip-
itate is flocculent. When large quan-
titles are present, the precipitate is
heavy and forms a compact curd.

BIG LIGHT INSURES
AGAINST AIR ATTACK

Makes Reading Easy Forty
Miles Away.

New York.—A 2,000,000,000 candle-
power searchlight, the largest in the
world, with a light intensity 80 times
as great as all the lights on all New
York city’s Great White Way com-
bined, was shown to the public for
the first time recently at the Electri-
cal and Industrial exposition. So pow-
erful is this searchlight that a man
40 miles away could see to read his
newspaper by It, and those operating
the light can clearly discern objects
at a distance of five or six miles,

At least 10,000 persons crowded
around the exhibit of the coast artil-
lery on the third floor of the expo-
sition to look at this remarkable
searchlight and to listen with awe
while Lieut. F. A. Mitchell, U. N. A,,
recounted the wonders that it could
perform.

Among the most Interested specta-
tors was Arthar Willlams, president
of the electrical exposition and vice
president, commercial relations, of the
New York Edison company, who point-
ed out, Incidentally, that the first in-
candescent lamp—perfected by the
great Edison exactly 47 years -ago—
had a light Intensity of 16 candle
power.

Makes City Safe.

The Sperry searchlight is part of an
exhibit which Lieutenant Mitchell be-
lieves insures New York city against
any possibility of such aerial attacks
as wrought havoe in London and Paris
during the World war. Against the
anti-aircraft devices on display at the
Electrical exposition, Lieutenant
Mitchell sald, “Zeppelins would stand
no chance at all and smaller aircraft
very little.”

The 2,000,000,000 candle-power

searchlight, the construction of which
was completed just a few months ago,
represents an improvement over pre-
vious models, not only In regard to
power, but especially because of its
resistance to hard usage and its con-
venience in handling, Carried on a
truck from which the current is sup-
plied by a small generator, the search-
light is so perfectly balanced that a
child could direct it.
. Another anti-aircraft device now on
view for the first time at the expo-
sition is a helght-finder, described by
Lieutenant Mitchell as one of the most
fmportant recent developments in the
field of antl-alrcraft fighting. This
height-finder, an adaptation of the
range-finder, is manufactured by the
French government, There are only
eight In existence, and the United
States has four of them.

Can Detect Planes.

Still another device is a great ls-
tening machine, one of several with
which the United States s experi- |
menting. By means of this instrument, |
which resembles a gigantic spray of
Easter lilles, painted drab and lying
on its side, the approach of enemy air-
planes can be detected ten and twelve
miles away.

Discussing the enormous strides In |
anti-aireraft work made since the be-
ginning of aerial warfare, Lieutenant
Mitechell said that in 1914 the French
were bringing down one plane for |
every 13,000 shells fired. while at the
close of the war, the United States
anti-aireraft forces were shooting
down one plane for every 600 shells
fired. In recent tests at Fort Tilden,
Lieutenant Mitchell said. our gunners
scored one hit in every twelve shots
against the flying targets.

“When it is considered.” he sald,
“that a battery of three-inch anti-
aireraft guns—the most efficient

weapon against the airplane—can fire |
60 shells a minute, which at the rate
of one fatal hit for twelve sheots,
means slightly better than four hits
every minute, you can see that, as
the anti-aireraft men figure it, Zep-
pelins have no chance at all and air- |
planes very little.”

Pole\ Cat Sole Resident
of Town That Was to Be

Lofton, Texas.—The sole resident
of Lofton Is a polecat; the sole struc-
ture of the “city” is a white sign
bearing the word *“Lofton,” reared
high over the plains.

O MUCH has been said and writ-

Record for Stadiums

park, Chicago, with a capacity of
100,000, says the Detroit News.

However, the ancients have not been
surpassed in this respect. The larg-
est structure in history for accommo-
dating assemblies of spectators doubt-
less was the familiar Circus Maximus
at Rome. The original structure was
built as early as 829 B. C. It was
made of wood and was burned in the
fire that destroyed Rome. It was re-
built with more durable material. Ac-
cording to the historian Pliny it had
a seating capaecity of 250,000 and oft-
en was crowded to capacity. Some
writers of ancient Rome place the ca-
pacity of the circus as high as 485,000.

The name of the first is
found in Numbers 1:10. He was the
son of Pegahazur, a prince or cap
tain of the Tribe of Manasseh, and he
is here mentioned in connection with
the census of Sinai. He ag:nl‘ men-
tioned in chapters 2:20; 7:54 and 10:
23, the latter reference being to
Gamaliel as captain of the Tribe of
Manasseh at the starting of the Is-
raelities on their march through the
wilderness. The second Gamaliel was
a Pharisee and celebrated doctor of
the law, who gave sound worldly ad-
vice to the Sanhedrin respecting the
treatment of the followers of our
Lord. This will be found in Acts 5:34.
It is also learned from 22:3 that he

Eu-
rope, enlightened and free, owes at
least a token of remembrance to one
of the greatest men who have ever
been engaged In the service of philos-
