At the s.ame time an 
officer of W. C. T. U., was congratu­
lating herself and the Union on the 
Great Work accomplished along the 
lines of law enforcement, etc.

Now if we figure for a moment the 
mind becomes confused and confound­
ed in the maize of figures. If in two 
citizes of Texas, say 50,000,000 bot­
tles of home brew are disposed of, 
then what would the number be 
throughout the State, ignorant of the 
unknown and unknowable bottles that 
are drank, why figure on this busi­
ness anyhow.

Its officers 
in flood sections have constantly 
been reporting conditions and 

ineed for supplies to their com- 
mnding generals and the War 

I Etepartment.”
That is undoubtedly true and 

it certainly is the best use we 
can make of our standing army. 
For efficiency in th a t or any 
other line of emergency work 
there is nothing th a t can equal 
the army training, desciplin and 
generalship.

Congressman Claud B. Hud- 
peth is still active in the war 
on predatory animals, which an­
nually cause great loss to ranch­
men and stock raisers in some 
sections of West Texas.

Hudspeth recently appeared 
before the House Appropria­
tions O m m ittee a t Austin and 
made a convincing talk in favor 
of S tate co-operation with the 
Federal (government in the work 
of destroying predatory animals. 
His talk evidently carried con­
siderable weight, since the com­
mittee unanimously voted $50,- 
(KK) for this purpose. The Senate 
Finance Committee also pro­
mised they would be liberal in 
their recommendations a t the 
present extra session for the 
same object.

Claud Hudspeth has always 
been an active advocate of co­
operation betw'een the National 
and State Governments in the 
interests of ranchmen and farm ­
ers. While in the S tate Legisla­
ture he helped secure the pas- 
sange of two measures designed 
for the purpose of destroying 
predatory animals and since he 
has been in the U. S. Congress 
he has consistenly fought for 
larger Federal appropriations 
with which to prosecute this 
work.

Evidently being 
born on the 13th of the month 
h p  not materially shortened 
his life.

VICTIM OF COLD
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M onster*  s  D e n th  S tn i s g le s  
W a tc h e d  b y  a n  In d ia n

Vanepnrer. B. C —"HeaVlng.' crack­
ing Ice, thrown np into monnds, near 
the shore of Okanagan lake, a few 
miles north of Kelowna,' B, C ,” says a 
dispatch from there, formed the basis 
of reports that “Ogopogo, mystery 
monster,” died during the recent cold 
weather.

Peter Simon, half-breed Indian, ac­
cording to the dispatch, said that while 
hunting along the shore he saw the 
ice “torn asunder by some monster’s 
struggles and fragments thrown far 
up on the shore.”

"Timidly venturing near,” it con­
tinues, “Peter said he could see the 
giant form, sinuous and powerful, out­
lined beneath the Ice. the tall feebly 
thrashing for freedom and the huge 
head, bearing a resemblance to a 
sheep, raised twice in the agony of its 
struggles.

From his vantage point behind a 
tree, Peter watched the final battle 
for life, saw the great form become 
more and more feeble, then subside, 
gently Into the ice. Creeping to the 
lake shore he made certain the mon­
ster was dead, then, dropping his 
rifle, rushed frantically back to Ke­
lowna.” 1

This "Ogoi^go,” or sea serpent, 
gained much ffubllcity for Okanagan 
Lake, B. C., wlien It was first reported 
as striking terror In to  the hearts of 
the native population last summer by 
Its sudden appearance In their lake.

In appearance the "Ogopogo” is de­
scribed as measuring 20 feet from the 
tip of its black-whi.skered snout to the 
end of Its scalp, serpent-llke tail. It 
has a head like a sheep, a body like 
a boa constrictor, and two fins near 
the head similar to automobile tires 
In texture.

Franklin Lightning
Rod Goes to Museum

New York.—The Museum of the 
Peaceful Arts, which is to be built in 
this city with a bequest of $2,500,000 
made by the late Henry R. Towne, will 
have among its possessions,' part of 
the lightning rod set op on 8t. Paul’s 
cathedral, London, in 1770, on the ad­
vice of Benjamin Franklin.

The lightning rod recently was sup­
planted by one of modMn make, and 
the authorities of the cathedral pre­
sented to the trustees of the museum 
a piece of the old one, ten and a half 
inches long and weighing nine and a 
half pounds. E. J. Bolwell, clerk of 
the works. SL Paul’s cathedral, in a 
letter accompanying the gift, wrote:

^Lightning conductors did not seem 
to be In vogue at the time St. Paul’s 
was completed, but somewhere about 
1770 Benjamin Franklin was called in 
to advise on this matter. His system 
appeared to be that existing metal 
work between the  ground level and 
the cross should simply be connected 
up by means of rod iron. Tlie speci­
men piece which you have was taken 
from a position between the ball sup­
porting the cross and the lead dome.

“A ring of rod was fixed around the 
lantern. Inside, and various tappings 
were taken downward from this and 
passed through openings In the wall 
and then connected with the dome. 
The points of each length were halved 

j together and bolted througli.”
