However, the enemy decided to post
pone further action until morning 'he Portan
guese authorities haa sent word to the British
that hostilitles In the harbor must cease. but

Captain Reld did not have to walt long for the
final attack. The hills around the harbor rever
berated to such a bombardment as they had nev
er known before. The

The Armstrong settled as
his men pulled for shore. The enemy sent a party

Determination not to surrender was the fixed
idea that ruled Captaln Reld in this affalr. The
