H IG H  P R IC E S
LACK OF LABORERS ON FARMS 

THE CAUSE.

Doe» the Furili Apiieul to the Averiiire 
H IreJ M unì

S ecretary  of A griculture WUboii 
who has Just re tu rned  from a trip  
th rough  the W estern S ta tes, says tha t 
lack o( farm  hands Is the chief cause 
of th e  high prices of food stuffs. “All 
th rough  the  W est and N orthw est the 
sam e situation  ex ists,"  said Mr. W il­
son. “T he country  is as healthy and 
p rosperous as it ever was but thou­
sands of ac res of valuable and fertile  
land a re  lying idle because the ow n­
e rs  cannot litre labor, although wages 
paid farm  hands in these S tates a re  
the  e«iual of those paid to the labo rers 
In our cities. The Im m igrants who 
land on our shores all fliK’k to the 
la rg e r cities and those of them  who 
have done farm ing In th e ir own coun­
tr ie s  a re  lncomi>eteut and nearly  
useless to the Am erican fa n n e rs  lie- 
cause tliey do not iindersluiid the 
m odern m achinery used on the farm s 
in tills country . P rices of g ra ins and 
vegetables therefore a re  bound to  be 
high and of course with these stap le  
sellliiK at high prices the value of 
m eats is  thereliy raised."

T he fa rm er's  life does not apiieul 
very strong ly  to  the nvernge m an 
w'orking for wages as do tlie city oc­
cupations. Wo can philosophize us 
m uch as  we please about the a t t ra c ­
tions of the farm , the beautiful green 
p astu res  ami purling  brooks, tlie 
sweet featbered songsters and the 
low ering herd, but getting  uii before 
dayligh t ami w orking for twelve to 
six teen hours is not a t all iialatable 
to the o rd inary  man. T here is no 
(luestlon but city life for the wnge 
ea rtie r is m ore agreeable. At best 
he has little  to  give enjoym ent l>ut 
th is  little  is chiefly found In the cities.

It Is n a tu ra l th a t a man should 
w ant as imicli pay for as few hours 
service as be can get. Kight to  ten 
hours for n day ’s work a re  much m ore 
sa tisfac to ry  than  the long hours of 
the  h ired farm  hand but there is one 
phase of fnriu work tha t is a ttractive . 
It is the coiitem plution following 
labo r spen t on your own vine and fig 
tree. Wlien we work for ourselves 
the  clock does not get behind, more 
frepnen tly  it is too fast. The days 
a re  not long enough when every th ing  
n man does Insures to the imiirove- 
m ent of his own home or his own lit­
tle  farm .

T here  is no b e tte r place under the 
sun w here tlie "iilrod m an” will lie- 
cnine th e  "Idrelng" man as (lulckly 
as on the South P la ins of Texas. No 
soil of any s ta te  responds m ore (lulek- 
ly and on the average m ore abund­
an tly  to in te lligen t cultivation th an  
do the soils of the Plains. And in 
no o th er section of the United S ta tes 
can the man of m oderate or average 
m eans m ake a m ore rapidly accum - 
m ulation of th is  w orld 's goods. To 
the  thousands of only reasonably s a t­
isfied men th roughou t the North the

P lains offer all the  inducem ents of 
hope th an  any new country  can offer 
and m any m ore th an  any o th er sec­
tion.

A m an has to  work here a s  he does 
elsew here if he expects to succeed. 
But if he will w ork he will reach  the 
goal m ost of us long for, a  se lf  sup­
porting  farm  and all paid for. All 
such men we welcome, to a ll such we 
extend a h earty  and cordial Invitation 
to  come.

S U G A R  BEETS
THEY PROMISE MUCH FOR THE 

PLAINS rOU>TRY.

B reak ing  Up of L ntge Kiinrlies In to  
S u g ar B eet F a n a s  Will En- 

hanee O ar L and Vulnes.

P rogressive vaudeville a t P ioneer 
T h ea tre  all nex t week.

Only a  few T exas stockm en have 
begun to appheelate the possibility of 
a cheap and fa tten in g  feed given to 
them  in su g a r beets, which will grow 
anyw here in the  50,000 sq u are  mile 
a rea  com m only called C en tral West 
T exas and the P lains.

