ers In the Childress county jail.

Some timeago the sheriff and his 
department received a private tip 
that saws would be smuggled to 
some of the prisoners, and. as a re­
sult, they were on the lookout. One 
night nlast week Sheriff Cochraa 
heard a mdse that sounded like a 
saw at work. On going to the Jail 
all evidences were completely hidden 
and every man looked aa Innocent as 
a lamb. .Next morning a complete 
search of all prisoners and the vari­
ous apartments of the jail was made. 
This was rewarded by the capture of 
rive saws, made far sawing steel, 
and the discovery that one of the 
cell bars had been partially sawed 
In two.

The sheriff then decided that 
frames for using the saws mtist be in 
the jail somewhere, but this was 
stoutly denied by the prisoners. How­
ever. H more thorough search was 
made and finally a rope was discov­
ered leading down Into a larfie hol­
low pli»e In thejall. This was drawn 
up, and attached to it were found 
the saw frames.

One of the prisoners glibly owned 
up to bringing the taws in. saying 
he had them concealed in his clothing 
when he was incarcerated. This the 
sheriff says cannot be true, and he 
thinks there is no doubt that friends 
or relatives of some of the prisoners 
slipped the articles into the Jail.

Heretofore the sheriff's depart­
ment has been rather free to admit 
visiting relatives atid friends of the 
prisoners, hut such is no longer the 
case, an duo person will l»e allowed 
to see htetn except In extreme cases.

Sheriff ( ’ochran believes that the 
captured saws came out of the Den­
ver railroad shops, us they show to 
have passed through a fire.

The rule allo^vlng no one to see 
the prisoners may seem sever to 
some, but u sheriff's first duty is to 
keep his prisoners safe. Since It 
seems clear that visitors to the jail 
either delivered »ilhe saws or ar- 
range<l the plan to liave it done, we 
think tlie sheriff justified 1ii taking 
this precaution.—Childreas Host.
