William Allen White, the editor of
the Emporia (Kan.) Gazette, better
known, perhaps, to the general public

as a writer for the magazines, has an
article in a recent issue of his paper
that contains “hunks” of solid truth,
and should be read and pondered over
by people who patronize mail order
houses. He takes a turn at those
who buy hats, neckties, cook stoves,
dry goods, clothing, agricultural im-
i)lements and various kinds of sup-
plies in Chicago or St. Louis, who
send their women to these cities by
train to buy tailor-made suits, etc., or
send their orders to mail order houses
and thus escape contributing their
share to the prosperity of their home
city.

Every country publisher is directly
affected by these gigantic corpora-
tions, and every order from any com-
munity means a loss to some mer-
chant, which, in turn, reacts in the
matter of advertising against the pub-
lisher. For this reason Mr. White's
article on the subject will be of gen
eral interest.

IRRIGATION A GROWING FACTOR.

There never was a time in the his-
tory of this country when greater
interest was shown in the science of
irrigation than at the present time,
The rising price of land has made it
more and more profitable to bring
arid land under irrigation. In
twelve years the amount of irrigated
land in the United States has in-
creased from about eight millions to
about eighteen million acres. This is
an increase of about ten millions of
acres, and ten millions of acres under
irrigation will produce food for a
great many millions of people.

It is only in late years that the
government has taken a hand in
tu.rtherlng irrigation projects. But
the governmental work is but begun
and the future will see other tens of
millions of acres of land brought
under this system of agriculture by
the assistance of the national govern-
ment.

In the main, the new lands that
are thus being made productive are
more advantageously situated than'
the lands in the humid portions of
the country, for the reason that they
lie generally under unclouded skies. |
The volume of sunshine is greater
than where skies are cloudy, and the |
amount of heat received by the
ground has a positive influence in|
hastening the maturity of crops.|
This heat supply in irrigated regions |
is of far more consequence than most |
people think, for when it is supple-
mented by an abundance of water it |
means the certainty of crops every
year.

The capital stock is ready to be
paid in and application has been made
to the Comptroller of Currency at
Washington for the necessary papers
for organization.

The new financial institution will
be known as the Third National Bank,
of Plainview, and will be quartered in
the Ansley building, on the northeast
corner of the public square. This
elegant building will need but little
change of interior arrangement or

furnishing to fit it for the bank's
opening, as it is already provided

with a strong vault and such fixtures
as are usually found in up-to-date
banking institutions.

The bank will be organized with a
capital stock of $75,000, and that
amount was over-subscribed in short
time and really before the public had
any knowledge of the intended organ-
ization, a compliment to the men be-
hind the institution.

The active officers of the bank have
been tentatively selected, but no
formal announcment is made as to
their names. R. W, O'Keefe, recent-
ly president of the bank at Canyon,
now a resident of this city, and L. A.
Knight, who is well known in local
banking circles, and for years was
president of one of the banks at this
place, are the prime movers in the
new organization.
