hold the primary.

The test adopted by the State Com-

mittee will appear on the ballot, and
reads as follows: “I am a Democrat,
and pledge myself to support the
nominees of this primary.”

Should this pledge be torn off, or
in any way defaced or altered, the
vote will not be counted, and if the
voter is objected to, as not being a
Democrat, the presiding officer shall
swear the voter to the pledge.

The submission question will also
appear on the ballot.
