At this
conservative margin, the total pro-
duction of an acre of 500 vines would
be 10,000.

A few have been
having marked success with grapes
on the Plains for many years and
still this profitable industry has been
overlooked by the masses. Col. Moore
planted the first vineyard in Hale
county some twenty years ago. The
vineyard still stands.

ble territory but they have not yet
becgun (o bear as they will. For many
years the farmers of the county have
been raising grapes for their own use
but have neglected the mammoth pos-
sibilities of raising them for com-
merce.

The people of the Plainview country
will make a great mistake if there is
not planted next year an enormous
acreage to grapes. The advent of ir-
rigation and the cut-off are  not in-
significant when growing grapes for
commerce is considered. Irrigation
means the growing of crops that will
make the most off a small area, The
acre planted to grapes and placed un-
der irpigation will almost support a
family-—a small family of course,
And the cut-off gives us a direct
course by rall to the Gulf and thence
the outside world.

Grapes are easily cultivated, needing
hardly any labor beyond keeping the
vines free from weeds. They are
easy to irpigate and many truckists
mw vegetables between the rows

grapes. This perhaps is running
intensification to the extreme—we can-
not say. But we can say that grape
growing should be general in this sec-
tion. Col. Smythe, now that his big
irrigation well is going, wil no doubt
receive in the neighborheod of 25,000
pounds from his vineyard this year.
Down in the Pecos Valley there are
300 acres of grapes under irrigation.
This section is far richer than that
Think for a moment how much of the
necessary lucre 300 acres of grapes
under irrigation in the Plainviey
country would hring in!

If the money that is spent every year by ‘‘occas-
ional’’ advertisers were added up it would be found
to amount to a large sum. Intermittent advertis-
ing is far less effective than the regular variety.
Loeal publicity is often done this way under the ex-
euse of helping the paper, but the real reason is that
the advertiser is half hearted about the matter. He
partly looks upon advertising as ulnxury anyhow,
land so curtails his oxpendmn'e oh it to the lowest
imrt.

Although the retailer may - reglrd publicity as
a luxury, it yet seems to be a dream- on his part
that one day he will make some real success and
a handsome fortune through advertising. Indeed,
down deep in every retailer’s heart is afeeling that
money ecan positively be made thru advertising.
They know that huge fortunes have been made and
are being piled up by retail merchants with the aid
of this himitless roree. and they have secret hopes
that one day they also may strike the royal road to
success. If they but knew it that road lies straight
and plain before every reailer in the country if he
would only open his eyes to see it.

John Wanamaker, the great New York and
Philadelphia retail merchant, on one occosion said,
“‘Advertising doesn’t jerk; it pulls. It begins very
gently at first, but the pull is steady. It is liken-
ed to a team pulling a heavy load. A thousand, spas-
modie, jerky pulls will not budge that load, while
one-half the foree in steady effort will start and
keep it moving.’’

Here is the solution in a nut-shell—steady ef-
fort. The merchant who uses newspaper space ‘‘oe-
fasionally '’ is simply wasting his efforts. It is
the steady pounding—and pounding again—that
makes success in advertising as in everything else.
All advertising is good in proportivnate degree to
how it is done, and even occasional has some value,
but to be successful to the point of permanently in-
ecreasing your bank ac¢count, it must be done per-
sistently and systematically.

What would you say about a clerk in your store
who waited on customers for a day or two and then
sat_down to rest for a few more days. leaving the
customers to attend to themselves? You know how
long your business would last under such condi-
tions. It is the same with newspaper advertising.
Publicity in your newspaper is simply salesmanship
on paper, and the same rules apply to it as apply
to salesmanship in your store. Continuous effort
and eternal polishing up of ideas and methods are
necessary to make success either as a personal sales-
man in your store or as a saleman In your news-
paper.

You advertise to sell your goods and keep your
name in front of the people. It is only reasonable to
suppose that you will be better able to do this with
persistent effort rather than with spasmodic at-
tempts. If you were to tell a man or woman daily
about the quality and prices of your wares you
would produee more effect than if you were to talk
to him or her at uncertain intervals,

The question of changing the salemanship or
““eopy’’ in your advertising space is an important
one. It acts this way. Suppose you had a pile of
some special goods for sale. Suppose you were de-
termined to sell some of these goods to some particu-
lar ¢ustomer. After you had asked that customer
to M those goods, would you, the next time you
ched her, use exactly the same language and
nts? You know you would not. You would
u}) new ideas to attract her attention, new
of econvincing her and new methods to get her
You must apply the same principle to your
ng. You must be y hunting up

new arguments and new ways of attract-
holding attention. Salesmanship in news-

Plainview, Texas, June 3.—Plain-
view is the largest city in the Texas
Panhandle except Amarillo.

