But lest that statement bring up a plcture of an
army snugly housed in comfortable barracks, let
it be recorded that the huts were little more than
plles of logs thrown up hastily around holes dug
in the ground, the spaces between the logs plas
tered with mud, The roofs were slabs but they
were leaky and water poured In on the heads of
their Inhabitants a well as seeped through the
walls, unless they had had foresight or strength
enough to dig drain ditches around the outside

Add to such a situntion the misery of hunger
and sickness and you have a picture of the horror
that was Valley Forge. For the commissary of the
Continental army, neglected by a vacillating and
bickering congress, had fallen down on its job
entirely. On December 23 the commander In chief
wrote to the president of congress that out of
about 11,000 men “we have by return this day made,
Do less than 2,080 men now in camp unfit for duty
becanse they are barefoot and otherwise naked ™
He also reported that on this same day the army
had “not a single hoof of any kind to siaughter
and not more than twenty-five barrels of flour.”
