Senator Seliger speaks on education

The fourth special session
of the 79th Legislature was a
success in many ways. After
years of varying opinions on
how to fix the broken school
finance system, the House and
Senate passed a bill that not
only brought significant prop-
erty tax relief to all taxpayers,
but also included important
education reforms. Thanks to
leadership and cooperation
among both chambers, House
Bill 1 provides all teachers,
school nurses, counselors and
librarians with a much deserved
$2000 across-the-board pay
raise. The bill also restores the
$500 health insurance stipend.
Additionally, one educator
compensation award program
was expanded and another cre-
ated in order to further supple-
ment educator salaries.

The Awards for Student
Achievement Program was cre-
ated by Governor Perry and
applies to schools serving the
most economically disadvan-
taged students that are also
rated exemplary, recognized, or
in the top 25 percent of
schools most improved in read-
ing or math. The program’s
funding was expanded from the
initial $10 million to $100 mil-

lion beginning in the 2007-2008"

school year. Seventy-five per-
cent of the awards must go
directly to teachers who are
shown to have improved stu-
dent achievement.

The second program, the
Educator Excellence Awards
Program, is available to any
district and will be funded with
$228 million starting in the
2008-2009 school year. A ma-
jority of teachers on each par-
ticipating campus must vote
to approve participation. Sixty
percent of the funds must go
to teachers shown to have im-
proved student achievement,
while the remainder may be
used for stipends for
mentoring, hard-to-staff sub-
jects and campuses, and to

reward other staff who con-
tribute to student -achievement.

I am pleased to report that
Texas students will also ben-
efit from several improvements
to the education system that
will be implemented in the com-
ing years.

Beginning this school year,
districts will receive $275 per
student in grades nine through
twelve to be spent on high
school completion and success
initiatives starting in sixth
grade. The funds are intended
to increase graduation rates
and may be used to promote
college readiness or to offer
additional study options such
as dual credit or advanced
placement courses. I believe

this is a huge step towards
helping our college-bound stu-
dents get ahead.
Additionally, the Texas
Education Agency will begin
to calculate annual student
achievement and report to
parents and teachers whether
each student meets, exceeds
or falls below expectations.
This is imperative for keep-
ing our students on track
for graduation and post-high
school stccess, whether each
student’s plan is higher edu-
cation, technical school, or
succeeding in the workforce.
There are a couple of
worthy goals that I hope we
will address in the 80" Leg-
islature. I would like to see

rapid progress in getting our
teachers to the national av-
erage in pay. Despite the
recent pay raise, Texas still
lags in that figure. I also
think we need to assess the
effectiveness of the Texas
Assessment of Knowledge
and Skills (TAKS) test, as
well as whether the test has
been, counterproductive to
meeting its intended objec-
tive. I believe it may be
time to replace the TAKS
test with end-of-course ex-
ams based upon the recom-
mended curriculum.

I recognize the impor-
tance of preparing students
not only for college, but for
any path they choose in life.

I am interested in expanding
technical and workforce
training programs in our high
schools because not every
student chooses to pursue
higher education. While it
should always be our goal
to encourage further study,
we should also utilize the
time we have today to help
students succeed tomorrow.
I look forward to working
with educators in this dis-
trict to accomplish more for
our schools.

We must never stop sup-
porting our schools or stop
trying to improve them.
Today’s students are
tomorrow’s leaders, workers,
and, yes, teachers.

Get a passport.

If you plan to travel out of
America after January 1, 2007,
chances are you will be required
to have a passport. Right now
a passport is an option when
traveling to many places out of
the country. Next year it is not
an option. Thank the terrorists.

Passports are $97 but are®

good for 10-years for persons
16-years and over. Passports for
people under 16-years are good
for 5-years. It takes a few weeks
to get one so if you are going
to Mexico, the Bahamas or on
a cruise or elsewhere next year,
now is a good time to get
started on passport paperwork.

