BIRDS VERSUS SPRAYING,

“The present insect pests may be
controlled by spraying, and when prop-
erly done this is quite successful. It,
however, entails an annpual expense
that will increase as the trees grow.
Spraying is all right in its way and
will probably be used for years. This
is probably the best method to use at
the present time. Yet it should be
largely superseded by natural enemies, |
such as birds, toads, lizards, preda-
ceous insects, ete.

“Spraying and fumigation are tem-
porary makeshifts, and should be sup-
planted with something of a more per-
manent and enruding nature and less
expensive to the orchardist, namely:
the destriction of pests by birds and
other natural enemies, which should
be fastered and protected by the State
and Government.

A clean, well-drained barnyard,

Clean utensils, thoroughly ster-
lized.

Clean, healthy
milk with dry hands.

A small-top milking pail.

Immediate cooling of the milk to
50 degrees F., or lower,

Storage of milk at a low tem-
perature until delivered.

A separate house for handling
the milk.

Six slender octagonal turrets, ter-
minating in open spires, rose from the
corners of the roof and from the two
gables In the center.

The ramparts had been canverted
Into  promenades and boulevards,
where an endless stream of tourists
and sightseers strolled during the
summer months,

Three-quarters of a mile to the
south, outside of the city's walls, stood
the Chatean d'Haverle of the Due
d’Arenberg, a structure dating from
the Sixteenth Century. It held a li-
brary of 50,000 volumes almost as val-
uable as that of the university, besides

BY THE STATE.

The State of Texas, acting through
the Department of Extension of the
State University, has given home in-
struction to over four thousand citi-
zens during the last four years. It is
now possible to take two hundred and
sixty-five courses in the home. These
courses cover nearly everything that is
taught in the modern college. There
are courses which aid in home build-
ing and proper care of the home,
Courses for preparing teachers, law-

years and engineers. Then there are,
courses which are to satisfy the desire
for knowledge of any Texas ecitizen'
who is willing to spend a little Mme:
and effort in the study of the wealth |
of material which the mail bag will
bring to their own fireside, ,
The plan of instruction is the same
as that followed by the well-known
commercial schools of home study,
but the courses are divided into two
groups For some courses college
credit is given, in 1ne others no credit
Is given, the home student taking as
his reward the benefit which he has
derived. It is possible for a group of
people in any part of the State to get
together for the study of any partie-
ular subject in which they are inter
etsed, and a library on this subject
will be sent to them for their aid.
During the year a University Profes-
sor who is a specialist in this subject
will visit the group and give them the
benefit of personal instruction,
