Germans and French Issue Conflict­
ing Statements About War in 

and Belgium

liONDON, Nov. 9.—The Grand Vislar 
of Turkey has apologised in behalf of 
the Turkish government for the boo- 
tile operations of the Turkish fleat 
under German command In the Bladi 
Sea. This apology. It Is thought, will 
not be euffleient for the governmaatg 
of France, Russia and England to 
withdraw their Intantloos of annlbl- 
latjng the Turkish navy. Russia ban 
no ships that will compare with tha 
fast ships of the Turks, and the com­
plete nnnihilntlon of the Turkish navy 
is thought to be the only means of 
keeping the Turks from menacing Rus­
sia. The danger of a Turkish raid la 
immlDtat unleaa thalr fleat la put out 
of commisalon. Ruasla cannot control 
the Black Sas aa long as Turkey hns 
its fast ships there.

It is rumored that the demoblllsnUoa 
of Turkish torces will be demanded.

Reporta frxMn the Turkish capital 
say that another Russian ship has 
been capturad.

The armiaa of these countries are ta 
good shape so far as discipline and 
training in aetual service Is concerned.

The ambassadors of Russia and 
Great Britain have left Constantinople. 
The French ambassador will leave to­
day. They have received their pasa­
porta.

This announcement has been offi­
cially made In diplomatic circles in 
each of the countries Involved.

PETROGRAD. Nov. 3.—The Turkish 
ambassador has been given his pass­
ports from Russia, and left to-day. 
Even though the Turks have declared 
a holy war against Christians, the 
Russian press Is calling upon the Cau­
casian Mohammedans to support Rua- 
sia, and they are pledging their loyalty 
and fidelity to Russia 

The offers of Cossack volunteers In­
clude a large number who are exempt 
from military service, but who wish 
to help the Ruselans. now that they 
have engaged ccmflict with the Turks.

Reports of the capture of Russian 
vessels continue to come to the war 
office.

IXINDON, Nov. 3,—A dispatch from 
Sydney, New South Wales, reports that 
the Germkn cruisers Scharnhorst and 
Onelsenati have been captured as a 
result of the (allure of their coal sup­
ply. The report Is unconfirmed

BERUN. Nov. 3.—The Arabs In 
Tripoli are reported to be flghttag 
against the Italians there. This port 
has been for many years a bone of 
contention between the commercial 
rivals in Europe. In 1911 Tripoli was 
taken from the Turks by Italy. Since 
1651 It had been a part of the Ottoman 
empire. Tripoli has an area of some 
four hundred thousand miles and Is 
considered an important port be­
cause it is an outlet to commerce from 
the caravan trains of the S|ihara des­
ert.

An official statement from the press 
bureau this afternoon says In regard 
to the situation In France:

"Progress of the battle in North era 
F'rance Is highly favorable. The 
Fl'ench have been driven across the 
Aisne near Sotssona aad just west of 
Verdun. Letters received here from 
the^Bcene describe the fighting be­
tween Nieuport and Ypree as probably 
the flert'eat of the war."

PARIS. Nov. S.—A epecial communi­
cation Issued after the regular after­
noon communique eatd that the Ger­
mans captured Messlnes In a sertes of 
desperate bayonet chargee, haayily 
supported by the artillery.

After sanguinary fighting around 
Arras the Germans were driven back, 
leaving thousands of dead bsitad. The 
French are gaining in the Voagea.

There is a very dose relatitui l>etween the plant and the seed from 
which it spriuipi. The selection of seed has much to do with the har- 
vestini; of the crop. Tests for ijermination are easily made. There 
is much that can be done to free seed from disease. Then there are 
preventive measures that may be taken to keep seed healthy until they 
germinate. A  close study of seed and a careful selection of same 
w ill very often result in a greater harvest.

The Hale County Experiment Association has been organized for 
improving the quality and quantity of yields in all kinds of produce 
from the farm. Every farmer interested in bettering the yield on his 
lnp.l and increasing his profits should become a member of this 
awociatitm and study with it the cause and effect of heavy yields of 
first-quality products.

Studying the soil conditions and the charHcteristics of si*ed 
planted are the initial steps in an exhaustive study of agriculture.

