Swim Pool Problem

Problems with unauthorized
entry to the municipal swimming
pool were discussed at the regular
meeting of the Friona City Council
Monday evening.

$70,000 to mature Dec. 31 at
6.5%.

A payment of $1,723.50 was
ordered to be paid to Bailey County
for the monthly increase in Special
Investigators salary since October
1991. Parmer County had not been
notified of this increase and the
budget is to be amended to take care
of this in the future. Travel bene-
fits for the Special Investigator are
to be amended to $478.99 begin-
ning July 1st.

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Greenhouse Gas Adds
To Cotton Production

Higher carbon dioxide levels in
the atmosphere may increase
growth in some cotton but does not
change the amount of water used, a
Texas A&M University agricultural
meteorologist has reported.

Some people concerned with the
possible effects of global warming
and increased greenhouse gases, in-
cluding carbon dioxide, feared it
might increase plant water use, but
many scientists expected it to de-
crease plant water use.

Neither was the case in an exper-
iment in Arizona, said Dr. Bill
Dugas of the Blackland Research
Center in Temple, a part of the
Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station.

Dugas was one of dozens of re-
searchers taking part in FACE--the
Free-Air Carbon Dioxide
Enrichment program sponsored by
the U.S. departments of energy and
agriculture. Field-grown cotton
near Phoenix was exposed to higher
levels of carbon dioxide for an en-
tire growing season.

The cotton was exposed by
means of a system of vertical vent
pipes surrounding circular plots

within a larger cotton field. The

ring of pipes was connected to an
air supply fan, which moved the
carbon dioxide-enriched air through
the pipes.

Atmospheric carbon dioxide has
increased in the industrial age,
prompting concern about its en-
vironmental impact. FACE was
begun in 1986 to help predict some
of the effects.

The FACE system allowed
scientists to compare cotton grown
within the circles to that grown
outside the circles under normal at-
mospheric conditions. Various re-
searchers collected data for a number
of experiments, including leaf area,
root measurements and yield in ad-
dition to water use.

Dugas was concerned primarily
with water use. He used stem flow
gauges, a technology popularized
and refined by Texas A&M scien-
tists, to directly measure water flow
rates in cotton plants.

Dugas said he had actually ex-
pected to see water use go down
when he measured the impact of in-
creased carbon dioxide. While that
didn't happen, an increased crop
yield indicates that cotton could
thrive in higher concentrations of

carbon dioxide.

Data was collected over 1990 and
1991 growing seasons and presented
in preliminary reports in mid-May.
Measurements were made at 370
parts carbon dioxide per million
(the current atmospheric level) and
at 550 parts per million--approxi-
mately a 50 per cent increase over
current levels.

"For those plants growing in
that environment, which is very hot
and dry, there was no effect of car-
bon dioxide concentration on tran-
spiration,” Dugas said. "Some
greenhouse data suggested that it
should have reduced transpiration,
but for these plants, under these
conditions, that was not the case."

Transpiration is passage of water
from the soil through a plant. Stem
flow measurements have been found
to be equivalent to transpiration,

Dugas said.

Dugas cautioned that the results
cannot be generalized to other types
of plants or even cotton in other lo-
cations.

"The good news is that the
plants yielded 40 per cent more
lint," he said. "If water use had
been 30 per cent less, that would
have been two plusses, so the story
is positive, but not as good as it
could have been."

Still, other plants could use less
water. Cotton has relatively poor
control of its stomates, or holes on
its leaves through which it loses
water. Plants with better control of
stomates could have reduced water
use as well as higher yields in con-
ditions of greater atmospheric car-
bon dioxide, Dugas said.

That means further research is
needed on other plants, he said.

built the house which they called
home for 46 years, just across the
street west of the Methodist
Church.

Rose was a charter member of
the Friona Woman's Club;-and was
instrumental in the drive which
built the Woman's Clubhouse in
1941. She also was active in PTA
work, local politics (serving on
numerous occasions as an election
official), and served as Friona's Red
Cross chairman for 20 years.

In 1962, Rose was honored by
the Friona Chamber of Commerce
and Agriculture as its "Woman of
the Year," being the fourth woman
chosen for this annual honor.

"Os" served as president of the
Chamber of Commerce, and Friona
Lions Club, of which he was a
charter member. He was the
originator of Friona's "Trades Day"
promotions, an early-day business
stimulant.

Lange also served on the board
of trustees for the Congregational
Church, and had served the church
in other capacities, including the
building committee chairman.

A veteran of World War I, Lange
was also a charter member of
Friona's American Legion Post
206. He was one of the last local
survivors of World War I to pass
away.

One of the forms of
entertainment which Frionans had
in the early days was the
"Chautauqua,” which Lange usually
had a hand in. This consisted of a
company of people who would
present lectures, music, short plays,
etc., for a six-day run.

The Friona sponsors would go
to a neighboring town, usually
Dimmitt, to pick up the players.
They also would put up the tent and
seats, and sell advance book tickets
to the performances. At the end of
their week in Friona, the sponsors
from the next town would come and
pick up the Chautauqua company
and take them to their next
appointment.

Lange had a droll sense of
humor, that only those who knew
him well could appreciate. He
enjoyed giving Ye Editor a hard
time about a local "Flying Saucer"
shopping promotion, where paper
plates were numbered, and prizes
were available in local stores. The
promotion sounded good enough,
except that when the plates were
dumped out over Friona, the
prevailing southwest wind carried
most of them into Tommy Jones'

dress up in a bunny suit," was the
wild story we told Lange. We were
sort of making it up as we went
along.

Lange looked at the two of us
with his customary scowl, then said
to his bookkeeper, Carolyn
Dement, "Make these guys out a
check Carolyn," then to us "But I'm
not going to get in no rabbit suit!"

One time we had a story in the
newspaper that mentioned Lange,
but spelled his name Lang.

American Innovation
Is Alive And Well

We hear a lot about advance-
ments in other nations, and many
of us have forgotten that American
innovation is alive and well. For
example, at one time most of the
rickshaws used in China were made
in America, according to Dan
Valentine, a columnist with the
Salt Lake Tribune, who often
writes about entrepreneurship.

When John H. Birch, an
American, visited the Orient in the
1870s, he was fascinated by the
two-wheeled vehicles pulled by
manpower. Realizing the potential
of such a machine, he converted his
New Jersey buggy factory to rick-
shaws. Birch soon became the
foremost manufacturer of American-
made rickshaws and exported them
all over the world. His bonanza
continued until another American,
Henry Ford, introduced his automo-
bile.

Another product of American in-
genuity and, perhaps, a bit of greed,
is the U.S. nickel. During the
Civil War, Americans began hoard-
ing silver coins, making it nearly
impossible to conduct small trans-
actions. Joseph Wharton, a Pen-
nsylvania mining tycoon, con-
vinced two of his friends that what
the country needed was a good "5-
cent nickel."

In addition to answering the need
for a smaller, non-silver currency,
the coin also gave Wharton a needed
market for his product, nickel.
Strangely enough, the coin was
never called a nickel. To this day,
according to the U.S. Treasury, a
nickel is still a "5-cent piece."

There's more to the nickel story.
The first nickel was minted in 1866
and caught on immediately. When
the Mint issued the second nickel in
1883, howeyver, there was no indica-
tion of "cents" on the reverse side,

only the single Roman numeral
"V." With a little entrepreneurship
and a lot of larceny, Wiley Yanks
rounded up nickels by the thou-
sands, gold plated them and passed
them off as $5 gold pieces. .
