FEBRUARY 22, A DUAL TEXAS HOLIDAY.

Many of the school children of Texas will be planting trees,
shrubs and vines about their school house next Tuesday-—it's Arbor
Day and a legal holiday in Texas.

The custom of observing Arbor Day is one which deserves to
become more general throughout the country. It is noteworthy that
the first attempt to establish an arbor day was made by a member of
the Comnectieut Board of Eduecation, B. G. Northrop. In 1365, while
secretary of the board, he suggested the annual planting of trees
under the direction of the State government. J. Sterling Morton was
probably the first, however, to propese the setting apart of a certain
day annmally for the purpose, and in 1872, largely through his efforts,
the enstom was instituted in Nebraska. Nearly every state in the
Union now makes Arbor Day a legal holiday

Arbor Day to Texans has a double significance, for that day is
also celebrated as the birthday of George Washington, the first
President of the United States. Washington's anniversary has over-
shadowed Arbor Day, however, but there is a tendency among the
schools, especially the rural schools, te observe the dual anniversary
The efforts of the extension department of the Texas University and
Texas A. and M. College to make Arbor Day exercises a feature of all
February 22 programs and to promote planting of trees on school
grounds, is commendable i

What an excellent thing it would be if all the people of Texas
would observe Arbor Day! In a few years’ time our wealth would
be much increased—for trees have an economie value; our farm and
eity homes would be more beautiful. Whether it be a fruit tree, an
ornamental shrub or a timber tree, the time devoted to planting it is
well and worthily spent. Within the past two decades the whole
country has awakened to the importance of the forestry question. All
states .:ihun](l be interested in preserving the remnants of our goodly
forest heritage, and even in the good South Plains country. where our
blessings of this nature are a negative quantity, we may pass on to
future generations, by only a little labor and eare. a land beantified

Consider a pint of formaldehyde, 40
gallons of water and 40 bushels of seed
oats. Stir the formaldehyde into the
water and saturate the oats with the
solution, either on a floor or by layers
in a wagon hox.
