HINTS TO THK I AK OWNEK.

Under the direction of Secretary  
Jacobs of the I^ubbock Cham ber of 
Commerce, a survey of the ag ricu ltu ra l 
resources of Liihbock County has been 
com pleted and published In condensed 
tab u la r form for general publicity  use.

If you use an enam el covei^for your 
tires be su re  you put It on rig h t side 
up. Som etim es we find one put on u p ­
side down, which will cause It to hold 
the rain  instead of shedding it.

Keep watch on the spokes of the 
wheels, especially If the car is an old 
one. If spokes can 1>e shaken, tigh ten  
the b o lts-o n  the flanges of the hub. 
If they  a re  s till loose, consult a w heel­
w right, as your life may be endangered 
by the b reaking  of a  wheel.

If a gasoline pipe leaks w here it Is 
th readed the leak m ay be stopped by 
rubbing a soft piece of soap on the 
th reads, as soap Is no t soluble in gaso­
line. W hen packing the  stu ffing  uox 
grease Into the packing. So use soap 
on the w ate r pum p we work some cup 
against gasoline and grease against 
hot w ater. Don’t reverse them .

F very  ignition wire should have a 

te rm inal soldered a t each end. This 
insu res a firm  contact and prevents 
w ires b reaking  off and so gradually  
shorten ing  If term inal b reaks off be 
very carefu l In fastening wire, as a s in ­
gle s tran d  of w ire touching ano ther 
m ental p a rt may ground the  cu rren t, 
thu s tireven tlng  ignition system  from 
w orking, or even ru in ing  the storage 
battery .

Occasionally the In te rru p to r becomes 
loose, and It is Im portant th a t the* be­
g inner should learn  to  set It. This 
trouble  is shown by the fact th a t the 
engine will not s ta r t  when cranked, 
but gives only one or tw o explosions. 
W here an engine has been running  
properly  and the  above trouble  sudden­
ly develops^ inspecT the In te rru p te r  Im­
m ediately .,

W herever iiossllile, the 
aiitliors have indicated muthods of d is­
tinguish ing  Hie seed of one variety 
from another.

“Conininii a lfa lfa" is a term  Hint is 
used to include all of the alfa lfas ttiat 
a re  not c learly  of hybrid origin or 
that do not have d istinc t and uniform 
varietal cliiiracterlstics. such as the 
I’criivian and Araliiaii varieties Nu­
m erous s tra in s  are coming to lie rec- 
igiiized ill tlie "comiiioii" group. They 
are  often designated by tlie googru|ihtc 
nam e of tlie locality where grown, as 
Katisus-growii alfalfa. M ontana-grown 
alfalfa, and m any o thers, or by some 
term  descriiitlve ot tlie conditions un ­
der whicli the crop has developed, 
Hiicli as dry-land alfalfa, irrigated  a l­
falfa, and iioii-irrigated alfalfa.

Striiiiis developed in the South u su ­
ally pnaliice la rg e r yields than tbose 
develojK'd III tile N orthern S tates, but 
tliey are  less liardy. The ‘'d ry-land" 
alfalfa  seed offered on ttie m arket has 
so fa r failed to  show any noticeable 
superio rity  In jiliility to resist droiitli 
over that grown witli an .iliiindanre of 
m oisture.

Tile conitiiercial T urkestan  alfalfa 
lias lieeii tested quite tlioroiiglily in 
all p arts  of th is country , and In n e a r­
ly every ease lias proved Inferior to 
.Aiiiericaii-grow'll s tra ins.

Tlie leading eiiiiimerelul s tra in s  of 
variegated alfallu  are  the Grimm, tlie 
Baltic, the C anadian variegated, and 
sand liK'erii With the exception of 
sand lu rern  tliey have been found 
m ore resistan t to  cold tliaii o tlier cotii- 
merciul varie ties o r  s tra in s, and are  
tlierefore recom m ended for seetlons 
whore w liiterkillliig oceiirs frequen t­
ly.

