W OULD H AV E  PRECINCTS VOTE 
SPE C IAL ROAD T A X  AND  

OWN EQUIPM ENT

Upon Ming asked about tha mat- 
' ter, L. W. Sloneker, candidate fo r 
county judge has given the following 
views as to a better road improva- 
m uX fo r  Hale county.

"This has been a subject that I, 
myself have thought o f much, and 
talked more about, than any other 
one thing I have had to deal with in 

'a  long time. Why, because o f the 
fact that it is a matter that not only 
concerns a few people in our county, 
but every man, woman, and child, and 
even those in adjoining counties who 
travel over our roads to Piaiview.

‘Now as to the improvement o f our 
county roads, I must frankly say, 
that we are truly in need o f a great 
itMvai aiong ih s line. 1 hove seen 
thia all the while, and have been 
working to thia end, but you have got
10 get others to see like you before 
you can accomplish anything that 
will lie worth while. Now as tha 
funds o f our county for raod pur­
poses are obsolutely inadequate for 
tills purpose, there must be some 
mrthiMl by which we can accomplish 
this improvement, and rot burden our 
people with a lot o f unnecessary Ux. 
My idea is this: That no man, nor 
set o f men can accomplish anything 
to amount to much aa it now is writh 
the short funds and equipment owm- 
fd by the county. So my belief is,
1 1 let • ach commisaioner in his re-
|e. tivc precinct, take up, and handle

aa he and his people o f his precinct 
think best, the road question as to 
the voting o f a special tax, buying 
and cquiping a road grading ouUit 
to be used and owned and controled 
exfludvrly Within the said precinct 
voting for the same. ' A  special tax 
o f 15c on the 1100 valuation o f prop 
rrty would not coat the tax payers of 
o f ths‘ prc'-inct voting the same but 
about one-half as much as it would 
to raise the value o f his land $l per 
rrrv. imd w* ubi give into the road 
fund of that precinct, four and one 
t-alf limes as much money for taking 
care o f the roa»l». By thi.s mean.s, 
the precinct voting a tax o f this 
kind, could operate one grading out­
fit all the year arond, and would not 
in the least l>e deprived o f the county 
outfit, which if rightfully arranged 
woulii entitle him to six months use 
o f same each year. This would give 
Us alxiut thrie times the amount of 
rottd work we are now getting, and 
in my opinion would in a very few

. ars, if proiierly handled, and after 
,,ur roads a.e once graded, and kept 
well d ug, will almost e«|unl that of 
haol su.fiice roads in other countries, 
anil at a v ry hiiihII cost to the coun-
'V-

"Under the prevailing high prices 
of material, and the high cost of lab­
or we Could not even think of build­
ing a system of hard surface roads 
in our county. Why, because it would 
cost as much to build the sume type 
of road in this county as it would in 
Dallas or other counties o f this state. 
Those people are turning down all 
bids, which are running around $70,- 
(KK) per mile, and they will build no 
roads at such prices, so they declare.

"Neither can we as your commis- 
ioners, and county judge, afford to 
raise the valuation on your lands, 
and other properties in order to raise 
a road fund sufficient to build and 
maintain the roads o f our county as 
they should be, for by this method 
the expen.se would be too great for the 
amount o f good received in return. 
I will make these points all clear to 
the people in my campaign speeches. 
I believe in the old saying, from  the 
bottom o f my very soul, Let the P « )-  
ple Rule."

Plainview Woman Visits Colonial 
Humes Where Washington Waa 

Once a Guest

A  winding road leading out o f the 
little town o f McClellanville, Charles­
ton county, S. C. leads the tourist to 
a bit o f antiquity that is undreamed 
o f in this prosaic twentieth century.

The road wandering at will through 
forests primeval with occasional 
glimpses o f the salt water, takes you 
at last into avenues o f centruy old 
oaks, up to homes filled with price­
less treasures o f a by gone age and 
with an environment that no money 
can buy.

The first home visited on a never- 
to-be-forgotten February afternoon, 
was Harrietta, the home o f Mr. David 
Doar. It  was built in 1825, a date is 
considered modem for this part o f the 
world. .Mr. lK>ar himself has been 
living there .«ixty years. He and his 
iHthcr plaui'Hi toeien.mifiveui mag­
nolias and japonicas in the ground in 
front o f the house. The japonicas, 
now in full bloom are loaded with 
masses o f red, pink and white waxen 
blooms, even the ground carpeted 
with fallen petals, the whole effect 
lieautiful beyond comparison.

