liewrlng qiiarti vein that our wlldvat 
dreama had ever pictured.

Aa our equipment waa crude In the 
extreme we d#clde«l that one o f  ua 
muRt return to rlrlllaatlon. purchaae 
the necewoary machinery and return 
with a aufflrient fore* of men properly 
to work the mine.

Aa I'owell waa familiar wdth the 
country, aa well aa with the mechani­
cal reqniremenia o f mining we deter­
mined that It would be best for him 
to make the trip.

On March 3. IWVI. I'owell and I 
tHicked hla pnwlalona on two o f our 
hurroa. and bidding me good-hy he 
moiinle<l hla horwe, and started down 
Ihe nioiintalnnlde toward the ralley, 
acrowa which led Ihe flrat stage o f hla 
Journey.

The splendid faculty and equipment 
has enabled the Plainview high school 
Co secure 26 1-2 units of affiliation 
whh the State University. Way land 
college and Watson’s Business Col- 
'ige each enroll over 200 students an­
nually. Thirteen principal religious 
denominations are represented by 
strong church organizations in Plain- 
v'iew. Asa church attending town, 
Plainview ranks high. Among the 
'eaders in church workers will be 
found the leading men o f town in 
(.ommercial and civic activities. There 
has never been a saloon nor den of 
vice in Plainview. A strong police 
force, though seldom needed, is main-. 
'ained at all times.

Summarizing the above, it may be 
seen that Plainview is a moat pro- 
-ressive town. A prosperous citizen­
ship is more inclined to be progressive 
and to the general prosperity of 
Plainview may be contributed much 
o f the progressiveness.

Source of Prosperity
The source o f all this prosperity is 

the great farming country which sur­
rounds Plainview, extending over the 
fertile Plains in every direction.

Hale county has an altitude of 3370 
feet, which makes it a splendid sma!' 
"Tsin coifntry. It is also sufficiently 
south to produce all crops grown in 
Southern :<tates. The annual rainfall 
is more than twenty-one inches, 70 
per cent of which falls during the 
growing season. The average annual 
rainfall is amply sufficient to produce 
bumper crops, as the Hale county soil 
is chocolate loam, which preserves 
moisture unusually well. Even under 
flooding irrigation, this soil does not 
bake, pack nor sour. The soil over 
the county is well balanced and con- 
:ains no alkali nor injurous minerals.

The make-up o f Hale county soil 
and climatic conditions make it adapt­
ed to diversified farming. Wheat and 
small grains of all kinds are espec­
ially adapted to Plainview country 
and are usually the surest big profit 
makers, especially under irrigation. 
Cotton does well, but it is not raised 
extensively due to the fact that other 
crops make more money with much 
less labor.

In 1920 a toUl of 2.567.230 bushels 
of grain were raised In Hale county.

Expectations are that th» 1921 
wheat crop in Hale county wiM yield 
over 2,000,000 bushels. As usual, 
there will be the heavy crop yield of 
maise, kaffir, feterita and other j 
grains.

Underlaid Miih Water
The Plainview country ia underlaid 

with a sheet c f  water begining at the 
shallow deapth o f thirty feet. In no 
part of the county is it neceaksry to 
drill over sixty feet to water. Ex­
haustive investigations by geologists 
have proven that this water supply is 
inexhaustible and that in all proluib- 
ility this same water feeds the springs 
of Central and Southern Texas. The 

whole Plains country is underlaid 
with this water, but only that part of 
it within a radius o f about thirty 
miles of Plainview and a strip running 
northwest to Hereford la shallow 
enough to be available for pumping 
irigmtion.

The waUr is raised from big boretl 
wells by centrifigusl pumpa, operated 
by oil burning engines at a cost o f 
about $1.50 to thoroughly irrigate an 
sere. The cost o f irriation, even in 
years of normal or morer ainfall, is 
more than paid by increased yields. 
The water used for irrigation pur­
poses is 99.6 per cent pure, purer than 
rain water, and when mixed with the 
rich soil o f Hale county produces al­
most incredible crops.

Dnly a small part of the cultivated 
land of Hale county is at present 
under irrigation and most of the big 
crop yields are made on dry land 
farms. It is believed that as the 
country becomes intensely rattled 
that irrigation will be practiced gen-
