Hijacker returned
to United States

MCGUIRE AIR FORCE BASE,
N.J. (AP) — An anticommunist Serb
who hijacked an American Airlines
jet with 135 persons aboard earlier
this week was returned to the United
States today on the same Boeing 707
that he forced to fly him to Ireland.

Nikola Kavaja was led off the plane
in handcuffs shortly after his arrival
here on a flight from Shannon,
Ireland, where he arrived on Thurs-
day and was ordered deported early
today

Kavaja was not allowed to talk to
reporters as he was taken to be
arraigned on an arrest warrant issued
because he failed to appear for sen-
tencing Thursday for the 1975 bom-
bing of the home of Yugoslavia's
consum in Chicago. His hijacking
odyssey began Wednesday when he
commandeered a jetliner on a flight
from New York to Chicago, where he
was to have been sentenced.

U.S. Magistrate Stephen M
Orlofsky ordered Kavaja returned to
Chicago and officials said he would be
flown to Illinois aboard a chartered
airplane after the arraignment was
completed

Five Irish policemen guarded
Kavaja and his American lawyer,
Deyan Brashich, on today's flight to
the United States. The jet was flown

In the incidents Thursday, two men
were injured — one critically — when
their tractor-trailer rig swerved off
Interstate 64 east of Mount Vernon in
southern Illinois after the right tire
was shot out, state police said.

Officers said John Kelley, 26, of
Florissant, Mo., was in critical con-
dition at a hospital with a back injury,
and Barry Awalt, 32, of St. Louis was
admitted for observation

The Tennessee Highway Patrol said

BROWNSVILLE, Texas
(AP) — Arizona Gov. Bruce
Babbitt says some of Texas
Gov. Bill Clements’
proposals on Mexican
energy development sound
like the ‘“‘American imperial
position.”

However, Clements says
he is waiting to hear that
description from Babbitt
himself.

The Texas governor will
get a chance to exchange
views with Babbitt today at a
four-hour meeting of the
Southwest Regional Border
Commission.

New Mexico Gov. Bruce
King and Tom Hayden, a
representative of California
Gow, Jerry Brown, will join
the talks on mutual problems
facing the four border states.

““The first thing you learn
in Mexico is they're not in
the business of joint ventures
in energy,” Babbitt told
reporters Thursday after
reviewing a Clements
position paper on the topic.

development of Mexico's
burgeoning energy industry.

Babbitt says he will offer
his own position paper
calling for use of traditional
commercial loans to boost
Mexico's economy. A
stronger industrial base will
help stem the stream of poor
Mexican ﬁining illegal
entry into the United States
in search of jobs, he added.

Clements’ paper calls for
limited entry programs in
which Mexican workers
could stay in the United
States for six months. They
could work anywhere and
would be guaranteed a
minimum wage plus medical
and health insurance.

Under the proposal, an
employer caught hiring
illegal aliens would be fined
$1,000 for each unregistered
worker arrested on his
property.

Babbitt says that
Clements' original ‘“‘guest
worker’’ proposal advanced
in February smacked too
much of the Bracero
program of the 1950s and
1960s. The Arizona governor
called that arrangement
“exploitation of the worst
kind."

America should develop
some legal brainwork for
Mexicans to work in this
country, Babbitt said, but
that topic might be beyond
the commission’s authority .

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Legislature recognizes problem, acts

No great fanfare accompanied a
bill-signing ritual in Austin recently
but newsmen throughout the state had
cause for rejoicing.

A new land signed by Gov. Bill
Clements bars evidentiary searches
of newspaper and broadcast station
offices.

The average man on the street may
not have gotten all worked up about
the problem which existed before the
legislation became law, but several
serious problems have cropped up in
the past few years which does make
the Texas law more meaningful.

STANFORD UNIVERSITY IN Palo
Alto, Cal., was the site of an incident
that drew national attention earlier in

the decade. It occurred after th;
campus paper’'s photographer ha
snapped shots of a student demon-
stration.

Law enforcement agents, intent on
learning the identity of participants,
produced a search warrant, barreled
into the newsroom and proceeded to
inventory practically every picture
and negative in sight.

