Easy Way to Get Rid of Stumps
This may be bad news for 

homeowners, but there is no 
miraculous way to get rid of 
tree stumps, says County Agent 
Pat C. Garner.

He points out that there is no 
magic chemical for dissolving 
tree stumps in yards overnight. 
In fact, there is no easy, pain­
less way to remove tree stumps 
from yards, especially the larg­
er ones.

Several methods may be used 
to get rid of stumps, the coun­
ty agent says.

If the ground is being cleared 
for building and a bulldozer is 
being used, this machine can 
be used to push out stumps 
quickly and easily. In the 
original planning of the home 
grounds, this matter Is often 
overlooked, but It may be the 
cheapest and easiest way.

Another method is the use of 
a portable stump chipping ma­
chine which literally chews up 
the stump into small particles. 
Availability of this device is us­
ually restricted to large cities 
where local tree service con.

off at or near the ground line, 
cover it with soil and sod, and 
keep the area moist. Keeping 
the area moist helps wood-des­
troying organisms to decompose 
the stump and keeps grass alive 
during dry periods.

Additional Information on re­
moval of tree stumps from yards 
is available from the office of 
the county agent. Ask for a 
copy of L-622, “Removing Tree 
Stumps.” It is free.

Preventive Control Easiest Way 
To Combat Common Garden Pests
Combating garden pests Is 

essential for successful garden­
ing. This can be best accom­
plished by the use of a schedule 
of preventive control.

First of all. care must be tak­
en to plant only healthy plants, 
and garden areas must be kept 
clean of all debris and plant 
residues, says County Agent Pat 
C. Garner.

However, the most Important 
consideration in keeping Insect 
and disease problems at a min­
imum is the timing of either 
spray or dust applications. The 
earlier a spraying or dusting 
program is started in the grow-

ten be more effective than in­
termittent applications when­
ever insects or diseases are not­
ed, or after every rain.

Many gardeners believe both 
spraying and dusting are neces­
sary but actually it is largely a 
matter of preference. Spraying 
is perhaps the more effective 
but requires the use of more 
specialized equipment.

The use of all-purpose dusts 
or sprays and a regular schedule 
of application are recommend- 

I ed by Garner. The weakest spray 
; or dust that will do the job 
1 should be used, and dusting and 
spaying procedures recommend-
