WOMEN DO WORK

Long Hourg the Rule In Many States
In South In Mills And Factories—
| Alabama Is the Lgwest,

By The United Press.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 27—Tens of
thousands of women in the United
States labor in mills and factories 10
or more hours dally at wages far be-
low the accepted standard, Mary An-
derson, director of thy women’s bu-|
reau of the department of labor, chlrs-!
ed in her gnnual repori. :

The “median”-—a figure somewhat
below the average weekly wage—is
between $10.00 and $13.90 in five
states, gshe reported.

Sanitary and general welfare con-
ditions were found lacking in most of |
the plants investigated. Thg report is
based on a survey of 778 establish-
ments employing 46,700 women, In
Kentucky, Alabama, South Carolina,
Arkansas and Migsourl,

‘Probably the majority of persons
wh acquaintance with industry is
not fcularly profound think that
e eight-hour day and somethlug
which at least approalhes a living
wage are standards which are so gen- |
erally accepted that they no longer
need emphasis,” Dircetor Anderson
stated. “These state studies have
shown, however, that long hours of
work and low wages are the rule
rather than the exception for large
numbers of women, and that these
conditions are so widespreag as to
constitute a very definite challenge
to the constructive action of all
groups Interested in these subjects,

the 44 hour week found in these states
she said, As a genera Irule the 101
hour day and 55-hour week prevail.

Alabama is lowest In the wage scale
with “median” earnings $10,00; Ken-
tucky Is next with $11.60; South Caro-
lina $11.95; Arkansas $13.66 and Mis-
souri $13.90,

Very little attention is given to the
comfort or safety of the women work-
ers In thege states, she declared. Not
even the minimum standards of sani-
tation, comfort or safety are obgerved,
despite the frequent accidents and
gneral suffering charged to lack of
precautionary measures.

Negro women in these states fare
far worsg than the whites, Misg An-
dergon stated. “Median” wages for
the negro women range from $6.30 a
week in South Carolinag to $11.05 in
Missouri.

'THROUGH EUROPE

From the Head of Navigation On the
Rhine Through Switzerland to the
Head of the Rhone River.

SWITZERLAND WILL BE OPEN

Will Achieve Age Oid Desire for Wa.
ter Transportation — Much of the
Route Is Already Completed.

(United Press Staff Corregpondent.)

GENEVA, Feb. 27.—A navigable
waterway, extending from the mouth
of the Rhine on the north sea to the
mouth of Rhone on the Mediters
anign, cutl western Europe thus in
half, is one of the latest projects of
Buropean reconstruction, which will
soon become a reality.

When the task is completed, Swit-
zerland wil have attained her century-
old ambition of no longer being “in
terned” and of having direct geaport
connect nns »o1h o the nurth ond to
the Mediterranean,

The plan for a tragus-European wa-
terway involves several different pro-
fects now being worked on in differ-
ent companies but all working into
the same general scheme of linking
up the Rhine and the Rhone,

The first part of the project which
is being proviced for 1tn, construc-
| government provides for the construe-
| tion of & navigable canal, paralleling
the Rhine from Strasbourg to Bale.

Strasbourg virutally constitutes the
head of the navigation on the Rhine
owing to the fact that above there the
velocity of the current and the pres
ence of rocks, renders navigation, If
not impossible, at least too costly to
be of genergl utility.
