TELLING THEM HOW

It should be said for the U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture that it has
not been swept from its moorings by
the many fantastie plans proposed to
relieve the distress of the farmer.
The department sticks to old-time no-
tion that this ancient industry does
not need doles, subsidies, over-extend-
ed credits or any other plan proposed
by the vote-seekers to recover a tol-
erable share in the prosperity of the
nation. Instead the industry can best
do this by organized effort to hélp
itself. A bulletin issued by the fed-
eral department shows that shifts
from wheat production into dairying,
poultry, swine, corn and alfalfa have
enabled scores of farmers in the mid-
dle west and northwestern states to
cut their losses and get their farming
operations on a profitable basis. The
reports cover 302 eounties in lowa,
lilinois, Kansas, Minnesota, Nebraska,
South Dakota, Montana, Idaho and
Washington. They tell of cuts in
wheat acreage, replacement of beef
cattle herds by dairy herds, progress
in poultry raising, development of
definite crop rotations, and expansion
