Cattlemen Stand 'l’dgelll_-c'r in Trouble

and PVrosperity.
Wichita Daily Beacon,

Messrs, Walker and Laling, gener
al agents of the New York lLafe Insur-
ance Company, have just returned
from a business trip to Ashland, in
Clark county, Kansas, where they
spent a couple of weeks interviewing
the cattlemen of Western Kansas and
Oklahoma; they report good results in
their business, and an excellent feeling
generally among thie cattlemen in
Clark  and Commanche counties.
Many men are in easy finanew! weir-
cumstantes, who a few ye: ngo
were apparently hopelessly in . debt.
They especially emphasize the fact of
the friendly personal feeling existing
among the ranch-owners, quarrels,
strifes and  bickerings are conspicu-
ously absent. They assist each
other in every way possible. When-a
“round-up™ is announced, substan-
tinl vanch-owners from all parts of
the county put in an appearance and
assist the owner of the herd, o1 herds,
while the utmost good cheer prevails,

As an illustration of the dispcs’tion
to stand by each other, a case 18 ecited
where a well-to-do  stoek-grower had
the misfortune to lose part of his herd
a few years ago, by reason of a severe
storm. The loss practieally bankrupt-
ed him. He knew not where to turn
for relief. A couple of neighboring
ranchmen, hearing of his phght, ap-
proached him with the remark that
they had no available eash means, but
that if their names asendorsers, would
benefit him he was welcome to the
same; in this case -the names were
worth $25,000,

Many ranches are now saubstantially
enclosed by  wire fences, containing
JO.000 acres, or more, of good grass
land. This land is largely held by
non-resident owners, many of whom
no doubt think it a great hardship to
pay taxes on land  producing no im-
come,

There is mueh speenlation as to
what will be the -final result in set-
thug the question of the ocenpancy of
these lands, but upon one thing all
are agreed, viz: That Western Kan-
sas 15 by nature fitted for the ecattle
industry, and in the fature will re-
main so,

During the boomtimes all that part
of the country was overrun by settlers
seeking homes, nearly every quarter
section of land was claimed, thriving
towns were built on the prairie, where
now is the cattleman’s pasture,

But little is heard of polities in
\'\ estern l\unsg\s. the Clark County
Clipper is nominally a Populist paper,
but 1s very liberal,

The Kansas prohibitory law does
not secem to enter into pohities in the
least. The people are law-abiding and
there is apparently no demaug for
intoxicating drinks, probably on ae-
count of climate though it is” whisper-
ed that occasionally a shipper will * in-
dulge in something at Kansas City.

The idea adyanced by this journal |
is that the people of these coun-
ties are blessed with the opportunities
to make money now because the range
is not overstocked. This viewis benefi-
cial to every settler whether a cowman
or not. Let the experiment of the 80's
