Poultry In Winter
Winter poultry pays best, but it .re- 

tpifres very close attention and care­
ful nnrsinK to keep the hens laying all 
winter. I have proved to my satisfse-

rly ‘tion, that if hens are properly housed 
and fed and attended, they will lay 
more efcgn dnnng the winter in the 
•same time, than they will at any other 
.season. Hens are* truly ‘ V rk ma­
chines”  and may he rhaile to orrslnce 
to their utmost capacity if tn 
cliinery is properly handled.

In the first pla(|e roo<1 winter quar- 
ters^musf he divide^l as without this 
it is an impossibility to snect^l to any. 
ifreat^extent. It is in this like many 
other things—too niany horses for the 
size of the stable: too many ho^s for 
t he size of the liou pen; too many 
eows for the size of the cow-stable and 
too many farm implements for the size 
of the implement house, hut I heliex’e 
the worst of all tlilnf^s is too many 
fowls for the little Vhicken etsip, and 
this set>ms to lie a irenernl oecurence.

A Kreal. many fowls may-be kept a 
sort of a way-with but small aceoinmo- 
datioiiH, but I assure' you they cannot 
lie kept pnifltahly, and if they cannot 
be kept thus, why keep them at all. 
There are always a lot of dead lieats 
in every* flock, and some flocks a much 
larger per cent of those than others. 
This occurs more frecjnently in scnih 
stock and such stock will rapidly run 
down and become worthless, so that 
the best of attention will not pn>ve 
successful. In-hr»edinjf of poultry’ a 
few years will destroy any flock, and 
it does not take a few years to do it 
cither, as one or. two are sufHcient 
Farmers very frwiuently exchange 
cocks for breeilinif purposes with their 
neighbors hoping to Ret new blood, 
ann to cross with stock not relatiHl, 
etc., and p<‘rhaps,in nine times out of 
ten, it is simply a trade o f ' in-bred 
stock for in-hr^ stock and noliody 
has Raiucd anything I believe there is 
not a stock of fowls as brt^ on a farm 
usually, blit should be banished totally 
every- eisrht or ten years, even if the 
usual ro«m1 care is Riven. A stock of

)RR];< are mst i
hatch I ^anRe piat'es, or "swap 
nests, and place tiie ro<k1 mother that 
understands her business, on the egRs 
just hatebiuR. I allow her to hatch 
and brood the chickens for 48 hours, 
after which 1 remove them to their 
former mother, or give them to 
any other that I s ^  proper. I have 
kept such hens repeatedly hatchiiiR 

i out chicks thus, uhtil 1 have worn 
I their patience entirely out, and some 
hens will endure it loiiRcr than others,

I hut the most of them will continue 
> to thus hatch out brooil after hrooil 
i and will do you in this invaluable ser­
vice.

Heavy hens, such as (Whins and 
Brahmas, are good setters and the 
best at incubation, but when it comes 
to hatching them out  ̂ the light hen is 
always the best, and it is these I em­
ploy for the business. In arranging 

e ma-1 the setting hens I do not And it neces- 
saty to have each hen separately par­
titioned or warded off to herself, hut 
I use small houses or ^ m s —say ten 
or twelve feet M|iiare with a ward to 
each one, and I keep ‘ from 0 to 10 or 
12 hens as the caKe may be in each 
apartment* with feed; water and all 
conveniences necessary for them.

y very close culling not only every 

year but just as often as you can dis­
cover a cull to remove. It will well 
pay everone that keeps a flock of fowls 
to select a few of the best every sea­
son as breeders^ and from those only* 
produce the entire flock for the season.

Little chickens should hot be re­
moved from the nest and from the 
brooding influence of the mother hen, 
for from 24 to hours after hatching, j 
About all that little chicks need the < 
flrst 48 hours of their life, is brooding, 
and if you have not been in the habit 
of thus managing, just try it for an 
experiment. There is a very great dif­
ference in the hatching qnalities of 
bens, and it matters not how perfect 
an arrangrment we have made in this 
respect, we take great chances on 
Hiody performing her work. Hens 
usually take proper care of their e g ^  
d u r i^  incubation if they are rightly

r»ro\’ided for, but when it comes to 
latch out the chicks and care for 

them properly a large per cent of them 
make a railure, and to sw healthy 
and fully matnred little chicks mur­
dered in the nest by numbers, is more 
than a fellow can stand withont put­
ting hit wiU to the severest test.

