The report of Secrctary W. E. Bol-
ton was submitted and approved.

SEORETARY'S REPORT.

To the Oklahoma Live Stock Asso-
ciation, Officers and Members. Gen-
tlemen :—It is my pleasure to submit
herewith annual report of the office of
Seeretary of the Oklahoma Live Stoek

Association. The past year has wit-
pessed the most phenomenal Kr()\&'”l
of the association in membership. A
large number have added to the rolls,
while very few have withdrawn. One
more such year as this one gust
past will see this Association strong
enongh in every way to take care of
the inspection at the markets for its
members, as well as being productive
of many other benefits to all who are
listed'on its rolls. The present year
will see us strong enough to maintain
an inspector of our own at the prin-
cipal market, as well as maintain in-
spection on commissions at all other
markets in the country. During the
year we have inspected 7,384 r'atﬁe be-
onging to this Association, at the
Kansa« City markets, out of which
number we have claimed seventeen
head for this Association. These cat-
tle have either been returned to fheir
owners direct, or in some cases have
beén returned through the ‘ingpectors
of the Cattle Raisers Association, who
had also heen given instrvetions by
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the owners of said cattle to cut same
for them. In each case the Oklahoma
association has given way to the older
and larger association by direction of
the executive committee. Where a
member belongs to hpth the associa-
tions, and the cattle are saved to him,
the benefit derived is doubled, when it
is taken into consideration that his
cattle are looked at by the inspectors
of both organizations and while this is
trune and it is of benefit to the owner
of the cattle, the Oklahoma Associa-
tion by this method has lost the rev-
enue to whiech it is justly entitled,
This matter is before you for your
consideration. The practice of turn-
ing over cattle to one association or
the ‘other by the inspeetors of either,
is faulty, and it may be that you can
suggest some method by which this
business can be handled in a better
manper. The inspeétion has been
done by Mr. O. N. Myers. who was
employed through the. board of the
New Mexico Association, to inspect
the brands of the Oklahoma Associa-

tion at Kansas City during the past
year. It is believed in this eonnection
that if the inspection of brands of our
association was done by a competent
man in the direct employ of our .
that better results will be. obtained.
It is proposed that this planx shall be
in operation dvring the coming year,

LEASED LANDS,

The interests of thie members of the
ussoc¢ ntion have been earefully looked
after by the executive committee
through the seeretary s office in regurd
to the rentals of leased lands ";Iu
matter of payment of school land
leases has been adjusted * individoally
with the territorinl officers and the
rents of ‘he range have been seeured
to u great extent through the direet
operations of the committee on this
watter  The investigations made at
two different periods by the general

overnment in N"l!ll" to the fenced
ﬁmdn hins been suceessfully concluded
without disturbance of same.

THE WOLF BOUNTY.

In regard to the practice or plan of
paying bounty for the sealps of lobo
wolves, the special committee has been
continued in charge of same. At the
Iust annual convention this matter was
referred to a &pecial committee con-
sisting of pasture men who were mem-
bers of this organization and who pa
a direet tax of three cents r h
into the treasury, said ug:s to be
known' as the lwolf :;i)::;ty fml)ld, and
which wax to be applied to the pay-
nwntotl)f&mnﬁuu-loh.ag d&
rate per sealp,
the claiming said bounty shall
produce the necessary proof that the
wolves from which said sealps were
taken were killed on the range of any
one of the subseribers to said special
fund.

WEDNESDAY,

Convention called to order at 9:30
a. m. by President Wilson, who
vited Governor Barnes and Ex-Goy
ernor Seay to the platform.

Viee |'l’|'\|1lo-nt ,lul'l'u\\ imm a neat
address introdueced Governor Barnes,
who spoke briefly, saying that he
would talk at greater length in the
afternoon.,

Owing to the absence of Harold
Sorby, of Chicago, who was to have
lectured upon “*Black Leg in Cattle
and its Prevention,”” Dr. L. L. Lewis,
Veterinarian for Oklahoma, was asked
to talk upon this subjeet. Dr. Lewis
had been given the subject **Post
Mortems,”' but easily adapted |h.s
thoughts to the other subject. His
lecture was analytieal, scientiic and
practical.

By way of introduction he briefly
reviewed the history of Dr. Pasteur
and his methods, and mentioned some
of the common outward signs of Black
Leg.

