Dehorning—Public Sentiment.

The Neosho Valley Shorthorns.
We s<*e by our exchanges that a 

daughter of Imn. l^rd Lieutenant No. 
l lOOIh. one or the henl hulls of the 
Neosho Valley herd, was shown this 
fall at the Nova Scotia pt;ovinciaI fair 
at Halifax, and won first in her class 
and sweepstakes for l>est female of 
anv age over several imporfetl cows.

1). P. Norton, the owner of this herd 
is one of the most intelligent and suc­
cessful breeders of Shorthorns in Am­
erica. He has two of the grandest 
bulls among Shorthorns at the head of 
his herd, Imp. Kritish Lion and Imp. 
Ixvrd Lieutenant. There is a great 
controversy among breeders as to 
whether Scotch bloovl should be mixed 
with Hooth and Bates blood. In a let­
ter to The Indicator, Mr. Norton says: 
“ I have lately read in your paper that 
Banker has got the best bunch of 
calves ever seen in Mr. Hamed’s herd 
and he assures me that Hanker has 
done great work on bis Scotch cows. 
Now Banker’s maternal grandsire is a 
Booth bull and his dam is Imp. Rachel 
by Lord Rose. Banker is one-half

Cruiokahank, three-eighths Bates, or 
practically that, and practically the 
result of Banker in Harned’s herd is 
tee same as Royal ..RoussUion in War­
field’s and for about  ̂tluv same reason, 
though the eumbinations of blood may 
be slightly ilifferent. Mr. Harned is 
now using to some extent a Booth bull, 
nearly pure, but with quite a streak of 
Bates, 111 his herd as aii experiment— 
so we are told. His name is Royal • 
Strapper and he is twice descendetl 
from Imp. Rachel by Lord Rose, and 
if any wise man can explain why we 
should not, or need not. look for the 
same results of the same blood in Har­
ned’s hertl that was prtxluoed in War- 
field’s herd, let us liear from him, by 
all means. I am more interested than 
anybody, because iny herd bull, Ixml 
Lieutenant, is the sire of Royal Strap- 
)>er, and lionl Lieutenant lias been^ 
pronounced b^ as gooil a judge as 
there is in Kansas as superior to the 
great Baron Victor, wliteli is praise 
enough. The use of Ixird Lieutenant 
is no experiment,

“ My opinion is that all Scotch cattle 
need an infusion of Booth or Bates 
I>Io<m1, or a mixture of both to improve 
their stylo, and if the work is done 
judiciously they M ill lose notiiini^ of 
their fine fleshing oualities.

Danger from Second Growth Cane, 
Kaffir Corn and Alfalfa.

Itolierts Bros, report a loss of a fine 
yearling from breaking into the cane 
stubble. The yearling did not graze 
but an hour or two and was ^und 
dead. All cattle owners should know' 
and reniemlier that grtnui cane, Kaffir 
corn and alfalfa will cause Sloven, or 
the formation of gas in the cow’s first 
stomach. The animal swells and bursts 
a blood vessel or smotliers. There is 
but one reme<ly and that is to run a 
trochar into the nauneli and allow the 
gas to escape. Anyone can relieve the 
suffering brute who has a pen knife 
and goo<l judgment. Run the small 
blfule of a knife into the paunch at a 
|K>int al>out four or six inches in front 
of and a little lielow the joint of the 
hip bone and insert a quill to keep the 
orifice open for the escn|>e of the gas.

‘ ouro
liJSrue being, 
li»^eed of the 

wet forage. These plants «re most 
dangerous when wet either fmm dew 
or rain. There is not much danger if 
the feed is dry. I f you must pastun* 
second .growth cane or Kaffir com or 
alfalfa, wait until the sun hasdrie<l up 
all the moisture and your stock may 
escape all damage. This pasture will 
not affect _ horses often, sometimes it 
causes colie. But why pasture it at 
allT It is so washy that it does mon* 
harm than ^ kmI. It always scours 
stock jn'azed on it and destroys their 
appetite for fe«Ki that will do them 
good. After frost has killeil the fo l ia r  
there is no danger of killing your sto^ . 
The CTazing only makes them poor in- 
steatlof fat or keeping up theit'flesh. 
The cane and Kaffir stubble should be 
plowed, sown to wheat or rye for win­
ter pasture and the alfalfa aftermath 
should lie left for a mulch for the next 
crop.

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Tke Omty Way to Treat Blackleg la 
to Preveat It.

Blackleg, known by the various 
name* of Symptomatic Anthrax, Quar­
ter Evil, Black Ooarter, etc., in one of 
the moat prevalent and fatal ditteaaeii 
among cattle. Owing to the concen­
tration of the cattle induKtry, large 
nambera being herd^ together, the 
occurrence of the diseaxe becomeK a 
Kerious^ matter, calling for pnmipt 
meaearea.

Blackleg ia a diaeaae cauaed by gerina, 
which multiply rapidly and are very 
infectioua. Theae gemia get into the 
animal through acratchea or wounda in 
the akin, or through ita or drink. 
The aporea (or seed) of theae germs 
are very hardy. They will live in the 
dry atate for months and poK.sibIy 
years, and can easily be caiTie<l from 
one farm or ranch to another, clinging 
to the akin or feet of the animals and 
HO carry the infection. It is quite |m»s- 
aible that the germs are also carried 
by water, and ao distributed from one 
rapcb or farm to others. They also 
exist in the soil where an animal that 
baa died of blackleg has been buried.

The symptoms of blackleg are well 
known to most cattle raisers. As a 
rule there is a tumor or swelling of 
the tissues Ijeneath the akin, usuallv 
on the thighs, neck or shoulders, ff 
this tumor be rubbe<l with the liaml a 
peculiar cracking noise is hear<l. This 
ts due to the gas eontaine<l in the tum­
or. Animals dead from blackleg bloat 
very rapidly, the skin being stretche<l 
until one thinks it must burst. This 

roduction of gas is charHctpli^tic of 
ackleg.
Home fifteen years ago. .\rloiiig, a 

scientist, diacoveretl a mctlKsI of vac­
cinating against blackleg. This meth­
od baa been extensively u s «m1 in many 
countries, and is much the same as 
vaccination in human lieings against 
smallpox.

A wonl to those who think (tleliorn* 
iiijf cattle IS cruel or sinful. If it i.s 
then it is cruel or sinful to custrute 
cattle, hogs or any »)ther niiilu sect, 
for cattle Imvo no njore use for their 
horns than beef cattle liave for their 
testicles, and it is inuch inoi'e painful 
to remove the testicles from any male 
sect than it is to remove the horns 
from any horned beast with these De­
horning Clippers ami the horn will get 
well just as sooii if not sooner than ' 
when castration is done.
