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Mr. William Warfield, the veteran
Shorthorn breeder, at Lexington, Ky.,
writes an interesting letter to the 1n-
diana Farmer, at Indianapolis, on the
“*Red, White and Roan,’” that i: wval-
uable to the breeder and instructive to
tne beginner and farmer, in his review
of the Shorthorns of America:

*‘It is possible only for one who has
spent a hfetime iu prosecuting a single
purpose, to fully realize the conditions
under which that purposs has lw_on
carried out.

numbers of Jerseys, Here-
fords, Polled-Angus and oth-
er breeds, more or less wide-
distributed. The Shorthorn
has done as much for.the im-
provement of our cattle as all
the others put together. It
was one of the pioneers and
its fellow pioneers, the Long
Horn and the Devon, failed
to keep pace with it and dis-
:nppeure(". So in the century
of developments, it has ou!-
done all ecompetition. ‘Look
at the great American Short-
horn herd book alone as a
proof of this. See its bulky
forty two volumes, note its
129,000 pedigrees of registered
bulls, Can an _other breed
compare with this? An(!-look
again at the l_narks of Short-
horn blood diseernable in ev-
ery part of the country aﬁrong
the common stock. ere,
almost more than anywhere
else, has the Shorthorn breled
been a national blessing. n;

““In view of this, we migh*

notice to all other breeds that Ameri-
ca is no longer open to colonization and
conquest, that the field is fully and
satisfactorily occupied. And having
done this, we might well raise our
standard and push on to the oeccupan-
cy of Cuba, Porto Rico and Philip-
pines. I long ago took part in the oe-
cupation of Hawaii and the econquest
of Japan by the still unconquered and
ever victorious red, white and roan.

““A breed so widely diffused, so
largely bred by the miost intelligent
agriculturalists the world has known
must have substantial merits. The
immense growth of the breed is its
surest proof of merit, yet in this faet
also lies its great standard in a vast
number. A great many pecp'e eannot
average as high as a little city state,
such as ancient Athens was. Yet the
total force of mighty England and
awakening America, as they make the
influences of life for millions of men,
18 infinitely greater. So a little breed,
fostered and pruned to a few rich
breeders, may give an average equal
to ours. But who can compare such
a breed with one that for a eentury

and a half in the richest sections of

* England and Ameriea, in the best por-

tions of-continential Europe, on our
western border and in far off Austral-
ia, has set the standard? To be as
good at the block and the pail as the
Shorthorn, in the great herd and the
single bull, has been the ambition of
breeders of every breed. Andall men
with an eye to a safe bargain avoid
those things which are advertised as
‘just as good as’ something else and
take the thing that sets the standard.

**The Shorthorn is among cattle
what wheat is among grains. We, as
Americans, stand stanchly by Indian
corn. [ don’t concede anything to be
better than cornbread, and what is
good enough for me is good enough
for my cattle; and right. good beef
can be made of Shorthorn ecattle fed
on good Kentucky corn. But wheat
sels the standard for the world’s mar-
kets of breadstuffs; corn and rye, oats
and barley, good as they are must hold
secondary places. Wheat is the great
indicator of agricultural prosperity
and special taste, or special excellence
of the corn crop, or the rye erop will
dethrone King Wheat. So the Short-
horn cow will long be the standard.
We are glad to welcome competition
from the Guernseys and Jerseys as
butter makers, from Duteh and Hol
s'eins as cheese makers, from Here-
fords and Angus cattle as beef makers
but each competitor recoguizes Short-
horn supremacy by entering the lists
in only one point, Each stimulates
us tolfresh exertions to keep.aur breed
up the highest point of excellence.

“‘England holds the carrying trade
of the world and every rival thinks
twice before facing one of the great

warships that guarantee England’s

trade. So the Shorthorn is surround-
ed by rivals on every hand. Their
advocates say that this a better town
cow, or that is a better rustler on the
plains, but the very argument sug-
gests the admission that none ean
compare with the Shortharn for the
thrifty farmer, whose cattle are prop-
erly cared for under sound and whole-
some conditions.

