Although very little has been =aid or
writted abaut Apgora goass during
the last forty vears, they have been
bred extensively in the western states
and especially in Texas, New Mexico,
Nevada, Florida, California and Ore-
gon.

Investigations prove that they are
not only classed among the most use-
ful of the domestic animals and have
been <o classed for thousands of vears
but their usefulnes is manifested in
various ways. The fleece, ealled ‘*mo-
hair,”’ furnishes some of the finest
fabric's among ladies’ goods, and 18
used in various other manufactures.

Their habit of browsing enables the
farmers in a wooded county to use
them to help subjugate the forest.
Their flesh is exceedingly delicate and
nutritious ;the milk, though not so
abundant as with the mileh breed of
goats, is richer than cow’s milk; their
tanned skint, thongh inferior in qual-
ity to the skins of the common goat,
are used for leather, their pelts make
the neatest of rugs and robes, and they
are excellent pets for children. A few
of them in a fiock of sheep is a pro-
tection from dogs and wolves, and
their ma:ure is noticeably helptul to
the grass which follows them after
they have cleared away ithe uader-
brush.

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AGES OF HOGS,

When a hog or sheep bave reached
maturity they have reached the high-
est point of usefullness or profit to
man, if, of course, they are not in-
tended for breeding purposes. After
maturity, no other animals deteriorate
as fast as a shéep. Four years seems
the limit a a sheep's profit-making
life and in buying this must nit be
lost sight of. It 1s also true that no
other stock shows the effect of age so
plainly as sheep. Of hogs little need
be said, they go to market soon enough;
indeed there 1s greater danger of ex-
tinction from the breeding from
immature parents than from keeping
too long Of course there is a golden
mean, and to show there are extremes
the story is told of a summer boarder
in Nova Scotia, where the family kept
a hog. Two years later he returned
and found the same hog. On inquir-
ing why they had not long since killed
it, was met by the apparently unan-
swerable question: **What would we
do with the swill?"'—Farmer’s Voice.

[t is not easy to reckon the value of
a good brood sow. One that almost
always has large litters, is kind and
gentle, easy to manage, good to her
pigs, a goood suckler and all that
makes up a good brood sow, and such
a one i1s worth more than she can be
sold for~_The reason of this is that
the present owner of such asow knows
her best. When brood sows are se-
lected by the general farmer pretty
much as the milk cow is selected by
the dairyman, then there will be a
larger percentage of pigs reared. |
know a man who raised and sold in
one year $246 worth of hogs fromm one
sow, and he sold the sow for $15.
The only reason he sold her cheap was
owing to the fact that he had been se-
Jecting his brood sows for so many
years, that he had none but good ones
and had to sell off something or buy
more land. During the time that he
kept this sow she farrowed 1556 pigs
and reared 102 of them.

Cattle values have remained on a
firm basis during the past week, with
slightly higher developments in places
lns a strong active market has pre
vailed throughout. Heavy dressed
beef and export eattle were in demand
equal to the limited supply and the
top price for the week was $5.50; the
same as for the preceeding week.
Handy weight killing cattle were es-

iaﬁy wanted and closed 10¢ to 15¢
higher than at the beginning of the
week, the bulk of such cattle of good
quality selling at $1.75 to  5.25, includ-
ing fed western lots at $4.50 to 5.10.
This advance is more particularly no-
ticeable in sales of cattle from Texas,
Oklahoma and the Indian Territory,
that are only eligible to admissior to
the Southern division of the stock
ards; such cattle of weights running
?rom 850 to 1050 Ibs. selling now at
$4.15 to 4.656; while $3.70 to 4.15 was
the popular range of prices early in
March. The top price of the season,
on Southern cattle, was reached on
April 1, when $5.00 was paid for Schu-
teldt & Farlow’s 79 head of 1268-1b
steers from Lenapah, [. T. The re-
ceipts of Southern cattle for the month
of March were 21,100, showing a
slight gain of 600 head over March,
1900, but the excess receipts for the
first three months of 1901 over the cor-
responding period of 1900 aggregate
something over 1000 head. Among
the other grades of Southern offerings
bulls sell at $3.25 to 4.00, cows at $3.00
to 4.00 and heifers up to $4.60.

Feeding cattle deals were consu-
mated during the week at a general
range of $4.25 to 5.25; lnrm-i{ at $4.40
to 4.80, including branded Westerns
up to $4.70. The  sitations of severe
storms caused some fluctuations, Lut
the general tendency of both heayy
cattle for immediate fecding and med-
ium weights for later attention is to-
wards higher prices.

100 pounds
weight, ceased to be attractive, how-
ever, and lost 40¢ to 60¢ in value. The
week’s closing quotations ruling at
$4.25 to 5.00. against $4.75to 5.65 a
week earlier, he top hogs of the
week sold at 6,174 and the bulk of the
Im{: weights at $5.95 to 6.10.

Monday's receipts of sheep were
nearly 14.000 head and the third larg-
est single day’s receipts on record.
[n consequence of the heavy supply
of lambs at this and other points,
lamb values declined 5¢ to 10e but all
most regained prestage before the
close of the week. Top lambs soid on
Thursday at $5.25 and while sales on
Friday were largely at $5.15, owing to
the fact that they had all been
drenched, more or less, by the heavy
rain storm, prices were considered
steady with 'Il‘hursday'.ﬂ top. Sheep
values did not suffer and good wooled
weathers sold at $4.85; while clipped
lots brought 20¢. less. Mixed sheep
and vearlings sold at $4.75 to 5.00,
and clipped lambs at $5.00 to 5.10;
while the bulk of the ewe offerings
went at $4.30 to 4.56.
