It is taking the place of 
pork as a more palatable and health­
ful, meat, and even reducinp the rela­
tive consumption of beef, as in ICnp- 
land.—National I’ rovisioner.

The small merchant is ruined,, 
the small farmer is ruined ant) the en-' 
tire commui'ity suffers. These things, 
of course,, regulate themselves as the 
years go by, but in the meantime whole 
neighborhoods are by the action of an 
injustice brought to ruin and in a 
manner extinguished. The. efforts of 
K. 8. Burson in this matter have al­
ready beeu set forth in the Inspkctor 
andtiiat he has been successful thus 
far in averting the evil is as much to 
his credit as it is to the welfart of 
the Pecos Valley.

The fruit crop here tliis season is 
somewhat of a mixed problem. Some 
of the orchardists say it is all killed, 
and others claim that the orchards are 
uninjured as yet and that their trees 
w ill need to be pruned of the super- 
abundauce of fruit. The same song 
was sung last year and there were not 
enough mules in the valley to haul 
the peaches from the orchards. We 
are hoping that this year will prove, 
or rather disprove, the dismal predic­
tions of the growers.

Live Stock Signs of the Times.

They say all sijrns f.ail iu dry times. 
It-is no uneuminun^thiiitr to have dry 
times at a cow eoiivention but the cat­
tlemen of Oklahoma are near enoutî h 
to the arid reirion to understand the 
various methods of "irrijratiop ”

They tell about experience, uown 
in what they call the **r kinimer”  coun- 
trj’ , where sheep herders can only jpet 
water hy carrying skimmers to s l^ i  
the water holes before they can d r i^ . 
It is needless to say that a cattleman 
in such a country would naturally act 
like a tenderfoot and make it a very 
loi<(( time between drinks. At a f^ath- 
erinj; of the Oklahoma Live Stock 
As.Hoeiation there isn’ t anybody or 
anything dry for very lonjf at 
a tune. Usually the lon̂ êst and dry- 
est thing's are the papers, such ns this 
for instaiK\e, by people who want to 
tell the catllc m en ‘ *all ai>oî t ever>- 
thinjj.”  Hilly Holton says, however, 
that even the lonjf winded paper writ­
ers are not always dry and expresses 
the opiii'Mi that if they were to fgo 
where the helpless listeners some­
times wish they were, that his Satan­
ic .Majesty probably would order them 
hunt? up in a hot nami for a while to 
>?et dry enou{?h to burn.

\MiHtont further nonsense let me say 
that the'sitrns of the times in the live 
stock world are very )?o<h1 indeed. 
The plunders and boomers have in 
some eases failed to realixe their lar|?e 
expectations. Feeders who bustled 
unwisely iu payint? too much for their 
cattle and their fee<l have made no 
money the past year, hut people who 
have used f?oo<l judgement and com­
mon sense have no complaint to make.

Some of the signs are a little bard 
to read. Last I)t*cemher a ChicM|?o 
concern sent out three thou.Hand let­
ters of imjuiry to cattle feeders in the 
corn belt. Ninety percent of the re­
plies stateil that IVwer eattle than us­
ual were being feii. An I yet themar- 
ketint? of cattle ho far sin'̂ -e then has 
shown a considerable increase at near­
ly all points. However, statistics are 
very uncertain. Some Kfxxl authori­
ty says there are Hrst lies, then 
damned lies, then statistics. We shall 
certainly l»e very grateful if the new 
live stock census is able to i;ive us re­
liable data The numl>er of ynuni? 
cattle in the country is doubtless .fair­
ly lartre but at present there is a sliort- 
Rffe of )?ood ripe beeves.

The influence for i?oo<l of live stock 
or(?Hnixations was ai?ain recently illus­
trated in a cablef?ratu from Anstri, 
which said that if it were not for fear 
of retaliation on our part they would 
hXve shut out American meats entire­
ly. Evidently they have heard from 
.lohn W.s^prin>?er and other champi­
ons of American live sto<‘.k husbandry 
who do not pr< pose to stand idly by 
and let foreigners depreciate the value 
of our live stock

Oklahoma is certainly in a position 
to illustrate the highest degree of 
healtbfulness of American' cattle.

The conditions ail seem to lie of the 
best and even tuberculosis,'^ somewhat 
common where animals are stall fed 
iand very wide spread all over Europe, 
is said to be an unknown disorder 
within the broad boundaries of Okla­
homa. For feeders in other sections 
who want to know that the young cat­
tle they buy are all right, this is no 
small point. Oklahoma, however, is 
not destiueil to he a mere nursery, or 
a cattle kindergarten. She is grow­
ing feed in the agricultural parts to 
ripen beeves to perfection and the ex­
ample set by the experiment station 
in showing what can be done in the 
way of producing pure bred cattle of 
the leading beef breeds will be widely 
and profitably followed.

The man who raises common cattle 
has to make tlie buyer think that they 
are a great deal better than they 
look as well as argue as to the price. 
With people wlio grow high grade cat- 

' tie the question of quality is eliminat­
ed; it speaks for itself, and the only 
question to be answered Ts “ what’ ll 
you take?”

There has been of late years a great 
impetus given to the business of rais­
ing cattle, especially good cattle, but 
there has never been since time begun 
a stronger demand for cattle and beef 
products than at present.

Now and then you will find seme 
fellow who is trying to take a dismal 
view of the future, some chap, as the 
Dutchman said, who is determined to 
take the bitter with the sour, hut the 
most capable men in the country take 
the ground that the cattle business fu- 
.t^y  j s very fair indeed. There is no 
boom ’liow except, possibly in the 
l>fioe of fancy pure breds, and it is 

Jb4»ttefkor the future that there is no 
booni.i. There may l>e. and doubtless 

^'tlT edme, periods of depression, Lut 
•in the mam, the development of the 
cattle industry of the I ’ nited States 
is only fairly under way. Those who 
figure that our, cattle gniwing indus­
try. has reached its zenith because 
there is no more open range, no more 
free grass are not keeping up with 
the times.

The man who recognizes the fact 
that this country has not anywhere 
near reached its proper position in the 
matter of cattle production are the 
men who b.v “ hustling wisely”  will 
keep in the front rauk and help make 
this country what it is bound to be— 
the greatest cattle country in the 
worlti, for not only quanity and qual­
ity but economy of production.

It is safe to say that the foolish policy 
of glutting the Chicago market has 
cost the shippers and feeders of the 
country more money and more agony 
of mind than any other one thing, yet 
they will persist in doing it week in 
and week out, jea f after year. I f the 
Chicago shippers were the onlv ones 
to suffer it would not be so bad, but 
when Chicago suffers a decline it is 
immediately felt at outside markets 
and the shippers to these markets are 
compelIe<l to suffer as well.
—The folly of glutting the Chicago 
market is the more apparent when it 
is taken into consideration that the 
outside markets are unable  ̂to get 
euough cattle to supply the daily kill­
ing demand. Th y are practically 
begging for cattia at relative,y higher 
figures than Chicago, therefore it 
would seem that a more eouitabie dis- 
tribntion of supplies would result in 
the financial good of every shipper or 
feeder.
