Drouth In Texas.

The dronth in southwestern Texas is
becoming very serions, A press dis-
pateh from Sar: Antoniosays: On ae-
count of the almost total failure of
grass and the high price of feed stuff«
in this seetion, over 1,000 head of
horses and milech cows have been
killed in San Antanio'during the past
sixty days to prevent them from dying
of starvation, There has been a
drought in this séction for twelve
months or more, and there is no pros-
pect for an improvement.

The Oklahoma Live Stock Associa-
tion shounld appeal strongly to the eat-
tlemen of Beaver county and ajacent
territory. It is a protective as-ocia-
tion in more ways than through loeal
inspectors. Were it not for the efforts
of this association the National quar-
antine line would run between Kansas
and Oklahoma and Beaver county cat-
tle wonld he foreced into. the gquaran
tine division at Kansas City—which
would mean a loss of $3 ro $6 per head
o;:dsll cattle shipped.

A :j'glnt recommendation by the tederal

" territorial inspectors that, all of
Greer county be placed under quaran-
tine except five townships in the im-
mediate vicinity of Mangum, and this
was done September 16th, v 1901.
While this resulted jn ineonvenience
to cattlemen of Greéer county, it was
pecessary to prevent the eounty from
being placed below the federal line
and the cattlemen acquieced and made
no protest,

weuty-six other quarantines have
been placed upon pustures and the
oattle contained therein, inthe above
named counties. Whiie these quaran-
tines work a hardship for the ewner,
it has, | believe, resulted in préventin
a general outbreak of fever, nod save
the loss by death of many cattle which
would have been brought in contact
with infected cattle.

It is & source of much gratification
to this commission to be able to state
that ninety per cent of the owners of
eattle sustain and assist the commis-
sion in their work. The danger live,
however, is in the remaining ten per
cent who will try to get their cattle
across the quarantine line regardless
of who may be iujured, If a stock-
man offers special inducement to get
his eattle above the quarantine line on
a superficial or imperfect inspection—
or without inspection—it 15 conclusive
evidence that his eattle are infeetious,
Such ¢fforts have been made, and no
matter how hard the men with good
intentions try to stamp out disense
and keep their eattle clean, they have
no guarantee of safery, if infeeted herds
are allowed to be driven through the
territory, to scatter disease and fever,
These cattle may be, and in many
cases no doubt are, immunes, having
been raived 1 an iufected country,
the vattle raised here and those that
come in from the north and east are
susceptible 10 fever and hable to dis-
ense aud denth if exposed. The home
of the fever nick v dangeronsly near
the south line of the territory, and
this fact calls for diligent work and
stringent measures on the part of the
sanitary eommi: xion to ward off the
danger to Oklahoma eattle and pre-
vent loss to owners. The xituation
here is peculinr owing to the fact that
large numbers of homestenders and
other settlers are coming in both from
the north and south hom the infected
area where the ticks originante and
from the aren where emigrants have
little or no knowl dge of infection
The settlers coming fron the north
and east will bring with them a small
herd of high grade or thoroughbred
cattde. Theemngrant from Texus, Mis-
souri Ar-ansas and Tennespee will
bring with him his herd of eattle 1o
fected with ticks claiming his eattle
pever die from fever. and the North-
ern mau will elaim the right 1o bring
hie cattle for the reason that he owhns
bis lJand and should be permitted to
place his cattle upon it. The result
of these conditions will iproduce
tiouble unless strietly ganrded against.

Five bundred and sevenry-foar in-
spection: have been made under the
direction of this commission, since
June 10th, 1901, including 34 258 head
of . eattle. Of these, forty per cent
bave been found infected. ‘Uhese in-
spections include & li.rge number of
cattle that were driven across the line
from Texas and Indian Territary into
the Kiowa and Comanché country, a
l‘r? portion of which have been sent
back below the quarantine line.

