SECRETARY’'S REPORT.

Of the Eighth Annual Convention of
the Oklahoma Live Stock As-
soclation at Wichita, Kan,,
February 11, 1902,

To the Officers and Members orthe
Association, GREETING: ;

Pursuant to the requirements of your
organigation I kerewith submit for
your ¢onsideration my ,Seventh An-
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nual report of the records of yvour
secretary during the year ending Feb-
ruary lst, 1902,

During the past vearconditions have
been far different from any heretofore
encountered in the history of this or-
zanization. Owing to the growing
searcity of government lands, settlers
from the east, not having the knowl-
edge and experience gained by the
rosidence in the west in a sem-arid
district, have come upon and settled
the government lands practically in-
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cluding all the range counties in Okla-
homa except Beaver county. Under
these conditions it is little wonder that
the As jon has not made the
grpwth ensurate with its bene-
fite to the membership; yet notwith-
standing, it has kept up its organi.
zation in a creditable manner and has
even made some gains.

Another discouraging circumstance
Las been the severe drouth of the past
season which made feed scarce and

During the pest yeur an ef-
fort his been made to secure a con-
solidation on equitable terms with the
Panbhandle Stockmen’s Association,
A meeting was held of the two execu-
tive committies at Canadian and the
matter carvfully goue over in detal.
While admitting the advisability and
the advautage ¢f a consohdation, our
neighbors clgim precedence in name,
which, owing to the necessity of muin-
taining same i the Territory of Okla-

Regarding Quarantine: Duriug the
pust year the action takeu by your
comumittee in urging better inspection
along the line had its effeet upon the
Live Stock Sanitary Board of the Ter-
ritory, and greater care has been  ex-
ercised to the extent that not a case
ol Texas fever has been developed
during the past summer north of the
quaraotine line. ln the county of
Greer only, a temporary quarantine
has besn nstituted by the governmeut
on the report of inspectors showing

co op-

existent Boophilus Annulatus. This
quarantine will be maiutaived during
the year but ecattle may be rmoved

from the county subject to Federal in-
spection at any time. It is largely
due to the efforts of this organization
and the influences it has brought nto
operation, that the Federal Quarantine
line intersects Oklahoma, and it is due
to this organization to say that the
resultant benefits to 1the counties in
Oklshoma and Kansas situate abeve
the Federal Quarantine hine, results in
an annual sayiug to the owners of cat-
tle in these counties 1n excess of one
million, one hundred and fifty thous-
and dollars. This is a splendid show-
ing and one which ¢an searee be du-
plicated by any other organization of
this kind in the country. That _its
value has been wauny times demou-
strated in this proposition alone is too
apparent to be fora moment contra-
dicted. It, therclore, devolves upon
those who receive the benefits to muin-
tain the orgamzation and every meni-
ber has a right to be proud of the fuet
that he is not dodging the responsi-
bility and expense icident to the main-
tenaee of favorable conditions for
profit in your busivess. This fact
should ¢onstitute a membership in this
organization a badge of honor which
Ay be proudly worn.

J. W. Springer Speaks Out.

Denver, Jan. 31.—Jofin W. Springer
president of the National Live Stock
Assoeiation, in an interview said:

*My attention has been called to the
speech of Congressman Sibley of
Pennsylvania, delivered in the House
of Representatives at Washington, op-
posing all plaus for irrigation in the
western country and alleging as a
veason that this aid to the western
farmers in storing waters and reclaim-
ing arid lands would ruin the eastern
farnier and lower the value ‘of farm
lands throughout the East,

“The stock interests of the western
country and the cotton-seed inter-sts
of the southern country were also ap-
praised of the faet that on the same
Mdate the committee on Agriculture of
the. House of Represent tives had
heard the final plea of the dairy trust
of the Uuited States in cfforts to close
ail the oleommgarire factories ol high
er-vriced butter, and it was nsserted

that tais committee would recommend .

to the House of Representatives the
pa~siage of this rank piece of special
legislation. ;

“The Assoriated Press also advised
us that the sheep men of the western
country were beiug denounced by all
the protected manufacturers of the
Kast for introducing what is known
as the pure fiber hih, which is champ-
ioned by the National Live Stock As-
socintion. The protected manufactur-
ers of the KEast are all “ clamoring for
free wool and shoe maunufacturers of
the East are clamoring for free hides.

