City Market.

Kansas Crry, Mo., Saturday. May 
21st. -Cattle rsceipU this week were 
three Ithousand hmui less than last 
week, and were also better distributed 
throughout the week, two facts in fa­
vor of salesmen. Supply Tuesday was 
less than 7,000 bead, and not quite as 
heavy as Wednesday, and a fair run 
of 4,500 arrived Thursday, and it is 
believed that if the big Tuesday sup­
ply sonld be spread out a little, as it 
was this week, shippers would be bsn- 
efltted thereby. Prioes on everythuig 
began to look up Thursday o f  last 
week, and have improved steadily 
clear op to the does e f this week. 
No snarp advanced ’̂ have kCiyi noted 
but the severe lohs of tight ^ tohar 
oatlle last weeh has nearly aU ^ 0

put back on this week. BMf steers 
have fained 10 to 15 cents, and the 
quality has averaged very high, but 
has not included anything extra choice 
15.10 was the best price of the week, 
but fully three fourths of the beef 
steers sold between $4A0 and 15.00, 
The top steers of the wsek were high 
grade Oklahoma shorthorns, averag­
ing 1400 pounds, dehorned and very 
even. Several sales of choice heifers 
have been made at $4.75 to $4 95; 
heavy cows haye been scarce and are 
10 cents higher. The demand (or kil­
ling cattle has been very good, buyers 
on Eastern orders taking 174 of the 
total receipts of Tuemiay and Wednes­
day, much more than usual. Veal 
ealyes hairs been pounded a little mors 
tbu week, and sre now $1.25 lower 
than two weeks ago, and nothing goes 
over $5.00 now. Stocker and feeder 
supply has been small and eouetrv 
inquiry has just about matched the 
number received, resulting in a steady 
market. M«dinm grades of stocksrs 
are 15 to 25 cents lower than a few 
weeks ago, but many orders for stock- 
era are still being held here for a lit­
tle further cheapening. Qeneral ex­
pectation Is that cattle run from now 
on through this month of June will be 
light.

The strength which hogs duplayed 
last sreek seems to have entirely left 
them; declines are the rule from day 
to day this week. Values are 20 cents 
under a wsek ago, the most severs loss 
from a long time. Increased market­
ing and weakness in provisions are 
principsd reasons assigned. Local 
pnees still range very high in relation 
to those at Chicago and Saint Louis, 
paskera droves ranging in cost fnnn 
one to sight cents below Chicago (or 
past two weeks. Quality is not as 
good as formerly, but that is expected 
as the season advances- Top price 
to-day are $4.05, bulk $4.40 to $4.0U.

Quarantine cattle are very scarce, 
run since Monday not amounting to 
ttinch. ISome good to choice steers, 
fed by Driggen A  Sharp at Chickasha, 
sold at $4.60 Monday, 6 cents higher 
than same cattle brought May 0th and 
very near best price of the season in 
Southern division. A few cows have 
sold at $3.00 to $3-60, and bulls up to 
$3 60. Prices, except on veal calves, 
are 10 cents higher for. the week.

Sheep receipts continue light, prices 
on natives and westers are allittle high­
er, bnt buyers have refused to bay 
Texans except at a deoline of 10 cents 
from last week, giving as reason fail­
ure of these muttons to kill out satis­
factorily. Wool western lambs sold 
up to $0.70; dipped BaUvee and wes­
terns at $6.00; wethers $6.1$; swee at

Hiich publica­
tions bring the wience of inuteurolgy 
into disrepute and caiinut, tlierefore, 
lie made in response to a desire to ad­
vance that smoiice along n-tefiil tines; 
and they retard the werk of the hon­
est investigator, ihrou'h whose eff irts 
only, can gains be made in a fuiide- ' 
meta‘l knowledge of the causati*iii of 
weather that will justify fereeasts for 
a mouth or a season in advance.

