The whisky question is the parainnnt 
issue in tlu present CHtupai(;n in this 
territory. Of rourse there is a stronjf 
effort beinu made to sidetrack the 
Prohibition movement. Many ques­
tions of less importance are fillinir up 
the pa^es of t he press, ai:d in some 
quarters never a word fit her pro or 
con appear in our Okhilioiua papers. 
Why is this? Every man with a soul 
and with any ile^ree of morality left 
in him knows the Oklahoma issue is 
the liquor question

Shall we have the saloon or shall 
we have piohibitionT We art^ue in 
favor of prohibition for all of Oklalhi- 
ma. Some, are favorintr one tiling 
and some another but. it is clear the 
object of all this is to divide the pro 
hibitionists and clear the track fqr the 
perpetiialion of the saloon. Let every 
temperance man stanil firm tor prohi­
bition to lie written in the constitu­
tion. Notliink: else will suffice; any- 
tbini; else is a farce. 1 see the saloon 
element is working like a Turk to (?et 
a separate submission. What does 
this meanf It means the defeat of 
one of the most important questions 
to come before the constitutional con­
vention. Why not have every other 
proposition and section proposed at 
that convention submitted to a sepa­
rate votef ..There is just as much 
sense in it that way and you cannot 
prove it otherwise.

Indian Territory « i l l  have prohibi­
tion tor twenty-one years—why not 
have the same kind of a law for the 
whole state? If not it would probably 
be taken into court and decided un-a. 
constitutional. Then where would 
our statehood be? We do not want 
Indian Territory to have a say as to 
what Oklahoma must nave when we 
have no say in the former’s affairs. 
The state would be divided.. A  bouse 
divided against itself sannot stand

Give us a “ square deal” . Tins sep­
arate submission would not be riffht 
unless Oklahoma proper, could settle 
this for herself. The delesrates elected 
to make the constitution are trusted to 
write the fundimental law ot the slate 
on everytbiuK else: they certainly 
have sense enough to be trusted in 
this. Another cry beintt spread is for 
local option. The whole state must 
.have the same kind of law. I f  prohi­
bition is needed in Indian Territory it 
certainly is in Oklahoma. Whisky 
makes the white man just as bi(; a 
fool as it does the Indian i r neirro or 
any other kind of an animal, i think 
the sensible thinff for our dele«rates to 
do is to make the law uniform. Tbea 
there would not be any unconstitu­
tional dan'irer ahead of us.

With Kansas on the north with her 
prohibition law, with Arkansas dry

75 per cent prohiuiiion wliat would 
western Oklahoma be with her saloons 
in full blast but the dumping irround 
for all the scabs and off-scouriiii,'s 
of the surroiindinir cmiiitr5’ .

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THE COW PJfyS CASH.
Dairyinf? is a cash businesR.
Tbe cow pays for her board every 

day if 8be is the rirht kind, and in 
this connection the wise dairyman is 
particular to note whether tbe cows 
do pay for their board or not, as be 
is not anxious to run a charitable in­
stitution.

Milk, butter and cheese are-always 
cash products, and the dairyman is 
not obli(ifed to wait six months or 
loueer for returns from bis efforts, 
consequently he runs no bills of any 
kind.

He sells for cash and buys for cash 
and i êts the benefits of all discounts.

He always has uioney and many 
dairymen pay their hired men every 
Saturday ui|(ht, tbe same as manufac­
turers do.

Dairyius is not a K<x>d business 
howev*^r, for tbe man who likes to be 
away from home part of tbe time and 
who entrusts the management of his 
business in part to others.

Dairying; by proxy seldom proves 
satisfactory or renumerative, and men 
with many irons in the fire had better 
out out dairyinfr; they will do far bet­
ter in some other line of live stock 
farminu that does not require tbe con­
stant watchfulness and personal sup­
ervision demanded by tbe cow and her 
produce.

Then too the by-product from tbe 
dairy has more value than that from 
other industries of the farm, and es­
pecially when butter is the only com­
modity rold and the skim milk and 
buttermilk are fed on the farm.

There is no feeding value or fertility 
in butter worth considerinir; it is all 
in tbe skimmilk, and this when ricrht- 
iy used brinf^ (rood returns in many 
w ays. *

There is no business of the farm 
th.at pays as well as dairyinir when 
ritfht methods are in vofcue in every 
detail of the business, and when the 
proprietor is wide awake and anxious 
to improve and take advantage of 
every condition that promises im­
provement in cows, feed and feedinir, 
care of animals and marketinir the 
products.

If a dairyman is to know what each 
cow is produoinK he must either churn 
the cream separately or test it and the 
test is far the easier and much more 
accurate; and what farmer can afford 
to keep cows and not know what each 
one is pruducinKt

If be does not know their valut^for 
the dairy, from what shall he raise 
cr.lvesf Shall ne ^uess at itf 

Then the poorest cow will perhaps 
have a equal chance to live and eat 
up the profit made by a kood cow and 
also perpetuate her kind.

SMALL SEPARATORS TOR THE FARM  ̂
The plan of havitift small separators 

on tbe farms and sending; only the 
ore am to the factory is now quite com­
mon and on the increase., The skim- 
milk ii thus made available at once

for feeding: and is warm, sweet and 
not adulterated with factory wasbin^s. 
Tbe cream only needs to be cared for 
and delivered to tbe factory, making 
quite a sayinR in labor of transporta­
tion. Tbe cream KRtheriuM plan will 
do away with tbe return to the farm 
of the contents of a filthy skimmilk 
tank that contaminates milk cans and 
endanirers tbe lives of calves and 
piMS. Tbe chance of jounM stock 
taking a disease that may be on a dis­
tant farm, the f^erms of which may be 
delivered to tbe creamery and carried 
away in tbe skimmilk to other farms, 
is thus avoided.

Any system which does away with 
the seeminsrly useless labor, o f . band- 
linM 8 or 10 pounds for the deliyery 
of one will be most welcome.

In the season of bad roads it is a 
bard joo to haul lar^e loads of cans, 
and sometimes it is impossible to 
transport milk to the creamery when 
cream alone mif^ht be carried.

Besides the advantage of having to 
haul only a small amount instead of a 
lar^e amount, »t is an adyantaire to 
have cream removed on the farm so 
that the skimmilk may be fed when 
fresh.

Tbe gathered cream system with 
deep set milk nives these results only 
partially.

The north.wc8t is tremendously 
tarsMed in livestock, and tbe eastern 
••ders are coming more and more to

apprei'iste tbe importance of the mark* 
et for fancy breeds opening before 
them. Tbe result is certain to be a 
show far excelling anytbinV of tbe sort 
ever tiefore aitempte'' in America. 
The stock show at tbe Portland fair, 
which was to most people’s thinking 
tbe roost attractive feature of tbe 
cozy exposition, cost only $40jOOU.

Tbe show is to be held under di*'ec*
tion of the livestock comruiitt^e of tbe *
exposition, of which J. W. Gli«e, pres 
Idem of tbe Washington Trust Co,, of 
Heattlu, and an authority on livestock 
IS chairman. Associated with Mr, 
Cli‘*e are C. I) Stimson. W. Paultiains 
of Puyallup, 1> Edward Frederick and 
Theodore N. Haller.

“ We westerners are not yet an in* 
dust rial people,’ * said Mr. Glise in 
discussing the coming show. **We 
are fur the most part farmers and 
stookraisers.
