However, the advent of the separa* 
tor has made the dairyman a little 
careless in the storage of the cream 
until he ha<l obtained sufficient quan* 
tity to warrant bis making a trip to 
the creamery; If the managers of 
creameries were given power by the 
state officials to condemn the spoiled 
cream, as is done in some states, 
dairyman would be careful and try to 
brieg the fluid to the bu'termaker in 
a sweet state.

THB MILKING MACHIKB.
The.milking machine promises, in a 

measure at least, to solve the milkiug 
proposition.

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THE HOO WALLOW.
A wriker in a Kansas paper advo’ 

oates the bof? wallow as being: essen­
tial to tbe comfort and welfare of 
hogs. We beg leave to .differ with 
the gentleman from Kansas. While 
it Is tme that the hog is a non-sweat* 
ing animal and by nature predisposed 
to artificial methods of keeping him­
self cool during tbe hot days, yet ex­
perience has taught us that he is bet­
ter off mentally, morally and physi­
cally if be keeps out of tbe dirty mud 
hole which is fonnd in so ''many hog 
yards. The bog wallow is a vertible 
hot bed of disease. Germs of all kinds 
grow there most abundantly. Tbe 
particles of skin and other filth which 
the bog leaves in a mud bole, combin­
ed with the stagnant water and the 
hot summer's sun, soon form a mix- 
tare which we should think any self- 
respecting bog would give the "g o ­
by.”  One or two experiment stations 
and a few progressive breeders have 
manufactured cement bath tubs for 
their hogs. The water in these is 
changed every two or three days, and 
they are kept disinfected at all times. 
This is a step in tbe right direction. 
Let the hog take a good, clean, disin­
fected bath if be so desires, uut don’ t 
let him invite a sudden and noiimely 
end by visiting tbe fill by hog' wallow.

The soy bean contains a great deal 
of protein, and it can be grown cheap­
ly. A test of its feeding value was 
recently made at tbe Wisconsin Ex­
periment station, aud it was found 
that soy bean meal was really more 
valnable than wheat middlings for 
feeding hogs. A bulletin giving the 
resnlts of the experiment says that 
soy beans make an excellent supple 
ment to corn meal for growing and 
fatteiyng pigs. They are a little over 
ten per cent more valuable than wheat 
middlings for economical pork pro 
dnetion. When mixed with corn meal 
in the proportion of one to two, soy 
beans produced greiter and more 
economical gains than wbeat mid­
dlings and cornmeal, when fed in the 
same proportion. In feeding equal 
amonnts of the two rations, the soy 
beans and com meal supply a slightly 
higher per cent of dry matter and di­
gestible matter than the wheat mid­
dlings and eommeal, which is an item 
of economy. For firmness, fine grain 
and texture of fiesb, and even distriba- 
tion of fat and lean the ration of 
wheat middlings and corn meal ap­
pears to be superior to that of soy 
beans and corn meal.

DRT WINTER QUARTERS.
Kb man can make a greater mistake 

thdn to attempt to winter more stock 
than he has shelter for. A great many 
seem to think .that any . old place b  
good enough'for a hog; a hay shed or 
an old straw pile b  good enough. 
Thart b  no place quite so unhealthy

for a nesting'plabe as a straw piledur* 
ing cold weather. It is altogether cOo 
close and warm, and when the hogs 
come out of it the cold wind outs them 
through and through. They eat as 
quickly as possible and then back to 
the straw, spending much of their time 
there. The ideal wintering quarters 
for hogs is a place well enough ven­
tilated so it is always dry, and never 
so close that tbe nests are' a.ways 
steamy. *

"D IR T Y  A8 A HOO,”

While "dirty as a hog”  is a very 
common expression, it is nevertheless 
a libel on the bog, for he is. in many 
respects, a clean animal. Tbe hog 
will not willingly, sleep in his own 
filth. He will carry the bedding to 
one corner of his quarters and keep it 
clean as long as it is p'.ssible to.do so. 
If be is provided with a raised plat 
form on which to sleep be will usually 
keep tbe bedding where it belongs— 
heuce tbe advantage of the raised 
platform for the hogs to sleep on.

Have a platform in one corner of 
the pen with a two or three inch rim 
about this platform to help the hogs 
keep their bedding where it belongs,, 
ano they will keep themselves as clean 
as most other farm animals. We need 
only to realise that tbe bog is not 
dirty from choice but from necessity. 
He will only be dirty as bb environ­
ment makes it absolutely necessary 
for him to be.

MILK FOR PIGS.

