The man or woman 
who would do all this cannot lean en­
tirely upon the knowledge gained by 
past experience, cannot accept as true 
all the teachings of past issues of 
poultry journals, nor get all his enthu­
siasm from a single farmers* institute a 
year. The ponltryman who is making 
the most out of bis birds, the man 
who is known outside of bis town, the 
breeder who is improving his stock 
nnoh year, is the one who changes his 
sock each year, is the oue who 
changes his plans to meet the demands 
that come up year by year.

This np*to date poultryman is a 
reader of good poultry literature, files 
his magasines month by mouth for 
easy reference, and keeps in touch 
with market needs and prices. We 
try in oor pages to stimnlate 6ur 
readers to better work and more Intel* 
ligent handling of birds, that they 
may make the most of the birds they 
own and reap the largest hanrest.

I POULTRY IN WINTER.

There is no better place in the 
years* work for ponitry to increase the 
profits than during the winter months. 
The average keeper o f hens will never

do much better at present and its up 
to our readers to reap the harvest. A 
little more effort, better ration^, bred 
to lay birds, modern , bousing and 
feeding methods, will increase the 
number of eggs the next three months

What most always attracts people 
to the ponitry business is the fact 
one can start into it with so little cap­
ital.

A  little shack in the back yard, a 
few fowls piokerl up here and there, 
and the business is begun. Many a 
person has started 'n this way who, 
in the end, has become a prominent 
figure in ponltrydom. It is the tenth 
person who succeeds; you may be 
that person. There is no royal road 
to success with poultry, because ev­
ery man or woman in order to be suc­
cessful, must start at the bottom, no 
matter on how small a scale. Among 
a certain class of people, failure is the 
rule and tnocess the exception; not 
because a failure is necessary or suc­
cess a matter of good luck, but some 
feel above the small details, and figur­
atively try to run before they can 
walk.

HOUSES MUST Bl KEPT DRY.
And bow to keep them dry is the 

next problem. As the first time the 
thermometer drops below sero the in­
side of the bouses will be covered with 
a white frost. 1 have found the best 
way to remove this is to build a loft 
three or four feet above the roosts 
and cover with about six inches of 
straw or hay. This adds greatly to 
the warmth of the bouse and absorbs 
the moisture. Loft should not have 
tight floor, use enough boanis to keep 
litter from falling down and this litter 
should be removed m summer.

POINTS ON THE PLOOK IN WINTER.
No elass of ponitry is more readily 

subject to colds than laying pullets in 
a badly ventilated bouse.

Another frequent mistake ie to 
stock op laying honaes with pallets 
of free range and then not pay enongh 
attention to exereise and a supply of 
green stuff or iU ^oivalent.

I would name as the cheapest foods 
that can be fed to produce large nnm 
bers^ot winter eggs, cut or chopped 
clover hay, green out bones and 
wheat.

The gain in eggs when meat is sup 
plied will oome easily. Two extra 
eggs a week from each hen would pay 

j the bill, would pay for a deoent grade 
j of fresh green bones or beef sersps*
I and no other should be fed.

Warmth being a eoudition favorable 
to egg production, we must build ac 
oordingly fer our laying bens. 
Warmth attained by orowdiug the 
bouse or by total absence of ventila­
tion is worse than no warmth at all.

When the saoitarinm 
project wss advanced the promoters 
secured tbs seminary buildiugs and 
converted it into an aaylom. For 
eleven years it has been a very profi­
table venture for the stockholders.

A  man who has had hia 
feet frozen to his stirrups, who has 
had snow blindness aud sand blindness 
who has thrown wild steers with his 
naked bands and snapped rattlesnakes 
heads off as a ehildwould ptip a whip 
would look like a fool beeidW a fireside 
with a baby on hb knee.”

POULTRY IN WINTER.

There is no better place in (he 
years’ work for poultry to increase the 
proAts than during the winter months. 
The average kMper of hens will never

do mnob better at present and its up 
to onr readers to reap the harvest. A 
little more effort, better ration', bred 
to lay birds, moilern , boasing and 
feeding methods, will increase the 
number of eggs the next three months

What most always attracts people 
to the poultry business is the fact 
one can start into it with so little cap­
ital.

