This foolishness 
fur It .can only he.so considered, has 
largely died out and the siguiHuance 
of solid r*<d color has lost its weight 
so far as pure bred Shorthorns are 
concerned We fully believe that the 
change has tiOeu fur the good of the 
breed. It has lessened running after 
pedigree apart from quality aud phys­
ical perfection of form. It hat led to 
the judicious mixture of 8bor horn 
blood and to the creation of a lot of 
better handling and feeding beasts 
for It roust be c-./nceded that the roans, 
as a rule, are kindlier to feed and 
fatten than are the solid reds. This 
gives the roan color a significance of 
its own. When we see this color in 
the skin of cattle wboae breeding is 
unknown we may safely conclude that 
they have a dash of Shorthorn blood 
in their veins, and bence ei n afford 
to figure lbat,tbey will be the better 
teeders for that fact. I f we aee a lot 
of roan steers we may take it for 
graoted that they are well i^rth buy* 
ing and feeding, and that when they 
come to market fat thsre will always 
be an appreciative price ready for 
them, as buyers have learned to give 
tbem the preference over the harsher 
handling rods of Texas and other 
range countries. There was a time 
when the Aberdeen*Angus cattle were 
not solid black in color, although al­
ways hornless. History tells that 
they were aoroetimes red in color, and 
we have seen snob cattle in this Uout̂ * 
tiy. M. B. Cochrane of Canada ns^  
to own some pure bred red colored 
Aberdeeu Angus cattle, and may yet 
have them in his possession, and some 
good pare bred A*A steers were shown 
by the late William Watson. When a 
red calf comes from black A-A parents 
we cannot always consider that the 
evidence of alien blood in one of the 
parents. The signifleanoe of the red 
color may he evidence of atavism 
(barking back) to the lost ouaraoter- 
istii* of alt ancient ancestor^ The 
black color is. However, mnoh to be
preferred an I Uie r--d hp trl a •uid be 
steered or, it f«male, apayed aod led, 
lather than retaiued in the herd for

breeding purposes. When Holstein 
Friesian cattle first came to thiscouii 
try they showed a great diversity of 
markings, and it was common to see 
pure white auiiiia!.s of this- old pure 
bleed. Tbe breiulers sensibly saw 
thill it would be best for the inlerests 
ol I he bie«-d to iidliere ns cl is- Iv lo 
one l>pe of cidor as po-^sible, so that 
at the pn-seut drty the fixed color is 
white and black, well mixed through 
out the body. 'J his color is merely a 
fashion, and any departures from it so 
long as they do not show colors of 
other shades than black, have realiv 
little significance. Animals of off 
color may be just as purely bred, s> 
long as those colors are black and 
while, but tbe red would be very sus- 
pic-ious. It should be added, however, 
that there was a time years ago in the 
history of the breed w h ^  s o i^  of 
the pure bred animals were red and 
while, so that red nowadays might be 
a harking back to this old breed. Tbe 
history of Jersey color is similar to 
that of tbe Holsieins. Breeders now 
look upon a solid color with favor, 
but we remember not so very many 
years ago when lighter shades were 
seeu aud white spots common, Tbe 
breeding of the Jersey, Alderney an I 
Ouernsey eatllf was so similar in years 
gone by that the outcropping of off 
shades is to be considered likely in 
anv one of ibe breeds, bnt it is best 
to fix one color as much as possible 
as tbe trne breed color of those fine 
butter cows.—Farmers Review.

Aeqprdiny 
to present plans tbe date of tbe Ex- 
pocition is from October 5 to 111, 10U7. 
.\deqnate facilities will be secured for 
bolding this big show.

Ordinatiily a statehood act is final 
and conclusive The Territory, as a 
matter of course, frames a respective 
fundamental law and is admitted. 
Oklahomans are diffsreiit. Tbeir con­
stitutional ooDventioD, wbion is com­
posed of tbe wildest set of incoherent 
and irresponsible fi^ra'ters, has been 
at. work, or play, for months and 
Las used up tbe $100,000 approp­
riated by ouDsress tor expenses with­

out gettiDK beyond tbe preamble. The 
small politicians bave been debatiD(t 
for a loDK time whether there is any 
possible way to avoid adoptinii: the 
constitution of tbe United States.

The doubter can vet
no liearinR and is not considered.

Farmers Turn Speculators.

Many of these saleu are made not 
to settlers, but to speculators. Even 
tbe bomesteadrra who bave haunted 
the land offices and waited tbeir turns 
have remained only to file properly 
on tbeir claims. “ I find most of my 
buyers in Iowa,”  said one of tbe land 
dealers operatinv in tbe “ biRb plains”  
section. “ I bouvht 25.U00 acres five 
years aRO and bave sold nearly all of 
it at an advance of $5 to $10 an acre.

