Ten large rivers cross Oklaho­
ma.

The larger streams whose wat 
ers flow into the Arkansas are, 
Grand Verdigris, Salt Pork, Cim­
arron Deep Fork,Nortli Canadian 
and South Canadian.

The Washita is tributary to 
Red river, and the Arkansas and 
Red rivers flow into the Missis­
sippi.

Besides.theso larger streams 
which bear the name river, there 
dre a number of others, some of 
which are called creeks, that are 
nevertheless streams of consid­
erable size.

Among these the largest are 
Poteau, Kiamichi, Brggy, Blue, 
(Jache, Beaver, North Fork, 
Gaines, Illinois, Caoey Bird, 
Elbgle Cnief and Wolf.

All of these are streams 30 to 
100 miles long, draining areas of 
from 1,000 to 25,000 square milt s 
each. _

All these streams have fertile 
alleys a vertin g  perhaps four 
miles ip width throughoat their 
entire length. **
• It  is to be noted that the new 

state of Oklahoma contains about 
15,000 square miles, or approxi­
mately 10,000,000 acres of fertile 
bottom land, an amount exceeded 
by but few states in the Union.

local conditions. The loss in deat i 
by the specific diaenso of Texas f,-ve , 
while frn at in the airun^ate, is miihII 
compand with the oilier forma of los 
for which this tick is dincily respon 
aible. JOf couise if ii were not for the 
maintainanee of a quarantine lit e 
from ocean, to ocean, the loss from 
Texaa f* ver would be ir.cuinpMraiivid> 
freater. But, tven then witii.ont con 
aidering the hum in bl’i »d thar we' 
know from past experience, would tie 
abed abottld an attempt be made to 
ever-run a non infested area with

Now, we will assume, what is not 
far from the truth, that in Caddo 
County, there is bu* one herd in twen­
ty infested with tieks.

If one herd in '20 i«- infested, we 
have ‘250 infested herds and eountinp 
them tat the same averape siae, we 
have 2.*i00 bead of tick infested cattle. 
These ‘250 herds, or ‘2500 head of ticky 
csttle, are deprivinp 6000 herds, or 
fiftv thousand head of eattle of the 
piivihpe*. of the native markets, which 
as clean rattle they sbonla be enjoy­
inp an anyantspe that would be worth 
not less than 94 per bead or a total of 
two hundred thoosaiid dollara, or an 
i.niocnt equal to four timea the total 
value of ibe 2500 bead of tieky cattle, 
averapiop them at 920 apieee. This is 
one averape county.

1 do not believe a detailed detcrip* 
110 D here of tbe methods of eradica­

Tlie 
burniog is of value, always, in redue-- 
ing the number of tieks.
, Except io the cases in which burning 

accomplishes tbe eiadieaiioii, there is 
no way of doing the work, without 
suffering a more ot less temporary iii. 
eouvenience a id  the txerci-e of a 
great deal of patience and perst ver- 
anee on the part of the owD3r.

1 will briefly outline our in«lli>d 
ahould we take up tbo work, fo r  lu 
ntaoee I will take Caddo county as we 
have heretofore referred to it: Thnt 
the state authorities are deeply in 
terested in the project will always l>e 
assomed, a oo'^ditiou neoessarily pre- 
eedeut to any work along this liue.

We would put into tbe field about 
July 1st, an on*fit of eight luea, 
equippeil with a chuck wagon, work 
team, lent, bed liug. a requMit# num- 
b-r of saddle li'irses, etc. One mou 
will be the ei-ok and anoiher foreuMto, 
or manager, to wboio all must ruoder 
the stricteat obslieuee.

With this outfit, a svsieiiiatie eanvae 
will be made of the entire conntv, ex­
amining ihe caitie on every farm and 
rauHi. The tick iiifoste*! herds are to 
be quarautined and Ibe owners ootifl- 
ed. As noon as an area conUt'uing 
soii.e 50 herds of infested eattle has 
b^u cauvsssed, a man will be dutailed 
to take charge of and direct, tbeir 
disinfect ion. This inspector will vieit 
each quarautined place, as often as 
every two weeks. Tue raefuod of dis- 
iiifectnm wilt very with the oouditiona 
existing. 1 will sty, however, that a 
sioi-k owner sufB'iHDiljr alive to the 
msiior, can lu tins climate, after 
August 1st, clean up liis premieos by 
Janunrv 1st.
