Austin — The Department of 
the Army has directed that the 
16,000 Texas Organized Reserve 
Officers be inventoried of their 
qualifications, Colonel Oscar B. 
Abbott, Senior Army Instruc­
tor for the Organized Reserves 
in Texas, has announced. The 
questionnaire for 300 Officers as­
signed to the Adjutant General’s 
Department Reserve are already 
in the mail and the remainder 
will be sent out by branch of 
service within the next few 
months.

"It is realized that many of 
our Texas Reserve Officers have 
changed their qualifications since 
they were separated from the 
service immediately after the 
war,” Colonel Abbot said. “ Some 
have graduated from college and 
now hold degrees w-hich should 
appear on their records, while 
others have entered professional 
fields of which activity the 
Army has no record."

The information gained from 
the inventory will be used by 

! the Army for various utilizations.
| First, to establish for each re­
servist a speciality based on their 
military and civilian experience 
and education. Second, to allow’ 
the Army to give a mobilization 
assignment to the individual re- 

| serve officer. Third, to allow the 
Army to establish a balanced 
basis for the Organized Reserve 

I Corps, and fourth, to give con- 
1 sideration to the request of the 
reserve officers in their desires 
for assignment and participation 

i :n the organized reserve pro­
gram.

The questionnaires are being 
forwarded in three copies, one 
to be used as a work sheet by 
the reservist and the remaining 
two to be filled in and forward­
ed to the Office of the Senior 
Army Instructor in Austin. A f­
ter that office has checked the 
questionnaire for completeness it 
will be sent to the Headquarters 
of the Fourth Army at Ft. Sam 
Houston. At this last headquar­
ters a classification analysist will 
review the forms and from the 
information available will assign 
and record the new occupational 
speciality of the reservist.

A system of follow-up will be 
initiated in all cases where the 
reservist does not return the 
questionnaire within approxi­
mately 15 days. The follow-up 
calls attention to the fact that 
failure to submit the completed 
ouestionnaire will have an ad­
verse effect on the officer re­
ceiving a mobilization assign­
ment in conformity with his ci­
vilian occupation. It may also 
have an adverse effect on the 
officers retention in the active 
Organized Reserves.

Colonel Abbott said that the 
inventory will be a continuous 
one as new officers that are com­
missioned in the Organized Re­
serves or assigned from another 
area will receive a questionnaire 
to complete and forward. Each 
year, during Army week, a Re­
port of Change will be mailed to 
each Texas Reserve Officer to 
discover any change that may 
have occurred in that officer’s 
qualifications during the proceed­
ing year.

“ During the last- war we had 
many experienes of officers be­
ing assigned to jobs other than 
the one he was fitted for. This 
is a further attempt of the Ar­
my to fit the square pegs in .

onel Abbott said.

NEW VARIETY OF SWEET 
POTATOES

Farmers have something extra 
to be thankful for this Thanks- 
givitg. It’s the Murff Bush Porto 
Rican Sweet Potato.

Between 150 and 200 bushels 
of the new variety will be re­
leased to growers for increase 
next February by the sweet po­
tato investigations laboratory at 
Gilmer. Director R P. Lewis of 
the Texas Agricultural Experi­
ment Station has announced.

The new variety, known offi-1 
cially as Texas 51, has been un- 
der test for two years, accord­
ing to Ralph Michael, in charge 
of the Gilmer laboratory.

Texas 51 has an upright habit 
of growth. It looks something 
like a peanut plant, and can he 
cultivated right up to the day 
of harvest, long after grass and 
weeds have come to rob the vine 
types of moisture and fertilizer.

The new variety has outyielded 
other varieties of edible sweet 
potatoes by 50 to 100 per cent 
and it produces a high percent­
age of top grade yams. At Gil­
mer this year Texas 51 ran 08 
percent No. 1 and 2 grades as 
compared with 00 percent for the 
improved Texas Torto Rican.

The quality is excellent. Har­
vest is easy, since the vines on 
the Texas 51 are seldom more 
than a foot long.

The Texas 51 is u mutation, 
or plant freak. A single plant 

, we* discovered in 1040 by E. L. 
Murff of Normangee. In 1037 
most of the plants reverted to 
vine types, but he rogued these 
out and no throwbacks to vines 

| have rhown up since 1945. Mr. 
Murff also improved the variety 
by hill and individual selections.

In 1046 he sent five potatoes 
to Gilmer, there they were bed­
ded and planted in test plots.

Austin — A new type of high­
way sign, an advisory speed 
sign designed to aid in traffic 
safety, will soon make its ap­
pearance on Texas main high­
ways. Part of the Texas High­
way Department’s program of 
speed zoning, the new sign will 
advise motorists of the maxi­
mum safe and comfortable speed 
on curves and turns which are 
not considered safe to travel at 
speeds above 50mph. It will be 
a sign with a yellow background 
and black numerals and letters.

The speed indicated on the 
sign is not the meximum at 
which a turn may be taken, hut 
is the maximum at which the 
average car can make the turn \
