While there is no reason for un­

due excitement concernhig th* sub­
ject, the small-pox situation In the 
city is not yet found on tlje decline, It 
qns discovered here yesterday. Ac­
cording to a statement Issued by D.r 
O. O. Castleherry, city physician, there 
nte approximately twenty cases to be 
found tn the city at the present time.

Last Friday the Lubbock high school 
students were dismissed from school 
Tb t-e vaccinated following th^ Illness 
o f one of the teacher* who was found 
to be suffering from small pox. ttchool, 
however, reconvened Monday, th# 
students being permitted to je-enter 
tb* Institution only after showing a 
record of vaccination. Mo new caoas 
have resulietl from the exposure.

I-ocsl physiclana are united tn their 
opinion that vaccination should be sub­
mitted to by~ p^p le who might In any 
way be exposed to the disease, feel­
ing that precaution In the matter wlll 
eld them greatly In handling the nitua- 
tion and curbing the contlnuanc* of the 
light epidemic. There Is plenty o f 
vaccine in the city at this time and the 
sltdtiT oparatlon may b* tb* cause of 
warding o ff ibe dlaeaae. No violent 
caaes of small-pox havs yet been found 
In the total o f the casea reported.

Who Shall Be The Judge?
Á recent proposed bill in a state legislature would have 

it unlawful to teach in a public school “ any theory or doc­
trine contrary to the teaching of the Bible.”  Luckily for 
teachers, students, legislators, courts and judges, tha act 
failed to become law. For who is wise enough to decide 
w'hat is "contrary to the teaching of the Bible?”

Doctors of divinity cannot agree. Churchec cannot 
agree. Students cannot agree. The wisest men of all 
ages have disagreed as to the interpretation of many por­
tions of the Bible. To give to any man, or any set of men, 
the legal power to say "this' ia contrary to the teaching 
of the Bible, but that is in accord with the teaching of the 
Bible,”  is to hamper free thought, and put in the hands 
of the few, the right to diente the religioua belief of tha 
many.
