When firemen arrived, the
wind-whipped flames were
burning a stack of firewood,
fences, yards, a storage house
on the back of a lot and high-
line poles and wires along the
block, The storage house which
was devastated by the flames
were at the rear of the Don
Harmon home, At the time of
the fire, the Harmons were out
of town and knew nothing of the
blaze which burned their
storage house, part of the back

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Post Offices To

Fill Vacancies

Congressman Bob Price said
Tuesday that he had been no-
tified that the Post Office De-
partment will begin immediate-
ly to fill some 5,000 postmas-
ter vacancies on anon-political
merit basis,

“For the first time, post-
masters will be appointed on
the basis qualifications, with-
out regard to political in-
fluence,” Price said,

Most of the postmaster posi-
tion vacancies have accumu-
lated since February1969, when
President Nixon and Postmas-
ter General Winton Blount join-
tly announced elimination of
the political ‘‘advisor’’ system
in postal job appointments,

Until enabling legislation was
passed recently permitting
postmaster appointments with-
out congressional approval, of-
fices with vacancies have been
manned by postal career per-
sonnel serving as Officers-in-
Charge,

“The success of our efforts
to remove the last vestiges of
politics from the postal system
has finally been realized
the Postal Reorg
Postmaster General Blount
said, “We now have the auth-
ority to move ahead and appoint
personnel chosen by our mana-
cement selection system.,”’

For the past 17 months, Na-
tional and Regional Management
Selection Boards have been
identifyving qualified personnel
to fill vacant career positions,
First consideration is given to
available, qualified postal care-
er employees, The few vacan-
cies for whichnoqualified care-
erist can be found are refer-
red to the Civil Service Com=-
mission for open competitive
examination,

nouncement, rural carrier va-
cancies were also removed
from political influence and pla-
ced under merit selection pro-

Urban 4-H Youth

Included InProgram

COLLEGE STATEION --4-H
is coming totown, Long regard-
ed as an orgainzation for farm
youth, this national institution
that recently celebrated its 62nd
birthday has followed the mi-
grating rural population to the
urban areas of the country,

The most popular project a-
mong Texas 4-H members last
year was foods and nutrition,
where youngsters learn the ba-
sics of nutrition and food pre-
paration, The study of textiles
was a close second followed by
horses, which have showna sur-
prisingly strong surge in urban
areas, especially Dallas,

An effort to appeal to more
youngsters in urban areas re-
sulted in the recent Texas 4-H
Plan; whereby programs of the
4-H organization will be stud-
ied and adjusted toattract more
young people, This means the
programs and projects offered
must be useful to the urban youth
who lives in a town or city and
does not have the land avail-
able to begin livestock or crop
projects, Already, some 24 of
the 43 project categories in4-H
work are adapted to urban liv-
ing.

This would not cause the
rural 4-H programs to suffer in
quality; but instead would add
to the overall effectiveness of
the state-wide program, em-
phasizes Dr, Donald L, Stor-
mer, state 4-H Club leader,

The Texas plan for improve-
ment and expansion parallels
what is already happening on
an individual county basis th-
roughout the state, Leaders
have taken on local problems
or projects, sometimes with the
help of the state 4-H office but
usually by themselves,

Future plans call for 4-H
specialists in each of the 12
Extension districts of the state,
and expanded use of the mass
media to further youth pro-
grams,

One such project currently
underway is the taping of an
electrical education series for
presentation next fall on tele-
vision stations throughout the
state, 4-H members may enroll
in the course through the state
4-H office and receive credit
for completion of projects af-
ter watching the series ontele-
vision,

One of the more recent and
successful projects carried out
on the local level with state
4-H supervision isa program to
assist disadvantaged youngs-
ters in Houston, The purpose
is to develop an educational
program that will reach the
many disadvantaged young
people who do not participate in
organized youth programs,

The project was begun with
the assistance of several a-
gencies already working in
Houston, including the Welfare
Department and the Community
Action Agency of the Office of
Economic Opportunity, Perhaps
the best measure of success of
the first year was that more
than 90 percent of the 750 par-

ticipating youngsters were not
members of any other organized
educational program,

Leaders of the project credit
much of the success to the fact
that the youth were contacted
on an individual basis instead
of being overwhelmed by large
agencies with complex organ-
ization,

The ever-present problem of
narcotics and drug education
was tackled last year when a
program was begun in Potter
County, where the city of Am-
arillo has about 125,000 resi-
dents, The project was inten-
ded to educate young people on
the dangers of the “everyday’’
drugs, the stimulants and de-
pressants found in many home
medicine cabinets, The pilot
program has enjoyed out-
standing success with the in-
struction being packaged into a
two-day course that is
scheduled for presentation to
large groups of young people in
the Amarillo area,
