The High Cost of Bad Roads.

An article in the November Is
sue of the Bureau Farmer shows
the predicament of the average
farmer in the matter of roads. The
article says that of 6,300,000 farm-
ers in the United States there are
2,747,732 farms on unimproved dirt
roads, or almost one-half of the
farmers in the country are served
by roads no better than those of
the ox-cart days.

An additional 1998704 farms
are located on @irt roads that are
ranked as improved, and tha'
means roads that have some grad
ing, some drainage, but neverthe-
less during the rainy season are
for the most part impassable. Not
more than 500,000 farms are loeat
ed on paved roads and less than
L0000  on  gravel roads.  Thg
article is illustrated by pictures
and by statisties demonstrating the

high cost of bad roads to the
farmer.

Good secomd
ary roads do not necessarily mean
expensive roads, as has been
proved in many western states
that are using asphaltic processes
to provide mudless and dustless
farm to market roads, as well g
large mileages of through high
ways.

The High Cost of Bad Roads.

An article in the November Is
sue of the Bureau Farmer shows
the predicament of the average
farmer in the matter of roads. The
article says that of 6,300,000 farm-
ers in the United States there are
2,747,732 farms on unimproved dirt
roads, or almost one-half of the
farmers in the country are served
by roads no better than those of
the ox-cart days.

An additional 1998704 farms
are located on @irt roads that are
ranked as improved, and tha'
means roads that have some grad
ing, some drainage, but neverthe-
less during the rainy season are
for the most part impassable. Not
more than 500,000 farms are loeat
ed on paved roads and less than
L0000  on  gravel roads.  Thg
article is illustrated by pictures
and by statisties demonstrating the

high cost of bad roads to the
farmer.
There is little excuse for sucly

a condition as this. Good secomd
ary roads do not necessarily mean
expensive roads, as has been
proved in many western states
that are using asphaltic processes
to provide mudless and dustless
farm to market roads, as well g
large mileages of through high
ways.
