the president’s budget

This week I am pleased
to offer President Obama
as a guest columnist.

Qur little newspaper gels
emails and news releases
from the White House.
The President visited an
elementary school in D.C.
and decided it was a good
place to give a speech
about his proposed 34 Tril-
lion budget. Perhaps he
should have allowed the
elementary students to ask
questions.

The president likes to
talk a lot. Flowery rhetoric
is an Obama trademark.
[ have printed the entire
elementary school speech.
It is long and I doubt many
of you will read it all. Give
it a try. Read as far as you
can. It is your money he
is talking about. I'll write
something shorter next
week. God bless America.

THE PRESIDENT:
Good momning, everybody.
I'm here at Powell El-
ementary School, and just
had a chance to see some
of the outstanding students
here. And I thought 1t was
appropriate for me to say a
few words about the bud-
get that I sent to Congress
this morning -- because
obviously the budget is
not just about numbers,
it’s about our values and
it’s about our future, and
how well we are laying
the groundwork for those
young children that I was
with just a few moments
ago to be able to succeed
here in America. These
kids may not be the most
excited people in town on
budget day, but my budget
is designed with their gen-
eration and future genera-
tions in mind.

In my State of the Union
address, I laid out an agen-
da to restore opportunity
for all people -- to uphold
the principle that no mat-
ter who you are, no matter

where you started, you can
make it if you try here in
America.

This opportunity agenda
iIs built on four parts --
more good jobs and good
wages; making sure that
we're training workers
with the skills they need to
get those good jobs; guar-
anteeing every child access
to a world-class education;
and making sure that our
economy 1s one in which
hard work 1s rewarded.

The budget I sent Con-
gress this morning lays
out how we’ll implement
this agenda in a balanced
and responsible way. It’s a
roadmap for creating jobs
with good wages and ex-
panding opportunity for all
Americans. And at a time
when our deficits have
been cut in half, it allows
us to meet our obligations
to future generations with-
out leaving them a moun-
tain of debt.

the race for new jobs,
so this budget creates 45
high-tech manufacturing
hubs where businesses and
universities will partner
to turn groundbreaking
research into new indus-
tries and new jobs made in
America.

We know -- and this is
part of the reason why
we're here today -- that
education has to start at the
earliest possible ages. So
this budget expands access
to the kind of high-quality
preschool and other early
learning programs to give
all of our children the same
kinds of opportunities that
those wonderful children
that we just saw are getting
right here at Powell.

We know that while not
all of today’s good jobs are
going to require a four-year
college degree, more and
more of them are going to
require some form of high-
er education or specialized
training.

AMENDMENT XXIII

Passed by Congress June 16, 1960 and ratified
March 29, 1961.

Section 1.

The district constituting the seat of Government
of the United States shall appoint in such manner as
Congress may direct:

A number of electors of President and Vice Presi-
dent equal to the whole number of Senators and
Representatives in Congress to which the District
would be entitled if it were a State, but in no event
more ;han the least populous State; they shall be in
addition to those appointed-by’ the ‘Statés, but- they
shall be considered, for the 'purposes of thé election
of President and Vice President, to be electors ap-
pointed by a State; and they shall meet in the District
and perform such duties as provided by the twelfth
article of this amendment.

This amendment grants Wash-
ington, D.C. 3 electors to the Electoral College. Do
you know what the Electoral College 1s?
