Farm Allotments
To Be Set Dec. 15

Cotton acreage allotments for
the 1960 upland crop are now
being established for all eligible
farms in_Callahan County, ac-
cording to the County Agricul-
tural Stabilization and Conser-
vation Committee. Notices of the
allotments will be malled to
farm operators well in advance
of the December 15 referendum
on 1960-crop cotton marketing
quotas.

* For 1960, as in 1959, two allot-
ments - Cholce A and Cholce B
{will be set for each farm. If
marketing quotas are approved
by at least two-thirds of the
orowers voting in the referen-
dum, then each farm operator
may elect a cholce as to which
allotment he wishes to comply
with In e*awing his 1960 upland
cotton crop.

Cholee A w!ll be the regular
farm allotment, and price sup-
|part at not less than 76 ner
| cent. of parity available on the
{ cotton grown in compliance with
it. Choles B will ba a 40-per cent
Inrger farm al'otment, and price
supnort. at not less than 60 per
leent of parity avallable on the
| eligible cotton.

If marketing quotas ars not
approved by the necessary ma-
fority, then only the regular al-
lotment will be available at 50
per cent of parity.

Tommle Harris pointed out
that the 1960 county allotment
- renresenting the county’s share
of the State allotment, less any
acreage reserved for new cotton
farms - is divided among farms
on which cotton was planted or
“regarded as planted” in 1057,
1058, or 1059. An allotment may
be “regarded as planted,” if it
was reserved under the Soil
Bank Conservation Reserve
Program or if it was otherwise
preserved under some legal pro-
vision.

Soil Conservation

District News . . .

Now is the time to make plans
for the seceding of perennial
grasses In 1960,

Much grain sorghum stubble
is now on the land which has
not been plowed since harvest.
This stubble makes an excellent
seedbed In which to plant grass-
es. The stubble should be left
standing and not plowed prior
to seeding of grasses.

When sorghum Is grown
strictly as a litter crop in which
to seed grasses, the sorghum
should be drilled or planted in
close spaced rows. The sorghum
should be mowed or shredded
prior to frost to prevent the ma-
turing of a seed crop.
Shredding to leave stubble six
to eight inches In height is pre-
ferred over mowing.

A grass drill or planter with
disc openers should be used
when seeding in a dead cover of
stubble. gt Hhaa by
Such: grasses as Little Blue-
stem, “Sand Bluestem, Indian-
grass, Sidecoats Grama and &
mixture of Blue stem grasses
should be seeded during the per-
fod of January 1 to April 1.
Weceping  Lovegrass, Blue
Panic, Switchgrass, Sand Love-
grass and King Ranch Bluestem
are grasses that should be seed-
ed from March 15 to June 1 for
best results.

All of these grasses are peren-
nial and will come back each
year from the stool Is properly
managed.

Grazing should be deferred the
first season after seeding or un-
til plants are well established.
