Thoughts borrowed from Pope Francis

Recently I was reading an ar-
ticle on the internet about Pope
Francis and his top 10 secrets to
happiness. The article first ap-
peared in the Argentine weekly
“Viva” on July 27, 2014. The
article was a good read and I
thought I would pass it along
to those that are looking for the
elusive bird of happiness.

Pope Francis’ Top 10 tips for
bringing greater joy to one’s life:

1. “Live and let live.” Every-
one should be guided by this
principle, he said, which has a
similar expression in Rome with
the saying, “Move forward and
let others do the same.”

2. “Be giving of yourself to
others.” People need to be open
and generous toward others, he
said, because “if you withdraw
into yourself, you run the risk of
becoming egocentric. And stag-
nant water becomes putrid.”

3. “Proceed calmly” in life.
The pope, who used to teach
high school literature, used an
image from an Argentine novel
by Ricardo Guiraldes, in which
the protagonist — gaucho Don
Segundo Sombra — looks back
on how he lived his life. “He says
that in his youth he was a stream
full of rocks that he carried with
him; as an adult, a rushing river;
and in old age, he was still mov-
ing, but slowly, like a pool” of
water, the pope said. He said he
likes this latter image of a pool
of water — to have “the ability
to move with kindness and hu-
mility, a calmness in life.”

4. “A healthy sense of lei-
sure.” The pleasures of art, lit-
erature and playing together
with children have been lost, he

said. “Consumerism has brought
us anxiety” and stress, causing
people to lose a “healthy culture
of leisure.” Their time is “swal-
lowed up” so people can’t share
it with anyone. Even though
many parents work long hours,
they must set aside time to play
with their children; work sched-
ules make it “complicated, but
you must do it,” he said. Fami-
lies must also turn off the TV
when they sit down to eat be-
cause, even though television is
useful for keeping up with the
news, having it on during meal-
time “doesn’t let you communi-
cate” with each other, the pope
said.

5. Sundays should be holi-
days. Workers should have Sun-
days off because “Sunday is for
family,” he said.

6. Find innovative ways to
create dignified jobs for young
people. “We need to be creative
with young people. If they have
no opportunities they will get
into drugs” and be more vulner-
able to suicide, he said. “It’s not
enough to give them food,” he
said. “Dignity is given to you
when you can bring food home”
from one’s own labor.

7. Respect and take care of
nature. Environmental degrada-
tion “is one of the biggest chal-
lenges we have,” he said. “I
think a question that we’re not
asking ourselves is: ‘Isn’t hu-
manity committing suicide with
this indiscriminate and tyranni-
cal use of nature?’”

8. Stop being negative. “Need-
ing to talk badly about others
indicates low self-esteem. That
means, ‘I feel so low that instead

of picking myself up I have to
cut others down,’” the pope said.
“Letting go of negative things
quickly is healthy.”

9. Don't proselytize (to con-
vert or attempt to convert (some-
one) from one religion, belief,
or opinion to another); respect
others’ beliefs. “We can inspire
others through witness so that
one grows together in commu-
nicating. But, the worst thing
of all is religious proselytism,
which paralyzes: ‘I am talking
with you in order to persuade
you,” No. Each person dia-
logues, starting with his and her
own identity. The church grows
by attraction, not proselytizing,”
the pope said.

10. Work for peace. “We are
living in a time of many wars,”
he said, and “the call for peace
must be shouted. Peace some-
times gives the impression of
being quiet, but it is never quiet,
peace 1s always proactive” and
dynamic.

- Pope Francis’ sense of inner
peace resonates throughout the
article. His inner peace 1s some-
thing that i1s lacking in most of
our everyday lives.

I have come to believe as
Abraham Lincoln believed,
“Folks are usually about as
happy as they make their minds
up to be.”

Ralph Waldo Emerson hit the
nail on the head when he said,
“For every minute you are an-

gry you lose sixty seconds of

happiness.”

