The Death of a Prophet

Do you remember where you were when
JFK was shot, or the twin towers crumbled?
These two events altered the course of our
nation in major ways, involving the deaths
of our countrymen, and made an impact on
each one of us.

Such was the case in 2 Kings 13, when
Elisha, the great prophet of God died. In his
death there are three powerful truths.

First 1s that as godly as he was, he still
died. In fact, God ordained a sickness to
take his life (v14), and the reality is that
there is a time appointed for you to die, and
only God knows when. Don’t let this dis-
hearten you, though, because the Lord has
given you life, for such a time as this and
now is your appointed time to live for Him.

Panhandle Parables

Although, the sickness was the means by
which his life ebbed away, this sickness was
not without purpose, as God used this sick-
ness to proclaim deliverance and victory to
the King.

Secondly, in spite of his sickness and 1m-
pending death, Elisha was still being used
by the Lord to speak truth to a wicked king
and nation. In this case, the message was
one of the Lord’s deliverance from Israel’s
enemies to the North.

Finally, with Elisha’s death we see an en-
during testimony of the Lord’s power. God
has given you life to impact people today,
but please live in such a way that when you
are dead and gone, your life will continue
to impact people for tomorrow and eternity.
