Good” to oppose the United States.

Perhaps most ominously, the
former. Soviet client Daniel Ortega
has returmned to the presidency of
Nicaragua. Dunng the 1980s. Mr.
Orega ruled his country with an
iron fist until U.S.-backed freedom
fighters ousted him from power.
Nicaragua’s democracy prospered
for the next 16 years, but now he 1s
back. In response to the Oriega
victory, Mr. Chavez chanted, “Long
live the Sandinista revolution!”
Then, in his first week as president,
Mr. Ortega met with Iran’s Mr
Ahmadinejad, and told the press
that Nicaragua and Iran “share com-
mon interests and [have common]
encmies.”

Left unchecked, Messrs.
Ahmadinejad and Chavez could be
the Khrushchev-Castro tandem of
the early 21* century, funneling
arms, money and propaganda to
Latin Amenca, and endangering that
region’s fragile democracies and
volatile economies. If the two pan-
ahs succeed, the next terrorist train-
ing camp could shift from the
Middle East to Amenca’s doorstep.

We need to face reality and con-
front this threat head-on. At the
pinnacle of the Cold War, Ronald
Reagan stized the initiative and
repulsed Soviet efforts to set up
camp in our hemisphere. The
Gipper’s leadership should serve as
a model in thwarting the advance
of tyranny and terronsm in our
fumes.

We should build new bridges to
our fnends in the region—pressing
forward on free trade, development
aid, military cooperation and ex-
change programs. Let’s take the
necessary steps today, so tomor-
row we won't have to ask: “Who
lost Latm Amenca?”

There are at least six different aspects of God’s sovereignty. I want
to identify three of them in this article.

Himself is judge”, (Psalms 50:6). God judges His creation on the
basis of His profound moral character. He is both the source of all
creation and the source of all goodness.

There is also His Transcendent Sovereignty. God’s sov crt.:lg!1l_\. 1S
transcendent, beyond our comprehension. “Isaiah saw the Lord
seated on a throne, high and exalted, and the train of his robe filled
the temple”, (Isaiah 6:1).

God is separate from His creation and He works in ways that
human beings don’t understand. His transcendence is closely related
to His Holiness and His surpassing moral purity.

tant document. He served on
the committee to draft the dec-
laration. In a letter to his wife
dated March 6, 1836 he states:
“Texas has been declared free,
but unless we have a general
turnout and every many lay a
helping hand, too, we are lost.
Santa Anna and his
are now on our borders, and
the declaration of our freedom,
unless it i1s sealed with blood,
is of no force.” Signed: Mar-
tin Palmer. He also quotes
from Lt. Colonel W. Barret
Travis' Feb. 24™ communiqué
from the Alamo that “he must
have help.”

His son, Isom Parmer, served
in the Texas army, the only
one of his sons to do so, and
was Sergeant at arms for the
Convention. He had pur-
chased a fine horse for the
sum of $400 Mexican dollars
and when Sam Houston was
appointed Commander-in-chief
of the Texas forces and was in
dire need for a new mount,
Isom sold Houston the horse.
It was this same horse that
was later shot out from under
Houston at the Battle of San
Jacinto.

In 1839 Parmer was ap-
pointed Chief Justice of Jas-
per County. He died there
March 2, 1850 at age 72. As
Texas Ranger Captain, Creed

Taylor told in Tall Men and
Long Rifles: “The Panther, as
he was called, was a Virginian,
and a typical backwoodsman,
who had spent most of his life
Ken-
Missouri,

along the frontiers of
tucky,

Arkansas and

Tennessee,
Texas and had
much notonety throughout the
southwest as a fighter and a
hunter. Palmer was a man of
more than ordinary parts, of
most extraordinary strength of
mind and body and brave as a
lion. He was of large stature
and bronzed of feature, always
dressed in buckskin hunting
shirt and leather trousers, with
a panther skin cap, wore his
hair long and platted in Indian
Style, and was indeed a unigue
figure. [ first saw the ‘Pan-
ther’ at our home on Taylor's
Bayou and he impressed me
as a most extraordinary charac-
ter. On this occasion the ‘Pan-
ther' well mounted and
armed, and in high glee, eager
for a brush with the enemy...”
Martin Parmer was buried in Jas-
per County on the A.C. Parmer
survey where a sandstone head-
stone marked the grave until it
became illegible. In 1936 duning
the Texas Centennial, his re-
mains were removed from Jas-
per County and re-interred in
the State Cemetery in Austin
where a granite marker preserves
and honors his memory as one
of the signers of the Texas Dec-
laration of Independence.

Personalized bricks to frame county’s historical marker

The Parmer County Historical
Commission has secured per-
mission to move the Texas His-
torical Marker for Parmer County
from its original site on High-
way 84 east of Farwell to the
courthouse grounds in Farwell.
The marker has been the target
of vandals and thieves for the
past several years and the only
way to preserve the marker,
which was set in place in 1936,
IS to move It to more secure
surroundings. The marker will
be reset just outside the south-
west corner of the courthouse,
facing west.

