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Tornado sirens usher storm

Possible tornadoes indicated on
National Weather Service radar
never materialized Sunday night
during a storm that brought as
much as 2 inches of rain, caused
power outages and damaged a
Howard County trailer.

The National Weather Service
issued a tornado warning at 8:47
p-m. when radar indicated a possi-
ble tornado just west of Big Spring,
moving east at 15 miles per hour.
Radar also detected another possi-
ble tornado five miles southeast of

Ackerly, moving east.

City warning sirens were ac-
tivated in response to the weather
service warning. Law enforcement
officers were unable to confirm the
presence of tornadoes, spokesmen
for the sheriff's office and police
departments said today.

Power was out for 22 minutes
Sunday night for about 1,500 Texas
Electric Service Co. customers,
said division manager Hooper
Sanders. For about 500 others,
power was out for 38 minutes, he
said.

Storms Kill five,
teen is missing

At least five people died and a
teen-ager is still missing today
after another wave of weekend
thunderstorms washed across
Texas, flooding scores of creeks,
roads and rivers as it pounded the
state.

Workers were to begin searching
anew this morning for a 13-year-old
boy who was swept away Sunday
afternoon in Duncanville’s Ten
Mile Creek on the southwest edge
of Dallas, police Sgt. Dan Robert-
son said.

He said the boy and a 15-year-old
companion were playing in the
creek about 5 p.m. when it was
flooded to a depth of up to 6 feet.
The 15-year-old managed to
escape, but a witness saw the other
boy washed away.

. The weather that prompted flash

flood watches over much of the
state was also blamed for four traf-
fic fatalities Saturday in Denton,
Collin and Dallas counties and the
death of a woman who was swept
over a dam in San Antonio’s
Espada park.

The unidentified woman’s body
was recovered Sunday, and an
autopsy was to be performed to-
day, authorities said.

The National Weather Service
posted tornado warnings in parts of
West Texas — including Big Spr-
ing, Ackerly and Seminole — but
authorities there said no funnels
appeared to have touched down.

City streets from Dallas to San
Antonio and El Paso were flooded
by weekend storms that dumped up
to 5 inches in some areas and
stranded several motorists, but no
major damage or other injuries
were reported.

The nasty weather also ruined 25
attempts Saturday and Sunday to
hoist the Goddess of Liberty statue
atop the state Capitol, and officials
said they’re postponing the project
indefinitely.

Some of Sunday’s heaviest rains
were in the Dallas-Fort Worth
area, where flash flood warnings
were issued for not only Dallas and
Tarrant counties, but also several
adjacent counties.

The intermittent rains pushed
the Trinity River nearly six feet
above the 30-foot flood stage, but
apparently caused no damage
because excess water spilled into
levees, according to Mike Thomp-
son, a civilian hydrologist with the
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

by high winds. The shed’s contents
were scattered about the lawn and
in the road, she said, and the
trailer’s contents were tossed
about.

Barraza said her house sustained
no damage, but the air conditioner,
outside on a wooden table, was
turned over.

The storm brought rains from .2
inches to over two inches.

H. Boyce Hale of Sterling City
Route measured 2.02 inches of rain.
So far this year, he has recorded

7.82 inches, he said.

0O.W. Scudday said he measured
1.8 inches. Since last week's torrent
of rain, he has measured almost
eight inches, he said.

B.G. Barber of 1409 Settle St.
reported half an inch of rain. Helen
Shive of Coahoma said she
measured nearly half an inch. Cin-
dy Hogper of Knott reported .2 of
an inch.

The U.S. Agricultural Research
Service measured .53 of an inch.
That brings the yearly total up to
7.62, slightly above the normal-to-
date rainfall of 6.78 inches.

Big liquor vote expected Tuesday

A Tuesday vote on liquor-by-the-
drink for Big Spring and some sur-
rounding areas may draw more
than 50 percent of eligible voters in
a turnout second only to a presiden-
tial election, County Clerk
Margaret Ray said today.

