In my Webster's College 
Dictionary, hortatory is defined 
as 'urging to some course of 
conduct or action; exhorting;

Exhorting means urging 
people on to do your bidding. 

So I suppose the fans in 
the stands that are yelling en-
couragement to the Chiefs or 
Squaws are being hortatory. 
But I would be careful if I 
were you before telling some-
body they are being hortatory. 
You might end up with a fat 
lip. 

Politicians are great with 
words. Keep in mind that a 
professional . politician does 
not generate any revenue. Just 
words. The only way they can 
increase revenue is to take 
more of your money. Or re-
duce spending. Ha! 

But boy do they know 
words. Big fancy words de-
signed to dazzle and avoid. 

Hortatory.. 
I have a subscription to Na-

tional Review magazine. If you 
know anything about conser-
vative politics you know the 
name William F Buckley. He 
founded Natidnal Review. 
There are two reasons I sub-
scribe to National Review. 

One is to keep up with the 
real truth about our next presi-
dent, Hillary Clinton. Being a 
conservative rag, National Re-
view publishes the real truth 
about Hillary and other liberal 
socialists that would like to 
run our daily lives. 

The second reason I sub-
scribe is because Mr. Buckley 
and his writers often use 25-
dollar words in their magazine.

Sixteen amendments to the state constitution (proposia 
tions) are on the ballot for a November 6 vote. Most of you 
probably won't bother. 

This is another batch to add to the 1,000 or so amend-
ments already stuck on the Texas Constitution. These 16 
include adding Angelo State University. to the Texas Tech 
system, allows severely disabled veterans a 100% exemption 
from property tax, sets a 10% cap on homeowners' property 
appraisals, and authorizes the state to borrow up to Si 
billion for various projects. 

All together the 16 propositions give the state about $10 
billion in extra cash to repair roads, maintain parks, cancer 
research, etc. Proposition 15 would okay the state to borrow 
and spend $300 million per year for ten years (S3 billion) for 
cancer research and prevention. 

Experts say the total would be closer to $4.6 billion 
including the interest on borrowing. Cancer is an emotional 
topic. Of course everybody wants to find a cure, Mention 
money for cancer research and everyone does a 'big shout 
and clap. 

But is it the state of Texas' business to borrow money and 
pay interest with your tax money to invest in cancer re-
search. We say no. There is no language in . the proposition 
to assure where the money is spent, what type of cancer is 
being researched, and who has control of the money. 

There are already national cancer research programs. The 
congress should relax experimental drug rules and allow the 
FDA to bring new drugs to market sooner and at signifi-
candy less expense. When politicians, including Gov. Perry 
and his minion midgets, get their mitts on truckloads of 
money the results are often not in your favor. 

The Amarillo Globe-NeWs editors suggest voters vote "yes" 
on all 16 propositions. We suggest you vote "no" on 
Proposition 15. We predict that about 10% of eligible Painter 
County voters will actually go vote November 6.

The FOI Focus, 
a Freedom of Information 
newsletter, reports that the 
Houston Independent School 
District refused to release 
baseball statistics to the fa-
ther of two players. The dad 
requested baseball scats, such 
as hits and home runs, for the 
Bellaire High School baseball 
team in April and received a 
letter in July saying the infor-
mation was private, (Sounds 
like the team may have had a 
crappy season.) 

The Washington Post re-
quested medical records for 
the animals in the National 
Zoo in Washington, D.C. The 
request was denied because 
zoo officials said the release 
of the information would vio-
late the animals' privacy. What 
a bunch of imuckleheads. 

Words are wonderful weap-
ons. Whether 25-dollar words, 
two-bit trash, or secret words, 
the quest for communication 
continues.

Law of the Sea treaty poses threat

Our state, and our country, 
are struggling to keep up with 
the effects of globalization—
the increasingly free flow of 
ideas, information, goods and 
capital across borders and 
around the world. 

One major challenge is mak-
ing certain that our national 
sovereignty is protected, even 
as international commerce in-
creases. This is no small mat-
ter. Our sovereignty is the 
foundation for our freedom. 

Sovereignty should rest 
strictly with the American 
people. We cannot allow a for-
eign country or an interna-
tional organization to make de-
cisions that should be our own 
exclusive province, based on 
our own national interests. 

