As Thanksgiving travelers hit the roadways, all available 
Texas Highway Patrol troopers will be looking for drivers 
who are endangering themselves and others by breaking 
traffic laws. Troopers are participating in Operation CARE—
Combined Accident Reduction Effort—a nationwide effort 
by police agencies to reduce fatalities on major interstate 

highways during holiday weekends. 
A few of the violations that troopers will be looking for 

are speeding, driving while intoxicated and drivers and 
passengers who are not wearing safety belts or who do not 
have children buckled in safely. 

During the Wednesday through Sunday Thanksgiving 
period last year, DPS troopers wrote 16,794 citations for 
speeding and 607 for driving while intoxicated, plus 41 for 
minors driving under the influence. They also wrote 2,390 
citations for seatbelt violations and 282 for child restraint 
violations. DPS has a no-warnings policy for scat belt and 
child restraint violations. 

"DPS wants all drivers on Texas roads to have a' safe 
Thanksgiving holiday," said Col. Thomas A. Davis, Jr., 
director of the DPS. "Highway Patrol troopers will be out in 
force to remind drivers that in order to arrive safely at their 
destination, they should follow Texas traffic laws by driving 
sober, not speeding, and remembering to buckle up." 

DPS expects a large number of travelers on the road and 
encourages drivers to leave themselves plenty of time to get 
where they're going. Avoid bad driving habits that lead to 
road rage, such as: 

* Not using turn signals 
* Driving in the passing lane 
* Tailgating, flashing lights or honking 
* Using high beams in traffic 
* Not allowing adequate time for a given trip 
When confronted with aggressive drivers, the DPS recom- 

mends that you: 
* Put your pride in the back seat and move aside. 
* Do not speed up, block lanes, slam or tap on brakes. 
* Report extreme cases of reckless driving to the appro-

If you have a vegetarian in your holiday gathering, I found 

another out-of-the-ordinary recipe you could try. This one was 
in the USA Weekend magazine supplement in Sunday's Ama-
rillo Globe News. Maybe you saw it. They called it an interest-
ingly different side dish. I would call it a weird combination. 
But then I like blue cheese. Not everyone does. 

A lady named Nigella Lawson who hosts Nigella Express 
Sundays at 10:30 a.m. on the Food Network came up with this 
dish. They say it will serve 6 but that depends on how many 
blue cheese lovers you have in the family. Good luck. 

Sweet Potatoes with Pecans and Blue Cheese 
4 1/2  pounds sweet potatoes, unpeeled, cut into 1-inch cubes 
3 Tbs. olive oil 
6 sprigs fresh thyme (or 1/2  tsp. dried). 
.1 cup pecans 
1 cup crumbled Roquefort or other blue cheese 
Preheat oven to 425 degrees 
Combine sweet potatoes and oil in a roasting pan; sprinkle 

with leaves from 4 thyme sprigs. Roast for 3045 minutes or 
until tender. 

Transfer the sweet potatoes to a serving bowl. Gently toss 
with pecans and cheese. Salt and pepper to taste. Garnish with 
remaining thyme sprigs. Serves 6.

So you have the forest with 
no pollution (except for the 
bear stuff) and the factory with 
pollution. Enter now the Chi-
cago Climate Exchange (CCX) 
the only market that trades 
forestry carbon. The CCX is 
like a stock exchange except 
they deal in carbon credits. 

What are carbon credits? I 
don't know but you can ask 
the Texas Forest Service (TFS). 
They have been approved by 
the CCX folks to become an 
Authorized Verifier for For-
estry Offset Projects. 

What that means is if you 
are the forest owner and want 
to sell your trees' carbon cred-
its on the open market, you 
first have to get the Texas 
Forest Service to come over 
and quantify the amount of 
carbon stored in your trees. 
Then the forest guy can sell 
his carbon credits to the pol-
luting guy in Indiana, and they 
are both off the hook with 
environmental cuckoos. 

Does any of this make any 
sense to you yet? I didn't 
think so but you need to know 
that your tax dollars help the 
state forest service guys and 
dolls roam around the forests 
(watch that bear doo) scout-
ing carbon in trees so some 
polluting guy in Indiana can 
legally keep on polluting. The 
forest guy agrees to increase 
his non-polluting to offset the 
polluting guy's continued pol-
lution. And somehow the Chi-

credits. 

I doubt if very many people 
around here do what with all 
the flat land and blowing dust. 
There are not enough trees in 
the entire Panhandle to make 
a good sized forest so we bet-
ter stick with wind farms and 
forget about carbon credits. 

You 
don't know what a carbon 
credit is? Neither do I so let 
me explain.

