Shaw resigns House seat

Shaw resigned Thursday, citing
financial difficulty.

‘‘Representative Larry Don
Shaw announced yesterday that he

is vagating his office as state
(;epsxentative,” said Lisa David,
Shaw’s assistant in Austin, at
11:10 a.m. today.

“I am no longer financially able
to continue my service as state
representative for the 69th

for the 69th District seat, contends
that it would be illegal and a
manipulation of the system for the
Democrats to replace Shaw on the
ballot.

As of this morning, represen-
tatives from the Texas secretary
of state’s office appeared to be in
agreement with the position of
Fraser — who says he believes he
has won the race.

‘“My reaction to that is: I have

District,”” Shaw said in a prepared
statement David read. ‘‘Like
many of you, the recession in the
Texas economy has hit my per-
sonal finances hard.

‘“The salary of $600 per month as
state representative simply can-
not meet my financial needs. It is
with great sadness that I must say
I am no longer able to continue my
service as a state representative.”’

Shaw will become a member of
the staff of Texas House Speaker
Gib Lewis, D-Fort Worth, effec-

tive September 1, David said
today.

Shaw said, ‘I have worked for
months to continue my service
despite economic difficulty. I am
gratified, howerver, to have this
rare opportunity to actually
strengthen the representation for
West Texas."”

Shaw said his position, special
assistant for appropriations, will
enable him to work directly with
Lewis on financial decisions.

He said he felt the timing of his

resignation is agpropriate because

it will allow the voters in the
district time ‘‘to make a good
choice for their state represen-
tative in the November election.”’

Shaw’s resignation leaves the
party time to replace him on the
ballot, according to Ed Martin,
public information officer for
Texas Democratic party chair-
man Ed Slagle,.

Martin said Shaw’s acceptance
of the out-of-district job and his

won the election.”

Slagle, however, said this morn-
ing that Shaw’s spot on the ballot
will be filled ‘“‘no later than 5 p.m.

That is the deadline he said must
be met in order to assure the
Democrats a spot on the ballot.

Fraser said, ‘It concerns me

A group of local senior citizens
are pitching in to help needy

| children be properly equipped to

face the new school year.

The senior citizens, residents
of the Canterbury apartment
complex, have been collecting
school supplies for children of
low-income families.

The effort — in conjunction
with West Texas Opportunities
— marks the first time Canter-
bury residents have been involv-
ed in the project, said one of the
complex’s managers.

‘“(West Texas Opportunites)
has provided their commeodities
programs and other things that
helped our residents,’”” said
Canterbury North Operations
Manager Tina Arguello. ‘‘This is
kind of a means of paying them
back.”

Although this is the first year
for the retirees’ collections, the
school-supply program is in its
third year locally, said Pat
Lawlis, director of WTO.

‘““We found several years ago
that there is a need for this,"”
Lawlis said, ‘‘so the board (of
directors) started the program.
It started small, but it's gotten
bigger and bigger. Tina offered
to help, and here we are.”

The program — which
operates on private donations -
provided school supplies to 65
area children in 1987, and Lawlis

pitch in to help school children

said she expected about the
same number to be assisted this
year.

‘“We’ve already helped four or
five children this year,” she
said. ‘‘We keep the supplies in a
closet at our office, so if they
give us a call, we can reach in
there and go.”

WTO works with area school
districts in distributing the sup-
plies. Lawlis noted that the
materials are provided only
after the organization is con-
tacted by a school’s principal.

“The reason (for not supplying
materials directly to the in-
dividuals) is that we can’t help
that many," Lawhs said. ““We -
have a client load of over 2,000."

Lawlis estimated the cost of
the materials at about $10.
Arguello said that although that
is not a great amount of money,
it is often beyond the resources
of a low-income family with
several children.

““You might be able to manage
with two or three kids, but when
you have three or four — not to

mention (paying for) school
clothes - - you have a problem,”
she said.

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Backlog cause of early paroles

Inmates awaiting transfers to
the Texas Department of Correc-
tions are put on hold for so long
that many are paroled without ser-
ving time in state prison.

The Texas Board of Pardons and
Paroles has released more than
650 inmates since September from
jails across the state, some who
had prison sentences of up to five
years.

“We used to have one or two
(paroles for county jail) a year
because we were able to send a
prisoner to the pen within about a
month after he was sentenced,”
said Dallas County jail com-
mander Maj. Bob Knowles. ‘‘Now
that we have this backlog — it’s
six to eight months — somewhere
in that period, many are becoming
eligible.”

The jail-release program, called
‘“‘parole in absentia,”” was approv-
ed by the Texas Legislature in
1983, said parole board
spokeswoman Barbara Slaughter
It was rarely used until this spr-
ing, when parole officials began
looking for ways to keep short-
term, non-violent felons out of
overcrowded prison cells, she told
the Dallas Times Herald

Although parole officials say the
program ‘‘benefits everybody,"
inmates complain they are
cheated by it because they receive
less good time credit and lose
benefits given TDC inmates upon
release

State parole officials said they
stepped up the jail-release pro-
gram earlier this year to divert in-
mates from overcrowded prisons
Although some convicts now avoid
prison altogether, authorities said,
they are actually serving as much
or more time behind bars

““It does look like it's taken a lot
of the perspective of punishment
out of the system,” said Dallas
County Sheriff Jim Bowles. ‘‘But
about the time these people were
getting down (to prison), they
were through with it anyway."”

Because of the prison backlog,
parole officials in Dallas and
Houston began soliciting parole
applications from inmates with
sentences of five years or less, Ms
Slaughter said. In recent months,
Bexar, Tarrant and Travis coun
ties also have begun participating

Prison officials believe the pro-
gram saves the state money,
reduces the number of people in

line for TDC transfers, and cuts
county taxpayers’ cost of suppor-
ting parolees kept in jail as they
await transfers, Bowles said.