By s ta tin g  th a t su g ar beets Will 
grow  in th is  section The Stockm an 
Jo u rn a l does not assum e th a t the 
beets can be produced profitably from 
a  su g a r standpo in t. A beet su g a r fac­
tory  ca lls  for a  la rg e  ^ u tla y , but 
w hether the beets a re  “crushed  for 
th e ir su g a r o r not they ^  a  valuable 
feed on account of the su g ar l^ey 
contain , and can be cheaply raised 
when not produced exclusively for 
the sugar. .Nothing better than  su g ar 
beet ptilp has been found for fa tten - | 
ing Iam bs and pulp-fed s teers  a re  as 
popular on the  m arke ts  a s  any from 
the corn  belt.

The follow ing in teresting  s ta tis tic s  
on the  grow th  of the sugar beet In­
d u stry  in the  United S tates show how 
im p o rtan t the  beet industry has be­
come. "*■ *

In 18f*6 th e re  were six beet sugar 
factories in operation  and one build­
ing having a lto g e th er a  capacity  for 
slicing 4,000 tons of beets daily. In 
1908 th ere  w ere six ty -four factories, 
with a to ta l capacity  of .^0,000 tons 
of beets dail.v—m ore than  a tw elve­
fold increase.

From  189S to  1906 our production 
of beet su g ar grew  from 96,000 tons 
to 484,000, an increase  of m ore than 
th irteen-fo ld  in eight years.

in  1906 41,000 ac res  of beets were 
h arvested ; in 1906 976,000 acres, or 
m ore than  nine tim es as g rea t an 
area.

Tlie price of beets, like prices of 
ofner farm  products, has risen s tead ­
ily. In 1896 the factories paid $4.10 
per ton ; now they have to pay $.">.."5.

In 1898 the fa rm ers  had 364,000 
tons of beets to  sell to the factories, 
for which they received $l,.')64,000. 
In 1906, Just elghf years la ter, they 
had 4,236.000 tons of beets to sell and 
received for them  $21,604,000, a twelve 
fold increase  In money re tu rn s .

The to ta l am ount paid out by fac­
to ries for beets du ring  the past 
tw elve years V as $121,000,000.

The to tal capital invested in beet 
su g ar p lan ts  In th is  country  is about 
$70,000,000, and th is  does not Include 
lin e s tm e n ts  m ade by factory  ow ners 
in farm  lands, irrigation  w orks, etc.

Colorado leads all o ther s ta tes  en­
gaged in the industry , having sixteen 
factories. In 1907 these produced 
169,000 tons of sugar, o r enough, if 
it had been passed around, to  give 
all the people of the United S tates 
four pounds apiece.

C alifornia and Michigan follow 
Colorado a t a respectfu l d istance In

the race for second place. Michigan 
has th e  sam e num ber of factories as 
Colorado, but th e ir  p roduct is con­
siderab ly  sm aller. C alifornia has 
only n ine p lan ts , but some of the  la t­
te r a re  very large . F rom  year to 
year the production of su g ar is about 
the  sam e in the  tw o states.

U tah has five factories and  they a re  
s tro n g  producers. Idaho and  W is­
consin follow with four each, and 
th e re  a re  ten  s ta te s  with one factory  
each.

The m ost ea s te rn  factory  is th a t a t 
Lyons, N. Y. H am ilton City, Cal., has 
the m ost W estern  facto ry ; Los Ala- 
m itos. C alifornia the  m ost Southern , 
and B illings, .Mont., the  m ost N orth­
ern.

T he la rg est factory  in the  United 
S ta tes, and one of the la rg e s t in the 
w orld, is the  one a t Spreckles, 
Cal., which is able to slice 3,00t' tons 
of beets in a day, o r 100 carloads of 
th ir ty  tons each.

T he oldest successful factory  in 
the United S ta tes is the one a t Alva­
rado. Cal., which was estab lished  in 
1879 and has been m aking beet su g ar 
for th ir ty  years.—S tockm an-Journal.

Dixon was no t satisfied un less he was 
busy, and ju s t p rio r to  h is la te  Ill­
ness was assis tin g  in In sta lling  m a­
ch inery  in the  new fence factory  
w here he susta ined  some in ju ry  th a t 
b rough t on a form er sp inal trouble 
which resu lted  In h is death . l ie  was 
a M aster Mason and Modern Woodman 
of A m erica, and a m em ber of the 
C ongregational church . A sim ple re ­
lig ious cerem onial was held a t his 
la te  residence yesterday  a t  noon and 
his rem ains w ere taken  to  the tra in  
and ca rried  to  Evansville, W isconsin, 
his fo rm er home, for in term ent. F our 
b ro thers, an  aged fa ther, 88 years old, 
wife and little  d augh ter survive him. 
D uring his sh o rt stay  with us he made 
m any friends and the sym pathy of 
the en tire  com m unity is w ith his be­
reaved ones.