It is the seat of Hale county; the
junctional point of the Amarillo-Lub-
bock and Plainview.Floydada railroad
lines; is a noted educational and
church center, having the Seth Ward
Methodist College, the Wayland Bap-
tist College and twelve churches; has
& population including its college ad-
ditions, of $5,000; has the ) 100,00 Ware
Hotel and Citizens National Bank
building; a $40,000 Opera House; a
$75,000 court house; $50,000 worth of
public school buildings; a $50,00 wa-
terworks and sewerage system; a $40,-
000 electric light and ice plant; a $10,-
900 City Hall; the $50,000 First Nation-
al Bank Building; the handsome Third
National Bank structure; a $25,000
wire fence factory; a $20,000 flouring
mill; a $15,000 grain elevator; 20 miles
of concrete sidewalks with 12. more
miles now adding. 11 miles of sewerage
mains; a $30,000 railroad passenger
depot; a big freight depot and three
miles of railroad yard and switch
trackage; has a combined bank capi-
talization-of $300,000, with current ag-
gregate deposits bloating out to $1,000-
000; the Hale County Herald with its
commodious brick -home; the pro-
gressive Plainview News; over 20
brick and concrete business blocks,
ranging in cost from $8,000 to $15,000;
a well organized comprehensively
equipped and grimly fighting fire de-
partment; a dozen thousand shade
trees, including the many-leaf maple,
the beautiful black locust, and the
bonnie box elder; broad streets which
are natural boulevards; residence por-
tions counting handsome houses, love.
ly laws, scenic shrubberies, orchards
ornamental and truitful and floral
growths of pewildering variety and
beautiful blossom; a big steam laundry
and last, but not least, a strong and
stirring Commercial Club.

Early Enroutc.

In addition to the above, Plainview
is soon to have a brick yard and a
creamery, while a canning factory, a
concrete block plant and an iron foun-
dry are talked of, the latter industry
being able to cheaply run for the first
two months on the old scrap iron scat-
tered over the country.

The city was incorporated in 1907,
with a population of 1,000, and there-
fore has added to her growth at the
ratio of 1,000 people per annum.

The Seth Ward Methodist College in-
vestment is in excess of $200,000, while
the Wayland Baptist College cost $150,-
000.

The Harvest Queen flouring mill has
a capacity of 100 barrels every 24 hours
and practically runs on locally grown
wheat. Here is made the famous Cen-
tral and South Plains “Pride of Plain.
view” flour from an admixture of the
hard Russian Red and Turkey Red
grains with the softer Tulicaster wheat
—a wheat mixing which locally gives,

In Tex-
las we raised 18,750,000 bushels, which

| Ita. .

I An examination of the wheat acreage
planted In Texas each year for the
past three years shows an irregular
and volcanic condition. In 1908 we
havested 924,000 acres, in 1909 there
was 065656,000 acres harvested, and in
1010, we harvested 1,252,000 acres,
indicating sudden and rapid changes
in our wheat acreage.

Our wheat crop ranks third in value
of Texas agricultural products and has
a farm value of $18,404,000, We pro-
duce 156 bushels per acre and the farm
value was $14.70 per acre.

PEAS AND PEANUTS,

The Texas Experiment Station at
the A. & M. College of Texas gives the
following advice: Peas and Spanish
peanuts both do well planted in corn.
They do better on old rather thin
land where the corn does not grow
80 thick and pank. !

A crop of cowpeas tvan always fol-
low Irish potatoes to good advantage,
but this will not be the best plan to
treat land if it is desired to follow
with a fall crop of potatoes. The pea
crop will use a great deal of moisture
and will be apt to make the land dry
at the time the fall crop of potatoes
should be planted, say about August.
The land for fall potatoes had  better
be kept plowed, harrowed and culti-
vated all thprough the summer, till
ready to plant, By thus keeping it
well worked, keeping’ all weeds and
grass down, much moisture, and fall
potatoes will make a good crop.

Cabbage land may be treated in the
same way as Irish potato land.