Start with passport photos.
Walgreen’s or Wal-Mart or Sears
in Clovis can take them for you.
They have to be official pass-
port photos, not just routine
photographs. Passport photos
are on a special paper that can
withstand the heat applied to
seal your photo into the pass-
port. They will take them while
you wait. You get about 6 pho-
tos but only need two for the
passport office.

After your get your pass-
port back, go to the copy ma-
chine and make a copy of the
inside where your picture and
the official information is. Put
the copy and the extra pictures
separate from your passport and
carry them with you on your
trip. Why all the trouble? In
case your passport is lost or
stolen while you are out of the
country you will have a copy
of your passport to show au-
thorities and it will make get-
ting a temporary replacement
easier.

Passport applications are
available at the Parmer County

District Clerk’s office in the
courthouse at Farwell. You can
pick up an application and take
it with you and fill it out, but
do not sign it. It has to be
signed in the presence of the
passport clerk at the office.

When you go for your
passport you will need to take
an original birth certificate or
a certified copy, two photos,
the application, a photo ID
such as drivers’ license, and
$97. The Parmer County Dis-
trict Clerk’s office does not
accept credit cards. District
Clerk Sandra Warren says it
takes about 6-7 weeks to get
a passport back.

If for some reason you
needed a passport in a week
or less, you will have to pay
the $97 fee, plus a $60 expe-
diting fee, plus the overnight
charge both ways to send all
the paperwork to the nearest
passport issuing office, which
I believe is in Houston.

Present day passports have
a barcode on them. When re-
turning to the U. S. the immi-
gration officer can scan your
passport and your photo pops
up in their computer. Just like
they do it on CSI. Sooner or
later personal information will
be included in your “passport
file” so the immigration of-
ficer (and other government
offices) can know a lot more
about you than where you
have been on vacation.

With your passport in hand
you can now go to the airport
with a zip-lock bag with tiny
3-ounce bottles of gel or lo-
tion to carry on the flight. All
other liquid containers have
to be packed in your luggage
where at least one of them

tiny bottles of liquid

will leak all over your clothes.

In Tuesday’s Amarillo
Globe-News a story said the
FBI lab has determined that
an amount of explosives so
small it will fit in a quart size
zip-lock is not enough to blow
up an airplane.

They changed the rules
again this week to add to the
airplane experience. The people
that manufacture zip-lock bags
are ecstatic. Their sales will
skyrocket. Millions of travel-
ers will now be buying zip-
locks.

You can also carry on lig-
uids purchased inside the se-
curity area. So who checks
the backgrounds of the people
who work in the stores inside
the security area? Wouldn’t it
be easy to plant a terrorist as
a newsstand employee inside
an airport security area where
they could hand a big bottle
of liquid explosives to a com-
rade who was boarding a
flight? I’m sure the govern-
ment has this covered.

Banning liquids on airliners
is not new. Back in the real
hijacker days of the 1970s and
’80s, hijackers took over
flights with guns and made
them fly to Cuba. When guns
couldn’t get past security, for
a while hijackers would bring
bottles of gasoline or other
flammable liquid on board and
threaten to hijack the plane
with a’ cigarette lighter.

In June of 1983 my travel
agency in Dallas chartered a
Carnival cruise ship that sailed
from Miami to San Juan, St.
Thomas, and Nassau with
over 1,000 Texans on board.
We left on Saturday for a
week. In those days there was

no communication on the
ship. No cell phones, satel-
lites, or computers. The only
news for passengers was a
daily newsgram from the
ship’s crew slipped under the
cabin door. Passengers were
isolated from the real world
which was a good thing.

If you have ever been to
St. Thomas you know it is
duty free liquor heaven.
Blocks of liquor stores line
the streets of Charlotte Amalie
and purchases are not sub-
ject to import duty. They pack
your purchases in boxes with
handles and deliver them to
your cabin on the ship.

A week later when we ar-
rived back in Miami, most of
the passengers had their
bottles and boxes of booze
with them to check in at the
airport. Unbeknownst to us
the rules about carrying lig-
uid in the airplane cabin had
changed while we were at sea.
No more liquid as carry-on. It
had to be checked baggage.
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So there was a long line of
Texans, most holding neatly
packed boxes of liquid spir-
its, being told *so sorry but
you have to check that.” One
fellow I remember who was
probably still hung over, just
smashed his bottles on the
airport floor in a bit of a tem-
per fit. With the help of extra
skycaps and porters the boxes
and bottles finally were
tagged and checked.