The Coiumisaioner for Irrigation 
itaya although the area of deciduous 
fruits planted in the Yancu district of 
New South Wales ̂ during the present 
season has been large, there is every 
indication that In proportion the area 
put down to citrus will be even larser. 
Experience has already proved that 
the western portions of the State of 
New South Wales are eminently fitted 
for the production of citrus traea of 
the highest «luality.

Growers on the area are looking fur 
the development of a large over-sea 
market for citrus fruits, particularly 
in the eastern States of America, after 
the Panama Canal has been made 
available for shipping. In this belief 
they are supported by the opinion of 
leading experts, such as Mr. EIwuod 
Mead, who «mnsiders that citrus fruits 
pl«wed in the Eastern States of Am«*ri- 
ca could be placed on the New York 
and Boston markets just in the height 
of their summer eeason, when there is 
a scarcity of America-produced citrus 
fruits.

The possibility of a large area of 
citrus fruit being planted this year was 
foreseen by the commissioner's staff, 
and special arrangements were made 
at the nursery for the growing of suit­
able stock. The deiuaiid has been so 
great, however, that the whole of the 
local supplies available have been ab­
sorbed. and. In addition, the call on 
outside nurseries has been so hesvy 
that, at the present time, there Is a 
demand for suitable citrus sttx-k which 
can not be supplied. The varieties 
moat favored by settlers seem to be 
Washington Navsia and late Valencias. 
Considerable quantities of other va­
rieties. particularly Mediterranean 
Sweet snd Joppa, also are being 
planted. There seems to be a feeling 
that citrus-fruit culture ts one of the

WHY ARE WE DEIEMMRLES8T

Our Hllitary Ex^ases Are 8e Great 
That Oar Plghtlag Fewer Bheald 

Be i'orsildable.

From the Boston Globe.
So many men have said so many 

times that this country could not ade­
quately d^end itself against a flrst- 
olaas military power that most men 
really believe the statement is true. 
Perhsms it is.

In all discussions of this great ques- 
tloa o f defease, however, an impor­
tant point is overlooked. W'e bemoan 
the tact that the Nation is like the pro­
verbial ripe cherry, and then go about 
our business. We do nothing. We do 
not try to ring out the truth.

The reason for our national care­
lessness is found in the lack of any 
public opinion on the question of our 
national defense. Congressmen ig­
nore the question, as Mr. Gardner 
frankly admits, because the voters do 
not care. We are delightfully light­
hearted about the possibllty of war.

Europe's terrible* plight to-day. on 
the other hand, is such a horrible ex­
ample of the awful extremities to 
which war can bring the civilised 
world that we may well stop and think 
a moment Mr. Gardner claims It is 
time that the Nation learned the truth.

Let us have It by all means, but we 
want the whole truth. One of the first 
questions we would like to have an­
swered is why we are spending so 
much money for the army and tkavy 
if, in spite of the large appropriations, 
we are practically defenseless. Our 
military charges have increased rapid­
ly, but we still hear the same state­
ments about our military weakness. 
We are now spending the huge amount 
of |241,292,5d3 in one year for our 
army and nary, without counting the 
amounts appropriated by the states for 
the support of their militia and with­
out counting the pensions or harbor 
Improvements. In 18M the United 
States army and navy cost ns |C3,- 
337,503.

The bill had quadrupled!
We are spending more on onr navy 

than Germany by a margin of 29 mil­
lion dollars, and yet the German navy 
ranks ahead of ours— wo are a “ poor 
third."

We are spending more on our army 
of 91.402 men than Austria pays for 
her regular standing army of 321.287 
men by a margin of $11.494,544.

Austria-Hungary is one of the big 
European miltary powers, but the cost 
of our army and navy exceeds that of 
the dual monarchy by nearly 75 mil­
lion dollars.

This large difference in cost Is part­
ly due to the fact that Austria's 
strength consists of thousands of poor­
ly-paid men. while our strength is in 
costly battleships.

Italy, which also has the reputation 
o f being a strong military nation, last 
year spent $84,127,750 on her army 
and $53,905,880 on her navy, v.hlch 
makea her total cost more than 100 
million dollars less than our own.

The cost of our navy last year ex­
ceeded that of Japan by $91,206,259.