I’enivluii a lfa lfa  is not re s is tan t to 
severe cidd. and <'iiii be grown sue-1 
cessfully  only wtiere the w inter le ii i- ; 
p era tiire  is com paratively mild, as in 
tlie Soiittiern aii^ Southw estern Htates. ' 
Under favorable conditions It out 
yields any otlier com m ercial s tra lii. '

"Gilbert is ano ther follower of the 
sim ple story  and sim ple ftielody, and 
contends that any th ing  that appeals to 
the em otions of the m asses is gooti 
song ina te ria i. D uring one of his tri()s 
to  the South he w as so im pressed by 
tile enjoym ent tha t iiundreds of negroes 
obtiiined from dancing and singing 
while they aw aited .the a rriv a l of a 
steam boat tlnrt he w rote a son^  about 
it on his re tu rn , calling  it 'W aiting  for 
the Bobert K. liee,’ and coliected $!•’),- 
000 in royalties for an hour's  work. 
Today G ilbert enjoys an annual income 
of $lti,000. "

The story  of how a song gels over 
is toid in th is  instance:

“ l i i s t  year, when everybody was 
ta lk ing  patrio tism  and preparedness, 
the Bowery pushed an o th er of its pu­
pils to the fron t in .Archie G ottler, tiie 
com poser of ’.America, i Uive You,’ 
which has Just c leared  the million 
m ark in saies. G uttler is stiil in his

teens. HI* paren ts w ere born in R us­
sia, and he received his m usical tra in ­
ing and conception of melody and 
n a tu ra l harm ony down in China town.

“ IJk e  many of his predecessors, he 
saw  iean days and had a tim e of it ge t­
ting  a s ta rt. When he w rote ’America, 
I I.,ove Y’ou,’ every one of the m usical 
seers told him th a t it would never hit 
the public. The meiody is too strange 
and the range too wide’ was the con­
sensus of opinions. G ottler and his 
p artn e r, Edgar I..e«lie, finally accepted 
the verdict and destroyed the m anu­
scrip t.

“One day G ottler met .Anna C handler 
at the Brighton Beach Theater. She 
was sorely in need of a s trong  song to 
close her act.

’’ 'I 'd  even use a  patrio tic  song if it 
had a  punch,’ she said. 'C an 't you get 
me one?’

“In a Joking mood G ottler sang and 
played ‘Aiuerlcn, I I.«ove You,’ and as 
be s tru ck  the last note, she exclaiine»i;

“ ’I t ’s just w hat I w ant! T hat's  a 
hit! I’d be a  riot with it. Who’s got
itr

’.‘G ottler thought o therw ise, but told 
her th a t if she wished to use it he 
w'ould have an o rchestra tion  made for 
her, which he did. .And, sure enough, 
two nights la te r she set her audience

wild with thé song. Tnen Eva TangUkT 
heard of It. and im m ediately had Oott* 
1er visit her home to teach h er the  « o n t. 
A fter th a t the  publishers to  whom G ott­
ler was under con trac t changed th e ir  
minds, for Tanquay was a  h it w ith th* 
song from the s ta rt. .\o  .;ooner had 
Eva used the num ber ilnm the ran k  
and file of com edians, us well us m any 
hetql-liner, clam ored for the song, and 
there  was nothing to  do hut go a f te r  the  
num ber. .At th is w riting  the despised  
song lias paid G ottler about S5.UO0 in 
ro.valty. in  addition to ‘.America, I 
liovb You,’ he has tu rned  out ' I ’m Glad 
,My W ife's in Europe,’ 'The I>‘t te r  T b s t 
.Never Reached Home,’ and several oth- 

j ers, all big m oney-m akers.”—IJ te ra ry

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COLLECTIVE BORROWING.

EamerN (o.openitf in Egtablhhlni;
Improved Relations With 

Their Banks.