The party, consisting o f relatives 
of the writer, a missionary lately re­
turned from a fourteen years stay in 
China, and the writer herself were 
welcomed with characteristic south­
ern hospitality, given a glimpse o f 
the wonderful interior, and laden 
with japonicas came away with 
heart.s warmed by the courtesy o f the 
owners o f this beautiful old home.

“ The Wedge," so called from the 
wedge shaped tract o f land upon 
which it is situated was the next ob­
jective point. It is owned by Mrs. A. 
II. Lucaa aiiu was buiil in XS2 0 . Gray 
with age and surrounde-i, w:**; oaks 
draped wiin the gray most peculiar 
to southern latitudes, you come upon 
its beauties unaware.

U()on entering the house you are 
carried hack to ante bellum days. 
Nothing is modem. In the bedrooms 
are four post mahogany bedsteads, 
with white valences and steps at the 
foot o f the bed upon which to ascend 
to the snowy mountain o f softness. 
The other furnishings cooirestiond in 
l>eauty and age. One thing partic­
ularly noticeable in the three homes 
visited during the afternoon was the 
exquisite neatness which prevailed in 
each. No speck o f du.st marred the 
lieautifu! interiors. Fires were laid 
in old time fire places and such was 
the magic o f the scene that you ex­
pected to see gliding around the room 
stately figures in stiff brocades and 
billowying hoopskirts.

Hampton, the home o f Colonel 
Hrnry Middleton Ruthledge was 
built in 1705. It stands on the b.mks 
o f the broad Santee, rich in historical 
association.®. Washington and Marion 
were vi.sitors at ita hospitable 
board during Revolutionar>' days and 
it needs no vivid imagination to peo­
ple, the rooms with the stirring char­
acters of that era.

In one o f the .second .storv rooms 
the plastered walla are covered with 
paper brought from England. Bare 
places on the walls are to be seen 
where British soldiers drove their 
-sabres in search o f hidden treasures. 
On the same occasion the great 
grand-mother o f the present owner, 
a child o f three, were sleeping on the 
bed. In their frantic search fo r val­
uables the soldiers shook the bed 
clothing until the child rolled on the 
floor lying there while the soldiers 
ruthlessly continued their efforts to 
obtain valuables. This is but one o f 
the many incidents told o f that his­
toric era. Another is, that Washing­
ton, during one o f his visits to Hamp­
ton asked Mrs. Hory— pronounced 
Oree i f  you please— that a large live- 
oak growing in front o f the house 
might be spared while others were 
being cut down. The tree sti'l stands 
in front o f the house and is known as 
Washington’s oak. The fire places 
in this magnificent home are so large 
that verily an ox could be roasted in 
front o f them. The one in the ball 
room is built o f Dutch tiles and is o f 
such huge dimensions that within its 
deep recess, eight or ten men can 
stand upright.

There is even the traditional fam­
ily ghost at Hampton, who at night 
is heard dragging a heavy weight 
rrross the attic floor, accompanied by 
the clanking o f chains. Another is 
sometimes seen flitting beneath the 
moss draptHl tiveos lual aurround tha 
home. PortTinato’ y  fo r her san'ty,

I The church is no longer used but is 
kept in repair by the Colonial Dames 
and is a venerable landmark in the

MoUe of revolutionary fame and af- 

' < -wf I lis stolen and taken to England 
by British officers. I.4ter they were 
found in a book store in I»ndon and 
brought back to the old church.

McClellandville, five miles from 
the Atlantic, the metropolis o f thia 
quiet corner of the world, is a village 
or several hundred inhabitants. I t  
is the quiet summer home o f the 

I r i c r ’ anters, who live near the San­
tee river. I t  is one after its own 
kind; unconnected with the outside 

j ■ d b'- railroad, telegraph or di­
rect telephone lines. Twice a week 

I a freight boat brings supplies from 
j Charleston and every day an auto- 
mobile goes to Mt. Pleasant, thirty- 
six miles away, after the mail.

The inhabitants are quiet, cordial 
and hospitable. They seem imbued 
with the religion that keeps itself 
‘ 'unspotted from the world.”  The 
writer had the pleasure o f attending 
service Sunday morning in the Pres­
byterian church and listening to the 
good old hymns which have been sung 
by devout church goers fo r centuries. 
No modern, rattling, jazz like tunes 

'ever echo within its walls at divine 
service and the congregation leads ia 
the singing.