Members of the fourth estate were
upset. Appeal after appeal led the
case eventually into the United States
Supreme Court, which ruled last year
that police could search a news office
for evidence of a crime even though
the only connection was criminal
activity was through its news
coverage.

There were procedures newsmen
could follow to prevent police types
from extending the search ond
material related to a specific inci i
Still, it made every newsroom
vulnerable to unreasonable searches.

President Carter later interceded,
petitioning Congress (o approve
federal legislation which would
prevent policemen from rummaging
through a newsroom. Texas
lawmakers, however, may have
anticipated administrative in-
tervention.

THEY SHAPED UP a bill which
prevents officers from searching a
news office if there is no evidence
reporters or other employees of a

newspaper are vely involved in
criminal activity. news coverage
of a crime is not sulficient evidence,

The law frees the media from
threat of improper searches and
allows newspapers to go about their
business without harrassment.

NOW SINCE the force of an ex
plosion has only a [inite purpose, it is
not clear what it 1s that SALT hopes to
eflect by this apparent concession
Viewed microcosmically, one bullet
through the brain is all that 1s needed
to. effect a given purpose. The only
conceivable purpose of 40 300,000-ton
bombs instead of 10 300,000-ton bombs
15 o give you more left over in the
event you run short

Why might one run short? Because

let us suppose, just to suppose — the
other powers snuffed out enough of
vour missiles so that you were down to
just one missile per major population
center. But then, of course, the an-
tecedent question is raised, namely,
what are the circumstances that
would bring a superpower to take out
some of the other superpower's
missiles, when there were enough left
to bring on suicidal retaliation?

We are dangerously close to asking,
What is the point in the exercise?
Defenders of SALT 11 have a terrible
logical problem. They tell us we
already have more than enough
bombs to blow our respective land
masses lo smithereens, but then they
tell us that il we don't sign, the
Russians will build more missiles

Old age gets blamed for a lot of
things. And who defines “old age ' ? At
59 you aren’t considered old anyway
so0 you have to lay the itching to a
health problem that requires treat
ment

Old age may bring with it a
lessening of skin gland production and
some loss of skin elasticity
specifically in Ussue under the top
layer For some elderly people

certainly . not all) there may be small

areas of skin changes with pigmen
tation. That may cause itching. Some
elderly get itchy skin because of cold
weather sensitivity or from too
vigorous washing and drying

Al your age (and il's wise al any
age) . look for other causes. One of the
chief ones is scabies (no matter how
careful you are hygeenically). It's
increasing in all age groups. If this s
ruled out the doctor might investigate
drug allergy of such internal
problems as lymph node disturbance
or diabetes. There's a whole list of
other trouble ponts that can produce
skin symptoms — kidney, liver, or the
blood itself — a condition called poly-
cythemia. The thyroid gland controls
skin quality and can also be involved

Consider the skin an “organ’ of the
body. It acls as a “twoway' early
warning system — both for problems
caused by outside factors and things
going on inside Rashes, itching, and
scaling usually have identifable
causes. It takes detective work to
determine what the skin is “trying to
tell us.”' Dermatologists have special
training in this field

The development of a jaded attitude
toward the death or misfortune of
fellow humans is an occupational
hazard for a reporter. In too many
situations, he is required to cooly
observe and make record of another’s
misery

A dispassionate attitude, a
callousness, serves as armor lo
protect a reporter from that which
might render him ineffective at his

It is ironic, however, that the same
armor might achieve the opposite
purpose. A reporter without com-
passion is equally as worthless as one
who faints at the sight of blood.

THIS HOLDS DOUBLY true for
those in other professions, such as
medicine and law enforcement, that

uire a measure of both humanity
cool-headedness.

It is unfortunate that it often takes
an incident such as Stewart's sen-
seless death to bring those feelings of
humanity into sharp focus.

His death brings home the point that
we are all victims of violence, and
when it is allowed to fester, no one is
safe.

Such brutality must be swept out of
any dark corner of the earth where it
can thrive, and into the clear light of
day. That is what Stewart, himself,
was doing in Nicaragua.