 ̂ strictly for beef; .the dairy, bree<l and | 
raise strictly for dairy pnalucts, not } 
crossing witb the beef prodncing ani­
mal. 7)f the hog? The liest bretsl 
that will mature at the earliest age in­
to prime light weight, which  ̂ mways 
brinfnt the highest market price. Of 
the sheep? The liest breeil for mut­
ton, not forgetting the ^ct that i f  the 
producer expects«to receive the high­
est market value, they should be so 
bred and .fed as to market as lambs, 
yearlings and not later than two-years 
old.

Shrink aiid Fill in Cattle.
John Pnwnie in Den%*er Kiehl and 

Fnnn: I have written previously
alM)ut shippintr eattle to market, and 
will continue by sayini; that in ^vt- 
tiii); a fill on cattle in the stock yanls, 
much depends n|M)ti the weather and 
lime of arrival. ‘If the cattle are nu- 
loaded very early on _’a cold mornihfr, 
they iHH'ome clnlhnl in the yard, and 
when the proper time arrives for waF 
eritiff they do not care so much to 
driiiR as if ' they hiul l>e«>n watered 
while they were warm. On the other 
hand, to water very ear>- -ehills the 
cattle if the weather is cold and ‘ the 

_humpeil liacks «lo not prove inrit- 
’ iiiff to the prospective Imyer. Neither 
cold nor wet weather is favorable to 
the.fill for even at home rattle will 
not'ilrink as well with such conditions 
cxistinfr. With favorable weather, 
however, then* is no iliftlculty what­
ever in having the cattle drink when 
properly handleil* and the stirinkafre 
IS thereby materially reilucwl.

.In this connection I desire to say 
that while it is the rule that cattle 
shall be fed and watered before weiKb- 
ing. the feeil consisting « f  hay only, 

,stiU. there is im> risk of domic the 
work too well. Some inexperienced 
shippers depend aitofcether too much 
on tn<‘ till to lie obtained, and while 
they succeeil in reducinic the shrink- 
a|ce, lose in another direction far more 
than the miin. It may not beirenerally 
known that buyers in the stock yards 
aw* charffcil on the books of the firm 
aliich employs them with the cort of 
each lot of cattle purriiaseil and iriven 
onilit in like manner for the amount 
of dresseil Ix'cf securwl from the lot. 
A separate account is kept with each 
buyer, and the most valuable man for 
the firm is the one who delivers the 
the iiiirhest quality of dressed l>eef at 

i the least cost. As soon as the slauffh- 
terinir is done amt the dresseil nieat 
weiirhed, the buyer rweives credit for 
the amount, and these fiicures show 

: at once the net cost of the beef. On 
the ability of the buyer to furnish hit 
firm the dresseil l»eef at the least pos­
sible price depends the size of his sal- 

! ary and security in huldinir his posi­
tion, for it is reailily apparant that 

I one mi|cht be dear even if he worked 
; for nothiuK, while another buyer 
would prove valuable to his firm al- 
tliouffh his sslar>’ was fn>m $.i000 to 
$8000 per annntii, which is the amount 
paid to some ol the lendinir cattle buy- 
ers*

It is thus seen-that the buyer in 
I lookinic over the cattle must bear in 
' mind the dressing' quality, and, if the

New Rails for Santa Fe.
The trnnta Fe railway is rapidiv 

cominfc into competition not only with 
the Southern Pacific, for the tra'ffle of 
('alifomia, but with other lines farther 
east which have had a larre share of 
business on account of snorter mile- 
ngt'. one of the latest moves of the 
Santa Fe manafrement is to order 
l.'i.OOO tons of new steel rails. It is 
proposed to lay new rails on t ^  en­
tire main line with the exception of 
places where rails of the seventy-two- 
poiind typt* have been recently laid. 
The idea is to make the track per­
fectly aafe for trains at hiirbest rate of 
speed so that the .(treat enfrines may 
tell off sixty miles an hour as an or­
dinary grait*.

D e a r  S i r : —Tlw* receipt of the first 
number of the I n s p e c t o r  for the new 
year has called to mind a pleasant 
chat with its publisher which I bad in 
Auffust last and a few of the- features 
of the live sto<*k industry of western 
Oklahoma which 1 observe<! dttfiiift a 
brief visit at that time. The train­
loads of cattle which passed thrbuKh 
Woodward on the day that 1 spent 
there impressed me more forcibly with 
the possibilities of “ short than
HiiythinK short of actual experience 
could have done.