He sad that
once contracted therve 1s almost a total
lack of remedy—there being only one
generally aceepred remedy—and  that
15 in the form of a preventive rather
than a eure.  Vaeccination amd meas-
nres ol prevention are the n||l.\ ]nn‘n'
There are two strengths of vaceine
used, and no doubt better results are
secured by moculating-twice with the
weaker than only onee with the
stronger.  DBut range eattle can hardly
be handled , suceessfully twice, The
breeder whose cattle are tame can use
the two inoculations with comparative
ease; while the ranchman must use the
single imoculation. The cost 18 very
little compared with the profit you ex
pect to get from its use. There is a
great lack of reliable statisties on  the
subject—but the magnitude of the
losses would be surprising. He would
not recommend any medieal treatment
by which there i1s any assurance of
curing the animal already affected.
Vacemation is the only remedy.
There i1s no reason why each and ey
ery stockman gshould not use it for
himself. Proerastination loses  the
cattle—there is absolutely no chance
to treat the animal after manifestation
of symptoms, Vaccination is in  gen-
eral use in Kansas and Texas and is
being rapidty introduced in Oklahoma,
Many diseases are common to cattle
and men, and Black Leg is one of
them. There is danger in handling
cattle that have died of the disease.
The infection produces in man what
1s known as “‘malignant pustules’ —
not necessarily fatal, but extremely
loathsome and dangerous. The dis-

Secretary of the Burean of  Anumal
Industry of the United States,  niads
an able address upon “‘Splenetic ™
Southern Fever,™

He referred to  th VANTOWUS  AaNes
under which the same disease has
been recognized in various localities
Acelimation fever, Bloody spleen,
Tick fever, Southern fever and Texas
fever. Col. Dean savs that Spleneti
or Southern fever is specially a  blood
disease, caused by a germ of the pro
tozoa family with a very long Latin
name.

The germ 1s nol bactera, or  vege
table. but 1s an animal germ hiving n
the red blood corpuscles. It 15 pear
shaped and enters directly nto the
blood COrpus les.. when i finally
splits in two parts thus breaking up
and destroying the blood. The difi
culty of exereting this broken up
|»lnntl CHUSUS fever. 'l‘||! serum 1s the
resisting prineiple of the blood, which
covers bacteria with a coating alter
which they are expelled from the sys-
tem., But the animal germ which
CAUSEeS .\'plt'llﬂl«' fever resists this
wwinciple of the blood.

“Everything, both animate and in
animmate, must origminate from  mother
earth. The origin of this germ is a
conjecture—probably  from stagnant
lnl||cl\_ lakes or marshes at some point
bhelow the frost hine We ecan find
only two wavs of communieation, 1
oculative and  parasitic.  There are
conditions of immunity 1 cattle, some
natural and some acquired artificially,
The animal born in fever distrieis b
comes mmocnlated when a ealf, 1s con
\1""“‘“1'_\ better |-l|'|-:u'm| to throw off
the disease, and 15 said to be immune

but the animal carries the germ in
ity blood forever afterward.™

Col. Dean emphatically refutes  the
assertion that the infection leaves the
blood after the animal is removed
from the infected arvea. Experiments
condueted at Washington show that
inoculation with the blood of an *“im
mune’’ cow continues for years ecapa
ble of killing healthy ecattle whieh
have been pastured with the same
cow without any danger whatever,
The germs remain in the system dur-
ing their natural term of life, but the
resisting prineiple of the  blood l\m-p\
down the germ so that the disease
does not 1|0'\|'|n|t. Ht'«':llln' animals
do not show any signs of disease the
peoplé are very slow to believe that
their cattle can in any way transmit
disease. Flies of all kinds absolutely
fail to convey the disease. We can

show why the tick will do so. Not

every tick will do it, and not every an-
imal is suseeptible. But if a trans-
fusion of blood takes place the disease
can be conveyed. It is the progeny
(“seed tick”) of the matured tick that
conveys the disease. The tick after v
has taken hold rarely leaves one in
imal for another, We cannot find the
germ in the seed tick; we believe that
it takes the form of o spore in the
seed tick and develops into the germ,

ALl that is necessary to prevent the
pread of the disease ix to take care of
the wfected locality, Under our laws
congress has no power in regulating
the Jocal affars. of  a state, conse-
quently we must depend upon our
‘:.\ al {£¢\\ makers to proy ide ]ll'ult‘l‘“ﬂll
mfected areas within the
«ate hines. The Secretary of Agri-
culture 1s only authorized to place the
quarantine line on the lines of states
and territories, but the national board
can recognize such loeal regulations
and lines as vour law makers may see
fit to  establish,. provided of course
that such regulations are reasonable
and proper and afford the necessary
protection,