*‘I have seen a great deal of the
various breeds of cattle in my long
experience as a breeder, I haye been
through several periods of profound
depression. I have seen time and
again well directed efforts made by
other breeds to supplant the Short-
horn. | gladly admit the special ex-
cellence of not a few breeds, the oe-
casional extraordinary nierit of indi-
vidual animals of any other breed, that
is at once so well balanced, so remark-
able for special excellencies and so
deeply fixed in its characteristics as
a breed.

[ especially delight in the quality of
the Shorthorn, its true fineness, its
lightness of bone, its minumum of
offal, good hair and hide and its per-
fect docility and ease in handhng.
And these are the qualities most need-
ed in a general purpose cow for the
farm, whether tﬂm herd be large or
small. It may be that, broadly speak
ing, the milking qualities of the é,l?or-

horn have not been kept up to the ot-

milk and calves can do far better with

Concerning Blackleg.

OFf all animal diseases in the United
States, blackleg ranks second only to
hog cholera in wide spread distribu-
tion and fatal character. From Min-
nesota to Texas, from the banks of the
Mississippi to the slopes of the Sierras
not a ranchman but can tell of herds
decimated or destroyed by its fierce
onset, Nor does blackleg show any
present signs of abatement, A decade
ago it had searce been heard of by our
eattlemen, while, now, that man is
esteemed fortunate in the West who
does not know by all too bitter exper-
ience of its dread reality,

~Accurate statistics as to the destrue
tion eaused by blackleg are not easily
to be bad, but it may be conservative-
ly estimated that two per cent of all
eattle in the United States perish of it
aunvually. In round numbers there
are  42.000,000 eattle in the United
States, of an approximate value of
$1,000,000,000, Taking two per cent
of this sum, we find that $20.000.000
18 Lhe tribute yearly levied by black
leg on our cattle industry. 'Ap:ulluuz
these figures certainly are, vet it is
probable that they understate the
trath, for in its choice of vietims black-
leg is a  veritable Minotaur high
grade eattle being most susceptible to
its attack.

A word here as to the eanse. of. the
disease. Blackleg is induced by a
germ known as the Bacillus of Sym
tomatiec Anthrax, (the teehnieal name
of blackleg) whieh when- introduced
into the blood of a susceptible animal,
multiplies with astonishing rapidity,
produciung the characteristic diseaso.
Cattle may become infected through
wounds or even slight abrasions of
the skin, or, more seldom. by the in-
digestion of large quantities of germ
Fiden Food . Untortunately the hlaek-
leg bacilli nre only too abundantly dis-
tributed i nature,  Whenever an an-
Irl)nlnc|ic-s of the disease, its careass ly-
ing in the open becomes a focus of
infection for a radius of miles about.

Minute, dust-like particles of its
meat containing perchance myriads
of the germs are wafted by the wind
to adjacent pastores, there to breed
disease afresh., Thus it will be seen
how a single ease of blackleg may in-
fect an entire neighborhood; how a
loeal outbreak means infected distriets
and how an infected distriet may lead
te a national epidemic. Nor can the
farmer ever range his cattle in secur-
ity oyer fields once occupied by in-

fected herds, sinee such fields being
tainted, first with the germ-containing
excreta of the sick animals ‘and later
with their infected bodies, constitute
standing menaces to all cattle whieh
may enter them for vears, The black-
leg bacilli nre singularly well-fitted to
withstrnd ordinary atmospherie con-
ditions, so much sothat they are said
to have been found alive.and virnlen
in soil, infected seven vears previ
ly,
When we consider tho manifofild ways
in which blackleg may be dig<eminated
n'l“‘l \\'H‘” we IN‘.’ll' L ming 1.‘0.'” onee