The peripd known as the “‘open sea-
son"’ whi Ig'eattla can be moved across
the line, if; npon inspection,. they are
found to b free from infértion, began
on November. 15th, 1901, and continues
until Jan 31st. 1902. During this’
period there is a large pumber of cat-
tle. seeking adwission from infect.d
localjties below the - quarantine line
and rr or speoial, inspecfors have
to be employed to assist in tha inspec-
ion. For thi= work there iz no appro-
priation and the only way to meet 1
expen=e ix to collee: a fee from Qhe
ownwrs of the cattle to meet thisx emer-

The following resolution was passed
at a meeting of the commission held
November 11th, 1901: /

‘It is ordered thut a/fee of three
dollars and expenses be’ charged for
each inspection by spetial deputy in-
spectors ana two cepfs a bead addi-
tional on all eattle in excess of one
hundred, owners of cattle have the op-
tion of paying thie above charge or
waiting until a regular “inspector can
ingpect their gattle, in which ecase
there will be o chyrge. [n case of
lnspection by a deputy inspector,
charges must be paid previous to in-
spection.’’

~ While fhere has been very little ob-
Jeetion 6on the part of persons desiring
lll\[)w//l‘un,'f“dn not think the plan of
charging for these inspections a desi-
rable one. They have the impression
that provision has been made for the
payment of this work by the territory,
and that their necessities are being
taken advantage of, and a ¢lass of men
will try to get their ecattle above
the line in the night or in some way
to avoid ‘payment of the charyes.
There is the further objection that it
is difficult to properly keep and justify
the nccounts of these deputies. Chap-
ter four of the session laws, of 1901,
makes an appropriation of three
thousaud, five hundred dollars per
annum for the years 1901 and 1902 to
pay the salaries and expenses of three
quarantine inspectors., They are al-
lowed threedollars a day and expenses,
which inelnde transportation, liver
bire, ete., and will -amount to $1
per month for each or $5,040 per year,
$0 the annual appropriation will just
about pay two inspectors. thus render-
ing it impos~ible to keep an average
of more than two in the field.

The appropriation for contingent
expenses of the office of the secretary
i $200 a year, this to cover stenographe-
er, rent, fuel, janitor, postage, tele-
graphing, telephoning, printing, rent
of furniture, ete. 'I}iwre is but one
piree of furniture belonging to the
office, & twelve box letter file. The
necessary expense of the office is $35
per month, The expenditures for all
the department of the work has been
kept within the limi s of the appropri-
ation, for the year 1901 there will be
no (lo-fiq'lo'n(‘}'.

Referring to that portion of the
work that provides for the inspection
of unimals slaughtered for food, will

The |aw 1s deficient in regard to the
inspection of hogs slaughtered for
food. They are not definitely men-
tionedd and no provision is made to pay
for inspection, Over two thousand
hogs have been slaughtered with in-
spection. | deém the inspection of
hogs slaughtered for food fully as im-
portant and necessary as-the inspec-
tion of cattle, from a sanitary point
of view,

Butchers are becoming much more
reconciled to the inspection of the an-
imals they slaughter than formerly,
as they admit their customers are bet-
ter satisfied and'tneir meat is more
satisfactory. There are still a few
who object to inspection, hut by the
course now being pursued in the mat-
ter, they will he compelled to have in-
spection or loseé their trade.

Cattle owpers from below the guar-
antine line have in former years
brought their cattle into what was the
Kiowa and Comanche country, which,
until the present year, was below the
line. Many of these parties 1nsist on
their rights to still move their cattle
to that part of the territory, notwith-

The Western Quarantine Association
composiog the sanitary boards of Mis-
souri, Texus, Culorado, Okla-
homa, New Mexico and Arizoua has
been reorganized and much benefit de-
rived from its conferences,

The credit of this movemont dis-
tinctly rests with the. Oklahoma vom-
mission. :