FREE HIDES AND WOOL, OPPOSED.

**Against all these powerful inter-
ests the National Live Stoek Asso-
ciation is making the ehief fight in be-
half of all of the great western ioter:
We aure opposing free wool.
We are in favor of compelling the
woolen manufacturers to Iabel their
goods for just the propor ions of wool.
cotton, shoddy, ete . they contain, in
order that the purchaser of a suit of
clothes may know™just what he is buy-
ng. :

“We also favor the Wadsworth bill,
which compels every oleomargarine
manufacturer to sell oleomargarine in

esls,

one and two pound packages, stamped-

inside and out with the word *‘oleo”’
in order that no one may be deceived

{.\ to the character of the goods he is
uying.

“Our course is entirely consistent,
and we propose to keep up the- fight
along these lines to the birter end,
thoroughly believing that ultimately
all of the western interests must unite
for their own protectigaty just as the
Kast is to-dav united apd is largely
agnainst the West and itg interests,

FOR GOVERNMENT RESERVOIRS,

» ““We are also in favor of the govern-
ment building great storage reservoirs
tor the purpose of utilizing the great
floods of water which annually go to
waste and which cause sueh destruet-
ion of life and property in the lower
stutes, believing that if we can reclaim
75,000,000 acres of the public domain
we have added a wonderful heritage
to the people yet to come in this mag-
nificent eountry of vurs.

““The National Live Stock Asso-
ciation stands for progress, and it al-
80 proposes to suppert both men and
measures that we believe represent
the greatest good to the greatest num-
ber, and we desire now to serve notice
upon these mistaken eastern cong-
ressmen that we will not tolerate such
narrow views as Lhose expressed by
this Pennsylvania congressman. We
recommend to the people of this coun-
try that they support only men of
broad-gauge policy, and men who are
not afraid to stand up and represent
all the states of this-Union, and not
be so narrow as to stand for the inter-
ests.of the few as against the many.’’

The Prime Steer.

Tné work of making the prime steer
begins with the selection of the animal
to be fed. The most successful pro-
ducers of beef are more diseriminating
in the relection of their feeders than

ver before. Uniformity of condition,
ze, type and quality is especially de-

sanimal should also

sired both by the producer and the
packer. Prof. Herbert W. Mumford,
chief of the department of animal hus-
bandry at the hlinois College of Agri-
culture, in a recent lecture on charae-
teristics of the prime steer gave a very
lueid deseription of the type of animal
most desired by the up to date dealers,

Prof. Mumford declures that  the
buteher does not demand the blocky
parallelogram form so much as he does
a highly developed loin, crops, back,
thighs, twist and rump. These sec-
tions produce the high-priced cuts; the
show good depth
and breadth, furmshing a large sur-
face for flesh without that tendency to
be paunchy, which would be objection-
able to the butcher. There should be
a smoothness and roundness to the
genefal outline” and an absence of
voarseness 1u the skin. The fesh
should be thick and even throughout
on the cheaper as well as the more
valuable parts of the earcass.

Too mueh care can not be
in selecting the feeding steer. The
quality of beef when the animal is
t{nishml depends largely upon the con-

excreised

dition and quality of the animal when
he is turned into the feed lot The
two principal advantages in  fattening

a steer are, first, to fill the animal in-
side and out with fut, that when
dressed there will not be a high per-
centage of offal or waste, and, second,
that the lean meat shall be rendered
more tender, juicy and of better flavor
by the distribution of fat throughout
its subggance

“Desirable quality “in flesh,” said
Prof. Mumford, **is indicated by a firm
yet mellow and springy consisteney of
the flesh at the erops, along the back,
at the loins and even on the sides, be-
neath the pressure of the outstreteched
band. Good quality of flesh is  indi-
cated in the fat steers by the absence
of ties and rolls, or patches of gaudy,
flabby fat.