As a result of personal veriflration | 
of the work of loug'-range fureoaslers | 
some of whom have so far gained the 
credence of the rural press as to receive 
liberal compensation for tbeir predic­
tions, one is lead to the conclusion 
that those foreoastors knowingly per­
petrate fraud and do positive injury to 
the public at large It is to be regret­
ted that so many newspapers not only 
give space to those harmful predictions 
but actually pay for them. Forecasts 
of this description cau properly be 
classed with advertisements of quack 
medicines—they are. both harmful in 
the extreme.

SaMsfactory results have been reached 
by the cEperiment station of the 
Kansas Btate Agricnlinral college at 
Manhattan,Kan.,in the poisoning of 
prairie dogs and other rodents. Press 
bnlletin No. 130 gives the following;

During the past two years.sinoe Jan­
uary 7, 1906, the demand for poiaon 
continued steady, and large quantities 
have been sold, espeeially of the de­
struction of prairie doga. Up to the 
preeent time we have oonsnmed about 
1,200 pounds of stryehius and over a 
half ton of poUaaium eyanide in 
manfaetnring the poison. From 60U. 
000 to 700,000 aerss of land,formerly 
iufeeted with prairie dogs, have been 
entlrly reclaimed, while a partial 
deetruotion of them has been aeoom, 
lished over a mneb larger area. The 
poison is put up in half gallon cans. 
They have labels which deaoribe the 
contents, asms the ingredients the 
quantity of each, the manner o f pre­
paring and also give oarfnl directions 
gor using.

right Europe may claim for invading 
the Orient for territorial aqnisition, or 
any right beyond a demand for an 
open door tor the eommeree of the 
world, the truth is that Japan's land 
victories are attracting more attention 
end eieiting more comment in Europe 
than did their sneeeases at sea. 
Whether eom'cioosly or anconsioualy, 
it seems to have been assnmed that no 
Asiatie army eonld by any poosibility 
make anythingof ashow against Euro­
pean troops in any combat involving 
endurance, and that unlese immediately 
saooessfnl the attack would spend its 
force if its proeecution involved 
eearioos loss of life. This theory has 
been rudely shattered by the history of 
the engagement on the Yalu river. 
There the Japanese sustained a five 
day.a mnning fight with unflinching 
courage and eonstaney and freely 
engnged in hand-to-hand fighting 
with their trickier adversaries. It is not 
suprising, therefors, that European

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INnmI«  for Stock Wat

In December, 1902, tbe^OklMhonia 
Aifrioaltural Experimen^tatioiTpub* 
liehed the follow!di; d^rip tiou  of a 
pond with a ' capacity of about one 
million galleua for storiDK surface 
water for stock purposes on the sta­
tion farm: pond is on a hill
and gets its' %ater from the sod laud 
above. Wi^er is piped to all of the 
feed lots.yhiid flows by gravity to the 
second Soor of the barn. As it ruus 
from /die faucet, it is as clear as the 
aven l^  well water and it tastes 
g<m. The cost of building the ponJ 
aM  of piping the water for about one- 
third of a mile was about four hun­
dred dollars. Barring cnusual acci­
dents it should cost nothing for re­
pairs and it doesn’ t cost a cent to 
operate. It is possible that in time 
the pipes may become clogged with 
sediment, the fall being so slight that 
the water does not go through the 
pipes with snffcieut force to keep them 
elean” .

This pond has now been in use two 
years and continues supplying all of 

‘ .the water for every purp«>i«e, except 
drinking water for the men, on the 
farm where about one hundred head 
of cattle, one hundred h«:gs, and ten 
head of horses are kept. During the 
sut.months ended May 1,1904, the rain­
fall was but three and one twelfth 
inches, yet the pond continued to 
furnish all of the water required and 
there was still a good supply «*u hand 
when good rains came. This is about 
as severe a test of the csptcity of the 
syftem as may be expected soon to
<^ur again.  ̂ ___ .