There is an impression among some 
farmers that tbe feeding of skimmilk 
warm from tbe separator is injunous 
to pigs. Prof. William Dietrich, of 
tbe Illinois experiment station, writing 
on this matter, says there is no reason 
why it should cause trouble, since 
warm milk is tbe natural food for 
pigs. It may be that the seonring and 
running down in flesh that is some­
times Observed is caused by sudden 
changes in feed.

ORUNT8 AND SQU EAI^.
The farmer who uses individual hog 

houses thinks there are no others.
Let the pigs eat with the sow and 

they will be far more easy to wean.
Arrange your new hog house eo you 

can take care of the bogs easily and 
quickly.

Salt mixed with wood ashes, whieh 
contain quite a bit of charcoal will be 
relished by the hogs.

When pigs begin to look bad don’t 
give medicine the first thing. Change 
their feed and feed them better and 
see if they will not improve.

The eye of,the practical buyer read­
ily detects animals that are out of con­
dition. Tbe hair is harsh and rough 
in appearance and in many instances 
the animals are infested with vermin.

Pipes are smoked by millions, always 
have been, alwaya will be; yet not one 
smoker in a thonaand knows the 
elements of a good pipe. Engineers 
have been known to talk by the ho nr 
over the draft of their flre-boiet’ and 
never onee in half a lifetime think of 
the draft in their pipee, which the y 
smoke bonrly.
Sage attention is paid to the pipe ma­
terial, all of wblou haa little if any­
thing to do with the qnalitiea of a 
pipe: and generally nothing whatever 
is thought of shape and proportion , 
he two things that m ike a pipe good 
or bad. A twoeent postage stamp, 
spent with intelligenoe. -will bay as 
there is in the world; everything 
added to that price it f »r ornament 
vanity, and, especially, for ignonnee. 

The oomeob bolds a high place 
among pipe—smokers, and deserves 
this place—asaally—for the best of 
seientiflo reasons. When a pipe is 
bailt OQ right prineiples, the bowl is 
as narrow and deep as is eonyenient 
to fill; the hole in the stem meets the 
bowl at the very bottom and in the 
eenter, that insuring a . perfect and 
even draft, hence a complete and 
even burning of the tobacco. The 
cake prevents the fire from burning 
the bowl, and thus preveuts making 
its bore larger or uneven, which 
would in proportion spoil the draft. 
The sides of the bowl are thiok> to 
keep in the heat, thus making the 
burning at the same temperature at 
the eenter. In this ways clean sweet 
smoke is assn red.

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In the annals of the Kansas City live stock market the year 1906 will 
stand out conspicuously because'of the long list o f new records estabtish- 
ed.' In many respects it was the greatest year in the juarket’s history, 
receipts o f cattle, calves, sheep and cars being larger- than in any pre­
vious yc'\r.Com pared with the preceding yeatl'OOO shows a gain in re­
ceipts o( all kinds..of live stock, a record .made by no other one ot the 
leading western markets.”

Receipts for 1906 were approximately 2,300,000 cattle, 260000 calves,
*

2,680,000 hogs, 1,610 sheep, 69,000 horses and mules and 130,000 cars. 
Compared with the preoeedlng year, these receipts show the following 
gains: Cattle 119,500; calves 28,400; hogs *172,500; sheep 291,000; 
horses, and mules ^4,000; oars 4,100. The fivS)leading Western markets 
combined show a gain of approximately 130,000 cattle, 320000 sheep and a 
loss of 260,000 hogs. Kansas City's gain on oat^tle and sheep is almost
equal to that of the five markets combined, and,Its hog receipts show a

• • * • ^
material gain against a heavy loss in the combined receipts of the five 
markets. > ^
The activity of the Kansas' City packers during the year was responsible 

largely for the excellent showing made by the receipts. During the past 
two year the slaughtering capacity of the packing plants has been largely 
increased. The demand throughout the year was heavy for all kinds of 
live stock for slaughter and prices were maintained at a level which made 
the Kansas City market especially attractive to shippers. Never before 
have the packers at Kansas City consumed so large a percentage of the re- 
oeipts at that market as they have the past year. This demand has been the 
magnet* that has attracted the heavy Supplies. Cattle prices have been such 
at Kansas City a greater part of the time that these was no shipping margin 
between that and eastern markets* Hog. prices have maintained at a level 
above other Missouri river markets, and the margin between hog prices at Kan­
sas City ani at eastern markets has been materially narrowed, and at times 
.entirely wiped out. The demand throughout the year for sheep and lambs for 
slaughter has been sufficient to keep prices higher and more nearly uniform 
than for many years previous. While the shipment of stock sheep to this 
country vas the largest in the market's history, there was never a time 
during the .year when che supply was equal to the demand.