A little shack in the back yard, a 
few fowls picked up here and there, 
and the business IS begun. Many a 
person has started 'n this way who, 
in tlie end, has become a prominent 
Agure in ponltrydom. It is the tenth 
person who succeeds; yon may be 
(hat person. There is no royal road 
to success with poultry, becanse ev 
ery man or woman in order to be suc­
cessful, mnst start at the bottom, no 
matter on how small a scale. Among 
a certain class of people, failure is the 
rule and success the exception; not 
because a failure is necessary or sue 
cess a matter of good luck, bnt some 
feel above the small details, and Agur 
atively try to run before they can 
walk.

HOUSES MUST BE KEPT DRY.
And how to keep them dry is the 

next problem. As the Arst time the 
thermometer drops below xero the in 
side of the bouses will be covered with 
a white frost. 1 have found the best 
way to remove this is to build a loft 
three or four feet above the roosts 
and cover with about six inches of 
straw or hay. This adds greatly to 
the warmth of the house and absorbs 
the moisture. Loft should not have 
tight Aoor, use enough boards to keep 
litter from falling down and this litter 
should be removed in summer.

POINTS ON THE PLOOK IN WINTER.
No class of poultry is more readily 

subject to colds than laying pullets in 
a badly ventilated house.

Another frequent mistake is to 
stock up laying houses with pullets 
of free range and then not pay enough 
attention to exercise and a supply of 
green stuff or its equivalent.

I would name as the cheapest foods 
that can be fed to produce large nnm 
bers ot winter eggs, cut or chopped 
clover hay, green out bones and
wheat.

•

The gain in eggs when meat is sup 
plied will come easily. Two extra 
eggs a week from each hen would pay 

I the bill, would pay for a decent grade 
I of fresh green bones or beef scrapst 
and no other should be fed.

Warmth being a condition favorable 
to egg production, we mnst build ac 
oordingly for onr laying hens. 
Warmth attained by crowding the 
house or by total absence of ventila 
tion is worse than no warmth at all.

Norman, Ok, Dec. 29—With the ad­

When the sanitarium 
project wes edvanced the promoters 
secured the seminary buildings and 
converted it into an asylnm. For 
eleven years it has been a very proA- 
tabls venture for the stockholders. 
Parties who are reported to k n ^  
state that the proAt realixed from the 
investment has ranged from 15 to 36 
per cent ever since its initiation.

The L ist Cowboy looked at tbe cara­
van of prairie schooners waiting for 
the opening of the Big Pasture. Far 
away the wispi of smoke from a flour­
ing mill blurred the horizon.

’ ’ Mexico for me," was all he said.
There are no more Big Pastures. 

There wss all of Oklahoma once. Then 
the government out down tbe range 
by tbe great opeping o f ' 1889. Then 
there w:ib tbe Cherokee strip and this 
went ont in the rush of 1893. Then 
there was No Man's Land, and this is 
DOW a peaceful county in Oklahoma, 
settled by the despised “ Nestors "  
Then there was tbe I X L  with its 
three million acres in a solid body. 
This has been cut np i-ito small farms 
and Amarillo, tbe old cattle outfitting 
point, has become a city of farmers. 
And now Inst of all was the Big Pas­
ture. Now that is going.

The Last Cowboy was too good a 
loser to whimper. “ It was a great 
day for ns while it lasted," he said. 
“ All of this western country was oars. 
We could ride where we pleased, shoot 
where we plea-sed, when we pleased 
and almost whoever we pleased and no 
qneslioDs asked. We made this conn* 
try or at least this part of the eountry. 
We got here when tbe Indians were 
here. We drove out the Indians. 
Then we drove ont the wolves. Then 
we exterminated the covotes and prai 
rie dogs. Now we have got to follow 
the long trail. No more United States 
for ue. The blamed old Nestor has 
made us hard to catch. It’ s home and 
kids and the quiet life for us after 
this.