I show him 
how he can double bis money by tbe 
iucreasioR prices of land out wed 
and vet him to go ou a hnmeseekers’ 
excursion. Almost every time be buys, 
bow can be.help itf In these wet years 
western Nebraska and eastern Wy- 
omiDR look as well as Iowa, and tbe 
soil \d as Rood if ii is a'atered.”

from October to May witLont sprout­
ing, but when it rains the grain goes

Alfalfa.

Many farmers iu feeding alfalfa bay 
m.xke the mistake of feeding too much. 
With timntliv, prairie hay and the like 
it doea iiu parti -ular'kariu to fill the 
matiRcr and allow the ttock to feed 
from it at will. Alfalfa however, is a 
liiRhiy concent rated food. Ten pounds 
of good carefully cured alfalfa hay is 
equation value to seven' or eight 
of wheat bran, ('onse^tuently it is 
easy to see that over feeding of alfalfa. 
Iiav is a common mistake. It is not 
roiiRhnesa but a concentrated food 
When beginninR to feed it, some 
roughness must be supplied and at no 
time should it be fed as ordinary hay.

The time is lapidly coming when 
alfalfa will be widely cultivated—eon- 
trast the present acreage with that of 
ten years ago. We will bave in sue- 
ceeding issues timely articles on this 
subject.

Sowing Alfalfa.

The correspondent in the last issue 
.who told .the Xariaer who ‘̂ plowed 
bia laud fur alfalfa, harrowed it twiae, 
sowed tne .seed, and harrowed it in 
right away so as not to lose the mois 
ture in the soil,”  stated the reason for 
the failures to secure good stands of 
alfilfa. insufficient prepiration of 
the seed bed is certain failure. Trie 
soil must have time to settle. The 
portion turned over must make con­
nections with the undisturbed sub-mil 
below. There mu.st be no loo-e stre.ak 
down there about six Inches, full of 
boles and undecayed rubbish. If 
there is, the altalf'i roots will -quit in 
despair when they strike that streak.

Land for spring seeding to alfalfa 
should have been plowed at lea^' two 
months ago and harrowed down re­
peatedly. The harrowing help* firm

the s i m I a>id Imlps t • h >ld the moist- 
ui'M. If tlic land will not stand this 
Irciiim.Mit ami blow-i, it i n’ t very 
uood laud f.T alfalfa, to b.-gin 'with. 
I f  sucli land was in rorn and was kept 
clean, the stalk-t should be* remove 
ami It will tloMi be in good shape, 
"iiluMit plowing, for spring s-eding 
to'aifalfa. Harriw it repiateJly uu- 
lil the surface is as fine as a garden.

The time to sow .-ilfalfa is when con- 
ditimis are right. Tne soil must have 
been prepared as imlicatMd aboye. 
fhere luiiit be emuiijli in iis*'ird in it 
to germinate the seed ami sustain the 
>ming plants for a month without rain 
The seed mu.st be cleau and of gno<l 
q uulily. Danger of hard freeze? must 
be past. Tlie.datcs or the sign of the 
moon when all of these thing^are 
right cannot be stated. The judgaent 
of the man must decide. ^

Twenty pounds of goml seed to the 
acre is enough. Fifteen wtU.; do and 
more tuan twenty is absolute waste 
of good luouey. _

And when the alfalfa is sown and 
up, don’ t let it die while yon are wait­
ing f»rr it to ‘ ‘get big enough to cut.”  
That queation will be discussed later.

It may be while sheep are thus em­
ployed to harveet cowpeas and coru 
some attention *ill med to be c>ven 
to the variety of coru ci'own. Smaller 
varieties may answer the purpo.se best 
as itny will not shade tiie cowpeas 
oyeimuch, and thus check crowth 
unduly. The sheep may also' harvest 
thecorn more easily. Fields thus 
harvested will be left in fine condition ' 
for crowinc cotton. What method of 
f eri ilizinc for I his crop could be adopt­
ed that would be so cheap?

An imii-ense future awaits tliecruw- 

in co f«w in e  in Okluhoma. Next to 
colt«-n. corn will be the staple. It 
is fully mature in September and early 
in the niontli, if desired. This means 
that swine may harvest the corn dur- 
inc October, Nnvember aud December. 
Cowpeas should be crown in the corn 
and eaten dy thw swine, a« in ifie case 
of the sheep. .This too would prepare 
the land for cotton.