Stop losing sixty seconds or
more of happiness. I hope you
find the happiness you wish for
yourself,

2 tablespoons molasses

1 tablespoon Dijon mustard

1 teaspoon onion powder

1 teaspoon ground cumin

1/2 teaspoon garlic powder

1/2 teaspoon hot sauce

8 (1.2-ounce) whole-wheat hamburger buns, toasted

Preparation:

1. Place onion a 4-quart oval electric slow cooker. Heat a large
nonstick skillet over medium-high heat. Add oil to pan; swirl to
coat. Add half of chicken, and cook 3 to 4 minutes on each side or
until golden brown. Place chicken in a single layer on top of onion.
Repeat procedure with remaining chicken.

2. Combine ketchup and next 7 ingredients (through hot sauce);
pour over chicken. Cover and cook on LOW for 4 hours until
chicken is tender and sauce is thick.

3. Remove chicken from slow cooker. Shred chicken with 2
forks, and stir into sauce. Spoon 3/4 cup chicken mixture onto bot-
tom of each bun; cover with bun tops.

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Safe Handling of Fresh Produce

By Shana Fleming, Parmer County Extension Agent

Do you consume fresh fruits and vegetables daily? They can be
very nutritious and contain a lot of flavor. However, recent data re-
leased by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention attribute
46% of foodborne illnesses to produce. Produce also accounts for
38% of the hospitalizations reviewed in this study. The study con-
sidered fruits, nuts, and vegetables as produce. Of the illnesses re-
ported, many were derived from eating leafy vegetables.

With this being said, what are you doing to ensure your produce
1s safe? Let’s look at a few ways you can help protect your family
from contracting foodborne illnesses.

Purchasing Safe Produce

Purchase produce that is not bruised or damaged. When you se-
lect pre-cut produce, choose only items that are refrigerated and/or
on ice. Be sure to separate the produce from the other items in your
cart, such as meat or seafood products, as this could lead to cross
contamination.

Prepare Safe Produce

Keep produce that will be eaten raw separate from other foods,
such as raw meats or seafood. It is advised to remove damaged ar-
eas on the produce prior to cooking or eating. Wash all produce
thoroughly under running water before handling. Even if you plan
to peel the produce, it is still recommended that you wash it. Scrub
firm produce with a clean produce brush and dry with a clean cloth
or paper towel.

Produce may become contaminated at any point in the food pro-
cess. Eating contaminated produce could lead to foodborne illness.
Remember, as you enjoy these healthy menu options, to keep food
safety in mind!

Summer Squash Pizza

From Cooking Light, JULY 2008
You can use all zucchini or yellow squash for this grilled pizza.
Serve one slice as an appetizer or two with a salad for a simple supper.
Ingredients
1 teaspoon olive oil
1 teaspoon balsamic vinegar
1/8 teaspoon salt
1/8 teaspoon freshly ground black pepper
1 medium zucchini, cut lengthwise into (1/4-inch-thick) slices
1 medium yellow squash, cut lengthwise into (1/4-inch-thick)
slices

Cooking spray

1 (12-inch) packaged pizza crust (such as Mama Mary’s)
2 plum tomatoes, cut into (1/8-inch-thick) slices
1/4 cup (1 ounce) finely grated pecorino Romano cheese
2 tablespoons thinly sliced fresh basil
1/2 teaspoon finely chopped fresh oregano

Preparation
1. Prepare grill.

2. Combine oil, vinegar, salt, pepper, zucchini slices, and yellow
squash slices in a large bowl, tossing gently to coat. Place squash
mixture on grill rack coated with cooking spray; grill 2 minutes on
each side or until tender.

3. Reduce grill temperature to medium.

4. Lightly coat pizza crust with cooking spray; grill 1 minute
on each side or until lightly toasted. Arrange zucchini and squash

over crust. Arrange tomatoes over squash; sprinkle with pecorino

Romano cheese. Grill 5 minutes or until thoroughly heated. Remove
from grill; sprinkle with basil and oregano.