The Parmer County Historical
Commission plans to surround
the marker with personalized

 bricks with the names:of docal
‘pioneeringy families ‘and those

who wish to honor their fami-
lies with a living memorial. The
bricks will be sold in three sizes:
4X8 in., 8X8 in., and 6X12 in.,
at $50, $75, and $100 respec-
tively. The bricks will be printed
with from 3 to 6 lines of print
depending on brick size and
logos may be added on certain
sizes.

The commission wants to in-
stall the first bricks in time for
the May 5 Centennial Celebra-
tion so that visitors can see the
beauty of the memorial marker.
Due to the time needed for print-
ing and laying of the bricks, the
first brick order must be placed
by April 4. If you want to pur-
chase a brick memorial to be
included in the initial laying you
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need to order your personalized
brick by April 4.

Bricks may be ordered
through any member of the his-
torical commission. The mem-
bers are Gladys Spring, chair,
Floyd Reeve, Sharon White,
Mack Heald, Mary Johnston,
Bonnie Howard, Pat Howard, Joe
Bob Mann, Hugh Moseley, Don
Spring, Judy Cummings, Brenda
Wilson, Kreg Wilson, Delwin
Allen, and Wendy Carthel.

“We want everyone to under-
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stand that this is an ongoing
memorial and that bricks may
be added anytime in the fu-
ture,” said Mrs. Spring. “But
we want the initial setting to be
a beautiful sampling of the fu-
ture of the memorial and one
that will be visible to the visi-
tors at the celebration.”
Proceeds from the sales will
be used by the Parmer County
Historical Commission for im-
provements and funding of
many projects in the county.
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Poison prevention week Mar 18-24

Prevent poisonings: clean out your medicine cabinet

Each year since 1962, the third
full week in March has been desig-
nated as National Poison Preven-
tion Week. On March 16, President
George W. Bush signed a procla-
maton that will designate March
18-24 as National Poison Preven-
ton Week for 2007. The week gives
poison educdtors an opportunity
to remuind the public of the dangers
of umntentional poisonings and
demonstrate ways in which homes
and communities can become *“Poi-
son Safe”.

This year the Texas Panhandle
Poison Center, which serves resi-
dents within the 71 counties that
compnse Texas Public Health Re-
gions I and II, is focusing on *‘Pre-
vent Poisonings—Clean Out Your
Medicine Cabinet” as its theme for
National Poison Prevention Week.

Poison control centers nation-
wide receive more than one million
calls annually regarding poison ex-
posures involving children five years
and younger and about 30 children
younger than five years old die
each year from unintentional poi-
sonings. Most of these poisonings
are from products commonly found
in the home: personal care prod-
ucts, including baby o1l and mouth-
wash containing ethanol; house-
hold cleaners, including drain open-
ers and oven cleaners; over-the-
counter pain relievers, including
ibuprofen, acetaminophen, aspirn
and cough and cold medicines; hy-
drocarbons, such as lamp oil and
fumniture polish; and adult-strength
vitamins and supplements contain-
Ing 1ron.

Ronica Farrar, who has been the
educator for TPPC since 2000, says
unused and old medicines are a
common source for poisonings and
should be cleaned out at least once
a year. “Out of all of the calls that
we get, the ones that involve expo-
sure to medicines can be the most
fnghtening,” Farrar said. “Just one
tablet or capsule of some medica-
tions can be extremely dangerous if
it is taken by a child or by an adult

CONSTITUTIONAL
AMENDMENT

SPECIAL ELECTION MAY 12, 2007

PROPOSITION 1 (SJR 13)

SJR 13 would amend the Constitu-
tion to authorize the legislature to
adjust the public school ad valorem
tax or tax rates for taxpayers who
are aged 65 or older, or are dis-
abled, and who are owners of an
exempted homestead. The amend-
ment would thereby allow the leg-
islature to provide tax relief to such
elderly or disabled taxpayers who
did not receive tax relief as a result
of the school tax rate reduction
passed in the 79th Legislature, 3rd
called session.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment author-
izing the legislature to provide for
a reduction of the limitation on the
total amount of ad valorem taxes
that may be imposed for public
school purposes on the residence
homesteads of the elderly or dis-
abled to reflect any reduction in the
rate of those taxes for the 2006 and
2007 tax years.”

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you have questions about whether
a medicine is still good or not,
contact your pharmacist. Otherwise,
when in doubt, clean it out.”

She suggests cleaning out medi-
cine supplies once a year at a time
when interruptions are less likely to
occur. “You don't want to take
medicines out and have them ac-
cessible to children or pets while
you're cleaning the medicine cabi-
net.”

Farrar said flushing medications
can be hazardous for the environ-
ment and that some communities

have household waste disposal pro-
grams in place to help people safely
discard outdated or unused medi-
cines. If no local programs are avail-
able she suggests placing solid medi-
cations in a one-gallon zip-lock
baggie and crushing them. Next,
add water to the baggie to dissolve
the crushed medication and then
add kitty litter or a solid kitchen
substance like flour to the mixture.
Finally, the baggie should be sealed
and placed directly into an outdoor
trash collection container or a se-
cure indoor trash receptacle.

For added safety, Farrar said the
entire baggie can be placed in a
sealable container such as a small
bucket with a lid or an old coffee
can. She said liquid medications
can also be placed in a sealable
bag with water and kitty litter.