With 867 people casting absentee
ballots, the potential voting
strength is more than 8,000, using a
rule of thumb that says the
absentee vote is usually about 10
percent of the election day turnout,

Tap water
is safe
to drink

Is it safe?

Yes, the tap water in Big Spring
is safe to drink, said county
sanitarian James Luck this
morning.

He said four tests were con-
ducted last Wednesday to deter-
mine whether municipal water was
safe to consume without first boil-
ing it. Test results concluded the
water was viable for consumer
consumption, Luck said.

The word that the water no
longer requires boiling came after
health officials said Friday that the
water was ‘‘probably OK to drink’’

pending results of testing

State health sanitarians last
Wednesday issued an order that
water used for cooking or drinking
be boiled because of possible
contamination

Potential contamination of
public water was feared by health
department officials last week as a
result of the shutdown in the city’s
water supply because of water
pump malfunctions

she said.

““In the last presidential election
we had more than 12,000 voters,”
Ray said. ‘““But that was open to
everyone in the county (25 voter
precincts).”” There are 15,089
registered voters in the 16 voters
precincts which will decide
whether Justice of the Peace
Precinct 1 opts for sale of mixed
drink beverages in restaurants and
non-private clubs.

The Justice precinct includes the
City of Big Spring and four sur-
rounding areas — Elbow Com-

munity (voter precinct 304),
Jonesboro (voter precinct 404, In-
terstate 20 West around KC
Steakhouse (voter precinct 103)
and the Tubbs Addition in
southeast Big Spring (voter
precinct 205).

Polls will be open Tuesday from 7
a.m. to 7 p.m. The forces in favor of
liquor by the drink, Citizens for
Choice, gathered 2,421 names on a
petition forcing the election. A
group named CALL, Citizens
Against Legalized Liquor, formed
May 19 to oppose the measure.

Citizens for Choice points to
economic benefits and business
growth as two major reasons to
adopt liquor by the drink. CALL
members say any economic
benefits would be wiped out by the
cost of policing alcohol-related
crime, job absenteeism and
welfare considerations. CALL
members asked Baptist, Nazarene
and Church of Christ ministers to
rally their congregations against
the issue.

“In 1951, the last wet-dry elec-
tion, we had 6,555 voters,”’ Ray

said. “And we have a lot more
registered voters now than we had
people who paid a poll tax. Back
then, you know, there was a poll
tax to vote.”

According to courthouse records,
Big Spring went ‘‘wet’’ in 1933,
“dry” in 1937 and ‘‘wet’’ again in
1938. Then, in 1950, voters once
more banned alcohol sales and
then overturned the ban in 1951,
when the Justice precinct adopted
its current rules restricting sale of
mixed drinks to private clubs only.

Strike has little
affect on service

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
strike against American
Telephone & Telegraph Co. by
its biggest union probably will
not have much effect im-
mediately, Labor Secretary
William Brock said today.

‘It probably will not have too
much effect in the short term
and the question will be, how
long can either side last,”’ Brock
said on NBC-TV's ‘“‘Today"
show. ““But at the moment I im-
agine the services will be fairly
well-sustained.”’

Asked if the federal govern-
ment is likely to intervene in the
strike, Brock said, ‘I think not.
..I don’t think we'd serve any
useful purpose by intervening.
This is a healthy collective
bargaining process. The two
sides have to settle their own
differences. We don’t have any
wisdom in government to tell
one side they've got to do this or
that. We don’t have the authori
ty, nor should we."’

Vowing to break a2 pattern of
giveback contracts imposed on
wage earners in recent years,

the Communication Workers of
America, representing more
than three-fourths of AT&T's
200,000 union workers, struck
the telecommunications giant at
12:01 a.m. EDT Sunday.

However, later Sunday the In-
ternational Brotherhood of
Electrical Workers signed a
‘“tentative accord” for an 8 per-
cent wage increase over the
next three years for its nearly
41,000 AT&T employees. That
same offer was rejected by
CWA negotiators.