The U.S. Senate is currently 
debating the Law of the Sea 
Treaty (LOST), a document 
that I believe poses a threat 
to these concepts. The treaty 
has beeri signed by 155 coun-
tries. But President Reagan re-
jected it in 1982, and the Sen-
ate refused to ratify a different 
version approved by President 
Clinton in 1994. Now it's back. 

LOST sets up an interna-
tional bureaucracy under the 
United Nations that would 
control the world's oceans and 
everything in them as "the 
common heritage of mankind." 
Any revenues produced by ex-
ploiting resources, such as oil 
discovered in international wa-
ters, would be allocated and 
divided by international tribu-
nals. 

LOST agencies would have 
authority to levy royalties and 
fees—effectively the first in-
ternational tax. Sonic critics be-
lieve the treaty would lead to 
decisions by an international 
tribunal regulating the envi-
ronment, not only in the ocean 
but all over the globe. 

The Bush Administration is 
pushing the Senate to ratify 
the treaty this time. It's needed 
to ensure that our Navy can 
navigate anywhere, it says, 
and to protect our ability to 
share in undersea resources, 
such as petroleum that might 
be found under the Arctic 
Circle. 

In ray y ie‘‘. our historical 
experience st ith international 
organization\ has not been SIR-

islactory. We are often out- 
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ment, into domestic lain. 
* * * 

In recent years, some Su-
preme Court Justices have 
shown a willingness to cite 
the law of other countries as 
support for their interpretation 
of the U.S. Constitution. That's 
yet another unwelcome trend, 
in my opinion. 

The U.S. constitutional sys-
tem is the product of our 
unique American experience. It 
has produced the most suc-
cessful country in history, a 
nation that has been "the shin-
ing city on the hill" to the rest 
of the world. 

We should do everything 
possible to protect that legacy. 
The world depends upon our 
leadership. 

voted, without good cause. 
The United Nations has earned 
a dismal and deteriorating 
record for corruption, high-
lighted by complicity in the 
largest fraud in history, the 
Iraq oil-for-food scandal. More 
recently, the U.N. has been 
accused of tolerating .bribes 
and kickbacks in dispensing 
aid to tsunami victims in 
Southeast Asia. 

U.N. efforts have been par-
ticularly ineffectual in resolV-
ing real conflicts. I believe the 
best insurance for orderly man-
agement of the high seas—
and effective protection of U.S. , 
sovereign interests—is a 
strong U.S. Navy. This con-
cept has served us well for 
200 years. 

* * * • 

In mid-October, the U.S. Su-
preme' Court heard arguments 
on a criminal case from Texas 
that poses yet another threat 
to our sovereignty. The case 
involved Jose Ernesto 
Medellin, a foreign citizen con-
victed and sentenced to death 
in 1994 in the brutal rape 

and murder of two teenage 
girls in Houston. 

Long after his sentence was 
final, Medellin's lawyers came 
up with a new appeal point. 
They argued that because 
Medellin was not a U.S. citi-
zen, and wider the Vienna Con-
vention the Mexican consu-
late should have been notified 
when he was arrested, his ap-
peal should be reopened. This 
argument was accepted in 2004 
by a foreign tribunal, the In-
ternational Court of Justice in 
The Hague. 

Medellin was indeed born 
in Mexico, but lived in the 
U.S. most of his life. lie 
speaks, reads and writes En-
glish, and attended U.S. 
schools. Disappointingly, the 
Bush Administration has is-
sued a directive to Texas offi-
cials attempting to enforce the 
foreign court's judgment, and 
also backed Medellin's side at 
the U.S. Supreme Court. 

I have argued that the Presi-
dent lacks constitutional au-
thority to direct Texas to re-
open Medellin's conviction. In 
my opinion. the President Can-

not by himself tninsfonn an 
international treaty, and espe-
cially a foreign court's judg-

Salt and freshly ground pepper to taste 
2 Ths. maple syrup 
2 Tbs. balsamic vinegar

Preheat oven to 400 degrees. 
Toss vegetables with oil, rosemary, salt and pepper, then 

spread on shallow baking pan. Bake 40 minutes or until 
tender, stirring once or twice.