Government agencies and 
sophisticated scam artists pull

Senator investigates TV preachers

. Kenneth Behr, president of 
the Evangelical Council for Fi-
nancial Accountability, said the 
investigation might be unfair. 
"I think he's picking a fight," 
he said of Grassley, according 
to the Tampa Tribune. "He is 
not just asking them to come 
in and talk, he is asking them 
for everything." 

Behr's organization has set 
standards for how churches, 
private Christian colleges and 
large ministries should handle 
their tax-exempt status in an 
ethical way. Members are re-
quired to hold to these stan-
dards. None of the six minis-
tries under investigation are 
currently members. 

"If your house is in order, 
you have nothing to fear and 
much to gain from this pro-
cess," Florida pastor Joel 
Hunter told Christianity Today. 
Hunter's Orlando church—
Northland, A Church Distrib-
uted—provides its members 
with a financial report weekly. 

broadcasting, provides a way 
for donors who feel victimized 
by pastors and teachers to 
report it on his website. 

Joyce Meyer, who was in-
vestigated by the St. Louis 
Post-Dispatch in 2003, pro-
vides her ministry's financial 
reports online and undergoes 
a voluntary financial and legal 
audit each year. 

"We are pleased to an-
nounce that during 2006, 82 
percent of total expenses were 
spent on outreach and pro-
grams' directed at reaching 
people," said a statement re-
leased by the ministry in early 
August 2007: 

Some leaders are concerned 
the investigation might blur 
lines between church and state. 

'This is cause for alarm that 
a Senate committee would pre-
sume to directly exercise finan-
cial oversight of religious minis-
tries," Richard John Neuhaus, 
editor of the journal First 
Things, told Christianity Today. 

The leading Republican on 
the Senate Finance Committee 
is investigating prominent 
televangelists and their finan-
cial conduct, pursuing reports 
of elaborate private jets, Rolls 
Royces and indulgent salaries.. 

"It is important that the 
Congress and the public have 
confidence that public chari-
ties, which benefit from very 
significant tax breaks, are op• 
erated in a manner that pro-
motes continued trust," Sena-
tor Grassley, R-Iowa, said in a 
November 5 letter to the TV 
preachers. 

Joyce Meyer and Benny 
Flinn are among representa-
tives of six ministries asked to 
hand over their records of ex-
penses and compensations to 
Grassley. Because of their non-
profit "church status", all of 
the ministries are tax-exempt 
and not required to submit 
their financial information to 
the Internal Revenue Service. 

"I don't want to conclude 
that there's a problem, but I 
have an obligation to donors 
and the taxpayers to find out 
more," Grassley said. "I'm fol-
lowing up on complaints from 
the public and news coverage 
regarding certain practices at 
six ministries." 

Other ministries that 
Grassley has identified for in-
vestigation are Paula and 
Randy White; Gloria and Ken-
neth Copeland of Kenneth 
Copeland Ministries in New-
ark, Texas; Eddie Long of New 
Birth Missionary Baptist 
Church in Lithonia, Georgia; 
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and Creflo and Taffi Dollar of 
World Changers International 
in College Park, Georgia. 

Grassley requested the 
preachers disclose their per-
sonal and ministry-related fi-
nances. He asked for credit 
card statements; lists of ex-
penses for second and third 
residences used by the minis-
ters; the cost of hotels, travel 
and entertainment used for 
board meetings; cash and non-
cash gifts given by the minis-
tries; and lists of private ve-
hicles. The media-oriented min-
istries have been given one 
month to comply with the re-
quests. 

The senator's goal is to 
bring transparency to the do-
nor-funded, billion-dollar in-
dustry of TV evangelism, ac-
cording to his statement. 

Most of these ministries are 
financed by individuals, who 
often receive material gifts 
such as CDs and books • in 
return for their support. Flinn 
also sells keepsakes, such as 
desk sculptures and decora-
tive plates, on his website. 

The practices of these types 
of ministries have been under 
scrutiny in the last several 
years, mainly in the mainstream 
press. The Tampa Tribune re-
cently investigated Randy and 
Paula White. The Whites an-
nounced in August they are 
divorcing.

Sawyer Reed, senior quar-
terback for the Friona High 
School Chieftains, may have 
missed the school's all-time 
passing yardage record, but 
he set another individual 
record that may stand for a 
while. 

As Chieftain fans know, 
Recd is equally adept at run-
ning the football as he is in 
throwing it. 

When the 2007 season 
ended last Friday at Muleshoe, 
Recd had silently become the 
all-time record-holder for total 
offense by a Chieftain 
footballer.