Inmates, however, say they
receive about half as much ‘“‘good
time’’ credit as they would receive
if they were at TDC. And they
don’t receive the cash that TDC in-
mates get upon release.

“You don’t get your $200; you
get less good time. I don’t think
it’s fair,”” said Samuel Wood, 29,
one of 16 state prisoners paroled
this week from Lew Sterrett
Justice Center.

“If you get a TDC number, you
ought to get that $200,"" said Wood,
who served 7 months of a three-
year sentence for delivery of a
controlled substance

Because jail inmates get half
the good time of TDC inmates, a
person sentenced to two years
must serve four to five months in
the county jail before parole; in
prison he would only have had to
serve about two months. Those
sentenced to four years must
serve seven to 10 months in jail,
according to parole board
guidelines, but only about five
months in-prison

Trustees
approve
‘budget,

tax rate

The Big Spring Independent
School District board of trustees
approved a $15,839,151 budget and
an actual tax rate of 99.2 cents per
$100 of market value at its regular
meeting Thursday.

The board also approved a revi-
sion _to the district’s Discipline
Management Plan which allows
the district to expell students who
possess or sell drugs on school
grounds or at school actvities.

The 1988-89 -budget represents an
increase of $690,293.04 over last
year’s projected expenditures, said
Ron Plumlee, assistant superinten-
dent for business.

The actual tax rate set by the
board is the same as last year’s
rate.

An increase in the district’s pro-
perty values allowed the district to
maintain the 99.2 cent per $100 of

market value actual tax rate,
Plumlee said.
He said the new C.R. Wing

Cogeneration Plant increased the
distict’s property values, and the
Fina Oil and Chemical plant value

~dlso increased this year.

Payroll expenditures —
$12,537,936 — constitute the majori-
ty of the budget. The district’s
teachers received approximately a
3 to 7 percent pay raise, Plumlee
said. The district’s administrative
staff will also receive approx-
imately a 3 to 7 percent raise, he
said.

Most of the district’'s teachers
will receive a $1,140 raise, but
teachers who have reached the top
rung of the state-mandated teacher
pay scale will receive a $798 in-
crease, which equals ‘“‘approx-
imately a 3 percent or better
(salary) increase,”’ Plumlee said.

Superintendent Bill McQueary
said earlier that teachers who had
reached the top rung of the state-
mandated teacher pay scale would
receive a raise of $570 instead of
the state-mandated raise of $1,140
given to other district teachers.

McQueary said the teacher pay
scale determined by House Bill 72
fails to set a mandated salary in-
crease for teachers at the top rung
of the scale

The district chose to increase the
proposed pay raise of $570 to $798

Thousands have left post offices
empty-handed after trying to apply
for their favorite newspaper and
magazine subscriptions. They have
been waging a paper war against
the problem, deluging newspapers
with letters of protest

Since Gorbachev came to power
in March 1985 and encouraged

more open discussion of the coun-
try’s problems and history, citizens
have been snapping up periodicals
like Ogonyok and Moscow News
that are at the forefront of the new
opemnness, or glasnost.

Last year, Soviets rejoiced when
it was announced that applications
for 1989 subscriptions for the state-
run press would be accepted
throughout 1988. In previous years,
orders were taken only after Aug
1

But the jubilation was

premature. The sad tale of would-
be subscribers has been unfolding
the past two weeks in the Soviet
press

When Jan. 1 rolled around,
Soviets were told they could only
sign up for newspapers and had to
wait until August for magazine
subscriptions. But on July 20, the
Ministry of Communications
issued what has now become an in-
famous order. Directive No. 315, in
effect, limited the number of 1989
subscriptions to their 1988 level.

The problem extends to books
Authors complain that because of
the paper shortage, they have to
wait years for their works to be
published.

The government newspaper
Izvestia complained Aug. 1 that
Soviet publishers waste limited
paper and printing facilities pro-
ducing huge stacks of political
tomes and brochures that few peo-
ple want to read.

Paper shortage puts limitations on policy of glastnost

Ministry of Communications has
been put on the defensive

Two of its top officials have ap-
peared — in print — explaining the
restrictions and complaining that
they can’t keep up with demand.
Gennady G. Kudryavtsev, first
deputy minister of communica-
tions, said in an interview with the
Tass news agency published Thurs-
day that since 1985, when Gor-
bachev took power, magazine and
newspaper circulation has increas-
ed annually by 20 million copies.

Cardenas
accuses
election
officials

MEXICO CITY (AP) — Opposi-
tion leader Cuauhtemoc Cardenas,
who lost his bid to become Mexico’s
president, accused two election of-
ficials of manipulating vote results
and asked the government to file
charges against them.

Cardenas claims he won the July
6 vote, but results released by the
Federal Electoral Commission
gave Cardenas, of .the leftist Na-
tional Democratic Front coalition,
31.12 percent of the vote.

Carlos Salinas de Gortari, the
candidate of the governing Institu-
tional Revolutionary Party, receiv-
ed 50.36 percent, the commission
said.

The Chamber of Deputies, sitting
as the electoral college, meets Aug.
15-31 to review the results and for-
mally declare a winner in the July
6 election.

On Thursday, Cardenas asked
the Federal Attorney General’s of-
fice to file criminal charges
against commission president
Manuel Bartlett Diaz and technical
secretary Fernando Elias Calles
for **hiding information on the elec-
toral results’’ from nearly half of
the nation’s approximately 55,000
voting stations.