The widow and daugh ter and Mrs. 
Snatchell will re tu rn  w ithin a few 
days and continue to reside in P lain- 
view for a time.

n a tu re  but am using  in th e ir effects.

The first tra in  arrived  a t 2 o’clock 
and was m et enm asse by all of H ale 
C enter, the  excu rsion ists  escorted  to 
the  grand  stand  under a large  ten t, 
w here the  add ress of welcome was 
delivered by Prof. Bull, a f te r  which 
the  hungry  crow d ad journed  on Invi­
ta tion  of Uncle Bob Lemond to  thé 
barbecue d in n er and for an  hour 
about 2000 people enjoyed a  repast 
th a t was fit for Kings.

prices ranged  from  $50 to  $306. The 
sa le  from  num bers sold and price 
given w as sa tisfac to ry , but hard ly  
cam e up to  expectation of the sales 
m anager, M. D. H enderson, of th is  
place who had th is  portion of the 
p rogram  in charge.

People from  all the  su rround ing  
counties w ere In a ttendance, and a 
num ber w ere p resen t from New .Mex­
ico and E ast Texas. On the first day 
fully 2000 w ere in attendance, but on 
S atu rday  the  crowd was m uch 
la rg e r and not less than  3000 m ani­
fested th e ir  In te rest by sw elling the 
attendance. P lalnview  was th ere  in 
full force and  sen t down tw o coaches 
besides th e  num erous autom obiles 
which m ade ru n s th roughou t the day.

On S atu rday  S enato r Veal, of Ama­
rillo , addressed  the crow d and d is­
cussed the  usual popu lar topic “ W hat 
M ust We Do to Be Saved from  the 
T ru s t O ctobus?" He hadled his 
sub ject in a  m an n er en tire ly  s a tis ­
factory  to  the  crowd.

The d in n er on th is  day was an  old 
fashion K entucky picnic spread  and 
It w as deligh tfu l. Everyone who 
b rough t b ask e ts  exteiided the  sam e 
open h ea rted  inv ita tion  to  all v isito rs 
as w as done by the  m anagem ent on 
the  firs t day, and  it w as really  a  m ost 
enjoyable fea tu re  of the  celebration.

The success of th is ce lebration  was 
due to  the  u n tirin g  efforts of the 
com m ittee of w hich the  follow ing 
w ere the m ore ac tive ; N. M. A ker- 
son, R. W. Lemond, W. N. C laxton.

He, in 
d iscussing  his trip , said he found one 
pecu lia r condition, and th a t is that 
cheap money up there  w here many 
of the farm  loan com panies a re  op­
erating . had made m any fanner.s 
reck less and tlxey had overburdened 
them selves with loans, and as a 
consequence m any were in so n  
s tra ig h ts . I 'jhiii his re tu rn  tiie 
P lains had such an a ttra c tiv e  and 
free inviting  look he felt like shou t­
ing. Me does not an tic ipate  m any 
prospectors from th a t portion of Ok­
lahom a. He was in Cliickasha. C lin­
ton and Elk City, all good towns, 
when looked at from the ord inary  
view i)oint, but as he was from  Plain- 
view where he had been accustom ed 
to .seeing th ings done on a large 
scale and done right now, they really  
liad the appearance of being som e­
w hat akin to a cem etery.

.Mr. J. W. Quinn of the E lgin. 111., 
d is tric t, is in the county investigating  
the  conditions re la tive to  the location 
pf a cream ery  at Flainview . He is 
frank  in s ta tin g  th a t the P lains coun­
try  is not yet ready for a cream ery , 
not being th ick ly  enough settled , 
since it will require  not less than  300 
cows to  m ake a cream ery  a paying 
proposition. He th inks the o th er con­
d itions a re  all right, and if the ran ch ­
m en will only get to handling  m ore 
cows and will g uaran tee  the m ilk of 
as m any as 300, and m ore would be 
better, he would put in a  plant. The 
n a tu ra l conditions here a re  fine for 
the purpose for which he came, but 
the artific ia l conditions m ust be «-re- 
ated. It will take tim e to do this, 
and yet w ithin the ne.xt tw elve m oiulis 
these conditions will be m aterially  
changed, since the fa rm ers a re  com ­
ing in nearly  every day from the 
g rea t dairy s ta te s  of IHinois. W is­
consin, Iowa and N ebraska. Tbej 
know w hat a cream ery m eans, and 
will not be slow In g u aran teeing  the 
cows.