It is not so much fun to
fly anymore. Every person I
see interviewed says they
don’t care what they have to
do as long as flying is safe. I
hope it is. Bon voyage.

There is a special grave in the Cochran County Cemetery in
Morton. It contains the bones of an Indian. The bones were
found years ago by a rancher who took them to the museum in
Morton. The bones were undisturbed for more than 50 years
until the museum moved into another building. Someone found
the bones among cans of paint in a cardboard box. A note
indicated the bones were those of a Native American.

A group of volunteers decided to give the bones a tradi-
tional Indian burial. They contacted someone at the Texas
Historical Commission who told them they could do anything
they wanted to with the bones except display them.

When the group approached the county commissioners
court for permission to bury the bones, the commissioners were
sympathetic to the cause and not only donated one burial site
but also nine more in the county-owned cemetery just in case
other Indian bones are uncovered.

The volunteers asked Ken “Yazzie” Chambellan, a physician’s

assistant at Cochran Memorial Hospital, to help with the burial.
Yazzie is a member of the Navajo tribe. He chose to wrap the
bones in a red blanket with a Native Ameri-
can design and seal them in a pine box. At
the burial service he sprinkled cedar ashes
around the gravesite and spread smoke from
native grasses. He played his flute and
spoke for two and a half hours.

“We asked for blessings and I talked
about living in peace and harmony. Buffalo
soldiers escorted me and I placed the bones
in the grave.”

His remarks included the words from an Indian poem:
"] was born upon the prairie where the wind blew free. There
was nothing to break the light of the sun. There were no
enclosures. Everything drew free breath. I want to die there, not
within walls. I know every stream and every wood between the

Rio Grande and the Arkansas. I have lived and hunted over the
country I loved. I have lived as my fathers, and as them I have
lived happily. The white man has the country I loved and we
wish only to wander on the prairie until we die. I want no blood
upon my land to stain the grass. I want the land clean and [/
pure. I wish it so all who go through among my people may
find peace when they come in and when they leave.

Do not stand at my grave and weep. I am not here. I do not
sleep.

I am the thousand winds that blow. I am the diamond glint
on snow.

I am the sunlight on ripened grain. I am the gentle autumn
rain. When you wake in the morning hush, I am the uplifting |
rush of birds in flight. I am the soft starlight at night.

Do not weep. I am not here. I do not sleep.”
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Report bees to county'ag office

Bees are in the news. Recent
media reports have noted the
possibility of Africanized bees
still making' their way north
through the Panhandle.

Monti Vandiver, Pest Man-
agement agent with the Parmer
County Extension office in Far-
well, says he has received sev-
eral calls the past few weeks

about swarms of bees. One in-
cident was a swarm he found in
the squirrel houses at the court-
house which he captured with
the help of his father-in-law who
is a beekeeper in Roswell. An-
other swarm was reported near
the school playground in Bo-
vina. Others have been reported
out in the county.
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Friona Evening Lions Club was entertained Thursday,
September 14 by two lovely ladies, left, Alryna
McElreath and, right, Debbie Wium from South Af-
rica who spoke about the beauty of their country,
their school systems, favorite outdoor sports and

“There is no way for the
average person to distinguish
between Africanized bees and
native bees,” Vandiver said. To
determine if  bees are
Africanized, he said, the bees
have to be sent to a lab, ground
up, and the DNA tested.

Any resident that finds a
swarm of bees should call the
county extension office at 806-

481-3619. Most important, chil- |
dren and pets should be kept §

away from a bee swarm until
officials capture or kill the bees.
Africanized bees are very ag-
gressive and Vandiver said resi-
dents should not disturb any
bee activity.