The great military nation of Ger­
many last year spent, according to the 
eatlmates. $294,390,00 on her army and 
navy We spent only 50 million dol­
lars less. This margin would be 
quickly eaten up if we included the 
lunounts spent by all the states for 
their militia.

And yet General Wood, the head of 
our army, reports to us on the “ alarm­
ing condition of shortage" in field ar- 
Ullery, guns and ammunition. All of 
us know the alarming condition of ef- 
ficie ncotfyeh cangf eas. .otd dd;hlrn 
flcleucy of the German artillery. A 
comparison between the else of the 
armies of Germany and the United 
Htates is superfluous.

The comparisons command our at­
tention. We know, of course, that the 
difference in the coat of labor and ma­
terials in the United States and Europe 
is marked, but this excuse could not 
be stretched to cover the differences.

The question has been raised In Con­
gress as to whether we are getting our 
money's worth in military expendi­
tures. One thing is certain. Our mill- 
tarv expenses are so g r^ t  that we 
havi a right to expect that our mlll-

tary and naval strength should be rea­
sonably formidable, and our weakness 
not a by-word.

R.UM TREE IS A MYTH.

That the famous Peruvian “ rain 
tree," known botanically us the ea- 
man tree, and fabled to drip rain from 
its branches, is quite innocent of any 
such proceedings, and that the recent 
movement to introduce the tree for 
cultivation In Arizona and New Mexi­
co is based on false apprehension, is 
the statement of leading Arizona scien­
tific workers who have made an in­
vestigation of the matter.

The tree is a distlnquishing feature 
of many South American landscapes, 
and its crown covers fully half an acre 
sometimes. Another interesting fea­
ture of the tree is that it baa leaves 
on all the small twigs on the ends of 
the branches, so that all are exposed 
t^ the rays of the sun.

Concerning the tree and Its intro­
duction Into Arlsooa, a local horticul­
turist says:

There is no other tree In tropical 
America about which there Is so much 
curious information as the saman. and 
everyone who visits the region of its 
growth alludes to It as one of the most 
wonderful trees. There is a story about 
this tree which Is familiar to many. 
It is said that during the day the tree 
takes up a great deal of water from 
the earth by me.ins of the roots, and 
that during tbs'night the water Is giv­
en off profusely through the leaves in 
the form of rain. Some of the numer­
ous stories which have been written 
and published In newspapers about 
this tree state that travelers in tropi­
cal .America never pitch their tents 
under it on account of the profuse 
dripping of water transpired by the 
leaves during the night

A number of credulous people who 
have read such exaggerated statements 
about its water-transpiring qualities 
have conceived the idea that the rain 
tree would be the proper kind to plant 
111 the arid Southwest, where drouths 
are so common. It is true that the 
rain-tree grows in semi-arid conditions 
in Colombia and Peru, but this does 
not argue that it would grow In New 
.Mexico and Arizona, and that It would 
supply moisture enough to grow crops 
in the vIcinMy of such plantations.

The truth of the matter is that the 
saman does not transpire any more 
water than other trees with similar 
leaf surfaces. It Is difficult to say 
bow this legend ever originated. The 
forest officer of Trinidad. British West 
Indies, ventured the conjecture'that it 
may have arisen from the fact that 
the crown is open and the aun always 
shines through it to the ground, so 
that grass and some farm crops will 
grow underneath a saman almost as 
freely as in the open. This Is a fact 
which does not obtain in the rase of 
other tropiqal trees.

While the legend about the saman 
tree has attained quite a wide curren­
cy, I am sure that horticuRurists and 
scientific workers In the Southwest do 
not take the matter seriously, and I 
do not believe that any serious at­
tempt will be made to plant specimens 
of the tree for other than ornamental 
purposes. Tucson Star.

KANSAS CITY STOCK YARDS. 
Oct. 30.—There has been a big advance 
on all grades of cattle this week. 
Killing cattle, Including cows, have 
"come back” to the estent of 25 to 50 
cents, and stockers and feeders are 
40 to 75 cents higher Total receipts 
are about 12.00 head less than last 
week, and a ^1̂ ther item of strength 
is the feeling that the big runs are 
about over for this season. Colorado 
is loading very lightly this week, but 
will load rather freely next week, and 
will have fairly liberal shipments all 
through November.