W'hat co-oiieratlon am ong farm ers 
can do to  im prove th e ir borrow ing ca­
pacity  at banks is thus described in 
B ulletin  No. 409, “F acto rs Affecting In ­
te re s t  R ates and O ther C harges on 
Short-T im e F arm  Ijoans," recently 
published by the departm en t:

" In  som e p a rts  of the country  where 
fa rm ers , if they obtained loans at all 
as individuals, were compelled to pay 
very high ra tes of in te rest, p lans have 
been tried  ou t under which groups of 
fa rm ers have been ab le collectively to 
estab lish  improved relations with 
banks. In  several localities of the 
C en tra l W est and Rocky .Mountain re­
gions fa rm ers have formed tem porary 
ag reem en t under which they act col­
lectively as guaran ty  associations for 
approved loans to m em bers. The added 
secu rity  from these associations has 
enabled  m em bers to  obtain loans at re­
duced ra te s  of in terest. A nother plan, 
illu s tra ted  by what has been done in a 
T exas com m unity, involves a tem por­
a ry  ag reem en t between a group of 
fa rm ers  and a  bank, but differs from 
the plan  previously mentioned in tha t 
th e  added security  consists of a reserve 
fund left with the banker. Kach bor­
row er allow s the bank to  retain  per 
cen t of h is loan for a  reserve fund, 
which is held as a guaran ty  for all the 
loans m ade under tne agreem ent and is 
re tu rn ed  to the fairmers at the te rm ina­
tion of th e  agreem ent.

Under an o th er plan, which has I)een 
em ployed in several com m unitit^ of 
N orthw est, a  group of business men 
agree to  deposit a sum of money with 
a  bank and g ttaran tee the loans given 
to fa rm ers  for some specific and ap ­
proved purpose. In all such cases farm ­
e rs  have been :inabl(d to obtain credit 
on m ore favorable term s than  usual.

“ In a  num ber of localities in this 
country  groups of farm ers have o rg an ­
ized co-operative credit asso<‘iations or 
c red it unions. Usually each cred it 
union m akes definite a rrangem ents 
with some bank by which the la tte r 
ac ts  as a depository and furn ishes 
loans on siM*cified »<‘rms. Thus one of 
the unions in .North Carolina receives 
;; per cen t In terest from its bank on de­
posits sub jec t to  check and 4 per cent 
on wivings accounts left on deposit 
th ree  m onths or longer, and pays 5 per 
cen t in te res t on its  loans from  the 
bank. The cred it union, in tu rn , pays 
ita own memb4‘rs 4 per cen t on their 
savings accounts and fu rn ishes them 
loans a t tJ p«‘r cent. Such a credit 
union not only accustom s its m em bers 
to  the use of check and sav ings a»’- 
counts. but a lso  enables the m em bers 
to  obtain loans for approved productive 
purposese on lie tter te rm s than they  
could obtain elsew here.”

FLYING FOX HUNT SPORT
FOB AU8TRALI.1N MOTORISTS.

Did you ever hear of a “ flying fox“ 
drive In autom obiles?

It isn ’t likely th a t you liave, for 
such events are  not in vogue In the 
United S tates. This sport is m ore^or 
less peculiar to A ustralia , p a rticu la r­
ly the Fast Coast, near Brisbane, 
Queensland.

Tlie Overland and W illys-K nlght 
dealer a t B risbane recently  sen t word 
to the O verland factory, a t Toledo, 
Ohio, of an extended fox drive by 
"O veijand hunting  parties,” in which 
tens of thousands of these c rea tu res 
were exterm inated . Some of these 
shooting expedition penetrated  into 
the very h eart of the .Australian scrub, 
where the cars  successfully  broke 
the ir own roads throtigh virgin bush 
and jungle.

During the sum m er of 1915-191(5, 
for our w in ter m ouths are  th e ir  sum ­
m er period, the whole of Queensland 
suffered from a p ro trac ted  drought, 
'riie scrub-covered ranges back of the 
coast line were no exception, and 
bush fires soon began to run  through 
th is  country.

P'or a hundred m iles around B ris­
bane the forest fires were so bad th a t 
the en tire  city was fairly  shrouded in 
smoke. .Naturally, these w idespread 
bush fires made a g rea t difference in 
the B'ediiig grounds of all the  wild 
life peculiar to the Q ueensland scrub. 
.Mobs of p a rro ts  and cockatoos flew 
screeching over Brisbane, as they 
wore forced to  move from th e ir ac­
custom ed h au n ts  by sm oke and fire.