It was not just that he was a
reporter and an American that made
his death important and shocking. It
was also that he was just one of many
innocent human beings whose lives
have been snul fed out without purpose
or reason.

As President Carter so aptly put it,
Stewart's death was “‘an act of bar-
barism that all civilized people
condemn.”” Let us hope that the
civilized can continue to outnumber
the barbarians.

It would cost more than that just to
neutralize the acid that is eating the
Continental Congress papers, whose
bindings are also falling apart.

We
have learned that much of the
agency'’s appropriated funds is spent
in highly questionable ways.

Each year between May
and September, Texas
livestock producers can
control costly cattle grubs by
applying systemic in
secticides, says Andy Vestal,
county agent with the Texas
Agricultural Extension

Service, Texas A&M
University System

During late fall and
winter, the cattle grub ap-

pears on the backs of
animals. It's too late to begin
control measures then since
most of the damage has
already been done
However, applying a
systemic insecticide — one
which is absorbed into the
animal’s bloodstream — can

control grubs effectively
between May and Sep-
tember

In addition to controlling
cattle grubs, the insecticide
will also provide contact
control of horn flies for two
to three weeks. Veslal says,
this makes the overall cost of
treatment favorable

The cattle grub is the
larval stage of the heel fly
The fly has no mouth parts,
s0 il causes no pain to the
cattle. However, it frightens
cattle, making them difficult
lo manage. Animals often
seek relief by standing in
shade or deep water.

The life cycle begins when
the heel fly lays its eggs on
an animal. The eggs, glued
to hairs, hatch within a few
days, and larvae (worms)
enter the skin at hair
follicles. The worms then
migrate through the
animal's body for six to eight
months and r in the
animal's back in the fall and
winter, forming knot'like
marbles or cysts.

Cattle grubs cause greater
losses than any other cattle
pests, says Vestal. Besides
damaging meat and hides by
their burrowing, they lower
beef cattle gains and
production throughout the
year. Profit losses are
estimated in the millions of
dollars each year.

Stalemate with Roloff continues
as state awaits word on next move

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas (AP) — The statelmated
siege at Lester Roloff's Rebekah Home for Girls entered
its third day today with a state task force awaiting word
on its next move.

‘“We are not dn army. We are a social service agency,”
said Marlin Johnston, associate commissioner of the
Texas t of Human Resources.

A state judge has told the DHR to clear out the Roloff
homes. The fiery fundamentalist preacher says licensing
his homes would be a violation of the separation of church
and state. The courts have said the homes can’t operate
without the license.

“It's not a matter of whether,” Johnston said Thursday
about the closing of the facility. “‘It's just a matter of when
and how."”

Until Johnston figures out how to get past the legion of
Bible toting preachers and parents who have blockaded
the church where the Rebekah girls have been spending
their days, the 140-member state task force remains

at Texas A&l University at Kingsville.
While Johnston maintains the task force is not an army,
he has started to talk about strategy and maneuvers.

He was told Thursday that the state cannol enter
Roloff's 's Church to get the children. Johnston said
state officials have told him that the church — though on
the same grounds — is not considered a part of the homes.

“We will not go into the church,” said DPS Lt. Herbert
Hale, who is working with the DHR team

NEW YORK (AP) — Bob Lemon will put on his New *
York Yankees uniform once more when he manages
the American in the All-Star Game against the
National League at Seattle July 17.

““I feel very great about being named AL manager,”
Lemon said. ‘I feel that it's an honor to be the manager
of the All-Star Game. Always when | was playing I
looked forward to playing in it...I was a coach twice
and an honorary in once.”

Lemon was named manager of the Yankees at
midseason in 1978, taking over for Billy Martin, leading
the team to a World Series victory and was named AL
Manager of the Year. He was replaced as manager last
Monday by Martin.

“Bob wanted to be the AllStar manager and he
certainly earned the honor,’” said AL President Lee
MacPhail. “It seems to me that Bob is the perfect
choice. He has been active in the league and has seen
all the teams this year, and he knows all the league
talent thoroughly.

““Together, we hope to select the best possible club to
oppose Tommy Lasorda and the Nationals..."”