The remarkable jrrowth made by 
Kaftir corn and soiybum showed'that 
there would be less difficulty in winter- 
iiifT irreater numbers of cattle than if 
dependence had to be placed on icrRss 
alone. In the last numlier of the In­
s p e c t o r  reference was made to some 
losses of rani^c cattle due to shortness 
of forage duriiiR some <>f the excep­
tionally cold spells during the past few 
months. Could this not be prevented 
or at least diminished by a larger util­
isation of Kaffir corn and sorgbumf 
Feeding trials and digestion ex|>eri- 
ments ma<le bv the Oklahoma ExtH>ri- 
iiieiit Station nave shown that Kaffir 
corn is of great value-as a cro|) to be 
fed as “ roughness”  for wintering 
st(H*k cattle and of nearly eijual^ value 
to corn for fattening. Experiments 
made in Kansas have imown the same 
results and it seems that a lari^r use 
of Kaffir and sorghum than';-is now

ftractierd on the. ranf^s would l»e 
ound profitable. This Ktation is now 

making difrostion trials of KafKr, I^arge 
Sorghum. Small Sorghum,^Hlack Rice 
Corn, Milo Maixe and Indian C-orn 
fialders grown on measuretl areas the 
yield of which w*as determiiiedr In 
this way a measure of the relative and 
absolute feeding ^ulue of these crops 
will be secured and it is planned when 
possible to extend the work to experi­
ments in wintering under varying con­
ditions/ Work of this sort is ̂  slow in 
results that show but it is the constant 
aim of the work of the Station to he as 

. immediately practical as possible.
A bulletin reporting the results of 

the dipping experiments ma<fe at No- 
i>)e is now in preparation and will be 
issued shortly. These experiments 
are of interest to most of your readers 
and a copy of the bulletin reporting 
them w illM  sent free to all who re­
quest It. The Station means to con­
tinue its work in studying Texas fever 
until absolute success or flat failure in 
its prevention is reached. The results 
of aipping experiments seem to have 
been entirely  ̂satisfactory as far as 
killing the ticks is concerned. No 
cattle died from the effects of the clip­
ping in the experiments conducted by 
the Station. The results of trials of 
inoculating northern cattle with blood 
of southern cattle were unsatisfactory. 
In most cases they contracted Texiw 
fever and several of them died. It is 
probable that the catt'e that recovered 
were partiallv immune, but the ap­
parent inability to control results 
makes this method of doubtful value.

There are now five students from 
Woodward county attending the A g­
ricultural and Mechanical College and 
most of the western counties have one 
or more representatives. These west-

B e a v e r  Co u n t y , Jan. 10, 1809. 

T h e  L iv e  S t o c k  I n s p e c t o r : — An­
swering your request for information 
relative to tlie condition of cattle in 
this county, I can say that up to this 
timA our losses will narely reach one 
per cent. .The storms during the last

months of the year just closed were 
{ unusually severe on stock aiMl there is 
now quite a percentage of thin cows 
which will require g o ^  weather from 
now until spring for them to pull 
through. We have bad for the past 

I few w'eeks continued fine weather and 
just at present cattle could not do bet­
ter. If full feeding of roughness 
should have to be i^esort^d to this will 
result in a ,shortage of feed, as the 
hay ci*op was a little short and people 
mostly are holding their feed to u«e in 
the early spring. However, in emer­
gencies a little corn or cottonseed will 
do to tide over with. Much depimds 

i oil the kind of weather we get between 
' now and March 1st.
I There are of course no sales to re- 
I port but seine in<|uiry is had as to 
j  whether or not there will be buyers in 
I the spring for yearling and two-year- 
old steers. The writer tlii-ks that the 
shortage, if any, next fall, will be in 
the big steers. es|>ecially if the corn 
cn>p turns out well. I see» no reason 
for higher prices on anything else.

The Arixona cowmen nqiort cattle 
very scarce out there and that no 
more will be shipped to Kansas. The 
same thing was said of the Texas drive 
twenty years ago, buf I noticed that 

, the cattle kept coming from that state 
right along.