“The tick appears to be gradually
becoming  acclimated and  coming
notthward. It was once thought that
frost \\Hlll&l kl”

To the question, **Do you think the
weather of the past two weeks would
kill the ticks?"’ Col. Dean thought it
would be a pretty tough tick that es
caped.  He says the ticks cling to the
cattle in cold weather from one to two
months. When the female tick falls
off she may find a home for herself
and family under a *‘cow chip’” and
there she obeys the Bible injunction
to multiply and replenish the earth-
each female producing 2000 young

ones,

[t is believed the Spanish introduced
these ticks when they colonized the
West Indies, carrying them from the
islands to the continent of America

‘It has been proven that these ticks
vill mature on a dog or on a horse,
but when so matured they will not
transmit disease. They must originate
from the cow to carry the infection,

Dipping, Col. Dean says, is so far »
farlure and has been partially abdhn
doned. For the present it has  been
discontinned. He blamed the Stand-
ard O1l Co, for furnishing an gferio
quality of oil which undoubtedly von
tributed to the failure.

As to the open season, he sawd there
were more infeeted ecattle from Okla
homa in the yards at Kansas City  last
vear than ever before. The open sea
son might be all right for Oklahoma
on a winter like this, but she bhdeame
infected last year largely on  aceount
of the open season.

Representative J. . Wailes, of No
man, asked if the tick question was
not “‘all a mere theory, like news
paper_farming’ —to which Col. Dean
suggested that he should have paid
closer attention to what he had beén
trying to explain, and stated emphat
wally that 1t had been conclusively
demonstrated in Kansas.  Virginia.
Texas and other states that the tick
theory was correct—that in fact it was
accepted  everywhere except Arkan
SHw,

Senator Hutto asked if ecattle were
hable to infection from crossing a
trail where infected cattle had passed
F'o this question Col. Dean rephed
that there was very little or no dauger
at all unless the trail were oneso con-
stantly used by such eattle as to be in
fested with the ticks which are the
only natural medium for communi
cating the disease.

Wailes, of Norman, asked which
was considered the most fatal, dipping
or fever. Col. Dean replied that the
losses from dipping had amounted to
124 per cent, - and that it had been
abandoned on aceount of this large
percentage of loss. On the other hand
'."" losses from fever amount to from
80 to Y0 per cent where cattle are con-
fined as on farms and by breeders-
but not quite so bad on the range
where cattle can scatter at will.

Col. Dean says that any treatment
that will keep the bowels openr will
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lessen the danger of infeetion and
death from fever.
RESOLUTIONS,

The following report of the com-
mittee on Quarantine was submitted:

WoobpwagrDp, Okra., Feb, 15, 1899,

We, your committee on quarantine,
having had before us the representa-
tive of the Live Stock Sanitary Com-
mission, and having examined copies
of the rules and regulations and the
orders thereof and the quarantine laws
of the territory, beg leave to submit
the following resolution and recom-
mendation:

Be it resc!ved, That the attitude of
Governor C, M. Barnes and the Live
Stock Sanitary . Commission, in the
strict enforcement to the letter of the
guarantine laws and the rules and reg-
ulations, is hereby heartily endorsed
and that the action taken by them in
prohibiting the importation of infested
cattle at any season of the year, is
especially endorsed and ratified, and
that their efforts and labors, and that
of the officers of the Agricultural and
Mechanical College, in the direction
of the discovery of the method for the
destruction of the Texas fever agent
and the prevention of the spread of
that disease, meet with the approval
of the representatives of this associa
tion and that it is the sense of this as-
sociation that they be encouraged In
further investigation in this line, and
further; that the rules and regulations
of the Bureau of Animal llnhlhll‘\' of
the Department of Agriculture and the
work of the officers and agents there-
of and especially the kindly interest
and special efforts of Col. Albert
Dean, for the prutw'linll and the Dbet
terment of thelive stock industry of
Oklahoma, are hereby commended
and endorsed. Be it further

Resolved, That it be the recommen-
dation of this Association to the Fifth
Legislative Assembly now 1n session
on behalf of the live stock industry ol
Oklahoma, that the following modifi-
cations of the present quarantine law
be made:

That Section 3 be so modified, in ac
vordance with the recommendation of
Secretary Edwards in his report to the
(Governor, that the date of the quaran-
tine regulations be subject to the or-
der of the Live Stock Sanitary Commis-
sion, instead of the Secretary of Ag
vienlture, as it now is,

That a Territorial Viterimanan be
provided for by law to be under di-
veetion of the Live Stock Commission.