T cost of vaceinationis so ill.\iﬂ'-
ifféant, the infection it opposes so de-
ructive, and the protection it offers
S0 complete, that he is a rash  eattle-
man who negleets to. avail himself of
its assistance. Time and again when
blackleg has been raging in a loeality
and  well nigh all mgans to efface it
have been exhausted in vain, vaecina-
tion has been resorted to with the most
marv-lons suceess, Not onlv would
the wvaecinated animals eseape acei-
dental  contasion, but when frecly
pastured  with 1afected hevds they
would develop no signs of disease.,
The month of September is, prrhaps,
one of the best of the year in whieh to
vaceinate your eattle, and we have no
doubt 1f onr rveaders will write to
Messrs Parke, Davis & Co.. at Detroit,
Michigan, or any of theiwr branech hons-
ws, that they will  e¢heerfully send
printed matter on the subject of black-
leg wvaeeination.

Linseed vs. Cotton Seed Meal

Profr F. B. Mumford, of the Mis-
souri Agricultural college, answers an
inquiry in Colman's Rural World as
follows:

“Linseed meal and cotton seed meal
are invariably fea as amendments to
other and cheaper foods, except in the
extreme South, where cotton seed is
sometimes fed as an exclusive grain
ration. Both of these materials are
exceedingly valuable to mix with the
grain commonly produced on the
farms of the Central West, Corn, oats
and barley are all deficient in albumi-
noids and when fed alone always re-
sults in some loss of the materials fed.
From tne standpoint of the animal
also, these grains are always improved
by the addition of some food rich 1n
prot-in. Linseed meal and cotton-seed
meal arve both rich in protein. It must
not be-forgotten, however, that these
foods may easily cost so much that
their use will not prove profitable.
[u such cases. we often feed corn, oats
and -barley—foods deficient in albu-
moids, but still efficient for fattening
animals, As to the relative value of
cotton-seed meal and linseed meal, we
believe most experiments have clearly
indicated the superiority of cotton
seed over linseed meal. We should
expect this result also from their chem

character of blackleg, set themselves
the task of evading it. diventhe bace-
terial natare of the disease, they ar-
gued that any attenuation (weakening)
of the micrororganism producing 1t
would mean a concommittant modifi-
eation in the character of the malady.
The result of their investightions was
the preparation of a blackleg vaceine,
which numberless experiments have
proven to be certainly and invaiiably
'H'Hh'("i\'l‘. for blackleg, though ineur-
able in nature and disastrons in effeet
is surprisingly easy to. prevent. The
action of blackleg vaecine may - be
compared ‘o that of wvaecination in
smallpox, where a petty ease of vae-
cina confers immunity against a pos-
sibly mortal attack of variola. Ani-
mals inoceulated with blackleg vaccine
are taken with a form of the disease
so mild as to be inappreciable save by
a slight and ephmeral rise in their
temperature, and after recovery they
enjoy what is practically a lifo long
immunity to blackleg, The full effect
of vaceination is'not secured until near-
ly a week after the inocculation and
should vaccinated eattle be exposed to

Cotton seed meal
contains nearly 11 per cent more of
digestible albumoids than does linseed
meal.

The Missouri Experiment Statioi
has been feeding colton-seed meal to
fatteping cattle for seyeral. years with
the most satisfactory results. The
best combination seems to be about
three parts corn and one part cotton-
seed meal. This combination produe-
es much more rapid gain than corn
alone and slso puts a much better fin-
ish on the animals, 80 much so that
the steers fed cotton-seed meal often
bring a larger price.

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Important to Stock Shippers.

For the information and benefit of
those having business with the Kansas
City Stock yards, we publish herewith
a complete summary of the rules, reg-
ulations and charges governing the
inspection, grading and handling of
live stock at these yards. The matter
given below should be given the care-
ful attention and study of buyers and
shippers.