In October last, the Oklahomna com-
missiou was represonted by one of its
members at the annual meeting of the
National Association of Liyestock
Boards at Buffalo, New York.
Through this agency the Territory of
Oklahoma secures important modifica
tions of the federal quarantine line in-
tersecting Oklahoma, for the coming
yeur. In addition thereto, we have
secured a recommendation looking to
the establishment and recoguition, by
the federal government, of a neutral
zone south of the federal line, into
which they may pass only by inspeec-
oo,
from splenetie fever for all the cvun:
ties of Oklahoma bordering upon the
federal quarantine line and will save
thousands of dollars to cattle owners
hexides lessening the danger, hereto-
fore existing by reason of bordering
upon this line. "

For the best interests of the stock
growers of Oklahoma, no Southern
cattle should be permitted to cross the
line at any season of the year, with or
without ticks. The reason is plain.

he severity of the winters in some of
the eouuties borderiug the
line is not sufficient toiill the species
of ticks which are known to cacry Tex-
as, fever infection. By reason of gen-
eration, these ticks uorth of the line
become harmless from the faot that
they do not carry the germ of the fe-
ver more than three or four genera-
tions, or less than one year, :;.nd are
thervfore incapable of transmitting
the disease. hesé native ticks are

and regulatiouns touching quarantine “oalled and treated as infectious for the

matters and business relations be-
tween them and the commission have
been entirely satisfactory without
friction. The saving of the commis-
sion has been large in consequeree of
the liberal granting of transportation.

Much has been ace.mplished during
the year just closing in regard to
guarantine matters. Pursuant to leg-
islative. permission, the Oklahoma
Livestock Sanitary Commission pro-
mulgated an order for fixing a tempo-
rary quarantine line through the K'i)g-
wa and Comanche country as follows:

The trade was very pleasing to the
selling, buvers being on hand early in
order to fill their Jiberal orders, and
keen competition and warly clearances
were the rule on each day. There
was an upward tendency in prices the
greater paurt of the week, and _ the
week finished best beeves 10¢ to $1.50
higher and other grades mostlv 25¢ to
the better, Uvnder moderate recvipts
and a good demand from all the buy-
ers, cows and heifers showed an ad-
vance of 10 tn 16¢. Stockers and feed:
ers were in light supply and the de-
mand very good, and all desicable

des advanced 10 to 156¢, while plain
eeders and common light stock steers
showed no improvement in either de-
mand or price. Quarnntine offerings
were light and ran mostly to meal-fed
steers of generally desirable quality,
and prices advanced fully 35 cunts.

Conditions were against the sellers’
inlerests last week of hogs, in that
early in the week farmers marketed
indiseriminately to avoid the payment
of taxes the first of the year xnd New
Years somewhat slackened the demand
for all the packers, whi¢h coupled
with the packers taking the opportuni-
ty to push prices in 1the face of the
heavy receipts, made the market for
the greater part of the week very
weak. Not many good to choice
heavy hogs were included in the liber-
al runs, so-light and light mixed swine
were the rule. /Aside from Monday,
when prices appreciated, the market
wan lower on every day of the wevk,
with the light, sommon kinds suffer

iog severely, and range between the
good and oud .hogs was wider than
any time this season.

Although arrivals in the sheep de-

Butcheriiag in Old Times.

The origin of the species is obseure,

" The earliest recards of Egypt show

us that cattle were used as draft ani-
mals and that beef was the favorite
meat there some time before  the
founding of the kingdom of Menes.

That our vaunted progress after all
is but comparative is forced upon our
attention in observing that these aneci-
éent records depiet a butcher cutting
up an ox exactly as it is done today
outside of the great slaughtering es-
tablishments, with a kmfe that he
sharpened upon a steel that hung at
“his side and that the cuts of meat were
precisely like ours. They used leather,
and they did better tanning than we
do; the blood, instead of ﬁeing pro-
cessed into fertilizing, was used for
cookinlg purposes; and our Spanish
newly muade friends never see a better
bullight than daily purveyed for the
delectatiott of those ancient ‘‘sports.’’

The Kansas Stock. Breeders Asso-
ciation met in Topekn last week and
much enthusiasm was manifest, The
most important question discussed was
that of exteuding their trade with
Mexico and the Latin American states.
Guv. Stanley outlined » plan to or-
ganize an association in Kwnopsas to
promote sen.iment in favor of recip-
roeal relations with Mexico.