““A @ndency to lay on fat in Bunch-
es and Yo roll at the loin indieates that
during the fattening process the fat
has been dn{msiu«l' in fargu masses and
has not been. distributed evenly
throughout the animal, giving to the
flesh that marbled character so neces-
sary to the bighest quality in beef,

‘““Undoubtedly, outstanding coarse-
ness and lack ug general uufitty in the
live animal are in.wpa\mblI linked with
undesirable texture in the beef cut
from such a beast. When the ends of
the fingers are gently pressed in the
flesh on the side of the beast in an ef-
fort to find the ribs there should be a
firmness of flesh that does not admit
of freely and easily foreing the fingers
to the ribs and between them., A
proper degree of firmness shows the
presence of plenty of lean meat.”’

A steer such as Prof. Mumford pie-
tures is sure to bring‘ the top prices,
In producing such an animal the first
mmportant work is in the selection, It
would be well for breeders to keep a
record of each bunch of steers finished
to verify their judgment in selecting
the ammal to be finished.—Chicago
Drovers Journal.

When raising live stock with a de-
sire for profit, serubs should not be
taken into the ealenlation, for there is
no profit in that sorf of goods. Cattle
and hogs are the kind most commonly
kept, and they have been so far 1m-
proved as machines for converting low
priced farm produce in high priced
marketable products; and the husiness
has reachedsuch a point in the adap-
tion of supply and demand, that pro-
fits neerue only when the improved
sorts are used. Secrubs eannot com
pete with improved breeds in produe-
tion of pork, beef, milk and butter,
because they caanot make near so
much from dle same amount of, feed.
A good heg, for instance, willattain a
weight of 250 to 300 pounds at nine
months old, while a scrub must be fed
a year and a half or two. vears to do
the same. So it is with beef-making
and dairying. This fact is especially
well felt now that feed is twice as high,
and animal produets little, if any
higher in price than a vear ago

The annual meeting of the Live
Stock Commission Merchants’ Protee-
tive association was held at Kansas
City the first of this mounth.

In
that country molasses has been sue-
cessfully used, not only for its nutri-
tive properties, but as a relish to eanse
stock to eat food otherwise dirtasteful,
or so lacking in relish that animals
will not - eat enough of it. French
feeders have found that ordinary food
mixed with molasses quickly inereases
the weight of pigs, sheep and COWS,
and that cows thus fed give more milk
than when no molasses is used. It is
an excellent food for horses, aud the
soon acquire a great fondness for it
and it seems to agree with them per-
feetly, Coarsest hay which will hard-
ly be eaten at all without some sort of
preparation, is made palatable by the
addition of a httle molasses, and
h‘orses will eat large quantities of it.—

person who expects to remain in the
cattle business must either own his
pastures or be prepared to meet higher
charges.

A correspondent of the Chieago Live
Stoek World has this to say concern-
ing the movement of eattle northward:

““*With the rise of grass an immense
number of eattle will move northward
from Texas. the territories ania west-
ern Kansas to Montana and the Dako-
tax., George Addison, of Eureka, who
is well posted on the situation, esti-
mutes the number at double that of
last year. Not only are the cattle go-
ing- worth, but many soutbhwestern
ranchmen contemplate juunts mto the
Northwest with the ob) et of locating
ranches up there. Some will leave
Texas altogether, while otnery will
buy eattle in Texar and send 10 Mou-
tann  instead of to the territoricos,
There are severai reasons for this, one
betuy the excellent condition of the
range tn Moutana and another the in-
erense of rents i the territory.  Tins
menns that the rogien tributary 1o the
Chicago market is being filled up with
cattle from the Southwest and that for
severnl years to cowe, at Jeast. the
supply will be abundant, g

““T'he indieations are that double the
nuwmber of cattle sent from this region
last year will move in that direction
with the rise of grass this spring,”’
said Mr. Addison. *‘Incredsed rents
and drouth in the teiritory is the
cause., The cost of grassing Texas
cattle in the * territory now is about $2
per head. Before rents went up no
measuring was Jdone, now every acre
is charged for. Up in Montana and
the Dakotas free range is available
and the grass is abundant. It costs
about $0 a car to move the cattle, but
as they go into Chicago after two
years’ yrazing in the Northwest weigh-
ing 300 pounds more than if they were
kept in the Southwest, cattlemen are
not slow to reaiize the advantages of

he ehange of loeation.