The pond is fenced and precautions 
arc taken to prevent tho contaminato i 
of the area which drains in to the poud 
It would be' better if the drainage all 
came from sod land which is out over 
for hay and in lying out new farms, 
this should be taken into account. 
The dam is now covered with a heavy 
growth of Bermuda grass which 
effectnally prevents wasting and 
willows have been planted at the high- 
water level to protect the inside of the 
bank.

Nicholas Going to the Front?

Tbe moat interesting announcement 
that has come from Ht. Petersburg 
lately is that the czar is thinking of 
going to tbe. front in person. It is 
searoely reasonable to suppose, that tbe 
mildnionaeh on whose initiative the 
arbitration tribunal at The Hague was, 
eatablished is thiratiog for gore 
Nicholas is an advocate, and no doub^ 
a sincere.advocate.lof the reduction of 
European armaments and of arbitration 
as steps toward universal peace. But 
while au aposlte of peace he no more 
than hia people eau forget the examp le 
of his ancestors. Alexander 1. was 
with his armies mueh of the time during 
his long wars with Turk and with 
France, and marched with lallies into 
Paris after Materloo, Nicholas 1. *was 
with his forces in the Crimea and died, 
it is said, in a peasant's hovel. 
Alexander 11. went to the fropf in 
Russia's war agaiust Turkey. No 
modern ruler of Russia has deen a 
great general, but all of them have 
kept near their aoldiers whea there 
was hard fighting to be done snd the 
national power and prestage were at 
at stake. Naturally, th<«refore. both the 
eaar and hissibjeot,thiak tbetradalion 
of his fsmilyt require his presence in 
the Far East. Mancburis is a long 
way from Russia; but it ia not ao far. 
siuoe the construction of tbe Trans- 
Siberian railroad, as St. Petersburg 
was in tbe time of Alexander 1. from 
many points to which that energetic 
monarch went with his soldiers. It 
may be doubted if Nicholas’ presence 
would materially change tbe aspect of 
things in the East. Tbe czar bears 
tbe reputation of being a good man, 
bnt he does not bear the reputation of 
being a great man. His military 
ability have never been tested.but it is 
hardly thought he would be found a 
great oaptian if they were tested. His 
presence woul. probably inspire bis 
soldiers to greater efforts and 
enthusiasm;but his oonnsels might 
make tbe oonfusion among his generals 
only worse oonfonnUed. It seldom 
happened in modern times that the 
monaroe of a great nation put himself 
at the head of an army. The last 
English king who a as a great soldier 
was ViUiam 111., buthe was a great 
^ d ie r  long before be was a king 
Louis X IV . used always to join his 
main army on Important oampaingei 

'but he seldom joined it nntill he was 
prsUy surs it^wss going to wins victory 
which he .ooold oiaim ss his own. 
Napoleon I. was both soldier, and

Hog Cholera.

Hog ebolera and swine plague are 
the principal diseases of bogi that ap­
pear in tbe form of an epidemic and 
that are oonsidered very infeotiona 
end oontagioua. Both diseaaeo gun* 
erally appear in any given ontbraek

applied to snoh outbreaks as well as 
to several other diseases that appear 
among hogs. It has been generally 
recognised that hog oholera is due to 
a bacteria commonly designated as 
tbe hog oholera bacillus. This germ ' 
is present to a great extent in the ali­
mentary canal and is passed fiom the 
body of the sick bog in large num­
bers and in this way infects lots and 
pens where the siek hogs are. Snoh 
infection may be easily taken into the 
body of the well animal with food and 
water and in this way soon infect with 
tbe entire lot.

When tbe disease appears among 
the bogs of a given locality, as on a 
certain farm, it is evident that the 
pens are infected,and maybe earrie«ito 
tbe pens in a number of ways bnt 
generally by means of some siok ani­
mal or on tbe shoes of parties who 
have been in pens where siok animals 
are. In any case the first thing to do 
is to move the well hogs into fresh 
lots and where there will be no com- 
munication with tho pens where the 
sick ones are kept. I f  others take 
siok the well ones should be moved 
again as it will do little good to move 
out the siok ones and leave the others 
to take the disease in the infected pen. * 
Washings from infected lots when 
carried into streams will spread the 
disease to (arms located fnrther dowQ 
tbe stream and hog raisers shonid be 
espeuially oarefni of their water sup* 
ply when the ditesse is in tneir lo­
cality. They should not allow hogs 
to take water from a stream when the 
disease is known to be on farms above 
them.