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AltaNa tba W onderfult In Kansaa.

Alfalfa, that truly wonderful foraee 
plant, which is now a most important 
factor in Kansas* agrio^tural pros- 
parity has a larger acreage than ever 
before. According so the sworn re* 
turns of assessors and county clerks 
which are being tabulated ia the office 
of the btate Board of Agriculture, 
Kansas devoted 614313 acres to alfalfa 
in 1006. This is a gain of 12,253 acres 
over the previous year. The present 
acreage devoted to alfalfa seems re­
markable when it ia considered that 
prior to 1801 it was a stranger to Kan­
sas agriculture, at least so far as offi- 
eiat recognition in the agricultural 
statistics of the Board of Agriculture 
was concerned. During the' ttrst few 
years that statistics of acreage were 
compiled the increase from year to 
year was littla short of marvelous, bn t 
the increase within the past few years 
except in 1000 and 1004, has been 
and sure.

The increase of this year*s acreage 
over that of its statistical birth year, 
1801, is 1,688 per cent* Alfalfa ranks 
6rst in acreage of> tame grasses, its 
nearest competitor, timothy, having 
126,211 acres less in 1906. Jewell 
county’s acreago in alfalfa this year, 
41,003 acres, is the larges acreage 
ever raised by one county and is 
larger than that of the eniire state in 
1801. From 1891 to 18b7, inclusive, 
Finney led all other counties in acre­
age; in 1808 Butler waj 6rst; in 1809 
Jewell forged ahead to first place, 
which position has been retained ever 
since. In 1801 but nine counties had 
over one thousand acres of alfalfi.; 
this year seventy-one counties show 
acreages of 1,000, and upwards.

Every county save Haskell, Morton 
and Stanton grows alfalfa.

Below IS given a table showing the 
ten counties leading in acreago in 1906 
and the acreage of each in 1801. These 
ten counties now have over 36 per 
cent of the entire acreage of alfalfa 
for the state I

e It will be seen that the entire alfalfa 

acreage of the ten Kansas counties 
named was in 1891 less than one half 
the acreage of McPherson county in 
1006, which ranks tenth. •'* In all, 
S3 counties each devoted more land to 
alfalfa than the total of the ten coun­
ties named above for the year 1801. 
Jewell and Butler counties have over 
eleven per cent of the present acreage 
of the entire state.

These statements and figures will 
oonvev some idea of the importance 
of alfalfa in the agriculture of Kansas 
and suggest that that there will un­
doubtedly be no cessation of interest 
in a crop so valuable and so readily 
adaptable to well nigh all sections and 
localities.

There seems to be no abatement of 
interest in the development of alfalfa.

bnt ou the contrary there* js an insis­
tent and almoHt clHiuorous demand 
for more infoni\Htiuu and literature on 
the subject. This desire for enligbt- 
ment kiiows i:o county or sectional 
boundanes, but troin all part-* of the 
state (aiid, indet d, the entire country) 
the Kansas Btiavd receives queries as 
to the adaptability of this legume io 
different looalitit s and soils.

Since 1001 the standard work on al­
falfa has been a 170 page book, of 
which F. D. Coburn, secretary o f the 
Kansas Board of Agriculture, *is the 
author.* and which is published in 
New York. This book bas proved 
worth many times the half dollar 
charged for it by the publishers but 
Mr Coburn realizing the need for a 
far more exhaustive and comprehen­
sive work on the snbject has prepared 
**The Book of Alfalfa”  of about 400 
pages, fully illustratod, which cou- 
tains'prettv much all that is known to  
date about alfalfa, lu fact so com­
plete. is It tliat it IS very properly class­
ed as a text book aud its u*ie as suob 
has been the author's purpose in its 
preparation. Tiiis volume is expected 
from the press in the immediate fa* 
tore.

It ia 
of great benefit to the city sooiaily, 
inteileotriaiiy, and fluan< tally; It is 
bringing togatherthe very best young 
people from ail parts of this and ad­
joining states, giving them praoiieai 
education that enables them to aeeure 
positions aa atenograpbers and book 
keepers with tome of onr very best 
fimir, where they ean pnt to practical 
use the thorongh practical training 
they have received.

The striking feature of the Com­
mercial department was their teach*

**Learn to do bv doing*' process.