“ But we have done some things be­
sides shoot up towns and make ien- 
derftet dance in booze jointe. First of 
all we tamed tbe Comanobes. We bad 
a Lard tussle with them redskins, but 
we made Christians ont of them before 
we get tlirn, and they are peaoeableal 
Indians in the west today. We fonght 
’em all tbe way from tbe Cimarron to 
tbe Rio Grande, thrn the sage brush 
and tbe chapparal till they quit steal* 
tog ponies and quit berning towns. 
Tbe pictnre books don’ t givu ne any 
credit for this. They just tell about 
tbe times when we got off the range 
on a badge bant. Yet we were the 
long arm of the law in this western 
country up to the time tbe Nestors 
began to thicken WMne twelve or -fif 
teen years ago. Time was when yon 
could go 600 miles on a stretch and 
never strike a constable. It was tbe 
cowboy who kept ont the cattle thief, 
who kept ont the train robbers and 
tbe murderers and tbe rest of tbe 
bunch who go oat principally in tbe 
night time.

“ Of conrse it hurts. When a fellow 
has got used to ’gyp’ water and the 
mirages, when tbe shadows of tbe 
moantaios take on the goid and silver 
in tbe evenings, when the gray of the 
sage brash gets into the blood, a fel­
low kind of hates to leave it. I t ’s 
hden home to os from the time we 
could throw.onr legs across ■ pony’s 
back. The great winking stars at 
night and tbe great staring snn in tbs 
day time they have burned their way 
into the marrow of onr bones. W#

have been brothers to tbe desert lone­
liness, to the gmy wolf and the slink­
ing coyote, companions of the dumb 
brutes who feed on the rolling prairie. 
And it’ s hanl to quit. " I t ’s bard to 
think we bsve reached tbe Laud’s 
End« that tbe old free life has gone 
forever and that from this time on we 
must adopt dumestio habits or go to 
where there are no fences, no rail­
roads and no Nestors. Think of me 
with a bnnoh of kidst"

And be laughed away down in the 
cavernous recesses of bis sun browned 
chest.

“ Wouldn’ t I'make a -pretty fathert 
Why, the first time I tried to hold a 
babv I would let him drop and break 
his head. It’s Mexico or (he Philip­
pines or dinky old Argentina for m e."

Tho pinto pony grazed aronnd at his 
feet and he pulled at the pipe for a 
minnte. -And then—

“ Now wouldn’t it jar you to think 
that tbe Indian has outlived the cow­
boy after allf That’ s the hell uf it. 
We must go alone. We are tbe last 
of what tbe literary fellows call a type. 
But the old paint faced Indiana remain 
and tbe government feeds ’em. That’s 
what makes me want to go out and 
turn loose this old gnn of mine six 
times more for luck. Btill it’ s all in 
the game and when a man calls a turn 
wrong he’s got no right to holler 
when tbe dealer rakes in tbe chips. 
It’s just a case of betting on tbe wrong 
card. We thought it was going to last 
forever. We thought there was room 
enongh in other parts of the country 
for tbe fool farmers without their try­
ing to cut up tbe big ranchos. That’s 
where we g<tt 6ff wrong.. And the 
damned Indian, who didn’t think, who 
didn’ t haye no think, is here and we 
are tbe ones to go. And the first aon 
of a gun of an Indian who laughs at 
me is going to get what’s ooming to 
him. He’s going to get it so tbe doc 
tors won’ t be of much use to him.

“ Some fellers have been telling me 
to give it up and settle down and ac­
quire a section of land and raise a fam 
ily. Now, that sounds good to a man 
who has always bad a policeman to 
see that be got home all right every 
night and who wears slippers when he 
goes out on the porch to get bis morn­
ing paper, bnt none of it for Willie. 
Tbe old saddle for a pillow the gropnd 
for a bed and the long wail uf ths coy­
ote to sing me to sleep. I ’d just as 
soon be in jail as'<ooped up in a cot­
tage. The stampede, tbe long, long 
days of tbe Monlans trail, the night 
rides, tbe thirst and the hanger and 
tha good old windy ranges are what 
call to me. A man who has bad his 
feet frosen to his stirrnpa, who has 
bad snow blindness and sand blindness 
who has thrown wild steers with his 
naked bands and snapped rattlesnakes 
heads off as a ehild would pop a whip 
would look like a fool beside a fireside 
with a baby on hia knee."