CWA President Morton Bahr,
appearing on ABC’s ““Good Mor-
ning America,”’ today said
AT&T is a company that is
“making enormous profits and
seeks to take advantage of what

they believe is the conces-
sionary environment in this
country.”

“And so the cause of this
strike is the demand for unwar-
ranted concessions by the com-
pany,”’ he said

ETNA, Pa. — Stunned homeowners and
weary reKary workers cleared debris and
looked for more bodies as the governor of Pen-
nsylvania asked for a federal disaster
declaration in Pittsburgh’s northern sububs,
where flash flooding Iled at least eight people
and caused more than 20 million damage.

Volunteer firefighters, under the direction
of local police, slogged through stinking river
mud over the weekend, looking for bodies.
Dogs sniffed mounds of debris for the seent of
humans.

Officials said that up to 12 people remained
missing in the flooding from 4 inches of rain
that fell in several hours Friday afternoon.
Other officials cautioned that the number of
missing was not precise because of the tur-
moil caused by the storm.

ALCOA workers strike

ATLANTA — A strike against the
Aluminum Company of American that has idl-
ed 15,000 workers at 15 plants continued today
as management personnel ran operations at
some facilities.

No new talks were scheduled.

The strike was called late Saturday night by
the United Steelworkers of America and the
Aluminum, Brick and Glass Workers Interna-
tional after the unions rejected what they
termed unreasonable concessions demanded
by ALCOA and another major aluminum pro-
ducer, Reynolds Metals Co.

Fran Borman resigns

MIAMI — Former astronaut Fran Borman,
Eastern Airlines’ outspoken chairman, will
resign this summer after 16 years with the
carrier that included sometimes-bitter labor
disputes and financial troubles he blamed on
discount-fare competitors spawned by in-
dustry deregulauon

‘“This morning we’re notifying the
employees that he is leaving,” Eastern
spokesman Jerry Cosley said. “Although we
all expected something to be going on, there
really was no advance word on what he would
be announcing.”’

Borman, 58, announced his resignation at a
Sunday night dinner of 200 friends and
associates at the posh Grand Hotel, The
Miami News reported in an article published
today.

Bonner ieaves after six months stay

MILAN, ltaly (AP) — Yelena Bonner ended a six-
month stay in the West today, saying she was return-
ing to the Soviet Union only to be with her husband,
rights activist Andrei D. Sakharov.

Two U.S. congressmen accompanied her on her
flight to Moscow, saying they wanted to ensure her
human rights and dignity were protected upon her
return.

“I have not the slightest desire to return,”’ said the
63-year-old Mrs. Bonner, seated between Reps. Barney
Frank, D-Mass., and Dan Lungren, R-Calif., at a news
conference at Linate Airport.

“I think anyone in a sound mental state would not
want to return from freedom to prison,’”” Mrs. Bonner
said. She was sentenced in 1984 to five years in exile in
the closed city of Gorky 250 miles east of Moscow on
charges of anti-Soviet activity.

She came to the West for treatment of eye and heart
ailments in Italy and the United States on Dec. 2, ex-
actly six months ago.

Mrs. Bonner said the only reason she was returning
was to rejoin Sakharov, the physicist and nuclear
weapons pioneer who won the 1975 Nobel Peace Prize,
and who has been in internal exile in Gorky since 1980.

Noting that she had been called a heroine by
Lungren, she said, ‘‘I am only returning to be with my
husband. Believe me I would gladly not be the heroine
described by the congressman.’

During the news conference just before she boarded
an Alitalia flight for Mo?qu Mrs. Bonner again lash-
ed out at what she c disinformation from the
Soviet Union about’ herself and Sakharov.

She attacked Viktor Louis, a Soviet journalist, who
has said that her pronouncements while in the West

Semyonov and his sister, Tatiana Yankelevich, also
of Newton, both sought visas to return with their
mother but were turned down, friends said.