Bartlett also is Interior Minister.

The petition said the Election
Commission’s failure to release a
breakdown of results from 24,642
polling places within four days of
the election was a ‘““flagrant viola-
tion”’ of the federal electoral code.

A statement issued by the Front
said the commission’s failure to
release the results made it impossi-
ble for opposition candidates to log
formal complaints of voting ir-
regularities in those local districts.

The attorney general first must
find cause for opening an investiga-
tion to determine whether criminal
charges are warranted, said
Cecilia Corona, a spokeswoman

with the Social Democratic Party,

which belongs to the Front.
On Aug. 4, Cardenas, Manuel
Clouthier of the National Action

Party and Rosario Ibarra de
Piedra of the Revolutionary
Workers Party renewed their

charges of widespread fraud and
called for new elections if their
demands to clarify results were not
met.

Clouthier, the National Action
candidate, has said the elections
were so tainted by fraud it is dif-
ficult to determine who won.

Clouthier received 17.07 percent
of the vote, according to official
results.

Both Cardenas and Clouthier
have announced protests for Sun-
day evening, the night before the
electoral college goes into session.

Meanwhile, the ruling party an-
nounced Thursday night it will hold
a series of nationwide rallies on
Friday to defend Salinas’ victory
as part of a “‘Popular Day of Na-
tional Victory."

FORT WORTH (AP) A Fort
Worth-based citizens group has
lodged new charges that the Com-
anche Peak nuclear power plant is
unsafe and requested to be named
an intervenor in the plant’s licens-
ing process.

Citizens for Fair Utility Regula-
tion, which battled the plant from
1979 to 1982, filed a petition Thurs-
day with the Nuclear Regulatory
Commission asking to become an
official intervenor in the licensing
process.

The group’s petition cited safety
problems with the plant, including
allegations that important
pressure tests of the plant's piping
system did not meet federal stan-
dards and that records of the tests
have been lost

The organization also is concern-
ed about the adequacy of the
plant’s storage facilities for spent
nuclear fuel and the engineering

and reinstallation of pipe support
systems

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Increase in food
costs predicted

WASHINGTON Agriculture
Departnfent experts believe
drought damage to the nation’s
crops, including an expected 37
percent drop in corn production,
will increase consumer food prices
for the next two years.

For this year, USDA experts
‘‘continue to believe that the
drought will add only 1 percentage
point’’ to consumer food prices,
said Assistant Secretary Ewen M
Wilson, the department’s chief
economist.

The department now is
forecasting a food price increase
for this year of 3 percent to 5 per-
cent. Before the heat and dry
weather, USDA had expected a
1988 food price hike of 2 percent to 4
percent.

But the impact might be even
bigger in 1989, when food costs
could go up an additional 2 percent
due to the drought, he said.

“That’s on top of an additional
estimated increase in food prices
somewhere in the region of 4 per-
cent,” Wilson said. *‘So this would
bring it up to a total of 6 percent.”

According to a USDA crop pro-
duction report issued Thursday,
the corn harvest this fall may be
about 4.48 billion bushels, down 37
percent from last year’s harvest
and the smallest output since 1983.

Sharp reductions also were
reported for soybeans, wheat and a
number of other crops. Cotton,
which thrived last month in the hot,
humid weather, is expected to in-
crease from last year. ‘

The grim news from USDA came
only hours after President Reagan
signed a $3.9 billion disaster relief
bilt —aimed —at helping drought-
stricken farmers.

““This bill isn’t as good as rain,”
Reagan said to the nation’s
farmers. ‘“‘But it will tide you over
until normal weather and your own
skills permit you to return to your
accustomed role.”

Overall, the department’s
Agricultural Statistics Board put
total U.S. crop production at 88 per-
cent of the 1977 average, a scale us-
ed to compare output from year to
year. That matched the low 1983
reading, when sharp cutbacks in
government acreage programs,
along with drought, reduced pro-
duction sharply.

The corn crop is expected to
average 78.5 bushels per harvested

acre, down from 119.4 bushels per
acre last year, a record year-to-
year decline of 34 percent.

Corn is the largest and most im-
portant crop grown by American
farmers and, as a feed ingredient,
is essential to the production of
meat, poultry and dairy products.

“Today’s reports confirm that
the drought has had a major im-
pact on this year’s crops,” Wilson
told reporters. ‘‘But because of
large pre-season stocks, total sup-
plies are enough in most cases to
assure an adequate food supply at
home, satisfy foreign customers
and meet our food-aid
commitments.”

Sen. Patrick J. Leahy, D-Vt.,
chairman of the Senate Agriculture
Committee, said in a statement,
“Today’s crop report confirms our
fears about the impacts of this
summer’s tragic drought. For-
tunately, it appears we will have
enough stocks to make it through
this marketing year.”

The new USDA crop estimates
were based on field surveys as of
Aug. 1. In May and June, before
drought had made its biggest imp-
pact, USDA projected the corn
harvest — based on trends and an
assumption of normal weather —
at 7.3 billion bushels.

But those projections were revis-
ed downward a month ago to 5.2
billion bushels, assuming farmers
got normal weather the remainder
of the season.

Cotton production was estimated
at 14.9 million bales, up 1 percent
from last year. The crop was pro-
jected at 13.7 billion bales in July.

Earlier, at the White House,
Reagan praised Democratic and
Republican congressional leaders
for putting aside partisan dif-
ferences to speed action on the
disaster relief bill.

Reagan said the legislation,
which also provides assistance to
dairy cattlemen and ethanol pro-
ducers, ‘‘represents the largest
disaster relief measure in history.”