The com m ercial sec re ta rie s  of T ex­
as for the  past two o r th ree  years 
have been laboring assiduously in 
the v ineyard  for a bountiful harvest 
of p rosperity  in Texas. At tim es 
th e ir  position on certain  m atte rs  of 
tax a tio n  o r legislation did not ag ree  
w ith the F a rm ers’ I’nion. Now conies 
the  fa rm ers of K ansas and they are  
organizing  com m ercial clubs, and 
the ob jects of these associa tions a re  
p ractically  the sam e us the com m er­
cial clubs ill the cities, organization 
for niiitual advancem ent and devel­
opm ent. One un fo rtunate  featu re 
about nearly  every farm ers union or 
g range nioveinent is tha t a few reck ­
less broken down politicians get in 
and use the organization  for purely 
selfish purposes, and since the m eet­
ings a re  usually  behind closed doors, 
it is easy for them  to do so. T his 
la tes t effort on the p art of the K ans- 

j as fa rm ers seem s to be in the righ t 
I direction, and if they will only be 
I able to  keep politics out. much good 
; will corns. It m ight be well for our 
j T exas fa rm ers  to Investigate th is
I  movement.

He 
was taken sick and his p aren ts  were 
notified, who wired him to come 
back to his old Tennessee home. He 
responded he had faith  in the P lain- 
view physicians and would risk  every­
th in g  here. A.s the trouble had prog­
ressed  so far th a t medical service 
could not a t th a t la te  hour reach the 
source of tlie affliction, nothing 
could be done. He was tw en ty-th ree 
y ea rs  of age, and was associated with 
Bell Bros., the ta ilo rs  on the South 
Side.

T his m anner of selling 
lo ts appeals to the  average  young 
m an o r woman, and too frequently  
we see them  p urchasing  lo ts  in 
those m ush-room  tow ns, and  fur all 
the good they will derive from  th e ir 
gam ble, the money hud us well been 
th row n in the fire. A united  move­
m ent should he in au g u ra ted  by the 
rea l e s ta te  m en and the  o th e r busi­
ness men of Flalnview , and  for th a t 
m atte r by every town on the P la ins 
to  d iscourage th is  tendency to  buy 
lots in these w ild-cat pro jects. A 
section of laud w ill be purchased  at 
tw elve or fifteen d o lla rs  per ac re  and 
cut in to  lots, averag ing  abou t seven 
o r eiglit to tlie acre. These lots a re  
offered to the  suckers a t $2r» to l.'i*» 
per lot, and the first paym ent is u s ­
ually as m uch us a whole ac re  cost.

The com m ittee hav­
ing charge of the location is com ­
posed of H. H. H arrin g tp n , A. B. 
Davidson and R. B. Cousins. They 
have sen t ou t the  follow ing official 
notice to  the  public, and' It m ight be 
well fo r all in terested  to ponder well 
the reciulrem enis: ■■

’’The com m ittee to locate th e  W est 
Texas N orm al College will m eet In 
F o rt W orth on A ugust 9, in the  W orth 
Hotel, a t lU a. in. At th a t tim e and  
place the com m ittee will receive sea l­
ed bids, and briefs se ttin g  forth  the 
claim s of each town d esiring  the lo­
cation of the  College. O ral a rg u ­
m ents will be heard in supp lem en ta­
tion of the briefs and bids under sam e 
announced a t  the  m eeting. .After 
hearing  w hat the rep resen ta tiv es  uf 
the tow ns wish to  say, the com m ittee 
may proceed to  elim inate such places 
as do not appear to  be m ost desirab le  
and th u s reduce the  num ber of app li­
cants. From  F ort W orth the com m it­
tee will proceed to  v isit the  few 
places th a t seem m ust desirab le  as 
locations and will com plete its  labor 
and m ake its  re|>ort. The follow ing 
parag raph  from  the  law estab lish ing  
the school will ind icate  the  points 
th a t the com m ittee will notice in con­
sidering the  claim s of com peting 
places:

“ ’In considering  the claim s uf each 
place th a t m ay ask  for said school, 
the com m ittee shall consider the 
health fu lness, uccessibility  and  the 
general in telligence and social con­
ditions of the  people. The com m ittee 
shall a lso  consider the bonus o r do­
nation offered, w hether in houses, 
money, lands o r o ther valuable con­
siderations, which the res|)ectlve 
places bidding for the locution of 
said norm al college may olTer, and 
shall take  in to  account all facts and 
c ircum stances of each place th a t may 
bid. and shall loi'ate said norm al col­
lege w here it w lh m ost efficiently 
serve the s ta te ; provided, tha t the 
eom inlttee shall not sacriflce the  |)cr- 
m aiient advan tage of any hM-ation to 
the donations offered by any other 
place.'

"The governor will not serve on 
th e  com m ittee In person, but will ap ­
point som e one to serve In h is place, 
as  the law provides. He will he rep ­
resented at the F o rt W orth m eeting 
by his appointee.

"The com m ittee from eai'h place 
desirous of tlie location of the norm al 
should reduce its  claim s and propo­
sitions to concise term s, avoiding 
long and tedious p resen tu tions of im ­
aginary  advHiitagt'S elaim ed for the 
respective towns. T he com m ittee to 
locate the .Normal College will g ran t 
each app lican t a reasonable aiiionnt 
of time in which to  presen t real ad ­
vantages.”

I com pany only gave au thority  to do 
so a t  A m arillo. T he Dally ^Panhandle 
in com m enting on th is situation says:

"A loan com pany wliich will name 
C hildress and A m arillo as the only 
tow ns in the Panhandle which are  
w orthy to receive loans on real estate  
can be classed as "peculiar,"  and the 
m anagem ent of such company, which 
will m ake an u rb ita ry  ru ling  of th is 
na tu re , is m ore peculiar still.

"W hat of .Memphis, C larendon, 
Quanuh, D alhurt, Hereford, Canyon 
City, Plalnview', Lubbock. T ulia  and 
o ther hustling  perm anent tow ns of 
the P anhand le? Are all the cities 
named of such c lass tha t they a re  not 
w orthy to give proper security  for 
loans? T his th in g  sm acks of foolish­
ness; e ith e r th a t o r  the C hildress ed­
ito r has mixed his facts. C hildress 
is a good solid town, but when t h a t ! 
is said  it ca rrie s  no m ore im im rtunt 
s ta tem en t th an  can be applied to the . 
o th er P anhandle towns.

“T he P anhandle country  needs more 
money for developm ent purposes, as 
does every o th er live region in the I 
Republic, and while th is is being said, 
it m ay also  be pu t down th a t the in­
te rest ra te  should be less than  p re­
vails in Texas.' Ten per cent is a 
load tha t is heavy to curry. B usiness { 
men and hom ebuilders a re  handicap- i 
ped and at a  d isadvantage with o ther 
s ta te s  w here loan com panies and in ­
dividuals a re  con ten t with 6 per cent 
and often a t a less figure than  that. 
A blessing  th a t could come to the 
P anhandle coun try  and all Texas, for j 
th a t m atte r, would be for a few m ill- 
lions to  come in dem anding only a 
reasonable ra te  of in terest. Then a 
few in s titu tio n s and a few men would 
nut absorb  so m uch of the general 
wealth of the com m unity.

"T he Dally P anhandle hopes th a t 
o th er loan com panies will not follow 
the precedent se t by the company op­
e ra tin g  exclusively  in Amarillo and 
C hildress in claim ing th a t the two 
cities m entioned a re  the exclusive 
repositories of all tha t is safe and 
honorable in the Panhandle. Such 
procedure is a libel on the best coun­
try  and the most public-spirited cities 
and men in the Southw est."

ditions, .lohn Sufray of Kiskomos, 
H ungary, has gone to Colorado and 
K ansas to learn  the conditions there. 
He already  has visited the farm ing 
d is tric ts  of T exas and California, 
m eeting the fununis p lan t wizard, 
B urbank, in the la tte r  state . .Mr. Saf- 
ray is trave ling  in tlie Cnited S tates 
in the in te re st of the .Society of A gri­
cu ltu re  of H ungary and also  re p re ­
sen ts  the ag ricu ltu ra l jou rnal of th a t 
society, called the "K oztilek" and pub­
lished at Budapest.