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It was 1942 in the middle
of World War II when much
of America’s manpower was
overseas fighting the war.
Many of our country’s jobs
were capably being taken
care of by America’s
women, but there was still
an urgent need for a larger
labor supply: Farmers, fear-
ing the urgent need for more
labor and feeling the anxiety
over having to pay higher
wages, were desperate for
workers. At the same time,
ever since the 1910 Mexican
Revolution when 2 million
peasants died, the Mexican
workers were not being pro-
vided the resources or the
jobs by their government to
survive. Enter an agreement
between the two countries
called Bracero, the Spanish
word for day laborer or the
offering of an arm based on
the word brazo meaning arm.

This was neither the first
nor the last such program.
Before the Civil War most of
the work on small farms
was done by family and
friends of the farmer, and
most of their production was
just for themselves. Many
Mexican, workers came to
work on the railroads in the
1880s and 1890s. The Chi-

nese workers also came to
work on the railroads. Later,
in the 1920s more workers
came to the cotton fields
and gins to fill the need for
a greater labor force. Not
only the cotton crops, but
also the fruits and vegetable
crops called for hands on
maintenance and picking—
seasonal work. - From 1942
to 1964 during the twenty-
two years the Bracero Pro-
gram was in effect, 4.5 mil-
lion Mexican National work-
ers came to America to work.
The workers came mostly
to Texas, California, and Ari-
zona (80,000 per year in El
Paso alone).

The program only
offered to able males who
were required by some Mexi-
can states to work for a
period of time in Mexico
before being eligible to come
to America. The program
required a physical examina-
tion and a signed contract
that stated they would re-
turn to Mexico at the end of
their contract. At first, the
laborers worked for the gov-
ernments but later in the
program, they were hired
directly by the farmers them-
selves. States were given no
less than $9 million and not

less than $13.5 million to
accomplish administering this
program to fill America’s
need for an emergency labor
force. The money was for
managing, training, recruit-
ment, transportation, living
expenses, building temporary
housing and sanitary facili-
ties, medical services, occu-
pational insurance and even
a 10% savings account to
be held for the worker upon
his return to Mexico. The
workers were to be paid the
same wages as domestic
workers, but in any event
no less than 30 cents per
hour; this was later increased
to 57 cents per hour de-
pending upon the type of
work. No more than 2% of
the funds were to be spent
on administration of the
workers themselves.

Many things have affected
migrant labor including the
mechanization of picking the
cotton crop, moving of
population from rural to ur-
ban areas, loss of:domestic
labor due to wartimes, re-
sulting in changing needs.
Some of the needs were met
with POWs from camps in
our country; these included
mostly Gérmans and some
Italians and supplied between

41,000 and 122,000 workers
from 1943 to 1945.

The original program was
modified in 1943 and ex-
tended in 1946-1947 & again
in 1949.

Our local labor camp may
have been built during the
1946 extension period. Lo-
cal counties could apply for
funds to build a labor camp.
An administrator was then
hired to manage the program
and the workers. The labor
camp in Friona was just

south of the railroad tracks

at the end of main. The
camp was built by local con-
tractors in close proximity
to the cotton gin because
most of the workers did not
have any means of transpor-
tation other than their
employer’s. The workers
came by railroad to Juarez,
which became a Bracero
Center and were then bussed
or brought by railroad to
areas of need in America.
Once the system was in
place, area farmers could go
to the camps and hire work-
ers by the day and they also
paid the wages. The facili-
ties were dormitory type
dwellings with a separate
building for toilet and shower
purposes. Some of the
first workers to come, be-
fore facilities were con-
structed, were housed what
is now the city barn. The
area was partitioned off with
burlap or canvas curtains to
allow some privacy. Later,
a different building was con-
structed to house families
who.worked at the vegetable

| shied ontthé ‘fiorth side o

the railroad just east of the
city barn.