The Southwest will have a fair run 
here next week, but gathering of cat­
tle In that section ia about ended. 
Kansas and Missouri grass cattle are 
practically all in, and the run of fed 
cattle Is jnst commencing, which 
means marketing from native territory

WASHINGTON. D. C.. Nov. $.— 
Every Southern farmer should grow 
enough oats to feed his work stock 
during at least a portion of the year. 
In addItloD to furnishing feed grain 
at less cost than it can be purchased, 
fall-sown oats prevent the washing 
of the soil, by which much fertility is 
frequently lost. There Is still time 
to BOW winter oats In the Gulf States, 
though this work should be done at 
once if good results are to be obtained. 
According to specialists of the United 
States Department of Agriculture, oats 
sown In the Southern States during 
October or the first half of November 
may be expected to produce at least 
twice the yield of grain obtained from 
spring seeding.

Winter im ln may be sown on land 
which protraced s crop of cotton, com 
or cowpeas the past summer. I f  this 
land has not already been plowed, it 
will be better to make the surface soil 
fine and loose with the disk or drag 
harrow than to delay seeding by plow­
ing now. Better results are obtained 
from sowing with the drill than from 
broadcast seeding, though If a drill Is 
not available sowing the seed broad­
cast on well-prepared land usually 
results In a good stand. If the pre­
ceding crop was well fertilized, 100 to 
200 pounds of acid phosphate will be 
all that the oats require this fall, 
though a little nitrate of soda will help 
the fall growth, especially If the soil 
Is not already well supplied with ni­
trogen trom the growing of cowpeas or 
some other legume A top dressing 
of 50 to 100 pounds of nitrate of soda 
applied when growth starts In the 
spring will greatly Increase the yield.

The variety of winter oats roost 
commonly grown In the South Is Red 
Rustproof. Appier. lAwson, Hundred 
Rushel, Bancroft and Cook are selec­
tions or strains of Red Rustproof 
which are said to be particularly valu­
able in some localities. The FMIghum 
Is a promising new variety which ma­
tures a week or ten days earlier than 
the Red Riistp’'oof, and usually pro­
duces as much or more grain. As the 
kernels of all these varieties are large, 
from 2H to ft% buthels should be 
sown to the acre.

It is far below normal, 
but It Is nevertheless large enough to 
greatly modify the depressed feeling 
In the cotton market Lskst week's ex­
perts, 153,000 bales, were greater than 
for the entire month of September, 
though little more than a third as large 
as a year ago in the corresponding 
week. American mills also are buy­
ing more freely, and the general de­
mand has Improved so much that the 
price of cotton In Sotuhern markets 
has advanced about a half cent a 
pound, and there is more confidence 
ip the situation than at any previous 
time since the war broke out.

well-informed peraoaa, of the New 
York Cotton exchange ahould resume 
business. It would open up a iilg mar­
ket, speculative and caah. for cotton 
Many persons who will uot bother with 
purchases of cotton In warehouses, 
where their indtv Idual attention ia oec- 
esaary for self-protection, would buy 
fur future delivery at present low 
prices, through the organised ntacbln- 
ery of the exchange, and thus afford 
an opportunity for warehouse men to 
store and carry cotton without risk of 
loss.

The difficulty with the col lob ex­
change. it Is said, is that a large num­
ber of Its members have heavy losses 
either through personal holdlags of 
cotton contracts bought before the war 
at relatively high prices, or t>scause 
these customers defaulted, leaving 
them with Inadequats margin These 
members are endeavoring to throw the 
burden of their losses on the entire 
exchange until they have oiiix rtualtjr 
to make up their losses.

The -Irregalar" Ntaek Market 
There is s gradually enlarging trade 

in stocks on the "curb” market la New 
York, while the stock exchsnga re­
mains closed in an effort to protect 
hankers by the fiction that stocks are 
worth the closing prices of July SO. 
As a matter of fact, considerable trad­
ing is going on dally at prices materi­
ally lower. Here are some of the ap­
proximate prices quoted tn the irreg­
ular market In comparison with the 
July 30 closing;

With the same degree o f soil prep­
aration and cultivation her com belt 
will yield as generously as the best 
of the "Corn States" of the Middle 
West.