One of tile m ost uncanny denizens 
of the Queensland bush is the “ flying 
fox." This beast—or b ird—has a head 
covered with red hair, exactly like a 
fox, and has wings like a  bat.

The flying fox is a nocrural anim al, 
and a gregarious one. In sp ite  of its 
te rrify ing  appearance  it is friu t-eat- 
ing. In fact, it is a valued a rtic le  of 
diet in .New (lu inea ami o ther Islanils 
adjacent to A ustralia.

During the daytim e the foxes sleep 
in “c,uiii)s'' usually  deep, gloomy 
gullies in an unfre<iuented range. 
T hese “cam ps” a re  as a rule jierm a- 
nen t, and ea< h is inhabited by tens of 
thousands of foxes.
- Shortly  a fte r the scrub  tires sta rted , 
a num ber of these veam ps" were 
burned out, and the foxes, confused 
by the clouds of sm oke, settleil in the 
(dty of B risbane in countless hordes. 
Bamboos, sh rubs tind shade trees  in 
the botanical (hardens and in the resi­
dence d is tr ic ts  w ere ruined, the 
b ranches Ixdag broken off by the 
sheer weight of the  foxes clinging to 
them .

F ru it trees tbroughniit the etty were 
stripp<*d. Sleep in the «dty was pra«-ti- 
cally im possible l>ecause of th<> S(|ueal- 
ing and sn a rlin g  of tli«> starv in g  foxes

T(i rid the city of th is pest, all re-

stric tions on the use of firearm s were 
set aside. (5<km1 shooting was to be 
had a t every corner.

Kventually the foxes settled  in 
"cam ps” near the city, but the ir n igh t­
ly raids continued.

The city au tho rities  then appealed 
to the sporting  bl«XMl of its  population, 
asking its inhab itan ts  to lend a hand 
in the erad ication  of these “cam ps.”

.Motor-car parties, arm ed t o . the 
teeth, were rushed to the spot. A 
successful shoot of an hour or two 
would resu lt in a bag of several h u n ­
dred foxes per gun. H undreds of 
thousands of these pests were wiped 
out.

NTCDEBAKER’S DETROIT PLANS.

Since th e  developm ent of the motor 
c a r  the num ber of fires due to gaso­
line has enorm ously Increased. To­
day’s gaso line is reckoned as one of the 
prim ary causes of conflagration.

One of the  peculiarities of gasoline 
th^t is little  know n to the general 
public is th a t it will not burn or ex­
plode. The explosion so often referred  
to is due to gasoline vapor. And gaso­
line vapor Is one of the most deadly 
explosives know n. It is as powerful 
as gunpow der and far more likely to 
be set off.

An explosion of a m ixture of 10 per 
'•ent of gasoline vapor with a ir has 
been know n to  wreck -i small house 
completely. The sides of the house 
were blown out. the roof collapsed, 
the w reckage w as set on fire and the 
whole th ing  destroyed.

DETROIT, .Mich., Sept. 22 -On the 
announcem ent last week of the addi­
tions to the p lants of the S tudebaker 
Corporation to  cost $1,500,000, these to 
be made here and a t the South Bend, 
Ind., factories, specific inform ation as 
to Just what the D etroit appropria tion  
would be used for w as not available.