A member of baseball’'s Hall of Fame, Lemon was a
20-game winner for the Cleveland Indians seven times,
pitched in four All-Star games and two World Series as
an Indian.

It will not be the first time that a manager has been
called from the sidelines to handle an All-Star team.
The last was Dick Wiliams, who piloted the 1974
American League team after resigning as Oakland
mamer following the 1973 World Series. But by then,
he been signed by the California Angels.

In the very first All-Star Game at Comiskey Park in
Chicago, in 1933, John McGraw managed the National
League team although he had been replaced as New
York Giants manager by Bill Terry during the 1932
season.

The American League team was managed by
Philadelphia’'s Connie Mack, even though Joe
McCarthy's Yankees had won the pennant the previous
year.

Neither Johnny Keane of the 1964 World Champion
St. Louis Cardinals nor Yogi Berra of the Yankees was
managing the same club at the start of the 1965 season.
Keane was replaced by Gene Mauch, who had
managed the Philadelphia Phillies to a tie for second
place in 1964, and Berra by Al Lopez, who had piloted
the Chicago White Sox to a second place finish in the
American League.

In 1963, Ralph Houk's Yankees won the AL title, but
Houk was named general manager of the team and
Lopez again managed the AL All-Stars in 1964.

‘““My fastest laps in
practice were about 179 and |
was trying awful hard then,”
Foyt insisted. “We lowered
the gear (ratio) before
qualifying. I figured I'd have
to really pick it up in (turns)
one and two. I just gritted
my teeth and hoped. I was
just as surprised as the crew
at how fast | went."’

IHlinois

doctors to
use weed

SPRINGFIELD, IIl. (AP)
— Illinois, which generally
outlaws use of marijuana, is
about to start distributing
the weed to doctors — for
medicinal purposes only, of
course

It looks like a regular
cigarette, comes in cans of
30 and is grown on the
grounds of the University of
Mississippi, according to
Thomas B. Kirkpatrick Jr.,
executive director of the
lllinois Dangerous Drugs
Commission

“It's Mexico stock,”
Kirkpatrick said Thursday
“It's very carefully grown,
just like a commercial
tobacco crop.”’

Kirkpatrick said Illinois is
the first state approved by
the US. Food and Drug
Administration to distribute
the pharmaceutically pure,
government-inspected, pre
rolled and packaged
marijuana to treat the side
effects of chemotherapy

Marijuana reportedly
alleviates the extreme
nausea and discomfort that

can accompany
chemotherapy (reatments
for cancer.

According to the National
Organization for Reform of
Marijuana Laws, at least 13
states now use marijuana in
legal research programs
conducted under federal
auspices. And a NORMAL
spokeswoman, Alice
O'Leary, said Oregon
authorizes dispensing of the
drug by doctors and use by
patients under limited
conditions

Kirkpatrick said the pot
will be given to doctors
throughout the state who
have been approved by the
Minois Cancer Council, a
private organization

Doctors who receive
monthly marijuana ship
ments must have no criminal
records and secure places to
store the drug, Kirkpatrick
shid. They must also report
their results to the council

When the Legislature first
authorized the plan last
year, it did not specify how
doctors were supposed to get
the pot. Street sales ob
viously were not suitable,
Ki trick said, because
the ge is irregular and
they often are contaminated
by herbicides

For example, Secretary
Joseph A. Califano Jr. of the
US. Department of Health,
Education and Welfare, is
seeking comment f(rom
federal agencies on a study
Suggesting paraquat
spraying to kill marijuana
grown in Mexico may lead to
lung iliness in pot smokers.
Paraquat is a herbicide.

So the Mlinois pot, grown
from Mexican marijuana
seeds with the [federal
government's approval, will
be obtained from the
National Institute of Drug
Abuse, Kirkpatric said.

Kirkpatrick said the active
ingredient —
tetrahydrocannabinel, or
THC — varies with different
types of marijuana. He said
lllinois will be getting two
batches, one containing 1.2
percent THC, and the 2

percent.

Xirkpatrick
already has samples of the
marijuana, but it will be
about 90 days before the way
is cleared for patients to
start using it