'I learn that several herds of Old 
I Mexico cows will lie unloadeil at 
Dodge ( ’ity early in the spring. There 
are already seven thousand head of 
Arixona cattle around that point being 
wintered on rough feeil. The next 
summer’s cattle market is very hard 
to guess on just at present. If we 
knew that money would lie easy

I ’ llOU'K OK HRKKIiH,
-There *are admirable s|>ecimcnH of 

beef cattle to Ik* found in any one of 
half a doxen breeds now kept in’ the 
Unitml States. I Imlieve that for the 
paat half doxen years the consensus of 
opinion of intellig«*nt cattlemen would 
Ih) there have l>een times when the 
beat animal from, a beef standpoint 
exhibited in public was an Abenleen 
Angus, at other times- it would be a 
Herefonl. at others a Short Horn. <>ne 
rarely finds prettier or mor«* atiractivi* 
l»e«ves than we sometimes see among 
the Devons, although usually lacking 
in aixe. Excellent lieef cattle are to 
be found among the Ut*d Polls and 
other bree*ls. Hut proiiably fm- y«*ars 
to oonu* nine-tenths of all the high 
class beef cattle of the Unitml States 
will have mon* or less of the blmsl of 
the Khorthorn or llci-efonl, and I In*- 
lievc most fanners pro|Mising to raist* 
•Mtlves to Im* kent as lK*ef makers will 

•do wisely to s«*h*ct one of these two 
breeds, although then  ̂ a ^  cin*um- 
stancea v^iich would make it l>etter to 
select any one of thn*<* or four others. 
My experience and obser\’ation con­
firm the lielief that for the rich soil 
prairie regions of corn and grass most 
farmers wh«* desirt* what we wouhl 
call double purp<*s<> cow will do well 
to aeU*ct the Hhorthom or its grades. 
If I were bn*etling exclusively for 
Iteef. especially on the western ranges, 
or wnere very large n*liance is to the 
pasturage rather than grain feeding, 
my present choice would Ik» the Hert*- 
ford or its grades.

r iio irK  oK iN iuvin rALN .
lu many cases there is more differ­

ence in the appearanee and value of 
animals of the same breed than Ih*- 
tween the better strei'imens of the dif­
ferent be«*f hretMis. My rule and a»l- 
vioe for years has been to give the 
first attention to the individual auimal, 
then to its imm^liate ancestry, and to 
attach decreasing importance with 
each feneration backward. Heartily 
believing in and advm-ating bree<ling 
pure brw cattle, 1 reiieat what I tried 
to say in the first public address on 
the subject 1 ever gave, that it is 
easily possible to attach an absurd es­
timate to the value of pedigree and 
quite too little to the value of individ­
ual merit.

There has lieen a marked change in 
the ideal fat steer. We do not want 
him to be so large as formerly; he 
must not b«* cimrse: we like plump 
**pony built'' animals with well sprung 
ribs, fully dcvelo|»ed «|uai1ers, Hino«»th

shoulders, short head, short and rath­
er thick neck, breadth at the chine, 
well filled crops, but in this matter, as 
in other lines, there is a possibility of 
overdoing, especially in the selection 
of sires. Scale, us well as symmetry 
and gfXMl form, must be considered. 
Happily, we are attaching less inipor- 
tam*e not only to different families 
within breeds and to what rs known as 
‘ bibsolute purity,’ ’ when the cattle are 
to be bred for beef, but also to color. 
While a chunky built cow is objection­
able, a little excess of length and 
ofM'iiuess of frame being preferable in 
the cow rather than secu'ing strong 
inusuline character even with some ap­
proach to c<»arseness.

CAKIN’O FOR TIIK ( <>W.
The successful farmer,, whether he 

keeps the cow t<» make use ot her milk 
in the dairy or simply to raise her calf, 
will keep her in fair condition, but m>t 
fat. In the summer time tlie cheapest 
ami best feed is good pasture, lu the 
winter, if practicable, there should be 
a fair (mqsirtion of some succulent 
fet*<l rather than exclusive grain feed. .
I believe it better that the cow shouhl 
he hivd so as to produce her first ca lf i 
at th irty months o f age, or therea- 
iMMits. For the exclusive beef cattle 
breeder, spring is |H*rhaps the time for 
calving.^ For the farm er who com ­
bines dairying with raising calves for 
lM*4*f then* are many advantages in 
having the ca lf dnq>|M*d in the fa ir lv  
early* fa ll, always pn ivided it is well 
cared fo r  during tlie firs' w inter.