That no change be made in the quar-
antine line for the Territory as it now
1s and is defined by law.

That the powers and jurisdiction ol
the Sanitary Commission be extended,
<0 as to include and controk infectious
and contagious diseases among hogs
and sheep.

That a Live Stock Sanitary Commis
sion to be separa'e and apart from the
Board of Regents of A. & M. College,
which shall consist of three members,
be created

That a sufficient appropriation be
made to cover all expenses and sal-
aries of the Commissioners and In-
spectors in the enforcement of the
laws and regulations, o that they will
be able to respond to all requirements,
and not be .\Il,ij('('f!'d todelay and em-
barrassment as experienced the last
vear by reason of the inadequacy of
the appropriation made therefor, and
that a deficiency appropriation be made
<0 that expenses incurred in excess of
the appropriation made for the year of
1898 may ‘w honorably paid.

That copies of this resolution and
recommendation be mailed by the sec-
retary to, the Governor, President of
the Council and Speaker of the House
of the present Legislative Assembly.

AFTERNOON SESSION,

E. F. Mitchell, of El Reno, propri-
¢tor of the National Cattle Register,
talked upon the ‘‘Condition of the
Range from the Lakes to the Gulf.”
Mr. Mitchell spends a great deal of
time traveling attending all important
gatherings of cattlemen from the lakes
to the gulf, and professes to speak
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with the authority of positive knowl-
edge upon the conditions. He says
the cattlemen of the' northern states
look upon us here only as raisers of
cattle. They do not attempt to raise
young cattle themselves, but expect to
come here to buy such young cattle as
they need for feeding and finishing.
They look to us to furnish the steer
for their finishing just as the commis-
sion men and packers look to them
for the !inishm[ product for heef. The
northern men are holding off in the
hope that later they can buy our eattle
cheaper.. Until they met at the Den-
ver convention and learned something
of the true situation, they cousidered
it a matter of speculation, and be-
lieved that these southern . cattlemen
being deeply in debt would soon be
|'u||||wl||~(l to sell.

“T told them they were making the
mistake of their lives in their waiting.
If yvou buy these cattle and ship them
north, vou cannot expect to buy them
at a price that does not pay a profit to
the raisers. The markets have been
going up, and men are making money
on these cattle no matter where they
feed them.

““Are they too high? The shortage
at the four principal markets last year
was 342 988 cattle. This is not all.” |
ask any man in the audience to ques
tion what I say if it is not true. |
want to ask any ranchman or commis-
sion man if the majority of cattle put
into the pens are not under three
years old.

““No animal pays as well as the calf,
The calf starves the hog that follows
to death. The growth added. to the
fattening is what makes ‘baby beef’
profitable. The old system has gone
with the buffalo. Under the old sys
tem young eattle were so. small they
had to be tied five in a banch and sold
like radishes. TIH'A\ were not consid-
ered beeves until 5 yvears old.

“Where can you now buy 1 a
bunch 20,000 4-year-old yellow fellows.
There is only a small bunch of two or
three hundred of them here and there.,
They have passed away with the bul
falo.

There are no states i the Umon
that have spent as much money in the
last five years for fine stock asx Texas
and Oklahoma. You c¢an find herds
there that grade up with Herefords,
Polled Angus, Shorthorn, Durbam
and all the standard breeds. Yon ean
now buy them for breeding or for
beef right here in Oklahoma or in
'I'O'\n\, ,\'q'\\ .\ll'\lm» or :lll_\\\ht‘l't- on
the ranges. The “northern buyers,
some of them, think they must still
buy the little yellow fellows. The
facts are that they have no better cat
tle in lowa, Missouri, Illinois or any
other state than we have here.

Those people are a hittle better fixed
for feeding than we, but we can and
do raise cattle cheaper on the range
than they can upon their high priced
land Our cattle when taken north
make just as good beeves asanybody’s
cattlemnywhere. The northern buyer
is just begiuning to realize this.