(Government officials inspect every
herd of stock that ecomes into the yards.
What the inspector says is enforced
and neither the commission men nor
stock yards company is able to move
the inspector in his decision. Ship-
pers should guard against buying and
sending to market any stock that does
not come right up to the serateh in
point of health All animals that are
pronounced unfit for food will have
a tag hung in their ears and will be
put in pens set aside for them, and af-
terward removed to the dessicating
works and destroyed. Any of the fol-
lowing diseases found in an animal by
an inspector will be suflicient reason
for its removal to the tank:r Hog
cholera, swine plague, charbon or an-
thrax, malignant epizootic catarrh,
pyoemia and septicaemia, mange or
scab in an advanced stage, advanced
stages of actinomycosis or {umpy jaw,
inflamation of the lungs or inflamation
of the intestines, Texas fever, exten-
sive or generahzed tuberculosis, ani-
mals in an advanced stage of pregnan-
ey or which have recently given birth
to young, any disease or ipjury caus-
ine an elevation of temperature, or
affecting the system of the examined
animal to sueh a degree as to ren-
der its flesh unfit for human food, any
organ or part of a carcass which s
badly bruised or affected by tuberco-
losis, actinomyeosis, abeess, supper-
ating sore or tapeworm cysts must be
condemned, Pregnant cattle in an
advanced stage may be removed to the
country, on the permit of an inspector,
or left in the pens for ten davs after
gestation. “Y’u.:g_\"’ sows capnot be
removed to the country, but are either
left in the pens until they farrow, or
sent to the killers, subject’ to a post
mortem examination.

Sheep coming to the yards must be
dipped before they can be returned to
the country as stockers,

The charges for selling live stock on
the Kansas City market are as follows:
50¢ per head for cattle of all ages. In
carloads of 24 or more, not more than
$12 per carload. Calyes—$10 per
single deck carload of veal calves.
Hogs—8$6 per carload for single deck
cars of hogs .ontaining 35 or more
head, and $10 for double deck earloads.
Sheep—same asfor hogs without re-
spect to numbers. Mixed carloads,
50c per head for cattle and 25¢ per head
for calves, and 10¢ per head 1or hog=
and sheep, but not to exceed $12 per
carload. Drive-ins—50¢ per head for
cattle and 25¢ per head for calves aud
10¢ per head for hogs and sheep, for
60 head or less; more than that num
ber shall be charged for at carload
rates. Charges for buying: Cattle—
50c per head for stockers and feeders,
but not to exceed $12 per carload.
When purchases are driven out the
rule contemplates charging 050c¢ per
head for steers, no matter how great
the number, $6 for single deck and
$10 for double deck for sheep. Hogs—
not less than $4 for single.deck and $5

r double deek for live hogs, and not

ess than 3¢ per head for hogs bought
by the head.

Points In A Good Beef Steer.

Mr. J. M. Imboden, of Decatur, Iil.,
in an address delivered before an asso-
ciation of the stock breeders, gave his
1deas as to beef cattle points as tollows:

“*There is no one breed of beef cattle
better than all others under all ¢ircum-
stances and conditions. The trouble
with cattle from the butchers’ stand-
point is too big shoulders, giving the
forequarters too large a proportion to
the rest of the carcass. The musecles
that are exercised the most dre the
toughest; for this reason, the inside
two-thirds of the round is good, while
the out-side is not so good. A thick,
mellow hide —not a hard, harsh hide—
denotes more clear meat than a thin
hide. A straight back, well sprung
rib and width of loin indicates a large
amount of the high priced meat in the
carcass. The comparison of animals in
the show ring is often so close thatthe
awarding of the prize turns on a very
small point, asa tie or a dimple in the
back, which cuts no figure in the use-
fulness or profitof the animal.

A typical beef animal should have a
thicker neck than the dairy breed, the
flesh should begin at the front, the
animal should have the greatest possi-
ble thickness of flesh along the back
hetween the shoulders and the hips,
aud the width of the hips should be
carried forwards to the shoulders.
The Angus arve the thickest-fleshe
beef cattle. Their'great fault is too
much of a spread of the shoulder blades
nt the top. Theydo not mature quite
as quick us the Herefords., It would
be hard to tell which of the beef breeds
at thirty months old on the same care
and feed would v-ake the greatest gain.
Young animnis develop musele along
with fat, and when fattened young
contain a larger proportion of lean
meat to the fat, and henee are more
;n'n!il;tht' to the buteher. Th(} ﬂl‘ll l,'
V00 pounds put on a steer is the cheap-
est, as the animal is growing as  well
nsfattening and the cost of the increae
ol weight mmereases with sge.