The State Department has made
public a telegram dated Dee. 23, from
Ambassador White at Berlin saying
that a committee has begun to con-
gider a list of loealities for the exami-
nation and admission of meat, accord-
ing to Section 13 of the new meat in-
spection law.

Tlv 1as brought suit in
the Arapahoe distriet court for $15,-
000 damages.

It is reported that the Chicago pack-
ers have received notice from D. E.
Salmon, chief of the bureau of animal
industries 1n Washington, to the effect
that the microscopiral inspection of
meat will cease March 1st, YQO‘.’. Sec-
retary Wilson, however, 1s confident
that congress will make provision for
keeping up the inspection, as its dis-
continuance would undoubtedly have
a serious effect on the foreign meat
trade, especially that with Germany.

mutton and pork. The United States’
are credited with contributing 4,500,
000 tons. or over half the total amount
consumed.

Sir: —Having waited many years for
American affairs to be in about their
present position. | now wish to sug-
gest a new Railway, Atlande to Paei-
fic, the larger part as close as may be
to the (BT(E) thirty-seventh parallel,
from near Norfolk, Virginia, to Ne-
vada, and thence crossing California
to near Losangeles—in a word: The
best Railway in every respect in the
United States, the meridian; of broad
gauge and double track; in a temper-
ate climawe; with large, populous and
delightful terminals at harbors alwags
open; a mail and military route, the
shortest, most direet, most central—
and built for utmost speed and rapid-
e«t transit. :

The most of these states and terri-
tories having coutiguous' borders near
the 37th parallel—might be traversed
in part: Virginia, North Carolina,
West Virginia, Kentucky, Tennessee,
[llinois, M ssouri, Arkansas, Kansas,
Indian Territory, Oklahoma, Texas,
Colorado, New Mexico.

Ideal Feeding Steer.

..We wish that every feeder in the
United States could have attended the
recent meeting of the [llinois Live
Stock Breeders' Association at the
Illinois Agricultural college, says the
Drovers’ Journal. It was an experi
ence meeting in which the most sue-
cessful feeders in the corn belt ex-
changed ideas on the feeding and
breeding question. The most valun-
ble lesson was that of the selection of
and the necessity of constantly work-
ing toward an 1degl type of feeding
steer. %

The %reatest problem that confronts
the feeder today is in the selection of
& steer-that will farten quickest and
carry the largest amount of the most
valuable meat, and what to feed to
produce the desired results in the
shortest possible time.- Fat steers
that win in the show ring are not al-
ways the most desirable for the block,
as was demonstrated in the ecarcass
contest during the Internatiounal Live
Stock Exposition. The demands ot
the packers fix the value of the animal
for the block, and this to a large ¢x-
tent regulates the value of our breed-
ing animals. There should be some
standard of perfection which should
be governed by practieal utility.

Prof. Curtiss stated that ‘‘the rib
and loin represented the high-priced
cuts, and it 1s essential that they be well
developed.

Tweuty-seven per cent of the weight
of the carcass has nearly two-thirds
of it value. I[f the animal fails in de-
veloping this part it fails immediately,
There must be a great spring of rib
for room fur meat on the back. There
sheuld be depth of body and a good
lower line. If the ammal-—lacks
spring of rib it will be deficient n vi-
tality and power to digest feed. The
flesh should be laid on firmly and
eveul(. and there should be no patchy
or blubbery fat anywhere. These
poiats are just as essential in a breed-
ing animal and should be ecarefully
considered in selecting a bull for
breeding fexders.”’

How to secure the greatest gnin with
the minimum amouant of  high-priced
feed was suggested by the discussion
of the ideal tyne of feeder. The Kan-
sas station has adopted a method
which will assist materially in solving
the problem. Several pounds of hay

are placed in the feed box and the P

corn or other grain thrown upon it
and mixed mgetger by the herdsman.