““Last year the cattle sent from
Texas to western Kansas was forward-
#d to Montana because of the short
erop here, and for sevbral years to
come the movement of young eattle
over the same route is certain. One
Texas company has been moving from
ten to twelve thousand a year ‘o Moun-
tuna for three years phst, and only a
few days ago another company was
tormed with the same nbiect. Russell
Bros., of Menardsville, Tex., leave on
the 16th iust. for Montana to inspect
the range there and secure a location.

The steady incresse of bovine travel
from the Southwest to Middle and
Northwest during the past few years
has been phenomeral. Lo 1900 42,334
cattle went direet from the [lexas
range to Montana, 25,000 to North Da-
kota and 35,446 to South Dakota,while
in 1901 99,408 went to Montana, 42,730
to North Dakota and 71,285 to South
D akota, au increase of 57,074, or 134
percent ip the ease of Moutana, 17,730,
or 068 per cent, in the case of North
Dakota, and 35,799 in the case of South
‘Dakota, or 100 per cent. In 1900 there
was moved to other states, nearly all
in the Chicago territory, from Texas,
Colorado and Kansas, 666 cars, this
moyvement inereasing m 1901 to 3,337
cars. All of these cattle will eventu-
ally be marketed in Chicago.

“lowa alone made a gain out of Kan-
sas City from 2,245 cars in 1900 to
2848 in 1901, a gain of 503 cars. and
was the only state in the corn belt
showing an' increase out of Kansas
Chicago will get all these when
finished for market

““Mr. Addison is confident that these
aceretions to the eattle thus moved
into Chieagoterritory from Texas will
be doubled in 1902, Last year 30,000
head went direct from Kansas pastures
to Montana and Dakota, mostly three-
year-olds, and will go to market in an-
other year, so that for three or four
years at least this source of supply is
assured.”’

Poll and Color of Angus Cattle.
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A Texas correspondent inguires if
the top of the head of an Angus bull
is nearly straight and different from
the steers and fewales- of the same
breed. It is curious how suth inquir-
ies originate. In the naturally pollcd
(hornless) head the skull formation 1s
different from that of the horned
breeds. lo the latter the -top of the
head is ecomparatively flat from horn
to horn, although the top line some-
times rises into a little arch or oval
shape. In the polled head the top of
the skull rises more or less sharply to
the center where it forms a little knob
doubtless provided by nature as the
weanpon of offerse and defense in place
of the horns. This oval or angular
shape of the top of the head varies in
different animals, but there is no dif-
ference in this respect between ghe
bulls of this l)reetr and the fema:es
and steers. Some cattle are consider-
ably higher on the poll than others,
but this is a personal peculiarity, just
as is a somawnat long and narrow head
or a short and broad head. Our  cor-
respondent further inquires.f the buills
of this breed show signs of horns or
little nubs if they are pure-bred.
These vubs, or scurs as they are prop-
erly called, do sometimes but not ef-
ten occur on pure-bred animals of this
breed, both bulls and females. They
vary all the way from little wart-like
excrescences to ~mall horos firmly
fixed to the skull, although the latter
are of vyery i1are oeccurrence. This
manifestation represents the efforts of
Nature to hark back to the origiual
horned type. Itis a very interesting
aud conyiucing demonstration of the
power of atavism. Bulls that show

zeurs are not eligible to registry in the

American herd book.