There nas been a great deal of work 
done to find aome care or preventive 
for hog oholera. Certain linea of 
work seem to indicate that a syatem 
of vaecinalion may be perfected that 
will act in a similar manner on bogs 
as a means of preventing hog oholera, 
as vaoeination does on eattle to pre­
vent blackleg. I f  such a method ia 
fonnd to be reliable tbe disease will 
be praetioally under oontrol. Tbe 
feeding and care that hogs reeeive 
will do much to prevent snob diseases 
as unthrifty herds are the ones most 
likely to contract any dieeaee. Plenty 
Plenty of green feed snob aa cane, 
alfalfa, eto., with a g jod supply o f 
fresh, clean water during the summer 
months will do a great deal towards 
keeping hogs in the beet poosible ooa- 
dition.

The Oklahoma experiment station 
at Stillwater has devoted considerable 
time to the stndy of hog oholera and 
the transmission of the diseese by 
means of tne hog oholera baeUlns. 
This wot k has been principally along 
the lines of prodnoing unmnnity 
immanity in the small experimental 
animals and atudying the efleet o f the 
germ in tbe hog. To faoilitate work 
of this oharaoter it is very deeiraole 
to know of the exutenoe of this dis­
eese and any one having diseases of 
this nature among hie bogs will aid 
the station in this work by oommnai- 
eating the fast and giving a thorough 
deeeription of tbe symptoms and 
oonrse of the disaaso.

Much hna b*‘eii said on the subject 
of why Oklale*ma, liiiiinii Territory 
and Arkansas get so ninch more of 
the iinmigraliou to Ihe S.mill west 
than Texas.

This ia due to three causes: Firstly, 
Ihe Texas real estate man is to imicli 
like a piairie dog—si.iys too near 
home while the other felbiwa are go­
ing out like tlie niis-ioiiaries of old, 
seeking (be pros;>ective imiDigraiit lu 
his uative land. You cm  ttml twenty 
men from other aecii >n-i of the South 
west in the tern'ory east of the Mis- 
gissi|ipi, to one from Texas.

Secondly, the other rdlows spend 
money and lots of it in advertising 
I heir lands, and spend it. loo, in pub­
lications having a wide ciroulaliou in 
the reel ions tioni which the immigra­
tion is moving. As a rule we are 
very well posted on the uses or abuses 
of advertising. Most any fakir can 
come into one of our towns and sell a 
page ad for leu dollars, in a publica­
tion a copy of which is never seen be- 
youd the ct»iifines’ of his own town; 
but the ‘ same advertiser would con­
sider it a ruthless waste o f money to 
pay ten dollars for an ml of few inches 
in a publication circulating in the 
home-seekers territory.

Thinlly, a number of itniiiigTants 
me lost to Texas for Ihe itasou that a 
great inajonly of the people eoniing 
west are from Stales where laud rules 
n prioj frjin r»> to | Ij»  ptraora, and

as liomesi'ekers* tickets permit atop- 
oveiM only on the going trip, they 
aP>p iH'fore gtttin<r to Texas, and 
finding lamis there at leas than half 
the priee they are at home, will not 
consider that the same lands are a 
great deal cheaper in Texas, but atop 
for g«KMl. considering a “ bird in hand 
worth two m the bush.”

The facts are that of all the vast im- 
roigraiioii which has been moving 
west the past year, this Slate baa got 
its share, and what it has got ia due 
to the efforts of the Railroads, the 
Texas people themselves having done 
little or nothing. The immigration 
niuvcmeiit, however, is not over by 
any means, and we can yet do a great 
deal to inerease t :• volume o* onr 
immigration tide during 1804.—Ex.