There was a long pause and tbe pipe 
sent long Streamers into the hazy bine 
of tbe sky. He kicked with his heels 
in the sand and watched tbe sun going 
down.

“ Well, we’ ll go np into British Co­
lombia, maybe. They tell tne there’s 
big ranges up ibere. Anyway, we’re 
not wanted here. It ’s ekidoo. Go 
away, old people, go away. I f  
wasn’t that tbe damned old Indians 
has got tbe laugh on ns at tbe la s t-

shoe. Still, it all comes to the same 
end."

He swung himself into the saddle, 
the pony swept across the plain in a 
long I asy lope. For miles yoo oonld 
sew him, a lonely figure lined against 
the sun. He disappeared over a rise 
in tbe prairie and tne shadows fell. 
Tbe last of the old time cowboys bad 
become just a memory."—Tbe Texas 
Stockman-Farmer.

The stockholders of the Union stoek 

yards held their annual mseting 
yesterday aftetnoou for the sleetioo 
of a board of dirsetors. 1 bey were J, 
O. Davidson, C. Q. Chandler. Talbrem 
Kmbrey, George Theis, C. H. Brooks 
H. K. Newlin and J. A. MeNangbten 
represents the Cudahy ioteresis in the 
stock yards.

The greater part of the sessiou was 
devoted to a disenssiou of the aoudtt* 
ions and prospects of the yatds in 
Wichita, wbieb they all agreed were 
very bright. Especially was the fact 
dwRit upon that since the advent o f 
the Cndahy company tb« fourth 
largest packing plant in the whole 
world, that Wiebita was in a poeition 
to take care of all the hogs and oattle 
wbieb eonld be received.

It was shown that the market here 
was very nearly up to that of Kansas 
City and that as every bog and every 
bead of oattle in the southwest oonld 
be ntiliAed right here, there was no 
reason in the world why tba fntnre of 
the stuck yards ahonld not be most 
bright.

In fact, the general 'opinion seemed 
to be that Kansas City, 8r. Joe, et al, 
would not be in it when the extensive 
improvements oontemplated were 
made and the shippers realised that 
they eould get nearly as high priees 
in Kansas City and be saved the long 
banl.

Immediately some very eitensiye 
Improvements will be oommenoad. 
The yards will be put in the very 
best oondition aod'eeoond to none in 
the west fo# the oare and feading of 
oattle and hogs, sheep, horsea and 
mnlee. They will be put in eon* 
dition to oare for the large inoreaaa in 
the leoeipts of stock whioh the direo* 
tore oonfldenily ezpeot daring this 
5^r.

It May Be A Lucky Number.-

Governor Frants is in receipt of â  
decision by the secretary of the interior 
to the effect that under tiic provisions 
of section 8 of statehood bill all of 
sections IS in every part of the territory

which had not been ttlod on or other­
wise disposed of pt^vioUM to June 16 
1900, ato granted to the stats tor the 
benefit of the college fund. Eectione 
13 in Ihe Clieokeo str|p, the Wichita 
Kiowa,Comanche and Apaoba reserva­
tion and Greer county were reserved 
from settlement at the time that these 
countries were opened, these sections 
being held for the benefit o f the col­
lege fund of the future state.

In old Oklshoiua the Sac and Fox, 
Iowa, Pottawatomie, Cheyenne and 
Arapahoe reservations and Besver 
county sections 13 were not reserved 
and were open to settlement. Under 
the provisions of section 8 of the state­
hood act. however, all sections 13 in 
any ol these reservations or eonnties 
whioh were not filed on up to June 16 
go to the state for the college fuud- 
This grant is eutirely independent of 
the special grant of l,0d0.U0U acres of 
laud made to the individual epileges 
by the statehood act, and it gives the 
state about 30.000 acres of land in ad­
dition to that preyionsly reserved for 
the general college fund.
Secretary Weniicr, of the school land 

board, first raised thisques>ion having 
noticed the peculiar reading of section 
8 while studying up all the provisions 
for school and college grants eontained 
ID the statehood bill and bringing it 
to the attention of the school land' 
board. The governor, who is Chnir* 
man of the board, at once took the 
matter up with the secretary of ihe 
interior, and the recent decison re­
sulted.