Two Americans, Richard Sobol of Cambridge,
Mass., and Robert Arsenault of Washington D.C., also
accompanied Mrs. Bonner, saying they hoped to be
able to travel with her to Gorky. They said they went
when the visas were denied to her own children.

Also seeing Mrs. Bonner off was the U.S. consul
general in Milan, Robert Collins.

Asked her impressions of the West, Mrs. Bonner
said, ‘“The West is a very complex place with a lot of
problems and contradictions, but the West is a free
place so people can solve their problems.”

She said she hoped to return within two years for
medical checkups, as her dogtors had asked. She
specifically thanked British Prime Minister Margatet
Thatcher, French Premier Jacque$ Chirat and French
President Francois Mitterrand for having received her
during her last days in the West.
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Six nuns killed in fire

DUBLIN, Ireland — A pre-dawn fire raced
through a convent huilding in central Dublin
today, killing six Roman Catholic nuns who
found themselves trapped after being
awakened by a ‘‘blazing inferno,”’ a witness
said. Fifteen nuns escaped unharmed.

The victims, ranging in age from 60 to 83,
were asleep in a dormitory on the top floor of
the four-story Loreto Secondary School when
the fire broke out, said Sister Patricia Mur-
ray, a senior staff nun.

Commission assembles

MANILA, Philippines — A constitutional
commission assembled today after riot police
used clubs and tear gas to clear 3,000 sup-
porters of Ferdinand E. Marcos, and heard
President Corazon Aquino appeal for a docu-
ment establishing a “full-blown democratic
republic.”

In a brief address to the 48-member com-
mission she appointed, Mrs. Aquino pledged
not to interfere as it works on a permanent
replacement to a 1973 charter that allowed
Marcos to rule with authoritarian powers.

Reactor tunnel opened

MOSCOW — Army workers blasted a tunnel
through to the Chernobyl nuclear power
plant’s stricken reactor and installed pipes
through which they will pour the cement that
will entomb the reactor for centuries, a
military newspaper said.

The workers cautiously set explosive
charges to avoid shaking the reactor and
worked quickly to limit their exposure to
radiation. They received commendation for
their work, the Defense Ministry newspaper
Krasnaya Zvezda said Sunday.

The newspaper said workers had to blast
through walls of ventilation shafts to reach the
foundation, and fitted pipes into the tunnel
through which they will pump cement to seal
the reactor during the centuries in which it
will remain radioactive.

Duarte proposes talks

SAN SALVADOR, El Salvador — President
Jose Napoleon Duarte called for a third round
of peace talks to end the 6'-year-old civil war
against leftist guerrillas, who greeted the
president’s announcement as good news but
questioned his sincerity.

“People of El Salvador, I want to end the
war,” Duarte said Sunday. “I am going to
make a new push and within this spirit con-
voke a third meeting of talks, without arms, in
the national territory, to be held at the end of
July or during August.’’:

Previous meetings betweéen the rebels and
government in October and November 1984
accomplished little.

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‘Contadora’ not an answer
but rather just an illusion

Americans have a deep faith in
the ability of reasonable people to
resolve their differences by discus-
sion and bargaining. Hence the
critics of U.S. aid to . the
Nicaraguan rebels urge a
negotiated settlement, like that

by the five ‘‘Contadora’
nations. But, as a report leaked by
the Pentagon points out, this ap-
proach has a serious defect:
Treaties, since they are not self-
enforcing, can be worse than
useless.

The agreement drafted by the
Contadora group (named after a
Panamanian island where the in-
itial meeting was held) has plenty
of attractive features. It would
limit the nations of Central
America to equal levels of arms,
forbid the modernization of their
armed forces, ban foreign troops,
bases or military aid and assure
democratic elections and liberties.