The measure, among other
things, provides aid for farmers
suffering crop losses of more than
35 percent of their expected
harvest because of the drought or
other calamities. The payments
would be equal to 65 percent of the
lost income. Farmers whose crop
losses exceeded 75 percent of the
expected yield would receive

Continuved from page 1-A
political health, based on surveys
conducted just before the
Democratic national convention.

He said that in a poll of “‘swing
precincts, which decide elec-
tions,”” Shaw’s numbers ‘‘were
very good — in the high 60s.”

College
complex
suffers
losses

KILLEEN (AP) — The
American Educational Complex, in
a nearly year-late financial state-
ment, says it lost more than $1
million last year in its worldwide
military education contracting
programs.

The report Thursday came a
month after the Texas Higher
Educaton Coordinating Board cut
off state money to the troubled
Killeen-based community college
and a day before school officials
submitted the financial statement
to the board.

The panel already is studying if
it’s proper for a public community
college to pursue extensive con-
tracting activities outside Texas.

Coordinating board offjcials
halted the complex’s state money
last month because it. was  eight
months late in turning in the re-
quired financial statement. The
money already withheld totals
more than $460,000, the Houston
Chronicle reported today.

The late audit and other pro-
blems at the college prompted the
resignation two weeks ago of
Chancellor Phillip R. Swartz.

Acting Chancellor Jim Anderson
said the audit showed the college
lost $1.05 million in its worldwide
operations for the fiscal year en-
ding in August 1987, including
$523,000 on its federal contract pro-
grams in Europe.

Anderson said the complex
which includes Central Texas Col-
lege and several related operating
units lost money operating its
military installation programs in
the Far East and Western United
States and its teaching program
aboard Navy ships. The college’s
nearby Fort Hood programs
generally profitable — lost about
$40,000 last year, he said.

Anderson_said only one out-of-
state campus division — composed
of military installations in the

Eastern United States — was pro-
fitable last year.
Board Chairman W A. Roach

termed 1987 was the college’s worst
year ever for contracting ac-
tivities. The complex holds about
$40 million worth of federal con-
tracts and is the only community
college in Texas that does exten-
sive teaching outside the state.

Roach and Anderson blamed the
losses on a variety of factors, in-
cluding federal budget cuts that
kept enrollments lower than ex-
pected and equipment and staffing
startup costs on newer contracts.
Anderson said it was clear the com-
plex will have to evaluate its con-
tracts in light of the losses.

“The ones that we have that
aren’t profitable, I would see some
of those falling by the wayside," he
said. “‘But if we do our business
properly, we'll find ones to replace
them that are profitable. 1If it
doesn’t bring revenue to Bell and
Coryell County and this college, we
don’t need that business and
shouldn’t be in it."”

The Teacher Retirement System
of Texas is investigating the
American Educational Complex
following a report by the Houston
Chronicle that the state is paying
$800,000 a year into the retirement
accounts of the employees who
work in the worldwide contracting
program. A state law requires the
complex to seek federal reimburse-
ment for those costs.

The Chronicle also has reported
other unusual business practices,
including a $475,000 pension plan
loan to the chancellor emeritus.

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Expanding
the safety net

Expanding Medicare to give protection against the
medical costs of catastrophic illness was designed to af-
ford the elderly new peace of mind. But for many, the
changes approved this year have only served to underline
the remaining financial vulnerability to the most common
tragedy of old age, chronic disability requiring long-term
care, at home or in a nursing home.

Under current policies, a majority of those who live
long enough to need nursing home care will spend
themselves into poverty within six months. Finding a less
Dickensian way to pay for that care has now become the
most pressing issue on the policy agenda of older

Americans.

In an era of high deficits, federal policymakers have so
far shied away from a serious look at alternatives, mostly
because of the costs: Americans will spend about $41
billion this year on nursing homes and home care for the

disabled elderly.

But even under the current system of financing, which
places the costs of long-term care on the elderly until they
are impoverished, the taxpayer pays nearly half the bill
through Medicaid and Medicare. As the number of elderly
Americans grows, particularly the number of those over
80, the public burden will triple, to $59 billion in 2018.

The obvious solution for financing long-term care is in-
surance. About 70 private companies already write
policies to help pay costs of long-term care, but such
policies currently only pay 1 percent of costs.

Private insurance, because it’s so expensive, will still
cover only a small fraction of long-term care costs 30
years from now, according to projections by Alice Rivlin
and Joshua Weiner of the Brookings Institution.

If the nation is to have a long-term care alternative to
the dole, it will have to cover long-term disability with a
program of social insurance, like Social Security or

Medicare.

Public insurance could be limited to covering
catastrophic costs, such as nursing home stays beyond a
year, an option that would leave much of the burden of
paying for care on private insurance, Medicaid and the
savings of the elderly and their children.

Or a public program could pick up a fixed share of
costs from the beginning of disability, with the patient
supplemen‘ing public payments from savings or private

insurance.

Any version is likely to be expensive. Rivlin and Weiner
estimate that a moderately comprehensive program with
patient cost-sharing would require a payroll tax of 2.9 per-

cent to finance it.

But that’s not much larger than the expense of catching
the elderly with the Medicaid safety net, whose costs dur-
ing the next 30 years will be the equivalent of a 1.6 per-

cent payroll tax.

When the nation makes its decision about paying for
long-term care, however, the controlling factor will not be
money. It will be the willingness of working people,
already saddled with responsibility for child-rearing and
Tetirement saving, to recognize the growing risks of old-
age disability as an equally compelling claim on their
labor. In their own interest and the nation’s, that recogni-

tion should come soon.

So George Bush has come up
with a proposal for a federal day-
care program.