.Mr. Safray is deeply in terested  in 
the w ork of the Dry Farm ing  Con­
g ress whicli will hold its fourth  an ­
nual session a t Billings, .Montana, 
next October 26-28, and will endeav­
or to  liave the society he rep resen ts  
atfiliute with the  C ongress in order 
th a t the fa rm ers of H ungary  m ay be 
educated in the m ethods of ag ricu l­
tu re  by which the arid  lands of the 
w estern Cnited S ta tes a re  being re ­
claim ed. W hile in th is city, he was 
taken to the  sta te  model farm  by Dr. 
V. T. Cooke, s ta te  d irec to r of dry 
farm  experim ents, and in structed  in 
the Cooke system  of dry  farm ing. 
He also  m et Prof. B. C. Buffuni of the 
W yoming P lan t and Seed Breeding 
Co., which is endeavoring to solvs 
the problem  of developing drouth  re ­
sisting  types of g ra ins and o ther 
products. He will visit the experi­
m ent s ta tio n s in all the s ta tes  he 
trav e rses . ,Mr. Safray says the con­
d itions here closely resem ble those 
in the southern  p art of H ungary 
w here the Introduction of scientific 
soil cu ltu re  m ethods is eagerly  
aw aited. He is convinced th a t dry 
farm ing  as practiced In th is region 
is successful and proposes to  In tro ­
duce A m erican m ethods In h is native 
country.

He cam e to H ale County in 1891 and 
a t once began to  experim ent along 
the  fru it line, and developed a num ber 
of varie ties  especially  adap ted  to o u r 
soil and clim ate. W ithout question 
he. as  much as any single individual, 
did w ork to a t t ra c t  a tten tio n  and 
prove th a t the  P lains was a  su itab le  
h ab ita t for m an. He was especially  
gifted in his chosen field of in d u stria l 
investigations and  did p ioneer w ork; 
he blazed the way for o th e rs  to  fol­
low, and was m ore in te re sted  in see­
ing th a t his c lien ts  purchased  w hat 
would prove useful ra th e r  th an  for 
any posible profit he m ight derive 
from  a sale. He settled  on Section 
22. block A-4 about 5 m iles sou theast 
of H ale C enter and has resided th e re ­
on ever since com ing to  th is  country. 
In th e  death of th is w orthy m an, his 
fam ily su s ta in s  an  Irrep rab le  loss, 
but the  whole country  will feel It like­
wise. since it is so seldom  the  coun­
try  is fortum ate in having a citizen 
who devotes h is life for the good of 
his fellowm an.

W indsor have re tu rned  from  a five 
weeks tr ip  to the Pacific Coast. They 
visited the im portan t points in Cali­
fornia. Oregon, W ashington, U tah and 
Colorado but the most iu te restln  point 
of a ttra c tio n  was C atalina Islands 
and the  Minken gardens. No verbal 
descrip tion of tliese gardens can 
convey any reasonable Im pression of 
their g randeur. As is known these 
sunken gardens a re  viewed from  the 
bottom of boats as they a re  from  30 
to 80 feet under the w ater. T he va­
rious inundations o r inequalities of 
the sea-bottom  with all of the  moss, 
corals, sea-weeds, denizens of the 
deep in schools, and sp ark lin g  points 
of rocks and cry s ta ls  a re  viewed from  
every i)oint of vision.

AT OUR .MILL.

The H erald m an called at the fiour 
mill one day th is week and is pleased 
to repo rt th a t as facts ai'e m ade known 
the outlook for the P la ins appears 
b righ ter. The .Messrs. Jones Bros, 
shipped in a ca r of spring  wheat last 
season for seeding, and  d istribu ted  
it am ong, the  fa rm ers of H ale and ad­
jo in ing  counties. T his being the first 
tr ia l of sp ring  w heat in the  P la ins 
every developm ent is w atched w ith 
in terest. As every one know s the 
season w as the very w orse experi­
enced in th is  section, an exceedingly 
dry sp rin g  following the dry w in ter 
w ithout any snow (all of consequence. 
As the sp rin g  w heat has no t all b^en 
harvested , re su lts  as a whole cannot 
be determ ined th is  early , but enough 
is known th a t sp ring  w heat will do 
all r ig h t here. Of course the wheat 
used is the  m illing  varie ty  and not 
the m acaron i kind. D. F . M organ, on 
300 acres, will average fnom tw elve 
to  six teen bushels, and we hear of 
o th er fields, sm alle r in ex ten t, how­
ever, th a t  will go a little  be tte r than  
that.