On December 31, 1964
the last day of the Bracero
program, 527 Mexican Na-
tionals crossed the Sante Fe
Bridge in Juarez to American
making a total of 12, 127
for its final year of opera-
tion. It was not the intent
of the program to- drain or
destroy the domestic work
force of either country; but,
as with any such program,
there was fraud and abuse,
which brought about discon-
tent, distrust, and disagree-
ments.  Strictly forbidden
was the use of migrant labor
as strikebreakers—allowing

to work when
American workers went on
strike.  Unfortunately, this
and many other abuses were
realities. By the time the
program ended, our own sec-
retary of labor called it ‘le-
galized slavery’. It also
brought about the phenom-
enon of ‘circulatory migra-
tion’. Migrant workers, by
agreement, were to return to
their countries of origin at
the end of their contract.
Many collected their 10%
savings accounts and re-
turned to the U.S. Thus,
these legalized non-resident,
or alien workers, became ‘il-
legal aliens’. The fact that
working conditions and
wages had not improved in
Mexico also contributed to
this re-migration.

Migrant labor has come
to the rescue when an emer-
gency labor force was ur-
gently needed to provide for
wartime and peacetime eco-
nomical needs. It has also
helped keep food prices down
in America while allowing us
to feed many, many of the
world’s people in addition to
our own land. As our rich
farmland and farmers help
feed the world, we acknowl-
edge the important roles the
migrant labor force has
played. As we celebrate our
bountiful harvests each year
at Maize Days, we honor all
who played a part in our
success. During this month

clothing to age eighteen is a bit
over $22,000. You can knock
$21,000 off this total if you
refuse to buy basketball shoes.
This figure changes for parents
of babies, depending on the
quality of the diapers.

Things to consider in a good
retaining wall—enforced diaper
are load-bearing capacity, car-
toon logo, degree of industrial-
strength odor retention, and how
many squishy noises it makes
when the child runs through
the dining room with a full load
while you have guest for din-
ner. The diapers we used for
our children ranged from Ninja
Turtles and Care Bears dispos-
able diapers to super-polymer
lawn-and-leaf bags.

Those of us who have cho-
sen to travel down the road of
parenthood (probably in a
minivan) realize we cannot buy
those kinds of investments with
money, but we do go to our
memory banks and withdraw
hours of pleasure, fun, sweet re-
membrances, smiles, and a few
tears.

ATV safety campaign launched

The president of the 4-H
Council, Don Floyd, and
NASCAR racing legend Richard
Petty have joined with the
Neighborhood Safety Network
(NSN) in launching a major cam-
paign to educate riders young
and old on the safe use of all-
terrain vehicles.

From 1982 through 2004 there
were nearly 6,500 deaths involv-
ing ATVs. In 2004 alone an esti-
mated 136,000 people were
treated in hospital emergency
rooms for ATV related injuries,
many life-altering. In 2003 an
estimated 740 people died na-

tionwide in ATV incidents.
About 30-percent of all deaths
and injuries involve children
younger than 16.

ATVs are not toys, especially
adult ATVs, which can travel at
6- mph and weigh up to 800
pounds. Children should only
ride youth model ATVs. There
have been too many children
killed while driving or riding as
a passenger on adult ATVs.

The NSN says if all riders
followed the golden rule of ATV
safety there would be a decline
in deaths and injuries. Those
rules are: 1) never allow a child

to operate or ride an adult size
ATV, 2) always wear a helmet or
protective gear, 3) never ride
tandem on a one-person ATV,
4) never ride on paved roads,
and 5) never ride under the in-
fluence of drugs or alcohol.

The Loss Control Internship is a series of workshops of- |
fered by the National Rural Electric Cooperative Association in |
conjunction with the National Utility Training and Safety Edu- |

cation Association. The program is designed to instruct partici-
pants in many areas related to electric utility industry safety. *

One of the goals of a Certified Loss Control Professional is
to help ensure a safe work environment for utility workers and
the public in general. Avoiding workplace accidents avoids
down time and can ultimately lead to lower utility rates.

Veazey is one of only a few electric utility professionals that
will receive this certification. The program requires participants
to complete a rigorous series of seminars and tests, a detailed
course project and a 30-hour OSHA course. Loss Control
paricipants go through four 6-day sessions designed to chal-
lenge and educate them in new, innovative safety techniques.
Veazey must maintain his certificate by attending’ courses each
year.