ta lk  on the dairy industry  in s ta te s  in 
which be has lived, he asked perm is­
sion to  in troduce H enry M eyers, of 
M innesota, who is here on business.
Mr. Meyers has hud actual experience 
in the business. In p art, he said : “ In 
o u r country  years ago we depended 
alm ost en tire ly  on w heat as a  crop.
The land reached the  stage  w here it 
would no t m ake good yields of wheat.
We tried  corn w ithout success. We 
found th a t by sowing our land to  tim ­
othy and clover we could plow it un ­
der and get good crops of corn . On 
my first farm  1 had seven cows. The 
farm  consisted of 120 acres. The cows 
w ere common cows. I lost money on 
them  Then I changed to  a  140-acre 
farm , five and a half m iles from  a 
cream ery. 1 hauled cream  to the 
cream ery  th ree  tim es a  week. "The 
■even cows, when I got my cream  
check the  20th of the nex t m onth, paid 
$4,75 per cow. I then bought m ore 
cows. Twelve cows re tu rned  me $58.
Then 1 showed my neighbors my cream  
checks. For two or th ree  m onths we 
hauled milk. Then, In four o r five 
m onths, we s ta rted  a  cream  sta tion  In 
our com m unity. Every man w anted 
the sta tion  on his corner. We couldn 't 
agree, and fussed around about It.
W ith one of my neighbors I w ent on 
foot to  the  d ifferent farm s in the com ­
m unity, so th a t no one would suspect 
w hat we w ere up to. By night I had 
In my possession $1,280 In notes for 
a  cream ery . T his year we built a  nice, 
big cream ery . Today in our country  
th ere  is nothing b e tte r than  dairy ing 
for th e  average farm er. We sta rted  
m ilking native cows, but finally tu rned  
to  the  D urhanis."

gestion will continue to be a bugbear

Motor Age does not go into the tra f­
fic problem  to point out the defects in 
tra ffic  regulations w ithout offering a 
rem edy H ardly is it necessary to take 
up the defects, for there is no disput- 
lee  the fact tliat the ordinances gov­
ern ing  hundreds of cities need revanip- 
lag  With system atizing playing such 
an im portan t p art in present-day prog­
ress . it no longer is a question of what 
we have been in the habit of doing; 
ra th e r , it is a search for the best m eth­
od, and. th a t method once found, ap­
plying it to  pu t the particu la r th ing we 
are  doing on the highest plane a t the 
least expense, in the shortest time, and 
in the m ost useful m anner.

No longer is the m otorist confined to 
bU Im m ediate locality in which to do 
his driving. Good roads have broad­
ened the te rrito ry  in which he may 
drive. He may pass through a score 
of c ities and tow ns In a day, and If each 
has ru les for governing his movement 
th rough  th e ir lim its th a t are  radically 
d ifferen t, he is confused, and if he vio­
la tes  sections of an ordinance he is 
no t to be blamed. Thus the need for 
uniform ity  of traffic  regulations Is evi­
dent.

We have m ade a study of a num ber 
of p lans for handling traffic , and have 
chosen the one advanced by William 
Phelps Bno as contain ing the funda­
m ental princip les on which we believe 
tra ffic  In all cities of 5,000 or over can 
be handled to advantage. With an  o r­
dinance of th is  kind having so broad 
a  soope, we can readily see how it can 
be m ade to  harm onize with the peculiar 
oonditious of any city and ultim ately 
b ring  about the  m uch-desired un i­
form ity  of tra ffic  regulation.

W illiam Phelps Eno, who divides his 
tim e betw een New York and W ashing­
ton, has m ade an  exhaustive study of 
tra ffic  regulations, not for any pecun­
iary  profit, hut because he is in terested  
in the  elim ination  of s tree t congestion 
and  civic Im provem ents th a t benefit 
th e  m ost people. H is study has cov­
ered a period of six teen or seventeen 
years, and bis plan has been adopted 
largely  by Ijondon, Paris, New York 
and o ther cities. He is w orking con­
s tan tly  for a  standard  system  of regu­
lation . not only In the United S tates, 
bu t In European countries as well.

S tree t science Is a term  th a t is 
apropos In connection with the Kno 
plan It is shorn  of scientific te rm s , 
and IH not to  he classed as an academ ic I 
dlscuaslnn with long tab les of sta lls- j 
tica l data, which m eans th a t nothing is | 
lo st from  Its value.

P aris  und Lnndun Use Ordinance, 
rb e se  regu lations were officially 

adopted in P aris, Ju ly  10, 1912. F o l­
lowing th is, I» n d o n , w here tra ffic  was 
largely  regu la ted  by custom  and  usage, 
ai«o codified sim ilar regulations. T hus 
the police tra ffic  regulations of th ree  
of the  w orld 's g rea test cities are  p rac­
tically  the sam e.