FKKPINO a ND <’ARK OK CAUK.
The experim ent stations, as well as 

very many farm ers, have shown the 
easy |M>sMhility o f pnalucing goml an­
imals, when* the ch ie f ft*eu o f the 
calves was skim m ilk, supplemented , 
hv m eal.of d iffen 'iit grains ami g«KMl 
c lover or a lfa lfa  in the wiiitiu' or gtssl I 
pa.stun* ill the summer. It is not pos­
sible to produce the highest tyjK* o f 
lM*ef animal in this way. but in many 
cases the balance o f profit is with the 
mon* cln*iiplv raiseil iinimal rather 
than with his pri/.e w inning eoui|H*ti- 
tor at the fat st«s'k show.

I do not advise try in g  to see at how 
low a cost calves can be raised. I 
lmve,lM‘eii hNikiiig at some calves for
[Mirchase fo r  my ttklahoma farm . One 
much had been reined on skim milk, 

or in some cases on the whole milk o f 
their dams fo r  a few  weeks, ami then 
put on pastun* with no other fiMsl. 
The Olliers, which I Isuight, hail 
suckh*4l their dams until li or 7 months 
old. I am sure my choiei* was a wise 
<nie, but am stronglv inclined to be­
lieve that then* would have lM‘eii lx*t- 
ter pntfit in each cas<* if the one bniich 
hud lieeii Iw tter ted, and that more 
butter had lH*eii inmle from  the milk 
o f tin* damu in the s4*cond lot,

I am a gn*.at lie liever in using home ' 
gn iw ii fiMMl so far as this is practical, - 
nut slavishly tie in g  oneself to any 
rule to this eff«*«*t. The coni|»arMtive 
cost o f the home gn*wn and purchased 
fiHMl is found incorrectly stateil, in 
that the price o f the corn, oats or hay 
pnMluc4*4l on the farm is g iven  mtt as 
Its wortli on the farm , but when' «le- 
livenxl at the closest market, while 
the value o f  oil meal, bnin, or other 
pun*ba.s(*d fiMsI as g iven  d<N*s not in ­
clude cost o f trans|>ortntion to the 
farm . W hen then* is a giMsI supply 
o f skim m ilk, corn or <»ats or other 
grain with g«MHl |Mist\m* and giKnl hay 
III the w inter, p referably c lover »»r en ­
silage. then* is little n*ason fo r  the 
purchase o f largi* (|Uantities o f fe»*d o f 
any kind. Science afld practice agre*- 
as to the great value o f skim milk 
when fell to calves fo r  all pur|M>ses 
save m aking fat. ( ’orn or corn meal 
supplements skim milk ailm irably. As 
the skim milk is ofti*n at low price I 
would continue to feed it until the 
calves were at least four months old. 
i f  the supply can be had. O f course • 
in w inter it should be continued longer 
than is essential in summer.

change of feed. Many summer calves I the calves for our n 
receive a severe check bV. being' 
weaned at the time when it Is' neces* 
sary to put .them on dry feed upon 
which they are not accustomed, M r- 
haps compelling them to make their 
living almost entirely upon hay or 
even straw. The fall or early winter 
calves, if well cared for, come to the 
spring strong and vigorous, and take 

‘ readily to the pasture.
Experiments under my own direc­

tion, as well as those by others, con­
vince me that, as a rule,' it is not 
profitable to continue grain feeding to 
calves after they are say, six or eight 
months of age, when they are on good 

‘ pasture. The same, I believe, holds 
true of yearlings.

We are more and more approaching 
the demand for “ Baby beef,”  but i 
am not yet convinced that the major­
ity of b ^ f  growers will not And great­
er profit in selling their calves at the 
ena of two years of age at least. l am 
incline<l to give thirty months as bet­
ter minimum than any less age, fully 
recognizing the fact tnat young steers 
of eighteen or twenty months of, are 
often bring good profit. If it be de­
signed to sell at tne ages last nameil, 
keeping up the grain feed coiitinu 
ously would probably be advisable, 
but I am confident that this is not us­
ually the case where U is expected to 
keep the cAttle until they are, m v  
three years of age.

the chief portion of their food, with 
the addition of cA>m meal or middlings: 
if desired, com or bran may be used 
later. Let them have good pasture in 
summer and hay in winter. Keep 
them growing after they are weanen. 
High feeding and preoaring fully 
ripened short yearlings for the mar­
ket is as yet generally less profitable 
than keeping the <*AttIe until they are 
twenty-four to thirty months old be­
fore selling. Make all use that is 
practicable of the pasture, and the 
otherwise waste products of the corn 
field, and in many cases of the oat 
field. Feed some oil meal, bran or 
middlings, but make the chief reliance 
in fattening our great grain, com.