““Now, as to the idea that our peo
ple have all their ecattle mortgaged
and will soon be compelled to sell.
First. there is a shortage of nearly
400,000. Second, 1 appeal to any
commission man to say if there was
ever within the past five years as
much she stuff marketed in any one
yvear as was marketed in 1898, Was
there ever a time when as many
calves were put in the feed lots as
now?! If these things are true, to-
sether with inerease of population,
expansion, revived industries, ete.,
want some one to show me why cattle
will not be s better price in the next
five vears than ever before, We have
got these people to feed, and if there
was ever an overproduction it has
been eaten up. You eannot show me
anywhere, from Oregon to Texas, an
overproduction of eattle. Everywhere
there is a shortage, and the stuff sold
has been all sold at a profit,. We have
from the lakes to the gulf a 20 per
cent loss in the past five weeks—not so
great here—hut in some of the north-
western states from 35 to 50 per cent.
Your cattle have gone through the
storm, some of them just alive—Mareh
storms will kill some more—heel flies

will kill a few of these thin fellows, |
do not believe it exaggeration to place
the loss from the lakes to the gulf at
20 per cent. How are you to cateh up
in the next five years? You are short
on she stuff to start with, Now is the
very best time to start in the ecattle
business.

““There are a great many of you
who have cattle paper out that is
troubling you. I want to say that vou
can go home and go to sleep in peace
if you have bought judiciously. There
is a syndicate of packers now being
formed with capital of $10,000,000, to
lend you money if you have a reason-
able equity. You can get an extension
!III'HHKL this medium.

““Look out for those northern buyers
and feeders. They are coming. In
the state of Texas banks have said
don’t sacrifice your eattle we’'ll ad-
vance you necessary money, Those
northern men are coming down before
the Fort Worth convention because
they know that cattle will go up two
or three dollars on the head after that
convention. *They do not attempt to
raise cattle, henee must depend upon
buying them where we make a busi-
ness of raising them. There is no
place on God’s - footstool that stands
higher than Oklahoma for eattle rais-
mg. We have the climate, we have
the range and we have the cattle,

“There is no sense in any  fight be
tween the breeders of Shorthorns,
Herefords, Durhams. Polled Angus or
any other standard breed of eattle,
Who ever saw a herd of any of these
breeds that were not good “eattle?
There is room for all of them. There
is no surplus of any of these breeds,
Cross with any of them and you ean-
not fail. Stick to the thoroughbreds.
Cattlemen ave all stu¢k on Whitefaces
just now, which accounts for the high

price. But this doesn’t prove ther
superiority. Don’t ever get it into

vour head that any one of  these
hreeds is any better than the others as
rustlers under the same conditions,
They are all good. ™

Mr. Mitchell’s talk was received with
hearty applause.

GOVERNOR BARNES ADDRESS,

With a few explanatory remarks,
the Governor  suggested that Wood-
ward had done her duty well in
starting the Association and support-
ing its conventions up to the present
time, but he thought the Association
had now grown sufficiently to move
out a little and take in other sections
of the Territory He said legislation
was limited  principally by lack of in
formation, and that if this convention
had been held in Guthrie its wishes
might have been presented muech more
direetly to the legislature., He said:

“We are ]vll':l\l'(l to he here lucl;l)
and to accept the warm welewne and
hospitality of our friends and fellow
citizens of the great western part of
Oklahoma.

“We appreciate the cordial and
friendly words ywith which you have
greeted us, and I am sure | voice the
sentiment of every visitor, whether of
the executive or the legislative branech
of our Territorial government, when |
express to you our sineere gratitude
and thanks for the kind and consider-
ate reception accorded to us,

“We are not here, my friends, so
much for the pleasure and enjoyment
of your hospitable entertainment, as
for the purpose of seeing for ourselves
this great part of the future great
state of Oklahoma, to meet the rep-
resentatives of the material interests
of one-third of the Territory and to
inform ourselves of the conditions,
laws, rules and customs prevailing
which affect and govern the breeding,
raising and shipment to markeét of the
multiplied thousand head of eattle
which feed and fatten upon the luxu-
riant grasses of your wide and bound-
less prairies. We want to know be-
yond the peradventure of doubt exactly
what legislation is desired and is nec
essary to protect and encourage the
great cattle interests of our Territory.
Our laws must protect in every reason-
able way the rights and . privileges of
the honest homesteader who has set-
tled here under the laws of our
country, and when these two interests
are in confliet, as they sometimes are
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in this country, we must have un accu-
rate and thorough knowledge of the
situation and conditions that pertain
to both, in order that we may legislate
intelligently and earefully, guarding to
the best of our ability the general wel-
fare of the whole people.  We will, |
have no doubt, be eriticised by some
as coming out here on a junketing or
pienie excursion, but in my judgment
the time spent in the examination of
these matters and gathering informa-
tion upon which to form an intelligent
judgment before making laws affect-
ing such vast interests of our people,
could not be more usefully spent nor
be more valuable in its results to the
best. interests and welfare of all.