(eological Survey.

The geological survey of the Terri-
tory, which passed through Woodward
about the middle of July, has com-
pleted its summer’s investigations In
western Oklahoma and is now working
in the eastern caunties.: The party
came in past Alva, the salt plains, and
Camp Supply and went east past Cur-
tis to the bat caves on the Cimarron,
then south past Richmond to Taloga,
Arapahoe and back through Beaver
county to Norman.

During the summer every c¢ounty
in the western part of the territory has
been visited except Beaver, Day uand
Greer. The work has consisted of lo-
cating and tracing out the areas of
building stone, gypsum, salt and other
mineral products. Special attention
was paid to the water supply and tim-
ber areas of the region. Large col
lections of fossil shells were secured
near Camp Supply. There is a row of
outerons extending across Oklahoma
from Kansas to Texas in which sea
shells, mostly .oysters, are found In
great abundance. It marks the beach
of an ancient sea which in pre-historic
times covered the central part of the
North American continent. Other
outerops of the shell rock were found
three miles evast of Woodward, five
miles southwest of Richmond., and at
numerous points in Dewey and Custer
counties,

One of the most interesting features
of western Oklahoma from the stand-
point of a geological standpoint of
a geologist is the ledge of . assive
gypsum which runs across the territory
from the Kansas line to the Wichita
mountains. This ledge consists  of
some O or more feet of massive white
erystal gypsum. In places the ledge
1s separated by a stratum of red clay
and shale, It runs from the head of
the medicine river, near Sun City,
mst  Medicine Lodge, Aetna and

Vhitehorse to the Cimmaron river,
near the salt plains. It caps the bluffs
on both sides of the river from the
state line nearly to the (Glass mountains
and onthe south side of the Cimarron
valley extends nearly to ElI Reno.

In Woodward county there are a
number of immense caverns hollowed
out by the action of water in the gyp
sum and the shales beneath. These
are sometimes more than a mile in
length and aré known loeally as bat
caves, becanse immense numbers of
bats make it their nesting place during
the day. At night the bats issue from
the mouth of the caves in streams,
literally millions passing out in the
course of half an hour.

The best hlli]«illlg stone found in the
county was noticed on a hill south of
the river three miles east of Wood-
ward. It consists of a hard, flinty
lime stone known as dolomite. It s
part of a ledge which has also been
found in Clark county, Kausas, and
Beaver county, Oklahoma.

The survey is now working in the
eastern tier of counties, and in Indian
Territory, investigating the indica-
tions for oil and gas in these regions.
It is expected that several days will be
spent in the Osage and Kaw country
before the season’s work is completed.

The Religious Census. FLOGS.

Lhe director of the census has re-
ceived many letters asking whether the
religious statisties of the population
are 1o be taken in the present census,
and if not, why not? The subject has
also been discussed to a limited extent
in the religious newspapers of the
country. For these reasons the direc-
tor has 1ssued a circular explaining at
considerable length this department of
the work from whieh the following ex-
cerpts are taken: o . ® “The
questions asked relate to the character
of edifices oceupied, their seating ca-
pacity, their value, and the number. of
communieants or church members,

The government of the United States
does not econcern itself with the
religious opinions of its citizens.
It does not consider that it has any
right to ingnire into their hereditary or
personal convictions regarding matters
of faith, or into their ecelesiastical re-
lations  Such an inquiry addressed to
mdividuals wonld be resented, and the
imformation obtained, if the enumer
ators were instructed to ask this ques-
tion, would be so incomplete and inaec-
curate as to be of little practical value.

The value of a religious census of
the United States is somewhat proble-
matical. The publication of the volume
in which the statisties of churches are
contained have exerted no appreciable
influence upon the religious life of
the nation.