In this day of high-priced begf and
the high cost of production it/is well
for the breeders and freders fo work
for better results. Set the/ standard
high and work to it. Oliver Wendell
Holmes said that the edacation of a
child began 100 years Mefore it was
born. The work of making beef to be
sold twenty years hewee should begin
right now.

The home is
the unit of government and of the
state. The example of homes makes
men good or bad. When you find
‘vlean homes and e¢lean children good
people live there. Soap and water
are mighty cheap--among the cheapest
things in the world.

Feeding Steers.

A prominent ca‘tleman  has been
during the past' few ‘weeks making
some mvestigations along the line of
the advisability of feeding steers at
this time, considering the high price
of feed and prospective high price for
the fat steer next year, and gives the
result:

“Do | think cattle feeding profitable
at present prices for steers and feed?

“Yes, | do, and ;what is more, it is
one of the few years in whieh speeula-
tion or chance in that line is practical-
ly eliminated. Why?

“Beecause, during other. years in
whieh-feed is plenty and low in price
the prospective price for the finished
animal 1s merely guess-work, hased
upon the supphy largely and ability of
consumers tc pay>~_Now it is differ-
ent, and almost anyone, be he a cattle-
man watching the trend of such mat
ters or not can see that the~supply of
good fat beef during the “eoming
spring and summer will not begin_to
equal the demand, and the ability of
people to pay for that kind of beef is
as great or greater than ever. The
demand will not be less.” The supply
will. The source through which prime
beef has been produced is seriously
affected. Grass and range fatted eatile
for this season are about all marketed
and from now on packers must look
to grain fattened steers for their needs.
The high prices for feed will intimi-
date so many who have fed during
other years that investigation shows
that there will be less than one-third
as many steers on full feed as usual.
It is the wise man who will take ad-
vantage of this unusnal condition and
conclude that high-priced beef -has
made low-priced feed, and what . is
more to the point, high-priced beef
18 not a speculative.terni thig time.’’

TICK DESTROYER.

Two San Angelo Cattlemen Find Vir.
~ tue in Beaumont Oil.

A story comes from the San Angelo
country which if true, and there 1s no
apparent reason to doubt its authenti-
city, will put quite a different feature
on the quarantine regulations and put
it in the power of Texas cattle below
the line to ¢éross at any time of year,
perfectly free from the dreaded ticks
and incapable of communicating sple-
netic fever. The details of how this
came to be so were related yesterday
by Mr. Charles C. French, 'secretary
of the Georgs B. Loving vnmquny.

It seems that the firm of Moore &
Christian, leading eattlemen of San
Angelo country who have been ranging
between San Angelo and Brownwood,
bad a herd of 1200 ticky ecattle south
of the latter place which they desired
to move into Howard county, north of
the line. The condition of the cattle

recluded the transfer, so the owpers
sethought themselves of a way tobet-
ter their state. Several barrels of
Beaumont crude oil were procured;
the 1200 cattle wore rounded up, cut
out, roped and tied, and* when stretch-
ed out about three quarts of the oil
were applied to each animal with mops.
They were thoroughly greased from
hoofs to horns before being det up,
and in three days not -a ticf could be
found on any part of .the 1200 head so

of cattle with a few barrels of oil
and a handful of swabs, doing away
with the necessity of patent spraying
apparatus and expensive experts to
operate it, it would seem that the end
of ticky cattle is at band. ' The cheap-
ness of the plan will sommend it to all
cattle owners below the line. If
others can be as successful as Messrs.
Moore & Christian, and ecattle can be
rendered free fromy. ticks at a cost of
about 2 cents per fead, a great impe-
tus will be given to the cattle business
south of the line.”’

Besides rendering the cattle free
from the tick pest, it was learned that
the application of the oil had the ef-
fect to stimulate their appetites, for an
immediate change for the better was
noticed in their appearancé and ‘condi-
tion. ‘

Pursuing the investigation farther,
it was learned from another source
that another herd of 1100 had * been
«imilarly and successfully treated near
Lomenta, had passed inspection readi-
lv, and were now being wintered on
their owner’s ranch_near Amarillo.—
Fort Werth Register.