A further inquiry calls for the dif-
ferent colors’” of this breed. The
Angus ecattle are almost unifor
black, with a little white on the kel
udder or scrotum. Oocasionally
all-red ealf is dropped, but not "ofse
This red is a peculiar shade, not It
the eolor of the Red Poll nor that .dF
the ghort-horn. Itis a rather: light
red and once seen can usially, be
identified. Oceasionaly the white on
the belly ‘*jumps the fence’ and, ap
pears in the switeh of the tail . on
the hind legs aroucd the ankles and
in rare cases in spots on the body.
Balls “*with a noticeable amount of
white above the underlioe or en leg
or legs’’ are-not eligible to registery.
Effort has been persistent for years (o
breed out the red color and white out-
crop on legs or body above the under-
line and wholly to elithinate seu'rs, bt
the power of atavism is so persistent
that the result aimed at has not been

i)
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entirely accomplished. It should be
('lm't‘rly understood that these *‘off col-
ors’’ and seurs are of very rare occur-
rence and that the umform black
color and polled head are transmitted
to grade progeny in from 80 to 90 per
ceut of the cases.—Breeders Gazette,

Four to Eight Dollars per Head.

In estimating the value of the open
markets, or the advantage of being
north of the quarantine lines, Oklaho-
ma eattle men have been conservative
toe a degree in estimating the value
over those below the line at $2 to $3
per head more. Now comes this re-
port from the Nashville (Tenn.) Ban-
ner, with a “‘raise’’ on these figures,
If Tennessee eattle are worth that
much more, with all due respeet, it is
safe to bet that Oklahoma eattle are
worth at least 10 per c¢ent more under
the same conditions.

lots at 3.00 to 4 25.

There wus no improvement in the
common light stocker trade but heavy
feeders for finishing purposes were
active and higher than at any time
since 1900, An lllinois patron took
home some 1185-1b feeders at 5.50 that
he thougut it would pay to finish at
that price and the bulk of the good to

rime feeders sold nbove 4.50, Heavy
yranded feeders sold at 4.40 to 4.75.

The Southern méal fed eattlé supply
aggregated something over 3,000 head
and to the full extent received excep-
tional attention, The kind offered,
while not of the heaviest type, was
popular and there was no lagginy on
the part of buyers. The top price was
0.10 and waxs established by a consign-
ment of 1172-1b steers from the M L.
Trout feed lois at Roff, I. T., which
also furnished the top Southern eattle
at the St. Louis nml'l\'rt on the same
dny at the same price, The bulk of
the Southern eattle sales was made at
from 4.50 to 500, ineluding weight *
ranging largely from 900 to 1150 1bs.

5.20 to 5.756. Choice native wethers
are quotable at 47510 500 and wes-
terns at 450 to 0 Colorado ewes
sold at 4 10 to 450, A commigsion
firm's circular letter issued during the
week savs: “Indications are for =
good warket and we believe values
will go consildlerably higher in the near
future.”

Receipts of live stock for the week
were: 26.500 eattle, 60,000 hogs and
11,000 sheep us compared with 26,900
cattle, 47,000 hogs and 12,800 sheep
for the preceding week and 31.600 cat-
tle, 73,600 hogs and 17,200 sheep for
the corresponding week last year.