PREPARE FOR FAT STOCK

Preparations for the fa^stock -show 
to be held at the stock yaryls in Nortn 
Fort Worth next March are already 
being made. Secretary French of the 
fat stock show has opened an office in 
the Fort Worth Live Stock Exchange 
building and is getting in position to 
take care of all matters pertaining to 
the coming show.

The plans and specifications for the 
new exposition building are not yet 
completed, and while it is thought ihe 
building cannot be completed by ihe 
time the show will come off, this will 
in CO way interfere with the proper 
handling of the exhibits. Temporary 
provisions will be made to take care 
of all departments of the show, and by 
the use of canvas, in eonneotion with 
sheds and bnildings there, everything 
can be made eonvenieut, and aooom* 
modate an exceedingly large number 
of exhibits. There is no place in the 
southwest where there are better fae* 
ilities for bandliug such a proposition 
as the stock yards in North Fort Worth

It is expected that the show to be 
held next spring will be the greatest, 
from a breeder’s standpoint, ever held 
in this section. It will not, by any 
means, be a Texas affair, bat all parts 
of the southwest will be represented 
and are in many ways interei^ted.

ed. In many respectH it wa» the frreatest year in the market’s history, 
rê êipU of c^tle, calves, shcM5p and cars t>ein‘5 larj êr than in - anv |W)- 
viousyear Cornf/arê l with the prece<ling year 1906 shows a fjain in re­
ceipts ol all kinds of live stock, a record made by no other one ot tlie 
h^dinf  ̂western markets.

R^oalpts for 1906 were approximately 2,300,000 cattle, 260000 calves, 
2,680,000 hogs, 1,610 sheep, 60,000 horses and mules and 130,000 cars. 
Coflipared with the proceeding year, these receipts show the following 
gainst Cattle 110,600; calves 28,400; hogs 172,500; sheep 201,000; 
horoeo and mules 4,000; oars 4,100. The five leading Western markets 
combined ehow a gain of approximately 130,000 cattle, 320000 sheep and a 
loss of 260,000 hogs, Kansas City's gain on cattle and sheep is almost 
equal to that of the five markets combined, and its hog receipts show a 
material gain against a heavy loss in the combined receipts of the five 
markets.

The activity of the Kansas City packers during the year was responsible 
largely for the excellent showing made by the receipts. During the past
two year the slaughtering capaoity4l^ the packing plants has been largely 
increased. The demand throughout^the year was heavy for all kinds of
live stock for slaughter and prices ware maintained at a level which made 
the Kansas City market especially attractive to shippers. Never before 
have the packers at Kansas City consumed so large a percentage of the re- 
oeipts at that market as they have the past year. This demand has been the
magnet that has attracted the heavy Supplies, Cattle prices have been such

* •
at Kansas City a greater part of the time that these was no shipping margin 
between that and eastern markets* Hog prices have maintained at a level 
above other Missouri river markets, and the margin between hog prices at Kan­
sas City and at eastern markets has been materially narrowed, and at times 
entirely wiped out. . The demand throughout the year for sheep etnd lambs for
slaughter has been sufficient to keep prices higher and more nearly uniform 
than for many years previous. While the shipment of stock sheep to this
country was the largest |n the market's history, there was never a time 
during the year when ohelj^ply was equal to the demand.

In antioipation of heauilr reoripts, the Kansas City Stock Yards Company 
during the year expended a quarter of a million dollars in the improvement 
of its facilities for handling live stock. Other improvements are under 
way or have been planned with a view to_keeping pace with the growth in re- 
oeipts which, at the present rate, will puT Kansas City at the head of the 
column as a live stock market.