The main point is sensible: to
remove Central America from the
arena of East-West conflict. The
U.S. would have to stop financing
the Nicaraguan rebels, withdraw
its troops from Honduras and end
military aid to El Salvador, Hon-
duras and Costa Rica. But it would
gain from an end to Soviet and
Cuban assistance to Nicaragua and
from a reduction in the military
forces of the Sandinistas.

If the treaty works as envisioned,
it would safeguard the peace and
independence of the Central
American countries. With the
threat posed by Managua defused,
the U.S. would be able to withdraw
in good conscience. With the U S.
gone and the rebels disarmed, the
Sanainist~ would no longer have
an excuse for their oversized
military machine.

But there is little reason to ex-
pect the treaty to work as envision-
e.  nd few remedies if it doesn't.
The Sandinistas’ record, like that
of their allies, offers no basis for
trusting their motives.

They have good reason to sign
the treaty and then, after a decent
interval, covertly renege on their
obligations. The treaty would crip-
ple the rebels, who are now the only
immediate obstacle to Sandinista
ambitions...Bhce the rebels are
gone, it will be hard to resuscitate
an armed Nicaraguan resistance.
The Sandinistas would then be free
to concentrate on dominating and
subverting their neighbors.
commission would be charged with
monitoring compliance by each of

ne affected nations. But if the San-

linistas are represented on the

commission, they can inhibit its ef-
forts. Said the Pentagon study:
‘‘As our past experience with the
Korean and Indochina agreements
shows, the presence of communist
states on ... supervisory commis-
sions makes it virtually impossible
for such bodies to monitor effec-
tively, investigate and document
violations.”

This isn’t the worst problem.
More ominous still is that once
violations are detected, no one is
obliged to do anything to stop them.
The responsibility for intervening
would fall on the only country with
sufficient military means and
strategic interests: the United
States.

In short, the only way to assure
compliance with the treaty, should
Managua cheat, is to send in U.S.
forces to fight the Sandinistas. The
Pentagon study estimated that
some 100,000 Army troops, plus air
and naval forces, would be re-
quired to force Managua into line.

That is an appalling prospect,
particularly in the U.S. If the San-
dinistas decide to sign this treaty,
they may calculate that Americans
won't have the stomach for direct
intervention. A people who have
agonized over providing a pittance
to help native Nicaraguans resist
totalitarianism aren’t likely to
sacrifice a large number of
American lives to protect our
limited interests in Central
America.

So a treaty intended to bring
peace and independence to the
region would likely lead to one of
two nightmarish conclusions: the
introduction of American combat
forces or the ceding of the region to
Soviet-sponsored expansion and
subversion. Contadora is not an
answer but an illusion.

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Bankers insist they aren’t
favoring rich as customers

WASHINGTON — Except for be-
ing richer, bankers are like most
Americans: They want the govern-
ment to butt out of their businesses
— unless they need the govern-
ment’s help.

Rep. Mary Rose Oakar, D-Ohio,
has stirred outrage in bank boar-
drooms across the country with her
quixotic notion that bankers owe
the general public something in
return for the protection they get
from the Federal Deposit In-
surance Corp.

““If the federal government is go-
ing to (insure banks) it has a right
to expect that these institutions will
serve all consumers fib ‘thattet
how mugh or how little they have to
deposit, ™ Bakar told our aSsociate
Stewart Harris.

This dangerously populist idea is
anathema to the bankers, of
course. They'd much prefer to deal
only with fellow members of the
Millionaires Club — or at least
charge the troublesome peasants
hefty fees for the bother of handl-
ing their piddling accounts.

That’s why the bankers are chok-
ing on their panatelas over Oakar’s
proposed Financial Services Ac-
cess Act, now before the House
Banking Committee. The bill would
require federally insured banks to
offer accounts with no service
charges and no minimum-balance
requirement to customers with less

than $1,000 in their accounts; these:

customers would get 10 free tran-
sactions per month.