It is probably too late in the cen-
tury to say with any hope of alter-
ing the course of things what never-
theless most needs saying, name-
ly: Why federal?

The Reagan administration, of
which Mr. Bush is a part and the
principal political beneficiary,
began by huffing and puffing about
the New Federatism, and ends by
inaugurating a new Cabinet
department for veteran affairs,
maintaining in the Cabinet a
department of education and
another for energy; and now we
are going to look after babies as a
federal project.

That’s the bad news.

The good news is that the Bush
plan is far superior to the Dukakis
plan. Dukakis wants federal day-
care centers. Bush says: Let every
mother decide for herself how to ef-
fect what is desired — namely,
looking "after children when the
parents-are away working-

The Bush plan calls for returning
money to parents, which money is
then available to subsidize
whatever arrangements the
mother wishes to make. Yes, if she
wants to pay Granny $1,000 to look
after the child, the mother is free to
go in that direction.

Early this month, Professor
Milton Friedman commented on
the day-care problem in National
Review. He wrote that ‘“‘a fatal
flaw in currently promoted pro-

sals for government financing of
child care is that they penalize the
family in which the mother stays at
home to provide child care under
first-choice conditions.

“In effect, such families would
be taxed to pay the child-care ex-
penses _of other families. We
already have emough government
policies that penalize the tradi-

_tional family. We surely do not

need any more.”’

George Bush’s proposal meets
this criticism substantially. Even
so, there is built into the Bush plan
yet more income transfers. He pro-
poses to phase in the plan by retur-

p—-—r

ning 51,000 of tax revenue to any
family — whether with two parents
or one, so long as there is a working
parent — beginning with families
whose total income is $11,000. Then
the Bush plan would phas® in
wealthier parents, up to those who
make $20,000. The refund would be
per child, up to 4 years of age.

The Dukakis plan sees Bush and
raises him all the way around.
Parents would be entitled to the re-
fund if their earnings were below
115 percent of the median income
of the state they lived in, which ¢an
come to $37,000.

And although the plan is not in its
final stage, it is suggested that the
refunds continue to provide day
care for children up to 15 years of
age. Presumably such day-care
centers would occupy themselves
in persuading 15-year-olds not to
smoke pot or become pregnant.

Neither Dukakis nor Bush has
suggested any specific means by
which their day-care plans would
be financed. The Bush plan would
cost something like $2.5 billion, and
we are left fo suppose that the
money would come in from an in-
crease in general revenues as the
result of the rise in prosperity.

Dukakis isn’t anxious to assume
that a legacy of Reaganomics
would-pe-inereased prosperity;-but
neither is he willing to specify
where he is going to find the
money.

The spirit of the entire endeavor
is perfectly captured by Leslie
Dach, who is the director of com-
munications for the Dukakis cam-
paign. He said of Bush’s proposal:
‘“This is just another example of

George Bush finally discovering
America. While Mike Dukakis has
led the nation in child care, George
Bush sat by for seven years while
this administration did nothing.”’

" This administration did quite a
few things that help children and
adults, such as crimping
unemployment, interest rates and
inflation.

But the planted asiom of Dach'’s
statement is that anyone who
thinks of a fresh federal respon-
sibility on Monday is morally ad-
vanced over the person who
dreams it up on Tuesday.

By that reasoning, Franklin
Roosevelt and John F. Kennedy
were way behind John Brown on
the matter of civil rights. And
Washington, Madison, Hamilton
and Jay were moral cretins for not
having come up with Social
Security.

The mature political world works
differently. George Bush
recognizes that we live in a society
in which married women are ex-
pected to work — because the level
at which American families expect
to live cannot be sustained on the
income of a single earner.

House passes sanctions bill

WASHINGTON (AP) — House-
passed legislation to withdraw all
U.S. investment from racially
segregated South Africa and im-
pose a near-total trade embargo
faces a possible Republican
filibuster in the Senate and a like-
ly veto by President Reagan

The House adopted the
disinvestment bill Thursday
evening on a 244-132 vote.

Supporters hailed the dramatic
measure as a last-chance oppor-
tunity to bring strong economic

pressure to bear to help end South
Africa’s apartheid system of
racial separation by expanding
the less sweeping sanctions
adopted in 1986.

But Republicans said the bill
represents a ‘‘scorched earth”
policy that amounts to declaring
economic war against South
Africa, a war they said would
hurt the blacks it is designed to
help by causing millions to lose
their jobs.

Doctors avoiding heart drugs

NEW YORK (AP) — Most doc-
tors are not using clot- dlssolvmg
drugs to treat heart attack vic-
tims, even though studies suggest
such treatment along with aspirin
can dramatically reduce heart at-
tack deaths, say participants in
the latest study.

“Our object is to get the results
of this treatment widely known so
people will get this treatment,”
said Dr. Peter Sleight, chairman
of the new study's steering
committee.

On Thursday, Sleight and his

colleagues reported that giving
an aspirin and a clot-dissolving
drug within 24 hours of the onset
of a heart attack can reduce the
death rate over the following five
weeks from 13 percent to 8
percent.

This should now be considered
standard treatment, the doctors
said. But ‘‘at the moment, most
patients in the United States don't
have blood-clot dissolving treat-
ment of any type,”’ said Richard
Peto, one of the researchers.

Record fine levied on nuke plant

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
record $1.25 million fine against
the operator of a Pennsylvania
nuclear plant whose workers
slept on duty is meant to wake up
utilities and show them that such
violations carry a price, says a
government regulator.

Philadelphia Electric Co.,
operator of the dormant Peach
Bottom nuclear power plant in
southeastern Pennsylvania, was
hit Thursday with the fine, the
largest in Nuclear Regulatory

Commission history.