T he w in ter wheat, as  a rule, has 
no t come up to  the sp ring  variety .

T h ere  a re  various estim ates a s  to

a conservative estim ate places it a t 
about 30,000 bushels although some 
claim  it will go as high us .’>0,000 
bushels. The local m ill w ants all of 
it. and will take ca re  of it us fust 
as  it may be brought in.

The Jones Bros, have a rran g ed  to 
take the wlieut th a t will be handled 
at Tulla. Every bushel of wheat and 
corn m illed here  has been grow n on 
the  P la ins and the m ost of it was 
grown in the  te rr ito ry  contiguous to 
Plainview.

The past year has been one of re ­
m arkable hard sh ip  for T exas m ills. 
T here a re  105 m ills in the s ta te  and 
all closed down from w ant of w heat 
except 21. These m ills were largely  
capitalized and hud s trin g s of e lev a­
to rs  and w ere able to  keep in wheat 
during  the g rea t P atten  gra in  fight 
in the large m arkets. Our local m ill 
was able du rin g  ail th is  tim e to  take 
care of its  fa rm ers ' exchange trade , 
but had to  cu t out w holesale business.

They a re  getting  ready to  begin 
m illing on the new crop of wheat and 
will take all o rders us they come. If 
p rospects a re  good for th is  w in ter and 
early  sp ring  as they have been for 
the past four years, a large  elevator 
will be erected  to  s to re  all the  wheat 
th a t will )>e brought to the local 
m arket.

The Jones Bros, a re  exceedingly 
op tim istic a s  to  the outlook. They 
are  typical H ooslers, and have a good­
ly portion of th a t stu rdy  H oosler 
stick-to-ltlveness, and a ’ few little  
th ings dont k n o c l\th em  off th e ir equ i­
librium . They say If th is d ry  spell 
we have ju s t passed through had oc­
cu rred  in In d ian a  nothing would have 
been tho u g h t of it; It would have 
been passed as a m atte r of course. 
B ut being a  new country  and only 
p artia lly  developed. It has given the 
knocker an  opportun ity  to ra ise  a 
howl about th e  coun try  being fit for 
no th ing  bu t g ra ss  hoppers and toad 
frogs, cayotes and p ra irie  dogs. In 
the  p ast fou r years the country  has 
produced th ree  splendid crops, and 
the p re sen t is only a p artia l fa ilu re , 
and the proportion of th ree  out of four 
looks like it is not so aw fully bad 
a f te r  all. I t  would be difficult to find 
any  o th er section of th e  Union th a t 
h as  done a s  well, b reak ing  ou t from  
the wild sod and  w ithout the devel­

opm ent th a t it tak es  tim e alone to 
bring.

The H erald m an has been in m any 
m ills, and  in fact, worked for a tim e 
in one. bu t the little  m ill we have in 
our town is the  cleanest and neatest 
kept m ill it has ever been o u r p leas­
u re to  visit. Plainview  is and should 
ju stly  be proud of the men who are  
pushing th is en terp rise .

I.MHEFEREM DRIVERS.

It miglit be a good idea fur tlie 
city council to  pass an ord inance 
I>roiiibiting the use of the side w alks 
and sidew alk reservations by wagons, 
omiiibuseH and carriages. D uring 
the recent ra in  it looked as if it was 
u p leasure for som e of tlie hack and 
delivery wagon d rivers to  use the 
reservations instead  of the stree ts , 
if a gotni heavy flue was tlie penalty 
they would be more carefu l. It is 
not m uch encouragem ent to  an in ­
dividual to see one of these indiffer­
en t fellows cu ttin g  up the ground 
in fron t of his house and frequently  
driving across lots. When the ground 
is wet tlie dam age done Is consider­
able. ^

The city has ju s t gone to consid­
erab le  cost and is incu rring  m ore in 
having some of the s tre e ts  graded. 
These though tless d rivers will leave 
the graded s tree t and drive on the 
side w alk reservation , and sluff off 
the bank, and In m any places the 
ditch is p ractically  filled up. As the 
city council will meet the first .Mon­
day in next m onth they should take 
up th is  m atte r and put a qu ietus to 
th is reckliness.