Before these regulations were intro- 
dnoed in New York nothing of the kind 
ever had been officially accepted, nor

had even inform al m ethods of reg u la t­
ing traffic  been put Into effect except 
in I.«ndon and a  few o ther llritish  
cities, where the drivers complied with 
tlie u n d e n t and unw ritten  ru les of the 
road and the special d irections of well 
tra ined  police.

Study, with a view to progressive 
Improvement, should be encouraged, of 
course, but under no circum stances to 
the ex ten t of allow ing novices to d is­
a rra n g e , and d isto rt established regu ­
lations which have stood the test of In­
ternational experience. The regu la­
tion of s tree t traffic  has grown to be 
an alm ost exact science, and as such 
it is as im portan t to  know w hat to 
uiiiit as w hat to include.

Traffic  regulations are properly po­
lice regulations, and should be adopted 
as such in th e ir standard  form In order 
to avoid division of au thority  and In­
com petent meddling. One ordinance, 
or o ther s ta tu te , em pow ering and m ak­
ing it the  duty of the police departm ent 
to regulate traffic  is all th a t should

be perm itted. Most cities have some | 
s ta tu te  th a t gives au thority . If th e y ' 

I have not an adequate one, the follow­
ing form is recom m ended:

"The p tlice  depurtniei.t is hereby 
authorized, em powered and ordered to 
d irect, control, re s tric t and re g u la te .!

lic safety, health  and conveiiiiuu e liie 
movem ent of pedestrian , anim al and 
vehlcutar traffic  of every kind In 
s tree ts , parks and on bridges, and to 
adopt and enforce regulations in re ­
gard  thereto ."

A STUDY IN ROAD COSTS.
The suggestion comes from a man who has been in intimate touch 

with the business of Hale t ’ounty for several years past and a man 
who is in position to know, that one of the best moves that eari t>e 
made to improve the roads of Hale (!ounty is to bd the contracts to 
raaponsible farmers living on the ntads to maintain a certain part of 
the road. It s«*ems now that consitlerable «‘.xpeiise has been incurred 
in purchasing teams, which are exiauisive t(» keep tip. It is suggested 
that the letting of contracts to the farmers along the roads would do 
away wuth the necessity of the county’s owning the teams and would 
give the farmers a profitable contract which they could handle at 
times when farm work was lax. The r<»a<ls slnuild bt* dragged after 
the rains and the farmers can well do this work before the fields are 
dry enough to do work there.

All who have had occasion to use the road leading from Plainvicw 
to Midway school house during the past year and a half know that 
it il one of the best stretches in the county. It is not in as good shape 
now as formerly, for it has not be*‘n looke«l after as carefully now as 
it formerly was. This road has been kept in condition by K. l)owdt*n. 
or tenants on his farm. The rommissioners’ Court has again let a 
contract for grading this road. This piece of work might be followed 
with interest ami the cost of maintaining it compared with the cost 
per mile of other roads ami the results obtaimal for each dollar spent.

And Mr. D<*wden is m>t the man referred to in the first jdace as 
recommending letting c«)utracts to farmers. ’I'hat man is a county 
official DOW. However. Mr. Dowden in times |Mist has advocated the 
plan and views it with favor now.

GOOD ROADS SAVE IN TRANSPORTATION COST.
We know that good roads make rural lift* less narrow. We kmtw 

that they enhance property values; but the exact ri*lation of gootl 
roads to cost of transportutitu) is a matter tlifficult to astM*rtain. 
According fit tjeorge P. Ctdcman. state highway eommissioncr of 
Virginia, tratispttrtatitm ettsts have been lowcreil in one county ftirty 
per cent by the construction of good ntatls. Hcforc the roails t»f om* 
of the counties of that state hatl been inipntved. the largest amount of
farm and forest ftroducts shipped out of th...... nnty in any one year
waa 40.0<N) tons. In l!Ht!t, the ainonnt of dairy products shippeil Was 
115,(X)0 pounds. During that yi*ar 40 miles of roatl were improved, 
at an expense of .flOO.OtM). •

In liHl. t\vo years after the improvement. tons of farm
and forest pnalucts and 27d.tMM> pounds of dairy products were 
shipped.