“You, gentlemen, represent the
great interests which oceupy about
one-third of our great Territory. You
are breeding, growing and raising the
property upon which more than two-
thirds of the taxes of this part of the
Territory are levied to support county
and territorial government. You are
the prineipal renters of about 1,000,000
acres of school lands lying west of
range 14 west and are paying into the
school funds of our Territory over one-
third of all the revenues colleeted from
rentals of such lacd in the entire Ter
ritory.  You paid into our school land
department over $53,000.00 for the sup
port of public schools, colleges, uni-
versity and for publie buildings during
the past year, and no candid and
thoughtful eitizen will upon reflection
hesitate to commend the members of
the legislature for visiting vou at this
time and accumulating a store of in
formation touching the interests of the
people of this locality which will guide
them in the consideration of measures
affecting such vast and valuable ma-
terial interests,

“Free homes may be a fallacy,
Statehood may be a dream which we
will not realize upon for some time to
come. But the great herds of eattle
SWHArIIDE our western prairies are an
established faet, and the many ques-
tions touching the grazing and feed-
ing, the driving and shipping, the
buying and selling, the branding and
herding, the quarantining and protec-
tion from contagion, are all subjects
of rightful legislation and if neglected
by our own lesgislative power, failure
and disaster, loss and misfortune to
owners are sure to follow, but upon
the other hand, if intelligently pro
tected “and encouraged by law and if
proper provision is made for eflicient
and adequate administration of the
laws, that great industry will thrive
and grow and your success and profit
wili ensue, thus advancing the welfare
and best interest of all our eitizens,

‘“I am not here to make a speech
andd only desire in responding to your
generous welecome, to take advantage
of the oceasion to explain the value
and benefit to the people of the Tern
tory, of our visit here at this time, and
| will also take oceasion to remind you
of one thing more which | think not
mappropriate to mention here—we are
all mterested in it=whether legisla
tors, cattlemen or agriculturist—and
that is this. There are nearly 7,000,000
acres of government land lying west
of range 14 west in Oklahoma  subject
under present laws to homestead entry
only. Not much of any part of it is
suitable for homesteads and ordinary
farming purposes, but all of it, or
nearly all of it, is the finest grazing
land mn the world., By earnest and
mtelligent effort upon the part of the
right persons, a very large part of this
land could be secured to the Territory
for school and college and publie
building purposes, and the balance
of it could be disposed of to purchasers
under such conditions as to ownership
ete , as would result inits bearing a
farr share of the expense of govern-
ment, and would be a blessing and
happiness to our people. Seven mil-
hon acres of land bringing no reve-
nues to our county or territovial gov-
ernments 1s a right smart lot of land.
and it seems to me its disposition is
entitled to elnim the serious thought,
reflection and action of the gentlemen
elected to look after the interests of
the people.

“Again. | thank you, gentlemen,
for your kind and generous welcome
and reception,”’

THE LIVE STOCK INSPECTOR. |

THE MATTER OF INSPECTION
having been previously made a special
order of business for 2 o’clock p. m,
the following resolution was presented
to the Association and adopted unan-
imously:

*‘Resolved, That the Executive Com-
mittee of this Association is hereby
directed and empowered to employ in-
spectors for same at the markets,”’

*““FEEDER MARKETS."

M. B. Irwin, General Traflic Man-
ager of the St. Joseph Stock Yards,
addressed the convention as follows
upon the subjeet of ‘‘Feeder Mar-
kets: '’

“Mgr. PRESIDENT, GENTLEMEN  AND
LApies oF THIS CONVENTION:—] was
sitting in my office one day last sum-
mer when the doorway was suddenly
darkened, and on looking up beheld
vour worthy secretary standing seek-
ing admission. I invited him n, and
he introduced himself as ‘W. K. Bol-
ton of Woodward.” After the ex-
change of the usual courtesies when
making a new introduction [ took
great pleasure in showing him around
our yards and explaining to him their
manner of construction, also their
cost, and further showed him what it
proposed to do in the way of improve-
ments that other yards did not enjoy.
He was naturally very much impressed
with what he saw there and took it
upon himself to give the St. Joseph
Stock Yards Co. a nice little write-up,
which | presume you all took pleasure
in reading, as | take it for granted
you all read his spicy paper. This
was the last | heard from lhim until a
few weeks ago when | received a letter
from him, inviting us to be present at
thisx, vour fifth annual convention, and
to bring as many of our gommission
men with us as possible, hv further
stated that he would like to have a
speech from Mr. Donovan, our Gen-
eral Manager, or myself at this Time.
[ replied that we would take pleasnre
in meeting vou gentlemen here, but
hegged to be excused from making a
\ln't'l'll.