We assnme that every man who 1s
growing live stoek for any purpose,
whether he is breeding pure bred an-
imals for sale ns such, or whether he
18 growing commercial stock for the
slaughter market, desires to progress.
Unless he bas lost ambition entirely
he want- to do a little better next year
than he did this. He wants to produce
a little better stuff next year than this.
To do this by the only way possible
m: avs the use of a really good sire,
whose get will habitually be a little
better than ihe dams are. Prof.
Waters, of the Missouri Agricultural
College, cites a striking instance of
what we have inmind 1n speaking of
a Jersey bull that was kept for twao
years in the college herd of regis-
tered Jerseys. The experience with
the bull was that it never produced a
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singrle calf that ~was better than its
dam. As long as the bull remained
the herd was at a standstill; no pro-
gress was made. At the end of two
years another bull replaced him. He
was not apparently a better individ-
ual, but he cost more money because
he was a direct descendant of a fam-
ily of large butter producers, was
from a cow thut had & large butier
number of tested cows, He was at
the head of the college herd three
yeurs, and during that time he did not
in a single iustance, fail to produce
calves that were better than their
dam. During the time he was kept in
service the herd made steady progress.
This instance illustrates a prinéiple of
universal application to all kinds of
stock growing. It hits the range and
ranchman who is content with a grade
of bulls and even with a scrub, and
who goes on year after year producing
the same kind o/, camparatively
speaking, worthless cattle, when he
might improve by the use of a good
sire. It bhits the furmer who is con-
tent to have his cows served by any-
thing that will produce a ecalf and
bring the m in fresh it affords a reason
why a man who has a good herd
should see that the bull at the head of
it 18 sufficiently good to make tue
young stock better each year, and it
illustrates  the problem that every
breeder of pure bred stock of high
class is constantly thinking about,
The idea that is on his mind all the
time is, **where can | get & bull that
will muke each ealf better than his
mother?”’ We don't need to urge the
idea upon the well “ informed breeder
who is already growing eattle of high
c¢lass. He knows the importance of it,
and it is on his mind all the time; bat
there are a large number of other
people who are growing stock who
upparently do not give it a thought,
aud yet it applies to their case as we'l
as to that of the owner of the most
royally bred bherd in the country, If
one cannot feel the importance of try-
ing to improve the stock he is hand-
ling he 1% 1o & rat that he had better
get out of or else get out of busi-
ness. — Lave Stoek Indieator.

Articles in recent issiies serve to re-
veanl the deev and widespread interest
at present in the problem of restoring
the well-nigh barrea ranges of the
ﬁm“ West to their erstwhile verdure,
Man is tremendously prodigal of Na/
ture’s provisions. He uses and abusés
as if he thought these resources 10péx-
haustible. Long ago farseeing minds
perceived the impending certninty of
a timber fumine, as it is easy 4..ough
to caleulate the annual consumption of
lumber, and as surveys have/'put us in
possession of a knowledge of the natu-
ral supplies, it requires opdy the math-
ematician to figure the léneth of time
our supplies will last’ our rapidiv-
growing population dnless waste is
veased and steps are/taken toward in-
telligent forestry. / This means the
counservation of odr timber lands, the
encouragement of the young growth
and the setting out of forest trees that
will help s supply the future needs of
our population. Publie attention has
at last been/claimed to thix subject and
there is hope of wtelligent action that
will safegiard the future, although it
is difficalt to impress on the present
generafion the necessity for taking
any steps for the benefit of those who
come after them.

The almost boundless stretches of
unwoceupied prairie land in the West
and Southwest, which years ago sup-
‘ported the hordes of buffuloes that
roamed wild and in Jater times fur-
nished :ustenance to teeming droves
of domesticated cattle and great floeks
of sheep, were grazed as if exhaustion
ol the grass were not possible. Greed
not intelligenee dictated the move-
ments of those in charge of these great
vollections of stock, nnd they recked
not of the future. But the evil of a
former day 1s now visited on us, and
the great plains which must he devoted
in the future to the raising of meat
with which 10 feed a hungry world are
now lonnd to be well-nigh robbed of
their power to produce the suceulent
and flesh making grasses that once
flourished in such lnxuriance. The
problem of restoring these great graz
ing grounds to their former capucity

volé attention to the subjeet, and a
ndmber of the transcontinental rail-
youds , whose managers appreciate the
beari® of the =ituation on their future
profits, have been investigating, and
In some instances experi-nenting with
a view toward discovering some fensi-
ble and practicable way of reseeding
the ranges so that they may be brought
back to something like their former
verdure and carrying capacity.
Among these roads is the Oregon
Railway & Navigation Co., aod it is
now reported by Industrial Agent K.
C. Judson, who has had charge of these
experiments, that results thus fur have
been most suceessful. The plan was
first conceived by Mr. Judson and the
officials of the road entered into it with
as much enthusiasm as he did. They
&Im-ml a large treet of ground near
alla Walla, Wash., at his command
and sent all over the world for seeds
of varions grrsses and grains that
might prove drouth-resisting and pro
duetive unuer the eonditions of the far
West and Southwest. At the rate the
grass was disappearing when the ex-
periments were begun and is still dis-
appearing the officials could see the
time clearly when there would be no
more stock soipments over their rails
for the reason that there would be no
grass on which to grow or fatten it.
Mr. Judson' first efforts were confined
to irials with our native grass seeds.
They nearly all did well and larger
areyr were seeded and these also did