The bill would also nip in the bud
a particularly nasty bit of

discrimination being adopted by
many banks: relegating small
depositors to ‘amomatic $€lfer
machines and reserving per-

sonalized services for\yeaithy -

patrons.

The bankers claim the bill
represents a return to unnecessary
government regulation Besides. a
spokesman for the American
Bankers Association said, more
than half the banks in the country
offer no-frills checking accounts
with service charges of $3 a month
or less. Another way of putting it,
of course, would be that nearly half
the banks do not.

The bankers claim they must be
left free to carve out their chosen
niche in the market, just like the
airlines. But Oakar and banking
committee chairman Fernand St.
Germain, D-R.1., see the bankers
all racing to carve out the same
lucrative niche: affluent
customers. At the same time, they
are trying to terminate — or
‘“‘demarket,”” in the industry's

euphemism — small accounts.

Committee investigators have
already found some big-name
banks that favor high-rollers over
hoi polloi. For example:

® Bank of America replaced 120
branch offices with teller machines
— at the same time it offered such
lagniappes as private meeting
rooms, tax shelter plans and
$100,000 loans to customers with a
net worth of $1 million or more. The
bank insists it is still committed to
the average saver.

® Wells Fargo Bank of Califor-
nia is being sued by a consumer
group, which charges that
customers must own a credit card
to open an account. The bank says
*it just requires identification — like
a credit card.

® Calling it an ‘‘experiment’
when it backfired, Citibank in New
York ordered many customers
with less than $5,000 in their ac-
counts to use teller machines.
Criticism forced Citibank to back
off, but this pioneering effort at
‘‘demarketing’’ small customers
‘“‘suggested that behavior patterns
can be altered,” according to a
study by the Research Council of
Washington.

The study compiled a Bankers’
hit list of least wanted customers:
working middle-class consumers
struggling to make ends meet and
likely to overextend their credit;
young families with little upward
mobility potential; transients; and
those who earn less than $18,000 a
year.

Reflections on man, beast
and talk at the waterhole

The waterhole in the wilderness
has always been the gathering spot
for all sorts of animals. It has been
a place where the sow and the fox
have had to set aside their class dif-
ferences, the weasel and the eagle
have had to put aside matters of in-
tegrity, and the doe and the moun-
tain lion have had to set aside mat-
ters of daily menus

In each waterhole is the common
denominator that is even more
essential to survival than even the
most nourishing morsel of solid
food. So, for the animals the
waterhole has been a place of
social gathering that transcends
the elements of personal pride and
interest. In this case man hasn’t
evolved much further than his
animal counterparts

Of course, with the ingenuous in-
vention of a water system that br-
ings running water directly into
one place of dwelling man has
changed. With the invention of
public water lines and systems
most everyone has obtained their
own private waterhole. This has
enabled man, at least when
everything functions properly, to
be an isolationist or a select entity
or group of entities. Under the
private waterhole system mah can
associate with or avoid whomever
he pleases

But what happens when the main
pumping station is flooded and the

water supply to 90 percent of the ci-
ty is lost and we are thrown back a
hundred years into a primitive
time of no running water to wash
dishes and body or to flush the
precious toilet? What happens is
that the central waterhole again
becomes a social melting pot that
dissolves all of those reservations
of race, creed, religion, and social
status.

Living through the recent
catastrophe of disrupted water ser-
vice I arose early in the morning
and loaded some water jugs into
the car and headed for the Coman-
che Trail Park’s water well. When
I arrived I noticed that the central
waterhole had become a mixed
gathering place for all types of
creatures.

I pulled my little blue Toyota
next to a Cadillac over on my right
Looking to my left there was a beat
up old pickup setting proudly next
to a new Blazer. Walking from the
well carrying five-gallon water
jugs were two men headed for their
vehicles. One of the men was wear-
ing oil field ‘‘grungies’’ and the
other was wearing a three-piece
suit and tie. I was particularly im
pressed by how well everyone was
able to communicate with each
other

Of course, there was a common
topic to everyone’s conversation.
From not having any water to
make a morning cup of coffee to

negligence, from not being able to
flush a toilet to hanging local water
officials, everyone has something
about water involved in their con-
versation. All besides one man
wearing a trench coat, dark
glasses, and a hat pulled down over
his ears who seemed to remind me
of one of the water officials.