Sleeping on the job was so com-
mon at Peach Bottom that on one
occasion, a shift superintendent
and three of the four reactor
operators all dozed at once, ac-
cording to‘testimony by an NRC
official last year.

The NRC also announced fines
ranging from $500 to $1,000
against the 33 present and former
reactor operators — the first such
civil penalties ever proposed for
individual operators.

Poll: Trust of Soviets rising

NEW YORK (AP) — Seven out
of 10 American voters think the
United States can trust the Soviet
Union enough to sign a treaty
eliminating most of both nations’
nuclear weapons by the turn of
the century, according to a poll.

Such developments as the
Reagan-Gorbachev summits and
the Soviet withdrawal from
Afghanistan are eroding
Americans’ longstanding
mistrust of the Soviet Union,
polister Daniel Yankelovich said
Thursday.

But he said six in 10 voters still
regard the Soviet Union as ‘“‘a

serious threat’’ to the United
States, and more than a third
trust the Soviets ‘‘not at all.”

The poll was one of several
commissioned for ‘“‘Americans
Talk Security,”” a series of
surveys on national defense and
security issues financed by
Boston businessman Alan F. Kay.

The survey, taken in July short-
ly after the Moscow summit,
noted a 7 percent increase — to 68
percent — from March in
American voters’ belief that rela-
tions with the Soviets are
improving.

GARY, Ind. (AP) — A 9-year-
old girl who lost her legs to
frostbite after she was found
abandoned in an unheated apart-
ment last winter has told those
who_helped and prayed for her,
“Because of you, I am standing
up today.”’

“I want to thank all the people
in the world for remembering me
and (for) all the donations
they’ve given me and gifts and

cards and letters and their love
and prayers,”’ Darlwin Carlisle
said, smiling before TV cameras
at a news conference Thursday.
Darlwin’s ordeal touched
hearts nationwide following.news
reports that she was found locked .

Investors

shocked

by disappearance

MIAMI (AP) — A financial plan-
ner may have fled with as much as
$25 million in retirement funds
belonging,to a group of doctors and
other investors, each of whom
received an apologetic note ex-
plaining, “‘I have run away.”

Henry Gherman, 51, a former
self-made millionaire whose
career as an ace salesman collaps-
ed in personal bankruptcy, is
believed to have fled the Miami
area, and sources close to the case
say he may have left the country.

About 50 of Gherman's clients
learned of his disappearance when
they received copies of the hand-
written note in the mail this week.

“Everybody is pretty much in a
state of shock,”” said Leonard
Filhaber, a 61-year-old salesman
who says he had total trust in Gher-
man for 12 years. ‘‘We're all sort of
walking around bouncing off walls.

“My wife and I have worked 17
bloody years, morning, noon and
night, and now we're broke,”
Filhaber said Thursday. ‘‘Now I
can understand why old people
believe in mattresses.”

In his note, Gherman said he was
‘‘unable to face the humiliation,
disgrace and consequences’’ that
would follow once- his company,
Financial & Investment Planning
Inc., collapsed. He added that he
would try to return the doctors’
money.

“I have been dealing with finan-
cial and emotional problems for
the past many months and have
been unable to come up with any
solution other than running,”’ the

note said. **By the time you receive
this letter, I will be gone. .. .1
have run away.”

Gherman and his companies
were being investigated for possi-
ble wire fraud, bank fraud,
embezzlement and interstate
transportation of stolen property,
FBI spokesman Paul Miller said.

Gherman handled pension funds
for a long list of clients that includ-
ed at least 20 doctors, many of
whom are wondering whether
they’ll see their money again.

“I'm very angry,” said Dr. Jack
Lubin, a Miami Beach pathologist.
““But I don’t want to talk about it. I
might say something I shouldn't.”

A court statement filed Wednes-
day by 12 clients who are suing
Gherman to recover the funds says
the financial adviser fled town
Monday, leaving behind his wife
and two grown children. Gherman
worked for some of the doctors for
as long as 20 years, even managing
their offices.

A Dade circuit judge on Wednes-
day granted the clients’ request to
appoint a receiver to oversee the
finances of Gherman, his family
and his companies.

The investors also filed a $25
million lawsuit accusing Gherman
of fraudulently shifting their
money to his wife and two children,
according to their attorney, Jay
Solowsky.

Gherman'’s wife said through an
attorney that she had ‘‘no prior
knowledge of his intentions to
leave.”

CHICAGO — Most older patients
who have been hospitalized in in-
tensive -care would be willing to
undergo such care again, even if it
prolonged their lives only for a
month, a study published Friday
suggests. .

The patients’ preferences ap-
peared to hold true regardless of
quality of life, life expectancy, age,
severity of illness, length of stay or
intensive-care cost; the study
found.

Families surveyed on behalf of
patients who had died or been left

incompetent after intensive-care
treatment felt the same way, in-
dicating the feeling did not depend
on successful treatment, the
authors said in the study published
in Friday’'s Journal of the
American Medical Association

Donald L. Patrick, now a pro-
fessor of health services at the
University of Washington in Seattle
and a co-author of the study, said it
contradicts the prevailing societal
and medical assumption that most
patients would want to be able to
expect good quality of life before
accepting intensive medical life-
support.

“A hyphothetical preference
may be very different from a situa-
tion when one is actually facing a
decision,” Patrick acknowledged
in a telephone interview Tuesday.
“Decisions made on the (treat-
ment) table may very well be dif-
ferent from those made in the liv-
ing room."’

Subjects of the study were 160 pa-
tients age 55 or older admitted to
intensive care_at North Carolina
Memorial Hospital in Chapel Hill
for a period of at least 24 hours in
1983, the authors said.