The increase was 4.'* ami 140 per cent, respeetively. in these two 
classes of products. The increase in wheat sbipments was ."»¡I per cent, 
in tobacco :n per cent, and in lumber and other farm pi'otluets 4  ̂
per cent ovt*r the best records made l»efore the roads were improved.

This is by no means all of the direct result of having ¿ood roads 
for marketing. Careful studies of traffic in the county were made by 
Commissioner Coleman for two years, which showed that il cost at 
least 20 cents to haul a ton :i mile on nnimpro\<-d roa<ls and 12 ei nts 
a ton on improved roads.

The records sliowed tlnO the averaire haul of tons of
prtulucts was eiglit miles. ( 'onseipieiit f\' the im|iro\ cment of tlic rojids 
over which the haulinu was done saved the farim rs +41.ti(Ni in mar­
keting tons of products.

T urn  down une-elghth inch o r less 

on the wrong side of the m aterial. It 
Is difficult to tu rn  a hem on a curved 
edge. It will m ake It easier if th is  first 
tu rn  is basted down w ith sm all, even 
hasting, draw ing th read  ra th e r  tight 
in o rder to draw  in the ex tra  fu llness 
made by the curve.

.Make a second tu rn  or fold one- 
eighth inch wide and baste into place. 
Hem by hand, using th read  of the siune 
size as the th reads of tbe m ateria l on 
which it  Is used, and tak ing  sm all, 
even stitches.

Clip basting  every few inches. Re­
move bastings. .Always clip them  as 
the m ateria l may be in jured  by pulling 
on the thread.

Place the right side of the lace to 
the righ t side of the cap and, holding 
the lace next to you, overhand to  cap, 
w orking from right to left and holding 
the lace slightly  full.

To place the cusiug, m easure it from 
the edge of luce 1 4  inches and m ark 
lightly, on wrung side, a circle. .Meas­
u re  carefully  to  see th a t the circle  Is 
1 4  inches i r o n  edge of lace at all 
points.

Fold bias tape through center so the 
tw o edges are  even and crease between 
fingers. Fold under one end of bias 
tape 4  inch. Place crease  on c ircu ­
la r line and baste into position, folding 
under the end of ta |ie  4  inch and m ak­
ing tlie tw o folded ends ju s t meet. 
Stitch bias tape into place on m achine, 
tak ing  care to stitch  evenly and close 
to the edge.

Using tlie luittou-bole stitcli, a s  used 
in m aking eyelets, work around tho 
eiige of tho tape w here the two ends 
m eet to make it s trong  and firm . Bo­
gin a t the opening of the casing just 
finished and niiv an elastic  cord into 
the casing amt ad ju st it to  fit the  head 
and tie the ends.

A bow of libbou will give the cup 
a very dainty and a ttrac tiv e  finish.

WA8HINOTON. Oct. ».—The navy 
depârüuen t began today prepurutiona 
to  ostahllsh a patrol of w urahips along 
the North A tlantic coast, to m ake c e r­
ta in  tha t American neu tra lity  is not 
violated by the Germ an subm arine 
raid on allied shipping.

The general opinion prevailing  to ­
day was th a t with the gathering  of 
allied cru isers off the New England 
const, the subniariues would desert 
th a t field and strike  th e ir nex t blow 
fa rth e r south. Some officials expect 
to  hear of operations in the G ulf of 
Mexico, where a persisten t s tc ry  says 
a  German base has been established 
and where the subm ersib les could 
s trike  a t the fleets of tan k  ships ca rry ­
ing fuel oil to the B ritish  navy from 
the Mexican field, upon which the  B rlt- 
iah depend alm ost en tire ly . The 
opinion that there a re  several subm a­
rines accompanied by a supply ship, 
probably also a subm ersible, has been 
strengthened  by developm ents.