The next | saw of him was at Den-
ver at the Nationsl Live Stock Asso-
ciation meeting during the latter part
of January. Among the many pleas-
ures provided for the delegates to that
convention was a masked ball, and the
first man | beheld on entering the ball
room was Bolton. He immediately
took up the question of a speech, and
| told him if he insisted on one 1 would
try and talk on the good qualities of
the St. -|n~q'|'|l stock yards, If, there-
fore, you feel that any portion of your
valuable time has been encroached
upon, vou will have only him to
blame,

“The first question  a stockman
would naturally ask would be what
packing houses we have and what fa-
cilities we have for caring for stock.
Answering the first question, would
say we have five large packing houses
in active  operation, consisting of
Swift & Co., Nelson Morris & Co.,
Hammond Packing Co., Henry Krug
Packing Co. and Viles & Robbins,
The first two houses named were each
constructed at a cost of $750,000.00 and
are models of perfection. The entire
plants are operated by electricity and
every modern device was used in their
construction. Hammond & Co. expect
to break ground for an addition to
their plant to cost about $400,000,. as
soon as weather will permit. As to
the construction of  our yards would
say they are undoubtedly the finest in
existence. They are entirely paved
with vitrified brick, and are always
dry and in a good sanitary condition.
The unloading chu'es are built on
masonry, and also paved with vitrified
brick. Another important feature of
the yards is the manner in which they
are condensed, this with a view of
driving stock as little as possible about
the yvards after unloading in order to

ested in your affairs, and becausé we
like you, and while you ecan do us
good we on the other hand are useful
to you. The Kansas City market has
proved by its works its frienship for
you in the past, and today extends to
you the warm hand of continued friend
ship.

‘““Markets are an absolute necessily.
There must be some point where the
producer and buyer can meet for bar-
terand trade. Such a point must be
located where the conditions are fa-
vorable to the transactions of both
and are mutually advantageous to
each. From the earliest times mar-
ket towns have been the feature of
civilization made necessary by the
many wants of humanity. Such towns
have gathered to themselves the infi-
nite variety of food produects and
various articles necessary to supply
the human race which are gathered
from the four quarters of the earth.
It would be manifestly impossible for
the individual to do this, hence the
necessity for the market towns where
the producer ean not only dispose of
his produets to the best advantage, but
at the same time supply the necessities
of life required by himself and family.

‘“‘Kansas City, by reason of its many
advantages of location and the push
and enterprise of its eitizens, has be-
come the natural market town of the
Missouri valley and the southwest.
Our live stock market has developed
and grown to such proportions that

““In the marketing of live stock it is
essential that it should be placed be-
fore the buver i the shortest possible
time after leaving the range and feed
lot, as otherwise serions loss results
from shrinkage and injury whieh may
represent the entire profits of the ship-
per.  Not only is it necessary to place
the stock on the market in the shortest
time, but-in the very best

wssible condition,  When the buyer
ooks at a consignment he 185 very
keen to note any indieation of injury
trom bad’ shipping, and makes the
price accordingly. The stock should
never be overcrowded mmto the ear, no
matter what  temptation there may be
to do so, as it will sarely result n
greater loss than any apparent gain,

“The past year or two have been the
most prosperous .the eattleman has
experienced in many yvears, and | am
glad to congratulate yvou on the hright
outlook at the present time.  The nn
proved industrial conditions of the
country are beginning to tell in the n
creased demand for beef and |n~lk
prmllu-h. which there 1s every reason
to continue while our surplus 1s finding
a ready market across the water. An
other thing—the 1mprovement in
breeding has given our southern and
western stoek o much higher value for
both feeding and beef purposes, which
have resulted in better prices and

was the subjeet assagned for five min

ute talks by a number of commission
men from the various markets, The
only responses, however., were from
Zebh F. €nider, of Kansas City, and E,
J. Healv, of Wichita, Kansas, M

Crider spoke as follows

“Relation of Commission Men to
Producers,”” the subject assigned to
myvself, is one upon whiech mueh counld
be said, and certainly more can  be
said than | ever will attempt to sa)

“First there should exist a relation
*almost as confidential and as bhinding
ax between man and wife amd as
loverlike as lovers., In other words
the commigmion man should be his
very hest friend, as it he who flights
his battles in trying to secure a low
rate of interest and for as long time as
possible through the smmmer and win
ter months, In winter, through. the
cold and the blizzards, and in summer
and fall, interesting the northern
feeders who mature the eattle, who
cannot compete with you gentlemen
on agricultural farms, worth from $26
to 70 per acre, in raising eattle, to go
out south and southwest to buy your
feeders, and even still better buy your
calves at weaning time. It is no won
der a breeder and producer legiti
mately should not be successful in the
hands of commission men.