Now th: scheme has grown 1o pro-
portions far greater than concerved

when the Orewon Ruilway & Navigs-
non Co, first placed Mr. Judsoun in
charge of its work. So clearly does it
appear to the eyes of the officials of
that corporation that a great work is to
be done along this line that the sssist-
nnce of all other vitally interest.d
roads was enlisted, and together the
mighty railway companies of the West
and Southwest are to carry on an ex-
periment farm that will dwarf amy-
thing of the sort in existence. A new
tract of 3.000 acres has just bew se-

The
director of this gignntic *‘farm’’ has

Much seed from Asin and Africa has
already been received and will be
sown as soon as possihle

But the whole plan as now outlined
is even larger than this. Naturally
the grasses that will do_best 1n Oregon
wnd Washington will not do in Texas,
and therefore the completed idea is to
establish 3,000 -acre farms in ten or fif
teen districts, the traffic of which is
controlled by the ecorporations con-
tributing to the fund that is to pay the
expenses. It is the plan to start one
of these each yvearuntil all are in work-
ing order and then draw on each an-
nually for the seeds that will be re-
quired for the work of reseeding.
I‘,arge acreages are to be seeded. The
plan is not to put in small plats that
might do well in one locality on ae-
count of some peculiarity of scil or
elevation, but to cover at least -30
acres at each experiment with each
sort of seed. In faect, the éntire pro-
ject is conceived oo a most gigantie
scale. It is related that the several
states which will be divectly benefited
will in time be asked to contribute to
the expénse fund. but it is not to the
state executives or legislatures that
the railway corporations will first ap-
L)ly for assistance, but to Uncle Sam
imself when they have pushed mat-
ters to a point where definite results
may be seen It is even stated that
tentative advances already made have
been met half way, which seems natu-
ral enough seeing that the Federal
Government, through the Department
of Agridulture, is already working
along the same line, With two such
forces as these working together it
now seems a roregone conclusion that
if there ix any Lhope at all to reseed
the Western ranges and make them as
productive of grass as they were in
the early days it will likely be realized,
while the introduction of private ef-
fort into the matter promises a much
arlier solytion of this great problem
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than seemed possible under the slow
processes by whieh Governmental
work of such character is conducted.

Kansas City, Mo , Feb 4 —The at-
tendance at the Shorthorn breeders’
convention, which began a two days’
session here this afternoon, was kept
down to than 100 by delnyed
trains and the severity of the weather,
The sessions are being held in the fine
stock pavillion at the stock yards

G. M. Walden, preésident of the Kan-
sas City Live Stock Exchange associa-
tion. made the address of welcome.
Mr. Walden said the losses of the men
who lend money on cattle are almost
entirely on poor ecattle. Fine ecattle
stand the winter better than the serubs,
and in severe winter weather the high-
bred cattle are the last to die.

T. J. Warnall responded briefly in a
speech, in which he said the assoecia-
tion now has 360 members and is grow-
ing steadily. .

B, O f)ummn. of Osborne, Mo.,
president of the association, read the
annual address He said shorthorns
have increased in favor and in price
very materially in the last twelve
months; the demand has not only been
rreater, but prices have been much
iigher than/for the past fifteen years.
The outlook is also brighter for the fu-
ture, and with conservatism in the
business and ecautious breeding, he
said, he could see no reason why
shorthorn breeders should not contin-
ue to lead all other breeds of cattle in
the future as in the past.

Addresses were also made by Geo.
M. Remmel, expert in animal husban-
dry in the United States department
of agriculture; 8. C. Hanna, of How-
ard, Kans.; and S. 8. Benediect.