He didn’t say a word. He just fill-
ed his water jugs and high tailed it
to the other side of the park where
his car was hidden behind a group
of trees

After filling my jugs and making
my goodbyes to all of my new found
comrades, I got into my car and
drove off. As 1 was driving out of
the park, I was watching the con-
tinuous line of cars filing in. My
heart was warmed by the
homogenous mixture that was oc-
curring between so many different
individuals. Then I thought how
much closer a community we
might comprise if we had only one
central waterhole

I was inspired to recommend to
the city council that we just do
away with the public water system
Then I remembered the talk that |
had earlier heard about hanging
the water officials and let the in-
spiring thought pass away. I drove
home to fill my toilet tank for at
least one more precious flush

Tony Walton, who designed the play’s set,
asked, ‘‘Could this be the first time an apartment in
Queens has won an award?” as he accepted the
scenic design Tony.

Rupert Holmes, who has composed songs for Bar-
bra Streisand, won two Tonys for his first Broadway
outing, “‘Edwin Drood.”” He won for musical score
and book.

Altogether, ‘“‘Drood’’ won five Tonys, including one
for director Wilford Leach.

Bob Fosse, whose dances can be seen in the ‘‘Sweet
Charity’”’ revival, won his ninth Tony for his
choreography in “Big Deal.” It was presented by
Michael Kidd, who won the Tony for choreography,
for “Finian’s Rainbow,”’ the year the Tonys began,
1947.

As a celebration of the 40th anniversary of awar-
ding Tonys, songs were sung from musicals of the
last 40 years, beginning with David Wayne, who was
in “Finian’s Rainbow’’ in 1947, singing that show'’s
“If I'm Not Near the Girl I Love.”

The show included Chita Rivera, wheeled out with
her broken leg in a cast, singing ‘‘Put on a Happy
Face” from ‘‘Bye, Bye Birdie.””

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Please
. discuss vitiligo. I have this and
. have the white skin patches all
- over. Is this considered a disease?

- more obvious in the summer, when
. the rest of my skin tans a bit. Also,
" is there any chance of getting skin
cancer on these white spots? I am
very careful and use No. 15 sun
- blocker, but of course when I swim
- 1 am largely exposed. — Miss T.G.
Vitiligo is more of a condition
than a disease. You can't give it to
. anyone else.
" The white skin patches result
- from failure of the pigment-
- making skin cells. They stop mak-
- ing the pigment, melanin. We don’t
- know why this happens.
You're wise in taking special
. precautions in the sun. The white
- spots are easily burned and they

are more susceptible to the cancer-
provoking effects of ultraviolet sun
rays. Keep using the strong blocker
and be sure you keep it on. It can be
washed off somewhat by water.

I should back up and comment
further on just what vitiligo can
mean. While I said it wasn’t a
disease as such and won't make
you sick, in rare instances it can be
associated with true illness. It is
sometimes seen with pernicious

anemia, thyroid disturbance,
adrenal problems, and lupus.
That’s worth looking into, especial-
ly if you have other symptoms of
such problems.

Otherwise, vitiligo is, for the
most part, one of those cosmetic
annoyances people put up with. I
should note, though, that today der-
matologists can repigmentize
vitiliginous skin with drugs such as
psoralens and steroids. If patches
are particularly annoying in cer-
tain areas you can get advice of a
dermatologist about such

treatments.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: You
said temporal arteritis comes with
muscle ache (polymyalgia
rheumatica). I had only the artery
problem. Why? — Mrs. O.R.