Seventy-four percent of those in-
terviewed later reported they

would be completely willing to
undergo intensive care again to
prolong survival for any period, in-
cluding one month, the study said
Four percent said they were un-
willing to undergo more ICU treat-
ment for any period.

Of the remaining 22 percent,
most expressed varying
preferences depending on duration
of survival, the study found.

Some subjects were receptive to
the idea of further intensive care
only under the circumstances they
actually had faced ‘‘but would not
be willing under some cir-
cumstances they could imagine,”

the authors said

On the whole, however, patients
interviewed were ‘‘extremely will-
ing to undergo intensive care for
very brief periods of life prolonga-
tion,”” the authors reported.

The authors, led by Dr. Marion
Darfis of the University of North
Carolina at Chapel Hill, suggested
that *‘fear of death may overwhelm
other concerns.”

In an editorial accompanying the
study, Nancy R. Zweibel of the
University of Chicago’s depart-
ment of medicine, questioned the
finding that quality of life concerns

did not have a large impact on pa
tient preference

The study dealt with quality-ofs
life considerations only in a
general way, said Ms. Zweibel, 2
researcher in social policy angd
aging.

‘“‘Evidence suggests that when
faced with such decisions, patients
consider a number of more con-
crete factors,”” such as thé
presence and level of long-termp
pain, likelihood of getting betteg,
ability -for self-care and mobility;
ability to think straight and burden

NEVADA CITY, Calif. — The fur
is flying in Nevada County over a
November ballot proposal to ban
the use of steel-jaw leg traps, the
first time that voters in California
will have a say on the issue.

These favoring the ban say the
traps, which are used to catch
everything from raccoons and
weasels to foxes and coyotes, cause
their prey unnecessary suffering
and are indiscriminate, posing a
hazard to humans, their pets and
non-target animals.

Advocates, including ranchers
and government predator control
experts, say the traps are vital in
their struggle to protect livestock,
crops and property. The traps also
help control outbreaks of rabies
and other animal-carried diseases,
they say.

Sixty-six countries have banned
the traps, and their use is
restricted in four states. Other
California communities have
outlawed them, although the
November initiative in the rural,
mountainous county northeast of
Sacramento is the first time voters
in any of California’s 58 counties
will decide the issue.

Steel-jaw leg traps are triggered
when pressure is applied to a pad,
snapping the U-shaped, spring-

operated, toothless jaws closed.
The traps are available in a range
of sizes for different animals.- The
most powerful bear traps were
outlawed in California years ago
because ‘‘they used to find too
many hunters trapped in them,”
said Art Johnston, chairman of
Citizens for a Healthful and Safe
Environment, or CHASE, which
favors the ban.

Debate has been charged, with
proponents of the ban trying to
make their case using photographs
of maimed pets, mangled animals
and three-legged survivors who
chewed off a paw in their desperate
escapes. Those who say the traps
are necessary complain they are

_helpless to counter the emotjonal

appeals.

““The thing actually has taken on
all of the intensity of a religious
controversy, with people rabidly
for it and people rabidly against
it,”” Johnston, who joined the fray
seven months ago, said recently.

“We're not saying you can’t trap
anymore or you can’'t control
predators. We're just saying use a
trap that if a kid gets caught in it,
they can get out. That's all we're
saying.”

Trappers are required by law to
check tneir traps daily, but en-
forcement is non-existent and
many animals die of starvation or

“It just has no place in a civilized
society, especially because there
are so many alternatives,” said
Judy Cassada, director of educa-
tion for the Santa Cruz chapter of
the SPCA.

Instead of the steel traps, ran-
chers should use fencing, shepher-
ding and guard dogs, the ban’s pro-
ponents say.

The real problem, those who
favor the initiative say, is that
authorities see a successful
crackdown on the use of steel-jaw
traps as a major erosion of their
powers that could trigger further
victories by animal rights’ ac-
tivists who oppose wildlife
management and recreational hun-
ting, trapping and fishing.

‘““They don’'t want to be
regulated . . . because they never
have been regulated,” says Tanja
Keogh, a co-coordinator of CHASE.
“It's the old Wild West mentali-
ty. . . .They're afraid if we win, the
next step is we'll be taking away
their guns.”’

SAN JUAN — Letters calling for
alien amnesty applicants to
reschedule their interviews has
alarmed some immigrant rights
advocates, but immigration of-
ficials say those eligible for legal
status do not need to worry.

At issue are notices the Immigra-
tion and Naturalization Service
sent last month advising amnesty

applicants that their initial
legalization interviews had been
moved up:

A second notice mailed this week
warns that those not responding to

INS officials described the
rescheduling as a cost-cutting
measure designed to clear a
backlog of applications before the
end of the federal fiscal year on
Sept. 30 and to clear the way for the
second phase of the program

Reguations
slow water
solution

EL PASO (AP) — Up to 600
families might be able to slip
through a loophole in a federal
regulation that could delay water
availability to 28,000 ‘‘colonia”
dwellers in east El Paso County.

El Paso’s Public Service Board,
which controls the city’s water
utility, is negotiating with the
Lower Valley Water District to br-
ing water to thousands of people
living in colonias — impoverished
rural areas with no water or
sewerage service and few paved
roads.

Just as it seemed the agencies
were about to come up with a con-
crete plan; the U.S. Bureau -of
Reclamation stepped in and said
the proposal would have to undergo
an environmental study that could
take up to two years.

But Reclamation Bureau official
Dan Page said Wednesday that
while the study is being done, the
agency could permit up to 600
families to tap into El Paso’s water
lines. The families — many of
whom live in Third World condi-
tions in some of the most im-
poverished neighborhoods in the
United States — would have to pay
hookup fees up to $1,000.