““First, be honest with your commis-
sion man. Tell him all. Never esti-
mate the number of eattie you have;
give the actual countz Classify them
correctly as to number, size and age,
also brands, marks, or colors; from

COMMISSION MEN TO

whom lmr(-lmsml, if you have not bred
and raised them yourself. Give an
absolute abstraet of title. Do not try
to handle too many ecattle. Better
have a margin, a 50 per cent of their
actual value than only 10 per cent,
Prepare abundance of feed. Make a
reputation for yourself by looking af-
ter your eattle personally.  Reputation
for honesty, industry and good margin
will restore confidence and a lower
rate of interest,

*1 feel proud of Oklahoma. I con-
gratulate Oklahoma  upon her fine
showing the past year. | have not
heard of a cattleman organizing a
cowhoy band, | have not heard of =«
special train, composed of commission
men and bankers, en rounte to Okla-
homa to take possession and ship out
mortgaged eattle, | have not heard
of any cattleman leaving the Territory
short of eattle,

“Gentlemen, yvour battles have been
many but your commmission  man has
onght them to a standstill, and now as
we are from Missouri they will have to
show us where there is any dishonesty
and anyone who has not failed to show
up when they were asked to. Gentle-
men, you can always depend on your
commission man in aiding and assist
ing the producer to breed up and in-
erease vour herds, But be honest in
your representations, as upon - those
representations we, the takers of your
paper, lln':ll.”

E. J. Healy, of Wichita, said upon
the same subjeet:

“Ladies and Gentlemen:—As you
have so many able speakers here to-
day | did not think I would be called
upon to make a \]rm'n'h. NIHI. kllﬂ\\'lll;:
my inability as I do, | would not re-
spond to the ;npprc-vi:\lml ivitation
were it not for being -called as a

The Staked Plains section it
is true covers guite a large territory
but not over one-fourth of the Pan-
handle can be included in the Staked
Plains proper; therefore losses in the
Panhandle must not be guaged by
those of the Staked Plains which have
no natural protection against the
heayy storms, no living water and
have an altitude. of from 3500 to 3700
above sea level.

The heavy growth of natnral grasses
on these plains have been very attac-
tive to ranchmen, but the experience
of this winter has proved their unfit-
ness as a winter range and how quick-
ly the profits of years of hard work
and self denial may be wiped away.

Zimmerman & Sons, holding 2560
head, one windmill, the Aermoter,
1)¢ inch pipe, 40 foot well, got through
by digging up the lead pipe and firing
the trench. Ten inches of ice on res-
evoir with a constant stream of water
flowing from the well. Loss, the
oldest milch cow went to sleep” in the
barn, frozen next morning, all others
took tothe breaks, one broke its neck
and three others frozen.

R. N. Molyneux comes next, fat
cows well ecared for, but dropping
their calves dead.

We have watched
Mr. Flv, are pretty well acquainted
with his ways and expect to see our
poor cattle ])iv down and rest. The fat
ones we are not at all particular about

say more about heel flies later on.
\\'{wu this is all summed up we feel
thankful for this winter. We learn so
much from nature.

We expect cattle paper to go down
until confidence is restored by the de-
mand for beef.

Hope the convention was a success,
We intended to drive down to your
city this spring, but the c¢old weather
kept us at home. We will still do
what we can for the good cause as the
weather grows warmer,

The great mistake of our eattle
feeders is they are in too big a hurry
to get eattle onto full f("(‘h Expert
feeders take at least A month, making
the change so gradual . that the &-
gestive organs become adapted to it
without in any way disordering the
system. This is equally true of eattle
brought from the range to be put_ on
rough feed. Many eattle are killed by
the rapid change from grass to Kaffir
corn, cane, hay, cotton seed or chops.
Ranchmen leave the cattle on the pas-
ture until nearly starved and then
wonder that they die with plenty of
feed before them, If you would be
successful make the change from
grazing to the feed lots gradual. It
will save both feed and eattle. Do
not wait until the blizzard to feed.
Feed to put your ecattle in shape to
stand the blizzard.