The Lubbock Avalanche-Journal reported in its March 5, 1984, issue that the mixed drink law became available to
Texas on a local-option basis when John Connally was our Governor. According to the article, Connally, a non-drinker,
coerced legislators into passing the law, in the name of tourism and convention businesses. This vision of the economic
beneiits to be derived proved correct. Herbert Wilson, Executive Vice-President of the Texas Hotel and Motel Associa-
tion, reported in a letter to the editor of the San Angelo newspaper dated October 21, 1983, that ‘‘Because tourism
today is the second largest industry in our nation that brings the new dollar into states and eventually into (cities), it
means more economically to any local area than any other industry,”’ and that largely as a resulit of the legalized sale
of mixed beverages, Texas has risen from somewhere between 12th and 15th among the states in revenues from con-
ventions and corporate groups, to 3rd in the nation.

Texas has 254 counties, and 220 have legalized the sale of mixed beverages in one form or another, as have 423
‘Texas cities. The cities and counties in our state now each receive a share of the tax collected on mixed drinks. State
Comptroller Bob Bullock sent checks totalling $11.7 million to these cities and counties as their share of the mixed
drink tax collected during the first quarter of 1586. Let’s see how the tax on mixed drinks has heiped just two of our
neighbors, Abilene and San Angelo. In the first quarter of this year, Tom Green County received $33,536.90 as its share
of these taxes, and the city of San Angelo received $32,291.95. Projected to annual figures, taxes on mixed drinks
should provide the two taxing agencies of Tom Green County over $250,000.00 in 1986. Taylor County’s receipts for
the first quarter were $45,506.87 and the City of Abilene received $33,331.63. These figures project to annual receipts
for their two agencies of over $315,000.00. Both Abilene and San Angelo have also grown in population since the sale
of mixed drinks was legalized, due in part to the effect the sale of mixed drinks has on attracting restaurants and other
new businesses and developing a city’s tourist and convention industries. Although the income to be expected by Big
Spring and Howard County from taxes on mixed drinks will be considerably less than received by Abilene and San
Angelo because of our relative size, the additional revenues will be substantial and will help in meeting the growing

costs of providing city and governmental services, including recreational facilities, and permitting the sale of mixed < the third

The Rockets kept up the beat on
the court, surviving another scary
third quarter, and then they edged
to a 106-104 victory in the fourth
quarter with a revised lineup to
breathe new life into the best-of-
seven series.

A sweep would have given the
Celtics a 15-1 record in.this year’s
playoffs, bettering Philadelphia’s
all-time mark of 12-1 in 1983.

Boston took a 2-0 series lead by
wilting the Rockets with powerful
third quarters in each of the first
two games and they started Sun-
day’'s third period by outscoring
the Rockets 17-3.

But in this game the Rockets
didn’t give in to the pressure
defense.

Houston led 62-59 at halftime but
never trailed by more than 10
points and clawed their way back
into the game in the closing
minutes.

Usher testifies

NEW YORK (AP) — USFL Com-
missioner Harry Usher testified to-
day that the head of ABC’s sports
operation once told him that the
NFL had had ‘‘a negative reac-
tion’’ to the network’s telecasts of
the spring football league.

Usher said the comments came
from Roone Arledge, then the head
of ABC news and sports, at a lun-
cheon meeting in February, 1985.
Usher said he told Arledge at the
meeting that the USFL would be
willing to put off for a year its deci-
sion to move from the spring to the
fall in 198¢ if it could reach some
accommodation with the network,
which televised its spring games.

But Arledge implied he wasn’t in-
terested, Usher said.

The USFL, which has been
unable to get a contract for its
switch from spring to fall, is seek-
ing in‘its $1.5 billion antitrust suit to
have the NFL barred from at least
one of the three major networks.

The central issue remains the in-
ability of the USFL to obtain a net-
work contract after it voted in
August 1984 to switch from spring
to fall. The league played three spr-
ings with a contract from ABC but
will have only ESPN, a national
cable network, and syndicated
television this fall.