Under the plan drawn up by the
city and water disirict, the water
district would lease irrigation
water rights, send the water to an
El Paso treatment plant and buy
the water back from EIl Paso at
wholesale prices.

The Reclamation Bureau says an
environmental assessment or a
more-detailed impact statement is
necessary because of the possible
effects of transferring irrigation
water to home use. The study could
take six months to two years.

Darcy Frownfelter, the water
district’s attorney, complained
Wednesday about the federal
agency's delay.

“From the time we submitted
(the plan) in October until July,
when we were notified of the en-
vironmental study requirements,
we lost nine months,"” Frownfelter
said.

About 28,000 colonia residents
tote water from town to home
because most water wells are con-
taminated with sewage from septic
tanks.

Their plight has been widely
reported in newspapers,
magazines and television, but
Harold Sersland, from the
Recltamation Bureau’s regional-of-
fice in Salt Lake City, said Wednes-
day: “I'm coming here with almost
no knowledge of the problem."

Rgscheduling alarms amnesty groups

Members' of the Legalization
Coalition of the Rio Grande Valley,
an immigrant advocacy group,
said Thursday that many amnesty
applicants in the lower Rio Grande
Valley who originally had inter-
views scheduled as late as
December are not home to receive
the notices.

“Our concern is that along with
the appointment date, they got a
work authorization and permission
to travel, so a lot of these people
are not around,” said Telma
Longoria; director of Catholic
Social Services for the Diocese of
Brownsville.

Ellen Pesserillo, an assistant
outreach specialist with the INS’
13-state southern region based in
Dallas, said the second notice was
so worded ‘‘to motivate people to
come in and reschedule,’’ she said.

The INS spokeswoman said those
who end up showing up for their
original interview dates will not

lose their chance for legalization.

“It doesn't say your application
will be denied it says it may
be,”” Ms. Pesserillo said

Coalition member Carter White,
an attorney with the American
Civil Liberties Union, accused the
INS of failing to follow Congres-
sional intent in the new immigra-
tion law

The Immigration Reform and
Control Act of 1986 offers legal
status, or amnesty, to un-
documented aliens who can prove
they have lived in this country il-
legally since before Jan. 1, 1982.

““We strongly believe that the ap-
plicants should not lose their once-
in-a-lifetime opportunity to legalize
their status simply because of this
whim of the INS,” White said.

The backlog of applications
resulted when hundreds of aliens
filed last-minute applications as
the May 4 deadline approached.

About 30 percent of the 25

million nationwide seeking
legalization under the program
turned in their applications during
the last three weeks before the
deadline, the INS reported.

The INS, unable to process the
last-minute flood, started accep-
ting skeletal applications along
with the application fees, and set
the appointment dates that recent-
ly were moved up.

Texas taxes
under study

AUSTIN (AP) — A preliminary
report blasts the Texas tax system
as unstable and unbalanced, but
members of the Select Committee
on Tax Equity disagreed on the
fairness of the assessment.

“Today, our tax system is like a
building in need of repair,’’ said the
draft report prepared by the com-
mittee’s staff and reviewed
Thursday.

““‘An unbalanced tax system is
characterized by high tax rates
and vulnerability to periodic
economic shocks. That, in a nut-
shell, describes the Texas tax
system today,” the report said.

The committee, which has been
working for more than a year, will
take another look at the proposed
report on Sept. 22 and perhaps
come up with a final version.
Later, it will make recommenda-
tions to the Legislature for
improvement

Rep. Dan Morales, vice chair-
man of the Ways and Means Com-
mittee, said the statement
prepared by the steff is accurate
and sound.

“Our_existing tax structure is

LOS ANGELES (AP) The
U.S. Catholic Conference said it
will urge Catholics not to see the
film “The Last Temptation of

Christ.”” while two fundamen-
talist preachers complained they
were turned away from

screenings

The conference rated the film
“morally offensive’” to the na-
tion's 53 million Catholics and
said it was theologically flawed

Although a memo to the bishops
said the film is *"clearly eontrary
to the teachings of the church, " it
said public protests against the
film would give the film further
publicity

The two Protestant preachers,
the Revs. Donald Wildmon and
Jerry Falwell, have been critical
of the film, although neither has
seen it

An 18-member of the Catholic
group saw the film at a screening
Monday, the Buffalo (N.Y.) News
reported today.

Directed by Martin Scorsese,
the film depicts Jesus as someone
who is tempted to resist what
Christians believe is his divinity,
until the point of death on the
cross. Jesus hallucinates during a
dream sequence in the movie that
he marries and has sex with Mary
Magdelene.

In the face of protests from
religious groups, Universal Pic-
tures announced the film, based
on a novel by the Greek author
Nikos Kazantzakis, would open
Friday, more than a month ahead
of schedule. The studio has been
" previewing the film this week.

The cast includes Willem Dafoe
(**Platoon’’) as Jesus, Barbara
Hershey (‘**Hannah and Her
Sisters'’) as Mary Magdalene and
rock star David Bowie as Pontius
Pilate.

In the memo released in
Washington, the conference said
the movie dwells on sexual rather
than spiritual love and contains
excessive graphic violence.

The conference suggested the
church use the issuance of the
film ‘““as an opportunity to place
before our people again the true
image of Christ.”

Universal turned ‘down a re-
quest by Wildmon, a United

Methodist minister, who heads
the American Family Association
in Tupelo, Miss., to see a preview
scheduled to be held in New York
today, the minister’s group said.
It also withdrew an invitation to
Falwell for a Wednesday screen-
ing there, according to a Falwell
spokesman.
